Next fool who calls Lady my girlfriend gets to throw a saddle on a croc and see if they can be broken. You get my drift?

Yeah. You got your feelings hurt on account of reality is catching up with you.

I kept my mouth shut, but just barely.

Bad news, those two are, Croaker. He whispered in the no-breath whisper we use when we are creeping past enemy sentries. Theres big mojo brewing down in their cabin.

He was trying to make himself useful. He had been overshadowed since the appearance of Frogface. So I did not tell him I was on to that already and had had me a thought or two about what could be done.

I suspected and feared that they had been men very much like me. Men caught in the rhythm and motion and pace, unable to wriggle free.

The Annalist who recorded the epic struggle that took place while the Company was in service to the Paingod had written a lot of words, sometimes going into too great a detail about daily minutiae, but he had had very little to say about the men with whom he had served.

Most had left their mark only when he recorded their passing.

I have been accused of the same. It has been said that too often when I bother to mention someone in particular it is only as a name of the slain. And maybe theres truth in that. Or maybe thats getting it backward. There is always pain in writing about those who have perished before me. Even when I mention them only in passing. These are my brethren, my family. Now, almost, my children. These Annals are their memorial. And my catharsis. But even as a child I was a master at damping and concealing my emotions.

But I was speaking of ruins, the spoor of battle.

The Pastel Wars must have been a struggle as bitter as that we had endured in the north, confined to a smaller territory. The scars were still grim. They might take a thousand years to heal.

Twice during that outing I thought I glimpsed the mobile stump I had seen from the wall of the Temple of Travellers Repose. I tried getting closer, for a better look, but it always disappeared on me.

It was never more than a glimpse from the corner of my eye, anyway. Maybe I was imagining it.

I did not get to explore as thoroughly as I wanted. I was tempted to hang around but the old animal down inside told me I did not want to be stranded in those ruins after dark. It told me wicked things stalked Chon Delors night. I listened. I went back over the river. Mogaba met me at the shore. He wanted to know what I had found. He was as interested in the Companys past as I was.

I liked and respected the big black man more with every hour. That evening I formalized his hitherto de facto status as commander of the Company infantry. And I resolved to take Murgens Annalist training more seriously.

Maybe it was just a hunch. Whatever, I decided that it was time I got the Companys internal workings whipped into order.

All these natives, lately, were afraid of us. They carried old grudges. Maybe farther down the river there was somebody with less fear and a bigger grudge.

We were on the brink of lands where the Companys adventures were recalled in the early lost volumes of the Annals. The earliest extant picked up our tale in cities north of Trogo Taglios cities that no longer exist. I wished there was some way I could dig details of the past out of the locals. But they were not talking to us.

While I moped around Chon Delor One-Eye found a southern bargemaster willing to carry us all the way to Trogo Taglios. The mans fee was exorbitant, but Willow Swan assured me I was unlikely to get a better offer. We were haunted by our historical legacy.

I hoped we were now far enough south that I could chart the rest of our course to Khatovar before we resumed travelling.

Lady had been the perfect soldier since the encounter on the river, though not much of a companion otherwise. She was shaken badly by the Howlers return and enmity. He had been a staunch supporter in the old days.

She was still caught in the purgatory zone between the old Lady and the new that had to be, and the heart was not bound in the same direction as the head. She could not find her way out and, much as I ached for her, I did not know how to take her hand and show her.

I figured she deserved a distraction. I had Frogface shop for a local equivalent of Opals Gardens and he astonished me by finding one. I asked Lady if she would be interested in a real social evening out.

Welcome to life in the Black Company, sweetheart, I said. Now you know why Im cynical about lords and such. Now you know one of the feelings Ive been trying to get across.

Maybe I get it. A little. I feel demeaned. Like Im not human at all but an object that might be useful.

Like I said, welcome to the Black Company.

That was not all her problem. I barken back to the rogue Taken Howler, the dead unexpectedly alive and inimical. No amount of tall talking would convince me his appearance on the river was chance. He had been there to do us hurt.

Moreover, there had been an odd and unusual interest in us at least since Opal. I looked for crows.

There were crows in the olive trees, quiet and still. Watching. Always watching.

Shapeshifters presence in Gea-Xle, the dead again living, waiting for Lady. There were hidden schemes brewing. Too much had happened to let me believe otherwise.

I had not pressed her. Yet. She was being a good soldier. Maybe waiting...

For what?

I had learned long ago that I can find out more around her sort by watching and listening and thinking than I ever do by asking. They lie and mislead even when there is no need. More, except in her own case, I did not think she had any better idea what was stirring than I did.

The grove staff showed us to a private bower with its own hot mineral bath. The Nar spread out. Goblin and One-Eye found themselves inconspicuous posts. Frogface stayed close, to interpret.

I surveyed our surroundings. Bland faces watched from every direction.

A mission from the gods?

A what?

