But it's eating the lining off my nose, and I used all my sealant on
the air leak. Can you set me a port with the Advocatus Diaboli?"

  "Oh yeah, right," Sarge said with a snort. "Like the colonel and
Mr. Neverlin want to smell it. Get yourself over to the Foxwolf.
I'll have Reinking set you up a docking port there."

  "Copy," Jack said, and tapped his transmission key, cutting off
the radio.
