	The values of 9 to 0 are applied as sub-rankings to the Ranks of A through F, with an A9-Ranked individual being the highest-level User before achieving S-Rank, and F0 being the weakest. In the S-Ranks, however, sub-rankings are applied using a Class system derived from the game of chess. In descending order, these Classes are: King/Queen (depending on the gender identity of the User), then Rook, Bishop, Knight, and Pawn.

	 

	Moving to the next question, Rei felt his confidence begin to grow a little.

	 

	List all Specifications relevant to CAD-combatants, separated appropriately, as well as their broad definitions.

	 

	The middle directions made him smile, and he wondered if the other examinees would be tripped up by not reading the questions fully.

	 

	User-specific specs include:

	1) Strength - measures a User’s physical ability to push, pull, lift, carry, and throw weight.

	2) Endurance - measures a User’s physical ability to perform strenuous activity without fatiguing.

	3) Speed - measures a User’s physical movement and reaction speed.

	4) Cognition - measures a User’s speed of cognitive information processing, and amount of information able to be processed at once.  Due to concerns over long-term cerebral damage, Cognition is only active when deliberately applied, most commonly during a CAD-call..

	 

	CAD-specific specs include:

	1) Offense - measurement of a CAD’s direct offensive power.

	2) Defense - measurement of a CAD’s total defensive ability.

	4) Growth - measurement of a CAD’s ability to adapt and upgrade itself and its User over time with input of combat information.

	 

	These measurements are Ranked in the same fashion as CAD Rankings, though standard 0 to 9 values are applied in the S-Ranks as well, rather than titling. In these measurements, a Ranking of F0 is akin to the ability of an average 30-year-old male citizen of the Intersystem Collective.

	“See? So don’t be surprised. And don’t—” he cut across Warren quickly when the girl opened her mouth as she stared at him suspiciously “—ask me what I’m doing here with all of you. I’ve been grilled on that twice today already, in case you didn’t notice, and I’ve got no more answers now than fifteen minutes ago.”

	“One minute, cadets!” Bretz’s voice rang out from the field. “Return to you places.”

	He hated to agree with Grant, but the guy had read his mind.

	“Elaborate, Grant.” Gross said smoothly.

	The Mauler shrugged. “Arada is a D7 according to the database. Jax is a D4. It was already a skewed pairing, but Jax’s Type is a particularly bad matchup when set against a Duelist. Lancers have to depend on their reach to keep their opponents at bay, using offense as a defense. Arada’s Type leans into Speed, allowing her to get inside his guard. The minute she managed that…” He dipped his head at the field, obviously indicating the results of the match spoke for themselves. Then, surprisingly, he looked around at Jax. “You’d probably do a lot better against a Phalanx, or a Mauler like me.”

	At his right, Rei felt Jax relax a bit, while on his left Viv—like he had—blinked in astonishment.

	Not before the heat-death of the universe would either of them have believed they’d hear Logan Grant offer a positive comment to anyone, even as underhanded as it had come…

	“Good summary.” Gross granted with an approving nod before scanning the group as a whole. “Right now, as you are in the very earliest stages of upgrading and evolution, I would agree that there are ideal and inopportune matchups. A Lancer’s reach is at a disadvantage to a Duelist’s Speed spec, just like a Mauler’s power might be at a disadvantage to a Brawler’s reflexes. However, that Brawler’s lower Offense will have a hard time against a Phalanx’s Defense, who in turn might have that Defense overrun by the Mauler’s Strength. For now these are valuable considerations. However—” he spoke the word pointedly “—these differences close quickly, as you and your Devices grow stronger. At the System level and above, Type means nothing compared to skill and ability. The Mauler may catch the Brawler, the Brawler may smash through the Phalanx’s shield, the Phalanx may withstand the Mauler’s assault. Do not lean into or away from the strengths and weakness of your Type as compared to others. Instead, lean into your own capabilities, and develop yourself from there. That, of course, includes most and foremost learning from your own failings. Jax—” Jax flinched beside Rei as Gross’ eyes fell on him “—give me one thing you would do differently if you could repeat that exact fight.”

	“My opening attack.” Despite Jax’s obvious discomfort at being called out, he’d clearly been ready with an answer. “Arada saw it coming. That was when she closed on me, and got inside my range.”

	Gross looked Viv. “Would you agree?”

	“Yes, sir.” Viv answered just as quickly, using her hands to demonstrate intersecting paths while she elaborated. “I was actually trying to get further around him. The former’s Device was a sleek, silver-blue overlaid with red vysetrium, and his two blades were identical, a pair of matching, curved sabers about 20 inches long by Rei’s guess. A visor covered the top half of his face, the opaque glass alight with red lines the same color as his vysetrium, and the CAD enveloped every inch of both arms and legs, leaving only his torso and abdomen unprotected, along with his neck, chin, and mouth. 	“Me neither!” Catcher squealed in positive delight, fists balled over his knees while Heton fought for her life below them. “That is so cool!”

	“And might be the end of the match,” Rei muttered with a slight frown. “If Ejua can keep this up long enough for the water to slow—”

	“Oh!” Aria’s exclamation cut him off, however, and for good reason as it was echoed hundreds of times through the stadium, even from the third years.