These Taglians are superstitious. You ought to know that by now. That would be the way to get the quest idea across. Mission from the gods. Sure you couldnt stick around for a while? Take a break from the road. I know how rough it is, travelling and travelling. And my man needs somebody to do his dirty work. You guys got a rep for handling that stuff.

What do you really know about us, Swan?

He shrugged. Stories.

Stories. Hunh.

The Prahbrindrah Drah said something.

He wants to know why that guy is hanging up in the air.

Because he tried to stab me in the back. After somebody tried to poison my guards. After a while Im going to ask him why.

Swan and the Prahbrindrah chattered. The Prahbrindrah looked irked. He glanced at One-Eyes pet, chattered some more.

He wants to know about your quest.

You heard it all coming down the river. You told him already.

Man, hes trying to be polite.

I shrugged. How come so much interest in a few people just passing through?

Swan started looking nervous. We were starting to move in toward it. The Prahbrindrah said several sentences.

Swan said, The Prahbrindrah says youve talked about where youve been and he would like to hear more about your adventures because far peoples and places intrigue him and your quest, but you havent really said where youre going. He sounded like he was trying to translate very accurately. Frogface gave me a shallow nod.

We had told Swans bunch little during the passage south from the Third Cataract. We had hidden from them as much as they from us. I decided to pronounce the name maybe better kept to myself. Khatovar.

Willow did not bother translating.

The Prahbrindrah chattered.

Seven thousand miles. I never lost a man. You remember the river? Folks who got in my way didnt live to be sorry. Listen close. Im trying to say a couple of things here. Im eight hundred miles from the edge of the map. I wont stop now. I cant. It was one of the longest speeches Ive ever made, outside reading to the men from the Annals.

Your problem is those eight hundred miles, Cap. The other seven thousand were a stroll in the country.

The Prahbrindrah said something short. Swan nodded but did not translate. I looked at Frogface. He told me, Glittering stone.

What?

Thats what he said, chief. Glittering stone. I dont know what he meant.

Swan?

Its a local expression. The walking dead is the closest way to say it in Rosean. It has something to do with old times and something called the Free Companies of Khatovar, which was bad medicine back when.

He continued translating, But yesterdays terror means nothing today. You are not those fanatics. That was seen on the river. And Trogo Taglios will bow the neck to no one. I didnt have the foggiest what the hell he was talking about.

Croaker! Lady snapped, catching the scent of what was in the back of my mind almost before I did. We dont have time for you to indulge your curiosity about the past. Theres something going on here. Tend to it before we get our butts in a sling.

You getting the idea where we stand, Swan? You dont really figure we think running into you and the woman up there was by chance, do you? Talk me some plain talk.

Hes the kind of guy whos got to check things for himself. Maybe he figured to see if you rated yourself cheap. I told him all the stories I ever heard about you guys. He still wanted to see for himself. Hes a pretty good old boy. First prince I ever seen that tries to do what a prince is supposed to do.

Rarer than frog hair, then. Im sure. But you said it, Swan. Were on a mission from the gods. We dont have time to mess in local disputes. Maybe when were on our way back. Swan laughed. Whats so funny?

You really dont got no choice.

No? I tried to read him. I couldnt. Lady shrugged when I looked at her, Well? Why not?

To get where you want to go you got to head right through the Shadowlands. Seven, eight hundred miles of them. I dont think even you guys can make it. Neither does he.

You said they were four hundred miles away.

Four hundred miles to Pityus, Cap. Where it started. They got everything from the border south now. Seven, eight hundred to Shadowcatch. And like I said, they started on us last year. Took everything south of the Main.

She concealed surprise at the designation. As much for her benefit as the Prahbrindrahs, I said, Theres nobody in the Company more qualified. With the possible exception of the Captain, each post is filled on merit.

Chapter Thirty-one: TAGLIOS; A BOOT-CAMP CITY

It had been years since I hazarded internal surgery. Before I started I was shaky and filled with doubts, but habit took hold in the crunch. My hand was steady. One-Eye restrained his natural exuberance and used his talents judiciously to control bleeding and deaden pain.

As I washed my hands I said, I cant believe it went that well. I havent done one of those since I was a kid, practically.

Hey, Croaker. I got me an idea. Why dont you buy me a broom?

What?

When I wasnt busy doing anything else I could be sweeping up.

I looked down at three dead bats arranged in a neat equilateral triangle. Maybe the boys arent imagining things. The bat cadavers were not neat.

I did not like that. The runt was up to something. Ever since we came back from the country he had had that smugness about him. It meant trouble. He and One-Eye could get so involved in their feud they forgot the rest of the world.

Time would tell what was up.

Whatever you say, I told Goblin. As long as you get the job done. Dangerous agents of the Shadowmasters I want you to take out. Small-timers set up so we can feed them false information. I had to worry about everything. Taglian society was under extreme stress, though it took an outsider to see it. Too many changes too fast in a traditionalist, restrictive society. No way for conventional mechanisms to adjust. Saving Taglios would be like riding the whirlwind. I would have to stay light on my feet to keep the frustration and fear directed against the Shadowmasters.