	As one of Ejua’s sabers had descended, Heton had done something both foolish and incredible. The minute the enemy blade had sliced down towards her she’d dropped the parrying dagger in her left hand and—with a well-timed snap and twisting dodge—caught her opponent’s saber by the handle. There were no markers, no rising obstacles, but neither did the lifting ground beneath Esku and Thren’s feet give any indication that it was a plain Neutral Zone that was coming into being. Instead, the projected sky above the combatants turned a clear, aquamarine-blue without so much as the hint of a cloud, and only when the two cadets had reached the 10-foot ascent did the floor of the field seem to shimmer into view.

Her disbelief was well masked, but not completely hidden. Rei, too, couldn’t help but gape in amazement and delight down at Thren, focusing his NOED in on her Device to observe it in careful detail.

	“Has to be, right?” Catcher answered Viv after a second. “But for an A-Rank to have one? That’s impressive!”

	External modules—or simply “externals”, as they were much more commonly known—were hardly common as it was. Aside from usually being exclusive evolutions achieved by S-Ranked Users, they weren’t even developed by every such CAD-fighter. 	Rei heard Viv shout in astonishment at the announcement of the early triggered abilities, but he ignored her. Even Esku, a Mauler, cut and cleaved so fast that he doubted an opening Break Step would have put much strain on her body. More interesting to him, rather, was the fact that the fight had indeed immediately devolved into one of incredibly close proximity. Despite the pair possessing what was arguably the greatest standard range among CAD-Type, they had stepped well into each other’s reach, exchanging a furious flurry of sweeps and blows that left him dizzy as he tried to follow them. He wondered, abruptly, how he had for so long been able to appreciate CAD-fights at this level and beyond before he’d developed a decent Cognition, and could only imagine it had been a simple, potent fascination with the sheer power and speed A- and S-Ranked Users could bring to bear.

	Despite the irregularity of the combat, despite the proximity of Esku and Thren, despite neither of them being able to bring either of their weapons to bear to any appropriate extent, their exchange was fluid, flawless, and seemingly without end. In consecutive volleying back and forth the two third years twisted and swung and slammed the broad-sides and butts of their Device hafts at each other, almost appearing to take it in careful turns to duck and dodge and dance out of the way. A minute later the Lancer had demonstrated that she also possessed the Repulsion Ability, but Esku looked to have read some sign in the shifting of her opponent’s body, because she leapt clear of the blast radius only an instant before the energy was released. It was the Mauler’s turn after that to unleash Mirage—an Ability that briefly projected an autonomous-but-harmless second copy of herself—but Thren used the advantage of her reach to keep the two mirrored images of her enemy at bay long enough for the hologram to flicker and fade. Not long after that the two girls looked to be reduced to nothing but their own physical ability, the fight ramping up in both speed and savagery as the pair grew desperate to end the match before either of them reached the limit of their Endurance. 

	In the end, it was Thren’s body that failed first.

	Not for a moment had the Duel slowed down. Not for a moment had the two girls disengaged, or had one retreated in an attempt to catch a breather and recover. On the contrary, the paired third years had gone after each other like beasts lost to bloodlust, hacking, slashing, and stabbing all while throwing dust and sand into the air in great clouds as they steadily ruined the perfection of the salt flats between them. For this reason, it surprised no one when the end came abruptly, when the loss was delivered only after body, mind, and Device alike had been pushed to their limits, and very likely beyond.

	PING!

	The sound of loose steel ringing clean echoed the flashing, whirling form of Thren’s green-and-yellow lance flying point-over-end through the air, knocked out of its User’s grip by a massive up-cut from her opponent’s hammer the Lancer had tried desperately to deflect. She managed to save herself the impact of the blow, but her Strength failed her in that moment, her weapon sailing well-clear of her reach. Immediately she launched herself backwards, skating in reverse without taking her gaze off of Esku, obviously making a play to retrieve the lance.

	Unfortunately for her, she chose to withdraw in a straight line.

	Rei could forgive her the mistake. According to his clock they had been fighting for nearly 6 minutes now, and the girl had to have been exhausted. 	The absolute explosion of cheering that followed this announcement was so loud, Aria started and covered her ears in surprise at Rei’s right, only lowering her hands again after the initial wave of screams and applause had died down. Over the noise only Dent’s voice could be heard, amplified as it was.

	“An excellent fight to both cadets! A flawless demonstration of positioning, Abilities, and prowess! Congratulations, Cadet Esku, on your first victory of the season!”

	The cheering rose again, and from the left Viv had to holler to be heard.

	“That was brutal!” She, like Rei, was watching Mira Esku wave to the crowd, face glistening with sweat over a broad smile now that her grey-white Device had been recalled. After a few years, though…” He waved a hand to where the Lancer was being led, leaning heavily on the assisting officer, from the southeast side of the field, all while Mira Esku continued to wave as she walked off in the opposite direction.

After that, Verah O’Donnel took the win over Jasper Serent after nearly 10 whole minutes of the two Sabers managing a treacherous, mountainside variation of the Northern Tundra field. Next came the upset of Karen Behst—an A3 Phalanx—giving up a win to B9 Mauler Elizabeth Aaron when a distinctly cocky attitude cost her first her right leg, then the match in quick order.

	After that the pairings became a little more varied, the fights a bit more scattered now that Major Reese’s selection had caught the attention of the crowd. An A4 Duelist made short work of his B8 opponent, ending the match with such quick ferocity there were nearly as many boos from the crowd as cheers. Two fights later, an A3 Lancer took his time dismantling the B7 Brawler he’d been pitched against, earning much appreciation from the stands, but glares of disapproval from both Reese and Captain Dent after the match was done. The Flood Zone field made an appearance again, this time as a tidal rush of water passing under a stone bridge that looked to be moments from being swept away.
