    The golden dragon and Grand Demon Lord clashed in the sky. Spell formations appeared on both sides as they came together in massive clashes, the impacts of which resounded through the sky. 
 
    The aides to the Grand Demon Lord, seeing the power displayed, paused in their advance. The the battle had reached a level at which they could no longer help their leader. 
 
    With roars of anger, the Demon Lords quickly moved to catch up with the assaulting Xelur army. 
 
    Four more dragons roared as they cleared the mountain range that made up the Densaou Ring of Fire. They were part of the force that would help the players retake the inner eastern castle. 
 
    They were supposed to arrive during the night so that they could surprise the Xelur, but with the ongoing battle, they had increased their speed in order to help repel the oncoming assault. 
 
    Grand Demon Lords unleashed attacks at the dragons, some were as strong as the one that was fighting the golden dragon in the air. Most weren’t and were only distract the Dragons, many of them perishing in the act. 
 
    The dragons were proud and powerful creatures. These four combined their power into spell formations that appeared over the Xelur-controlled areas. When combining Mana and having multiple mages working to cast a single spell together, the spell didn’t simply become easier to cast. Their power increased dramatically. 
 
    From the sky, these massive spell formations were larger than the castles below. 
 
    “Players, prepare to sortie!” Esa’s voice rang through the command channels. 
 
    Players who had been on the walls moved off, forming into parties and groups. 
 
    Deia continued to watch the destruction being waged through the air.

    The Xelur burned soul energy, enhancing their natural abilities as they fought against spells as if they were spears and swords, not magical formed creations. 
 
    It was a terrifying sight as these forces clashed in the sky above the portal. 
 
    “They’re nearly at the walls!” Lox yelled over the sound of fighting. His sword and axe formed in his hands. 
 
    Deia looked to everyone. They were all looking to the sky in wonder of the fight there. But with Lox’s words, their looks of awe hardened as they checked weapons or started to circulate their Mana so as to instacast their attacks. 
 
    The Mana barrier of the northern castle was quickly failing as the roars of the oncoming Xelur were clearer than ever. The very ground shook with their progress. 
 
    “Ready yourselves!” a commander called out. His deep voice made those on the walls brace themselves. Hundreds of small white beams illuminated the Mana barrier. The charging forces now added in their own attacks; for them to display their full power, they needed to get rid of this Mana barrier. 
 
    The Xelur might be a techno race that fell backward but they were as smart as any of the people on Emerilia. 
 
    The Mana barrier shone with brilliant light, weathering the impacts for a time. Finally it was unable to take the attacks. Holes appeared within the barrier before suddenly the runes that were supporting the Mana barrier stopped lighting up with power and the Mana barrier collapsed! 
 
    “Use individual Mana barriers!” Esa called out. 
 
    In different areas, smaller barriers were activated to cover the people within their area of effect. They weren’t as good as the Mana barrier of the castle but they could blunt the worst attacks and give those underneath a better chance. 
 
    The main gate closest to the eastern side shook with an impact. More and more impacts sounded against the gate as the sound of metal hitting stone could be heard along the walls. 
 
    “They’re trying to break down the gate and climb the walls!” someone called out. 
 
    “Area attacks outside the gate and the walls. Archers, hit anything that moves out there,” Esa ordered. 
 
    With the Mana barrier down, they had lost their protection; however, they had regained their visibility. Mages and ranged attackers unleashed concentrated attacks that they had been holding back. Arrows left the castle in droves, whistling overhead to land among the Xelur and cutting them down as they continued to race toward the castle’s outer walls. 
 
    The Xelur didn’t let this pass as their Demon Lords started to reach the walls. With their soul-enhanced strength, they smashed into the walls, leaving large impacts as they continued to swing their weapons. Others got to the wall, leaping onto them, using their claws or weapons to climb the walls. 
 
    The castle’s outer walls were covered in a thick cover of Xelur fighters working their way up the wall. There were simply too many of them to be all killed by the spells and ranged attacks. 
 
    “We’ve got Xelur in the seventh and ninth area!” someone called out. 
 
    Deia looked to those areas, where Xelur were fighting with the Terra Alliance people. The Xelur created an opening on the wall; more and more of their people rushed to get into that gap and reinforce them. With each death, the Xelur would grow stronger, pulling the souls from their own fallen and the fallen from the Alliance. Much as Dave’s armor did. 
 
    The deaths of the Xelur reduced their numbers but their average power was actually increasing. 
 
    This made them a terrifying enemy as they wielded their blood rune weapons. 
 
    Lu Lu unleashed a lightning attack from Suzy’s shoulder, stunning the Xelur Demons that had made it over the wall in the seventh section of the wall. Most would have been killed by the attack but the Xelur were tough opponents and were merely stunned for a while. 
 
    Thankfully, this gave the people on the wall the opportunity to drive them back. 
 
    The first Xelur Demon made it to the wall. They roared in victory; from their body, it seemed that their soul aura erupted, killing off the POEs within the area. It twirled its spear and smashed through three others that had been nearby. His strength was so great as to throw them from the wall and into the Xelur waiting below. 
 
    All across the walls, there was fighting. There wasn’t a single place where people weren’t fighting for their lives. 
 
    Deia pulled out her bow. Drawing the string back, she sighted Xelur and unleashed her arrows. Her accuracy was uncanny, as if she were some war goddess who had trained with the bow all of her life. 
 
    Xelur fell to her attacks while Induca and Malsour created lances from their respective Mana and started to add their own pressure to the Xelur forces. Steve now wore his own modified Devastator armor, increasing his defense and his abilities. He, unlike Lox and Gurren, instead of being sealed away, was actually connected to the armor. 
 
    He, Gurren, and Lox put their weapons away. The runes around their wrists lit up as they fired Mana spears into the oncoming attackers. 
 
    Streams flew from Jung Lee, each of them a condensed spell. Jekoni linked to these spirits and was able to draw on their power with the bond that he had with Jung Lee. 
 
    From Dave’s bag of holding, he threw out Mana grenades that Suzy’s Air creations gathered up and headed out toward the walls with. Moments later, the rumbling explosions of the grenades could be heard as the creations returned for more of the grenades. 
 
    Deia concentrated on the Xelur Demon Lords. She hit one in the arm, making their attack go wide as a POE who would have died continued with their own attack, driving their spear into the Demon Lord’s chest. 
 
    The Demon Lord let out a howl of rage. Its other hand was covered in a soul glow as it smashed into the POE, crushing their helmet and dropping them to the ground. 
 
    The Xelur Demon Lord looked directly at Deia. It leapt into the air and pulled out the arrows from its sword arm. Its wounds on its chest and arm healed at a visible speed. 
 
    Deia drew and released arrows faster than one could blink.     Another orb failed and then another. The Grand Demon Lord’s aura erupted, going from ten meters tall to eight in an instant. Burning all of that supporting soul power made him look like some kind of war god of destruction, with his Xelur minions aiding him in his escape. 
 
    With a shout, the Grand Demon Lord pulled out a new sword from the dead around him and cut at the wall with it, letting out a wild howl filled with rage. 
 
    A blade of soul energy refined into a single slash crashed against the wall, making it shake violently as a hole appeared within the outer walls. 
 
    “Kill them all and refine their souls!” The Grand Demon Lord’s voice carried through the air, reaching Party Zero as he started at them, his eyes filled with pure anger. 
 
    They had made him burn so much of his soul power that he had been building up for nearly a century. 
 
    “Got it!” Malsour said as Xelur started to swarm toward the breach within the wall. The Xelur now gained access to the corridors that ran through the outer walls where the archers, mages, and ranged attackers lay.

    The Xelur, now with less ranged attackers firing on them, were able to push forward with larger numbers, swarming the breached wall and making it over the top.

    A realm of darkness descended over the Grand Demon Lord, blocking out all light. Shrieks of pain filled the air as Xelur around the Grand Demon Lord were affected by the attack.

    “Aren’t you and Jake good friends?” Gurren asked. 
 
    “Yeah, but he’s our necro—it’s different. I came in like a wreeecking axe!” Steve slammed his axe into a shield-holding Xelur and tossed them to the side. Steve laughed. “Gets me every time!” 
 
    Anna let out a pained sigh as Lox focused on fighting. 
 
    Soon, there was no time for talking as they advanced. 
 
    “I have the ground in the tunnel ready to close it up, but we need to take out that Grand Demon Lord or else he’s just going to smash through it all over again,” Malsour said, blessing the front line fighters with necrotic damage to their weapons. 
 
    Even if their attacks were stopped, then they’d melt through the weapons and armor in their way, or upon touching the skin, it would then start to decay and inflict damage onto the one hit for a period of time. 
 
    “Seems like he’s coming to us!” Induca cast down repeated fire walls over the tunnel entrance. “I can feel them breaking up my spells by attacking them within the tunnel.” 
 
    The ground shook as the fire wall Induca had been making, exploded. Induca stumbled her face pale from the failed casting and rebounding power that raged through her body. 
 
    Standing at the entrance of the destroyed tunnel was the war hammer-wielding Grand Demon Lord. It surveyed the battlefield, looking over the defenders as one might look over prey, his eyes filled with bloodlust. 
 
    Lu Lu unleashed a powerful lightning attack from her beak, sensing that this creature had hurt Induca. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord raised his war hammer to hit back the attack but it instead traveled down the war hammer and into the Demon Lord’s body, making him twitch slightly. 
 
    The amused look on the Grand Demon Lord’s face turned to one of anger at having such a weak creature inflicting pain on him. With a roar, the Grand Demon Lord shot forward, pushing the Xelur out of his way as he raced toward Party Zero. 
 
    “Plasma cannon!” Suzy called out. Her Air creations moved into a special formation in front of Induca. 
 
    Induca had mostly recovered after downing a Health potion. 
 
    Red sheets formed, as did magical formations, lining up perfectly with Suzy’s creations. 
 
    Additional white magical formations by Anna appeared in front of the barrel that formed in front of Induca, integrating perfectly with the other spell formations. 
 
    The Xelur, with fear in their eyes, looked up at Induca, who was wreathed in these multiple spell formations as well as supported by Suzy’s creations. 
 
    The Xelur Grand Demon Lord swiped his war hammer up at Induca. A white beam of light cut through the sky at her. 
 
    Induca’s eyes changed to red as her skin became scaled. Her power increased as she allowed herself to change slightly into her dragon form. 
 
    Power surged through the massive conglomeration of items. The plasma cannon unleashed a cyan stream of light that was twisted, fueled, and compressed to a terrifying degree by Anna and then directed with incredible precision by Suzy’s creations. 
 
    A plasma cannon spell usually just fired one spell. This was a continuous spell, much like the flamethrower spell that one might use, burning through Mana continuously for a longer time of effect. 
 
    This cyan light smashed into the soul-powered beam that seemed to pierce up through the heavens. 
 
    The impact from the two magical powers sent out a shock wave over the castle, clearing away any dust and debris and shaking the people below. 
 
    A crater appeared underneath the Grand Demon Lord’s feet. He was nearly thrown off-balance but he shifted his weight and stomped his foot down,, grounding himself as he faced off against Induca, who had been pushed back ten meters in the sky. 
 
    The flames that surrounded Induca grew stronger, turning from red to blue as she held her position in the sky. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord’s aura increased in power as his body grew smaller, increasing the power in his magical attack. He could only direct his power against Induca, unable to move unless he’d be thrown off-balance and destroyed. 
 
    “I can hold him for a while. I’m stronger than him but if he ignites all of his soul energy at once, then I don’t think I can keep him suppressed,” Induca said through gritted teeth. 
 
    “Forward while she has the Grand Demon Lord suppressed!” Lox yelled. They advanced—Suzy and Lu Lu with Induca in the air, defending her from attacks and letting her concentrate. 
 
    Malsour unleashed a fog from himself that decreased the reaction time of the Xelur within fifteen meters of him. This allowed those at the front to easily kill of anyone who lay in their path. 
 
    They cut a path through the Xelur. The other parties lent their help, watching the flanks of Party Zero, holding their ground so that they could advance without care of the Xelur that they left alive. 
 
    “Shoot the mage!” the Grand Demon Lord yelled out. 
 
    The Xelur on the ground that were in life-or-death fights directed their power into beams, aiming at Induca. 
 
    Suzy held her staff outward. Waves of power distorted the air around her as the gem in her staff was released, starting to rotate and move higher into the sky. 
 
    From Suzy’s belt and her bag, creations started to appear. 
 
    “Creations of Gray!” Suzy yelled. These creations came together. Instead of being limited to their own singular Affinities, these creations were made from all of the Affinities. They carried within them seven cores: one for each of the different Affinities and another to send out orders and regulate the other six. 
 
    Ten of them formed, all taking on a similar appearance to Suzy. These creations didn’t have any emotion on their faces as they looked at the incoming attacks. Gray light formed from their hands as they erected a Mana barrier around Suzy and Induca, only allowing the beam of Induca’s attack to continue. 
 
    “I can’t keep this up for long!” Suzy said. The attacks were blunted but the power necessary for these creations were on another level compared to the regular creations she had. 
 
    She sent out three of the creations. They they dove toward the ground, brimming with energy. They fired simple Mana beams, like the Xelur utilizing Mana barriers. 
 
    They moved, dancing around like the wind, hitting as fast as light and as hard as earth and metal, flowing through the Xelur’s defense like water. They weren’t as powerful or fast as Lox and Gurren, but because they were inanimate, they didn’t have to care about wounds that would have killed others. As long as their cores were unaffected, they could continue to fight. 
 
    Lox let out a roar, his his movements picked up in speed as he pushed forward, not worrying about the consumption from his soul gem reserves any more. 
 
    More and more of the Xelur now unleashed their ranged attacks on Induca and Suzy. 
 
    Steve, Lox, and Gurren broke through the Xelur lines and appeared at the edge of the thirty-meter-wide crater around the Grand Demon Lord. 
 
    Lox shot forward. His armor glowed white as he flew toward the Grand Demon Lord. 
 
    It instantly combusted its soul reserves as Gurren, Steve, Malsour, and Anna followed behind Lox’s wild charge. Its ranged attack grew in power, forcing back Induca, who didn’t have time to change her dragon form as the new power output from the Xelur Grand Demon overpowered her own attack. 
 
    She was hit straight on, crying out as her Health dropped to just ten percent. 
 
    “No!” Suzy yelled. The Air creation on her back allowed her to shoot across the sky and grab Induca, who was falling from the sky. The different components of her attack came apart without her there to ground it all. 
 
    The Grand Demon let out a terrifying roar, a ghost-like apparition formed in front of it. The ghost paused in the air for a moment before taking off like a dart and entering the opening within Suzy’s defenses. 
 
    Her great creations moved to try to intercept but they weren’t quick enough. The attack smashed into Suzy, making her cough blood. Three of her gray creations fell apart as she could no longer control them. 
 
    Lox’s sword smashed down at the Grand Demon Lord. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord moved its war hammer across to block the attack. It made to counterattack as Steve reacted. Lox, attacking the Grand Demon Lord’s side, forced him to defend instead of continue his attack. 
 
    “Anna, go get them!” Lox barked as Gurren added himself to the fray. His sword lashed out like a viper, the Grand Demon Lord again forced to defend. 
 
    Steve, Gurren, and Lox fought on the ground or in the air, attacking anywhere they saw a weakness, working together unconsciously so that they would open up the Grand Demon Lord for another one to hit them. 
 
    “Got it!” Anna yelled. An explosion ripped through the area around her, blowing away any who were close enough and not stable on their feet. The Grand Demon Lord and the rest of Party Zero around him didn’t even regard the shock wave as they fought with everything they had. 
 
    Malsour protected their backs, using his spells to kill as many Xelur as possible. 
 
    Lox knew that Suzy and Induca’s fall from the sky was pulling at his very heart but the rest of the party needed him where he was or else this could all come apart. 
 
    Anna reached into the air, grabbing the falling Suzy and Induca. Lu Lu had turned into a raging demon as she tore through the sky, unleashing the most powerful attacks on those below. 
 
    The Xelur tried to hit her with their ranged attacks but her flying skills were no less than that of a dragon’s. Now she wasn’t resting on Suzy or Induca’s shoulders; her size expanded from a housecat to that of a four-door car. 
 
    Each of her attacks was more powerful than the last. As she killed or assisted others, her experience constantly rose, giving her more levels. Unlike the players or people of Emerilia, she couldn’t assign her increase in stat points; they were automatically updated—meaning Suzy didn’t need to go into her stats and increase them. 
 
    “Lu Lu!” Anna’s yell cut through the sky. 
 
    Lu Lu let out an angered call but seeing Anna carrying her mom, the fight went out of her. She turned, displaying her greatest speed as she followed Anna, Induca, and Suzy back toward the castle. 
 
    Lox didn’t have time to look anymore as he, Gurren, and Steve all stepped up to take the damage, fulfilling their role as tanks. They could barely keep the Grand Demon Lord pinned. They needed someone to get in heavy hits to start pulling the Grand Demon Lord’s Health down. 
 
    “We need mage support and DPS! We can hold the Demon Lord but we can’t kill him as he burns so much soul energy!” Lox cried out on the command channel. 
 
    “Lord Indas! We need your scouts!” Esa yelled out. 
 
    “They’re on their way!” Lord Indas yelled. 
 
    Gurren, Lox, and Steve continued their attacks, tirelessly attacking the Grand Demon Lord. 
 
    Gurren, in his frustration, went for a risky attack, finding the handle of the Grand Demon Lord’s war hammer coming for his head. It smashed into his helmet, but being within the separate space of the bag of holding, he swung his shield up and pressed forward with an attack. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord, surprised that Gurren wasn’t at least stunned, had to sidestep Gurren’s second attack, his own follow-up going wide. 
 
    Steve and Lox both attacked at the same time. Steve’s blow was deflected but Lox’s hit cutting into the Xelur’s side. 
 
    The wound started healing as soon as Lox’s attack had passed. Steam rose off it as the soul aura around it burned fiercely to defeat the attacking gray Mana that worked its way into the Grand Demon Lord’s body. 
 
    They moved around the crater. The sound of their weapons rang out with each crushing hit that broke the ground or made the ears of those nearby ring. 
 
    With a flickering movement, Indas and six of his people appeared. All of them wore loose and baggy clothing, as well as veils that covered their faces. Weapons were held in their hands and there was not an inch of armor on their bodies. 
 
    By looking at these people, one might think them as weak, but their movement speed was incredibly high! 
 
    Blades on chains moved like live snakes, moving between the three tanks and striking the Grand Demon Lord. 
 
    Unable to fight off all of the attacks, the Grand Demon Lord was hit by the blades, cutting down on his Health. Still, he defended against Lox, Gurren, and Steve. If one of their attacks hit, then it would severely impact his Health, more so than the attacks by Indas’s people. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord cried out in anger and frustration as the attacks kept on whittling down its Health. 
 
    “It’s nearing seventy-five percent!” Gurren yelled out. 
 
    “Be ready for a Legendary ability!” Lox said. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord fell to seventy percent and still there was no sign of the Legendary ability. 
 
    Steve hit the Grand Demon Lord’s war hammer wide. Gurren’s sword jabbed out low, cutting deep into the Grand Demon Lord’s thigh and making him stumble. 
 
    Even at that, his wounds were healing but thankfully it wasn’t instantaneous. 
 
    Indas’s people used the time to their advantage, dropping his Health more than fifteen percent. 
 
    “Coming up on fifty percent. Maybe he’s not got a Legendary ability?” Gurren said, sounding unsure. 
 
    Fifty percent hit and the Grand Demon Lord’s soul aura climbed to new heights as his Health bar started to quickly refill. 
 
    A magical formation appeared around the Grand Demon Lord. Gurren, Lox, and Steve were unaffected but Malsour and Indas’s people were. 
 
    “It’s a soul attack,” Malsour ground out, fighting the attack with all of his Willpower. Indas’s people were brought to the ground, crying out in pain within the area of effect. 
 
    “Pull back and use your ranged!” Lox yelled. 
 
    Steve and Gurren jumped back five meters. Steve dropped his axe; the head embedded itself into the ground as his wrists glowed. Gurren and Lox’s weapons fell away, dissipating into fog as they activated their wristbands, pushing them to full power. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord was still in the air. Soul energy from all around rushed toward him, filling his Health and also returning some of his lost power. 
 
    The trio didn’t hesitate. From their hands, gray Mana bolts appeared. The smoky balls came out so fast that they looked like solid streams. 
 
    These attacks impacted the Grand Demon Lord as he tried to regenerate his abilities and reserves. The rate of his Health returning decreased as their damaging attacks were faster than his regeneration. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord whirled out his war hammer. It glowed white with soul energy. His movement ended his Legendary ability of regeneration as the other Legendary ability of soul domain continued to affect all of those within the area of effect. 
 
    Gurren and Lox, within their Devastator armor, couldn’t be touched, and Steve didn’t have a soul nor did he use nanites that powered the Xelur, so it had no effect on him either. 
 
    The white light rushed outward, becoming weaker as it was hit by the Mana bolts. 
 
    Lox brought his fist back, wreathed in gray Mana. He punched forward and smashed against the attack. 
 
    The attack failed. Lox continued to fire his attacks. The Grand Demon Lord now smashed his hammer toward Gurren’s attacks, advancing on him. The pressure from the attacks made it impossible for him to close the mere ten meters quickly. 
 
    Steve broke through the war hammer attack at the same time as Gurren. The both of them added in their attacks onto Lox’s. The Grand Demon Lord howled in pain as the three streams of Mana bolts kept it contained. Waves of Mana flew from the three as they looked like demigods trying to restrain the full might of a god between their efforts. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord was completely suppressed as it tried to move; to get past the Mana bolts holding it back. 
 
    The power consumption was incredible with runes across all three sets of armor lighting up to collect rampant Mana. The wind was whipped up with this intake sucked in like an ancient beast was trying to breath in the planet’s air. 
 
    If the Grand Demon tried to move in one direction, then the three would also move to block him. 
 
    The Grand Demon’s soul aura was still strong enough to stop the attacks but it was burning off its soul energy at a massive rate to stay alive. It dropped its hammer, staring directly at Steve, it raised its hands slowly, fighting the streams from Lox and Gurren. Its soul aura spun and twisted down its arms, concentrating in the palm of its hands before light tore outward. The twin streams pushed back Lox and Gurren’s bolts, defeating them before they reached the Grand Demon Lord, just as it had done with Induca. 
 
    However, Induca was much stronger than Lox and Gurren and their armors’ attacks; even though they were powerful, they didn’t have the complexity or power of Induca’s attacks. 
 
    Steve, seeing the two dwarves being suppressed, altered his coding, pouring more and more of his Mana into his arms as he stepped forward. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord laughed crazily, its soul aura taking on the attacks from Steve. It looked as if its entire body was aflame with brilliant and powerful soul energy. Motes of light of all colors danced around in the soothing miasma of energy. 
 
    “Not again!” Steve’s voice boomed. He continued forward. Each step left a crater from the force of his attacks. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord’s attacks pushed Lox and Gurren’s attacks back farther. 
 
    Fear started to form in Lox but he clamped down on it. He could burn out this Grand Demon Lord’s power—then someone might be able to kill it! If he lost the armor or even his life, it would have been worth it. He planted his feet firmer, thinking of Suzy and Induca, who’d been seriously injured to the point that they’d fallen from the sky, unconscious. 
 
    The light beam from the Grand Demon Lord reached Lox and Gurren’s hands. They didn’t flinch as their hands were melted away and their wrists were destroyed, breaking the magical coding. 
 
    The attack raced back and their wrists slammed into their chests. 
 
    To get the most power to their attack, they had both stopped powering their Mana barriers. They were thrown backward, craters in their chests. 
 
    Lox saw all kinds of warning lights on his interface as his armor was severely damaged. He looked over to see Steve cancel his ranged attack. His hand shot backward; his axe responded to him and flew into his grip. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord grasped his war hammer and swung it around at Steve, who brought his axe up and around, smashing into the oncoming war hammer. 
 
    They had both imbued their power into their weapons. Steve’s was covered in a dark miasma while the Grand Demon Lord’s was covered in that soul aura once again. 
 
    With the impact of their weapons, the dust at the wall that had been churned up by the trio’s attacks was dispersed, showing the outside world. 
 
    Runic lines across Steve’s armor lit up with darkness as the two separated. Hammer and axe met again and again. The two of them fought with everything they had: Steve burned his soul gem reserves while the Grand Demon Lord burned up his soul energy. 
 
    Lox made to get up but found that his armor was too badly damaged to be of much use. Restorative runes had been activated across his armor, repairing his destroyed hands and forearm as well as his chest section. Lox knew that getting out of his armor around these two would only make him a hindrance to Steve. He focused on pouring as much power in getting his armor functional as he watched the two giants battle in the middle of that crater. 
 
    Xelur were now moving into the area as the Grand Demon Lord’s Legendary attack soul domain had worn off. The Legendary ability didn’t care whether those within it were allies or not; they would consume all. 
 
    Malsour regained his feet as people tried to charge into the crater. Malsour let out a roar that shook the very heavens as his body grew at an alarming speed revealing his dragon form!  
 
    In the eyes of Malsour—once he was in dragon form—these low-level Xelur weren’t much of a problem. 
 
    “We have a breach in the southeastern wall! The Grand Demon Lord there has made it through!” someone called out. 
 
    Around the crater, black flames rose to ten feet in height, burning all of those who were less than ten meters away. Some were simply turned to ash in the face of the attack. 
 
    From these flames, darklings stepped out. Four hundred darklings looked upon the Xelur, amassing their numbers. Malsour looked down upon them like a titan making his judgement. 
 
    The flames surged outward for forty meters in every direction, killing tens of Xelur. 
 
    As they were recovering from the sudden attack, the darklings that had advanced in those flames brought forth from the abyss itself descended upon the Xelur ranks. In the early morning darkness, the darklings were in their element, moving through shadows as easily as one might walk. 
 
    The Xelur used soul energy, which was highly effective against the darklings. But they were within the Terra Alliance’s walls—they were being cut down by ranged defenders as well as melee types.

    Still, these titans clashed with each other—only now with Indas’s men was Steve approaching parity with the Xelur Grand Demon Lord.

The Grand Demon Lord came upward from the ground and under Steve’s swing. His hammer slammed into Steve’s chest and sent him back five meters. He made to attack Steve again as chained daggers went for his face.

    They checked their weapons, nervously looking to the Party Zero members.

    “Well, after seeing how useful they were to Esamael’s army at Verlun, we made some purchases and then Dave modified them a bit so that they aren’t as easy to break as he did with the ones at Verlun,” Josh said. 
 
    The fighting heated up as the Xelur started to attack the airborne forces of the Terra Alliance as well as the approaching players. 
 
    The dragons and DCA’s forces continued to stay high in the air, making it hard to be hit as their attacks continued to pressure the Xelur, not allowing them to devote much of their strength to attacking. Instead they had to hole up and defend themselves as artillery spells continued to blossom on their soul barriers, with Mana bombs and dragon flames tearing at the energy constructs. 
 
    Josh and Esa stopped talking, looking down upon the forces that moved like an unstoppable juggernaut across that desolate rock and dirt. 
 
    The no-man’s-land between castles had been hospitable when the dragons had laid claim to the Densaou Ring of Fire that spewed heat and magma into the sky. 
 
    Now, with the vicious fighting that had been going on for weeks, the ground had been split apart, forming craters and gouges in the ground. Weapons and items that the dead left behind rested there; tombstones that marked Xelur that had died in their retreat flashed here and there.     The fighting got more intense as the players reached past the range of the beam-like soul energy attacks. The Xelur within the wall were now able to attack with their arrows and physical weapons.

Gravity scoops on either side would pull the materials into storage containers to the rear of the asteroid miner, which could be switched out. 
 
    It was covered in a variety of repulsors that would allow it to move through space and through asteroids. There were sensor units that would be built into the body of the miner so that it knew where it was at all times and, as it was mining, it could pick up the different materials that were in its path. 
 
    This miner was meant for two things: to open up asteroids for the second miner to get into it and to also be used outside of asteroids to cut into different ore veins. This miner used Dark Mana instead of Light so that it would be harder to detect. Unless someone was specifically looking for the miner, then they would have a hard time finding it, between the Dark Mana drillbit and the amazingly effective stealth runes that covered the exterior of its hull.  
 
    The soul gem constructs consumed the power that they had stored within them, making the base structure of the different things that had been programmed into them. 
 
    The second miner didn’t have these stealth runes. It was nearly ten times the size and it was hooked up directly to storage chests that would stay behind it, ready to be changed out by carts and cargo shuttles. 
 
    This had multiple Light drills that would create a beam of golden light that would cut through the interior of an asteroid at an alarming rate. These would be as fast as twenty of the original miners that were running through the asteroid. With it, hollowing out an asteroid would be much more efficient, taking much less time. 
 
    While it cut out the main thoroughfare of the shipyard that would be inside the asteroid, the smaller miners would be able to cut out the hallways and slips that would run down the asteroid shipyard. 
 
    Dave finished making ten soul gem constructs of the first miner and two of the large-scale miner. As he finished with them, they would disappear from his hands as he teleported them across the asteroid to the few catwalks that jutted out from the wall that the portal corridors and fusion plants were located behind. 
 
    These small little sections of rock that jutted outwards were about ten meters wide and one hundred long and were spread out every five hundred meters. These were what the slips of the shipyard would be built out from, the slips would then hold one or more ships as they were being held at readiness or were being worked on 
 
    It would take some time before all of the slips were filled with working ships. But now with the soul gem constructs, all it took was enough power. Their fusion plants were operational and the ice planet was refining enough fuel to meet the demands that Pandora’s Box’s creators needed. 
 
    They were stockpiling more for the fusion reactors that would be built within the different warships. The Mana expenditure was simply astronomical. 
 
    Once he had finished with the different base soul gem constructs that were now growing where the slips would be constructed, he started forming the cargo shuttles. These were automated creations that would handle most of the cargo within the system. So, Dave went ahead and put in the right coding so that Jeeves could command them. 
 
    They would be covered in the ovaloid-looking repulsor units and drive units that would allow them to cross space. Its rear section was one entire box of holding. They could be chained together, much like how train carts were attached to one another. 
 
    The shuttle could drop them off and then attach all of the filled containers and fly back toward the main asteroid mining base, dropping off the storage boxes to be separated down by ore and then stuffed into automated carts that would take these back to the refinery on the ice planet to be processed. 
 
    The shuttles were, like the miners that would operate outside the asteroids, covered in stealth magical coding. Even heat exchangers were being put in to simply make sure that the ambient temperature around the shuttles wasn’t more or less than the surrounding area. 
 
    If someone was able to plot where the shuttles were, then they could figure out where the bases were within the asteroid belt. 
 
    Dave made three of these, teleporting them out to different areas to allow them to grow. Dave looked toward where he and Malsour had entered the center of the shipyard. The soul gem constructs powered by the fusion reactors of the asteroid base were now racing across the floor with runic lines in them, guiding the power outward. They spread out at an incredible speed, covering the floors and then reaching out across the interior of the shipyard. They reached the slips, diverting with runic lines of power leading the way. 
 
    As they touched the different soul gem constructs that were resting against the slips, they started to grow at an incredible rate. 
 
    The soul gem construct from the fusion plant brought with it gravity and strip lighting as it raced toward either end of the shipyard, where the miners were currently hard at work. 
 
    Dave held a soul gem construct in his hands. Above it, there was a sharp-looking ship, with missile tubes and gun tubes that looked like bristles. The drive units on it were larger and the Mana barrier projectors were massive. 
 
    This was what the battleships in the moon should have been. It was a melding of the magical coding and technology that Dave knew of and matched with information he had got from Bob about the Jukal ships, as well as human ships and the information that Sato and his people had shared. 
 
    From all of this amassed information, Jeeves, Steve, Dave, Malsour, and Bob had created something that demanded respect. This melded technologies that the Emerilia AI would have freaked out over and Dave wasn’t willing to use even in his secret bases within Emerilia or its moon. 
 
    The soul gem construct in Dave’s hands disappeared. Reappearing in a slip, it grew rapidly. From it, support beams that ran the length of the ship creating its “spine,” extended; other supports spread outward, creating the superstructure of the ship. 
 
    Dave created a half-dozen more of the soul gem constructs and sent them outward into the various slips. 
 
    In these slips, nearly twenty different items were being created at the same time. 
 
    Dave’s focus was not on the miners, nor the cargo shuttles or the impressive battleships. Instead, it was on the simple ring-looking three-dimensional image that floated above the soul gem he had just modified. 
 
    The Jukal made hundreds of portals. Let’s see if I can make one or two.

Carts waited behind them, gathering up these materials into storage chests before shooting off toward the portals that would allow them to take this back to the ice planet to be refined. 
 
    “How’s it going?” Dave asked in a private chat before teleporting right next to Malsour, making him jump. 
 
    “Would be better if I didn’t have the human jack-in-the-box making me jump out of my skin!” Malsour got his breathing under control. He let out a frustrated noise. “I like it better when you weren’t testing out your teleportation magic. You’d be pretty deadly with that.” 
 
    “Oh, I know and it was also why I was so willing to let Deia participate in fighting or at least be near it when she was pregnant with Koi. If anything went wrong, then I could teleport her away in the blink of an eye,” Dave said seriously. 
 
    “Well, that’s good to know.” Malsour glanced at the miners. “I never thought that our projects would turn into anything on this scale. I still don’t quite understand it all.” 
 
    “It is pretty damn impressive. It it still hasn’t sunk in for me.” Dave sighed. 
 
    “I know,” Malsour said. “Me either. Though it’s here now so we have to do something with it.” 
 
    “I was wondering if I could use your mind for something that I’ve been thinking on,” Dave said. 
 
    “What is it?” 
 
    “Teleportation related and I also want to go over the new designs for the battleships and destroyers,” Dave said. 
 
    “Okay,” Malsour said. They disappeared from in front of the miners and appeared next to the portal. 
 
    Dave stepped through, Malsour following right behind him. 
 
    As soon as he was through, Dave teleported them both to the workshop and laboratory buildings that were filled with people working on different projects or coming to understand them. 
 
    Ela-Dorn was in the room, sitting in a chair, her hand on a Mirror of Communication. 
 
    Dave swiped his hand over the surface of the workstation in front of them. A complicated series of spell formations appeared in midair, overlapping one another. 
 
    “What does it do?” Malsour looked at it. 
 
    “Well, we’ve been looking at what the flying citadels are doing with dropping everyone off and I had to think that there is a better way to drop off troops than have them use those teardrop backpacks,” Dave said. 
 
    “Okay.” Malsour waved for Dave to go on. 
 
    “This is what I call teleportation drop. I know it needs work but anyway—these spell formations would be turned into runic lines that people could stand on. Then we cast a spell on the ground below the runic lines, use that as an anchor and we send people to the surface,” Dave said. 
 
    “Okay, so basically we have a teleport but it only teleports people to whatever’s below it,” Malsour said. 
 
    “Exactly! So we could have a whole bunch of say War Clans—they’re standing inside these teleportation circles, then we just drop them right onto the battlefield. Instant reinforcements!” Dave smiled. 
 
    “Okay, that does sound like a good idea, but that anchor—there has been a reason that we’ve been using drop pads and the portal anchors,” Malsour said. 
 
    “Yes, but this anchor isn’t crossing three-dimensional space, a lot less things to deal with. Here the anchor is basically making sure that we don’t stick people in the ground.” Dave’s excitement built. 
 
    “I don’t think that we should tell the people that we’re going to be using this on that we might stick them into the ground.”  
 
    “Well, of course not. We’re going to fix that up before it happens,” Dave said. 
 
    “Okay, well, it makes sense to me.” The more Malsour looked at the spell formations, the more he could understand what it was trying to do. 
 
    “Now the other thing that I want your help on.” Dave flicked his hand, using the interface menu to change what they were looking at. 
 
    Two large ships appeared. One was a kilometer long, the other about three hundred meters long. 
 
    “Okay, so these are our designs for the battleships and the destroyers. The destroyers were made to be a multi-platform ship. Though the more I talk with the people who have been going through history and are working to become buffs on this stuff, the more I’m starting to think that we should make them farther apart. Able to cover the other’s weaknesses. What the eggheads have been thinking is to adapt the battleship so that it is faster and can move between atmosphere and space. However, the destroyers will be a complete space warship. They can then have much heavier armor, better long-range weapons, and fusion reactors dedicated to the shields and Mana barriers. 
 
    “The battleships are good for close-in defense and patrols but they’re not good to slug it out. That will be the destroyer’s job. We can fit the destroyers with the new jump drive while the battleships can just use portal jumping. The destroyers clear the area, then call in the missile boats and battleships through portals,” Dave said. 
 
    “It’s a good thing that the flight drives run off gravity and Mana so it doesn’t matter if they’re in atmosphere or space—they’ll still work. This scale up on the destroyer—it’s going tot cost a lot more resources than we originally thought.” Malsour looked at the ship. 
 
    “Yes, but it will still take about the same time as the battleship to make. The destroyer is much bigger and its armor plates are really simple. The battleship, however, is streamlined to make sure that it doesn’t face too much resistance when moving from atmosphere to vacuum,” Dave said. 
 
    “Which brings us to the automatons. How has development gone with those?”  
 
    “Well, the Aleph we’ve got are looking into it and we’ve got Jeeves running through multiple simulations to see which of them would be the best for our needs. It looks more and more like we’re going to have to make multiple types for all kinds of jobs.” Dave scratched his head. 
 
    “Which means multiple factories, which means more time up front to build up the infrastructure to create them,” Malsour added. 
 
    “Yep, but thankfully we have all of these people here so it’s coming along a lot faster than I thought. We should have finalized ideas within a few days, it looks like. But anyway, back to the ship types,” Dave said. 
 
    “I think it’s smart. We’ve got missile boats heavy on armor and defenses, with storage crates filled with hundreds of missiles. Those are good for just saturating the enemy’s defenses with weapons fire— make their defense work for it. Then we’ve got the battleships that can wade through the fires of hell to reach the Jukal ships and smash them apart at long range and up close. I would think about even increasing the power on the engines. With the inertia information that we’ve got from Sato’s people, we can handle a lot more gravities on these ships and still be fine. 
 
    “Let’s use that to our advantage. The destroyers have missiles and weapons. And they’ve got high speed, and can enter and exit planets. They have less armor and have way less striking power than the battleships but they can escort them and enhance their striking abilities.” Malsour looked at the ships. 
 
    “Someone has been doing their homework.” Dave smiled. 
 
    “Well, we’re making a fleet of warships— I thought it might be a good idea to know how to use them and what they’re going to be doing. I was thinking of bringing it up before but we just didn’t have the resources in order to have multiple kinds of ships. With all of the bases and what we have now, it’s possible for us to increase our striking power and our abilities.”  
 
    “Good. That was what I was thinking, too.” Dave pressed another command on the console. The ships started to change, with their weapons and emplacements being pulled out and changed, as well as their forms. Their armor changed shape and also densities. 
 
    It was as if someone had gone over them and started to remove all of the useless extras and beefed up what needed to be touched. 
 
    Malsour looked at the final products. 
 
    The battleship was shaped like an octagonal prism. Mana shield nodules covered the ship. Runic lines ran across it, lighting it up with an ethereal glow. Flight drives lay on either end of the ship and then along its body to allow it to maneuver in every direction. Heavy armor covered the surface of the ship as rows of massive heavy cannons lined the different faces of the battleship. Missile ports were sealed up, ready to launch.  
 
    Looking upon the ship, Malsour felt reassured. This was a ship of war seemed to combine clean lethal lines while seeming dominating at the same time. 
 
    The Destroyer was much smaller. It was streamlined with two wings midway up it's body for atmospheric flight and they also held missile racks and even a few smaller cannon attachment points. 
 
    armor was more polished and less rough, with lighter weapons and less missile ports than the larger battleship. 
 
    “The destroyer will have the drop teleporting ability that I was talking about earlier, allowing it to move into hostile territory and drop off reinforcements quickly. It will have surface-to-space as well as space-to-space missiles. It will have automated cannon turrets that can fire all types of rounds, from the plasma cannon rounds to the nuclear warhead grand workings. When entering and exiting atmosphere, it’s going to be pretty nimble, but people better be strapped the hell down. Wait—we’ll just boost the power of the gravity runes and we should get Jeeves to code out something that will make it so that everyone’s good at all times. It’s damn useful having an AI around.” 
 
    “Good to know my services are appreciated,” Jeeves said from the ceiling. 
 
    “Hello, Jeeves.” Malsour smiled. Jeeves was the hardest working of them all. In the beginning, they had needed to code everything by themselves. Now they coded some of the more complex stuff that Jeeves didn’t understand. Like Dave’s portals. Though, for the most part, they could tell Jeeves what they wanted and he could whip up a code to be inserted into a soul gem construct and with enough power it could be built. It was why and how they were able to change between designs like they were now. 
 
    If they were an Earth military, then they could adapt their designs but to change them completely, they would have to remake the entire hull, rip out everything and try again. 
 
    “Hello, Malsour. Did the miners within the asteroid belt meet your approval?” Jeeves asked. 
 
    “Yes, they did. Good work,” Malsour said. 
 
    “Thank you,” Jeeves said. The AI didn’t get any happier than when someone praised him on doing a good job. When something went wrong, he would sit over the shoulder of whoever was working on the project and try to help them figure out what went wrong. He was a perfectionist and within Pandora’s Box that was necessary. 
 
    “Jeeves, do you want to tell Malsour the specs on the battleship?” Dave asked. 
 
    “The battleship has multi-layered armor, similar to the armor used by the Devastator suits. Once impacted, the layers of soul gem within the metal will repair itself and then where it has been hit; as long as the ship is powered, it will recover. It has five large fusion reactors, ten small reactors like the one within Pandora’s Box on Emerilia. It has twenty-four Mana wells that are spread throughout. The soul gem construct within all of these ships is the most complicated construct ever made. It is grown on a reinforced and runed metallic superstructure made up of a Mithril composite.” 
 
    “Wait—what? A Mithril composite?” Malsour interrupted. 
 
    “With the information from Earth, the Jukal Empire, as well as the various texts from the dwarves, we were able to work out how to make the Mithril composite. It is rather expensive to make but with our large amounts of resources, it is not impossible. With this surplus, we have been looking at using it with a combination of other materials in different processes to retain the integral strength of the Mithril material without having to use just purely Mithril. With this composite material, we are able to have that strength throughout the battleship. It is actually needed in order to support all of the armor as well as the acceleration you two have been talking about. A lesser material could warp and then the entire ship could break apart or have weaknesses.  
 
    “The Mithril composite material is part of the superstructure that the soul gem construct is grown upon. The soul gem construct will look after things like power distribution, breathable atmosphere, command and control circuits for the various items within the ship. It will also be able to seal off sections of the ship that are heavily damaged and repair them. It can also act as a reservoir of power for the different magical coding within it. All of the coding will be compressed to runic lines but can be altered at any time To do that at the ship level, Administration rights would need to be assigned and delegated. Also, with having the soul gem construct as the base material, it is possible to replace out items like burnt-out Mana barrier coding automatically. As Mana shields go down from overheating, then you could code in heat exchangers that remove the excess heat or replace the soul gem construct completely. With Earth warships and Jukal Earth ships, it is necessary to take out banks of hardware stacks and replace them out due to overheating or damage. Also, they are more likely to have faults. Any issues that are detected by me will automatically be repaired so that there is no loss in functionality,” Jeeves said with some pride. 
 
    “Every time I think of these soul gem constructs, I just can’t think how it would be possible to do it without them,” Malsour said. 
 
    “I know. Terra wouldn’t be at half of its progress, we wouldn’t have flying citadels lying in wait, or be able to create the places we have,” Dave said. 
 
    “Do you wish for me to continue?” Jeeves asked. 
 
    “Please do,” Malsour said. 
 
    “Then we move to weaponry. There is no need for massive missile holding areas like the Jukal or the old Earth ships had. With the bags of holding and storage crates, each ship can store hundreds of missiles easily, each one armed with a fusion grand working warhead. 
 
    “Same goes for the various cannons. They will be controlled by the ship’s AI, which I am currently undergoing training on and working with in simulations to improve the accuracy and abilities of the cannons. The cannons are based off Deia and Induca’s plasma cannon as well as the dwarven cannons, and information from the Earth archives and the Jukal fleets. 
 
    “The cannons will use grand workings and their base unit will be similar to the dwarven artillery cannon, but more heavily reinforced and able to channel much more power through in order to reach near relativistic speeds. 
 
    “It will be enhanced by magical formation and magical coding, similar to the cannons that Deia and Induca make out of their fire. While this will increase the power of the artillery cannons, it will also make it impossible for the ships to remain within stealth. Each time that they fire, they will also create these glowing sheet-like apparitions that the enemy will be able to see,” Jeeves said. 
 
    “Are we still going with the stealth runes? I thought that would be impossible?” Malsour asked. 
 
    “Not impossible but really difficult. But Jeeves—”," Dave, a grin on his face, pointed to the ceiling. 
 
    “The problem with the stealth runes is that they make an entire area look as if it doesn’t exist and cuts it off from the outside universe. A Mirror of Communication will still work but everything else is dulled. 
 
    “What we worked on was with the heat exchange system as well as the adaptive abilities of the soul gem construct, we can mimic the surrounding area’s heat, reduce our own and also fake the stars and other light sources around us. This will not allow us long, but with the increased speed that I am simulating out right now after yours and Dave’s discussion, I believe that it will give all of the battleships a much better chance at surprising the enemy. However, the destroyers will be unable to use this to such great effect. 
 
    “Their ships, with their smaller power units and their more reduced design, would not have the power or the technological abilities in order to carry this out. However, they could hide in the shadow of a battleship to get in close with the enemy. The missile boats would be in much the same situation,” Jeeves said. 
 
    “Okay, so the battleships will have massive cannons, a hell of a lot of armor and they can stealth pretty well until they fire and they will have the ability to jump between different locations. 
 
    “The missile boats will be heavily armored, have good missile defenses and shields. It will also be able to pump out missiles like crazy. It won’t be too fast and it will need to rely on an anchor or a portal in order to move across solar system distances. 
 
    “The destroyers will be able to move between atmosphere and space. They will have decent weaponry to deal with most threats. They will also be able to use Mana barriers. They are also faster than the battleships but they also cannot move between star systems without anchors or portals,” Malsour said. 
 
    “Correct. However, the battleships, due to their mass, will have issues with slowing their momentum as well as changing their heading. Once they are going in one direction, it’s going to be hard to move in another. Unless you want to burn through the battleship’s energy like no tomorrow,” Jeeves added. 
 
    Dave and Malsour both looked on the warships that floated above the workstation, turning around as they showed off all their sides. 
 
    “Well, it looks like we’re going to have our fleet soon enough,” Malsour said. 
 
    “As long as we can get the materials for them,” Dave said. 
 
    “With current production and the predicted rates of expansion, we are well on our way to meet our needs,” Jeeves said. 
 
    “Shouldn’t we be helping out the people with the flying citadels?” Malsour asked. 
 
    “They know what they’re doing and they’ve done so many of them while we’ve been working on the designs and getting that sorted that we’re not really needed. They have a plan they’ve refined—we’re extra hands but here we’re needed to deal with the issues that crop up, not just build things,” Dave said. 
 
    “You make a fair point,” Malsour said. 
 
    “Which is why I could use your help in building something,” Dave said. 
 
    “Didn’t you just say that we’re better at solving problems instead of building things?” Malsour said. 
 
    “Why, yes, I did but this is a portal. The one I’ve been making in the asteroid base? Well, I finished it and we’re having issues with it.” Dave walked past the workstation and into one of the many workshops. 
 
    There were people all around working on different projects, from cannons to flight drives and armor. Although they had the basis of what they wanted to make and Jeeves was working off of that, it was basic and simple: integrating all of these systems together—although theoretically possible—hadn’t been done before. They were trying to figure out any problems that might happen beforehand and solve them. 
 
    Dave and Malsour entered a room where a portal rested, it was made from soul gem, with runic lines spiraling throughout the ring and the base of the portal. 
 
    Malsour’s sense spread out to the portal. His eyes opened with a blue light as he activated his arcane sight. “Impressive. Your power regulation is way off, though, and your runic lines are so close in places that they might have overlap.”

    “Dave.” Jung Lee greeted him with a smile, reaching out his hand which Dave clasped, the two of them turning to face what Jung Lee was working on. 
 
    He had worked with the flying citadels for a bit but he had found that his skills were put to better use elsewhere. He had come to Ice City, lending his hand to the growing facilities as well as the alchemists. He worked on both of their projects but his main project within Ice City was working with the weapons, armaments, shields and armor that were supposed to stop them, of the Pandora’s Box Initiative. 
 
    The area that they were in wasn’t that large but it had multiple heavily armored and Mana shielded rooms with some of the most complex stealth runes and even self-destruction magical coding around it. The entire facility was powered by an isolated fusion power plant and could be completely shut off from the rest of Ice City. 
 
    Down here, Jung Lee experimented with bringing life and working on his various maladies and healing potions, and he also worked on weapons of mass destruction. It seemed like the two were vastly opposite but the more Jung Lee worked on them, the more they became similar. 
 
    “How have things been down here?” Dave asked.  
 
    Jung Lee spent a lot of time out and about Ice City; he talked to a few people and seemed to just take in the atmosphere and enjoy being around other people. He also liked to have his own privacy and disappeared underground to these weapon development facilities. Only a handful of people worked down here.

    “Oh? How were you able to separate the two spell formations?”  
 
    “As you know, we have been imprinting the rather unstable and compact soul gem constructs with a magically coded imprinter. Once the imprint or spell formation has taken effect on the soul gem construct, we pump it with power, causing the spell formation’s effect to create a much larger effect than it would originally. Simply imprinting two of the spell formations onto the same unstable soul gem construct—well, that’s why we had to remake the third testing laboratory,” Jung Lee said. 
 
    “Now we’ve tried making shells with both of them in it and then on impact they would activate. However, we found that the energies annihilated one another so that their strength was just a portion of what it would normally be. We’ve tried to imprint two different spell formations onto the same grand working. They should have not had any effect on one another, but, the soul gem construct was so distorted that they ignited one another and turned a grand working machine into slag.” 
 
    “Yeah, it’s like we’re working with damn nitroglycerin—great stuff but just a little too much jostling and you’re turned into flying mince,” Dave said. 
 
    “Quite. So I’ve been working with soul gem permutations, specifically, I have created a soul gem construct but the highly unstable and compressed sections are now separated by a sheet of properly formed soul gem. I tried this first and it took more time but it blew itself up after a few minutes. 
 
    “So, I coded in some fail-safes and the round is still stable after a few weeks. It is nearly ten times more powerful than two other grand workings. It consumes the power of both the spell formations that is used to amplify their effects. I have taken the good sheet of soul gem and coded it to take power from special containers. The containers keep the round’s containment powered. Then, once it hits, the first grand working goes off and then the second mutually amplifies the effect,” Jung Lee said with an excited look. 
 
    “Damn, that’s incredible! Now we’ve got the round working—what combinations are you thinking of?”  
 
    “Well, we can use Light spells to break through shield and armor, followed by Earth magic that kills people from the inside, or Dark magic that would ignite once inside an enemy ship and warp the ship from the inside. Or we can use ground penetrators: they use Air or Light to break into a facility then the second part summons creatures from other realms; they attack from the inside, causing havoc. A boarding action, as I believe you call it, but since we are not using people but energy constructs, we can attack again and again,” Jung Lee said. 
 
    “We could mix the light penetrator with a fusion bomb grand working, get it inside and then break them apart.”  
 
    “Indeed. We can use this for all of the cannons. With the missiles, while we could do it, the needs for storage would be complicated and if they were to become unstable, then we don’t want to be on top of thousands of missiles. Although they are useful, if they are broken we need to have power draws in place ready to consume the released power before it can activate the spell formations. If these grand workings are broken, they could rip a hole in the side of our own ships,” Jung Lee said. 
 
    “Okay, well, that would be some serious coding, but I have a few ideas on that. I’ve been thinking of updating my outfit anyway so I’ll be looking into drawing in more power and ambient energy,” Dave said. 
 
    “What kind of ambient energy?” Jung Lee’s eyes flashed. 
 
    “Whatever I can get my hands on, probably.” Dave laughed. 
 
    Jung Lee was, however, silent, caught in thought. “If we were able to make a two-stage grand working, but then add in some additional coding to the stable section, we could make the first a light penetrator grand working; the second grand working would create as much damage as possible.     “Well, good and bad. I’ve nailed down what form the interceptor is going to be in. After going through the information on weapons that the humans had and their ability to defend against the Jukal weaponry, these Gatling gun prototypes have proved that they can fire rapidly and with the right adjustments be incredibly accurate. As you know, the Jukal’s main weapon systems are their massive laser cannons, their fighter wings, and their missiles. 
 
    “The interceptor is good to deal with the missiles. However, dealing with the cannons—unless we want to have that energy smashing into our shields constantly—we need to break it. From the information we were able to gather with the sensor units on the Datskun watching the generations of Jukal ships moving through Emerilia and hovering behind the second moon, we know that they have refined these cannons with magical runing. So we really need to deal with them first. 
 
    “So, we need to insert something that can disturb spells. There are two ways to break a spell. One—understand the spell formation and rip it apart, or two—insert so much energy into it as fast as possible in order to overload the caster’s ability to control the Mana and it all backfires. Now, we don’t know what kind of resets these cannons will have, so the second option will make it easier as we’ve got to just throw in wild Mana that will surge the cannons. How much Mana we’ll need to make it backfire—well, that depends on their systems. I don’t like the solution as we’ve got to concentrate our interceptors on the spell beam for long enough to destroy it. If if we break the spell formation, it’s much harder. We need to adjust each of the rounds ourselves, or we can automate it. I’m stuck on trying to figure out a way to automate it and make it fast enough to imprint it onto the interceptor’s soul gem rounds without stopping. These rounds are going to need to change from one type of round to another in order to break different beams and spells they launch,” Jekoni contemplated, stroking his face, while Hat moved from side to side, looking at Dave and Jung Lee like an excited puppy and waving to them adorably, the contrast of the two made Dave shake his head, hiding his smile under his hand. 
 
    “We’re trying to make the one weapon system do too much—have the interceptor system have a Gatling gun and then a Mana-based projection weapon. The Mana weapon will target spells; the Gatling gun physical weaponry. The Mana projection will only target one single rune, the power consumption rune, destroying or altering it. Destroying it will take more power, but altering it—if it is carved into the magical circles, then it will be impossible. We can only use the projection against people if we wanted to do the second way. Instead, we attack that single power consumption rune and we burn that thing out, melt it so that it’s useless. They’ll have to replace it or their weapon will be dead,” Dave said. 
 
    “How could we target it?” Jekoni asked. 
 
    “Well, we make the projector able to change.” Dave smiled. “We have magical coding plates built into it, ready to change from rune to rune. Only when the projection senses that it is affecting the spell formation will it stay and deal with it. We’re going to need to give it some decent processing power but then we’ve got good things coming from the group dealing with AI and their processing centers. We can use that to change through the nearly one hundred runes that control power. Then they will smoke the little bastard out and the Jukal are down their main cannons.” 
 
    “That would be impressive. The Jukal’s laser cannons can be regarded as their strongest weapons, capable of burning away shields with the sheer power output that they channel directly into the shield’s power couplings,” Jekoni said. 
 
    “Looks like someone has been reading up on the materials,” Dave praised.

Here, multiple dwarven artillery cannons, casting platforms, and repeater batteries were located. They walked lightly into the castle and through to the central area that lay underneath the tower. 
 
    Anna activated the ono from a control panel. It took but a moment before the ono connected to Terra. They stepped through the ono, into Terra. 
 
    “Citadel One Goblin Mountain Group,” Anna called out to the teleport pad controllers. 
 
    “Dialing Goblin Mountain Group, Citadel One!” the controller confirmed as the event horizon closed. Runes started to move on the ground, changing into a new formation.

    “Reports from the Aleph: their scouts have recognized multiple Grand Demon Lords leaving the portal. It seems that they called for reinforcements,” an aide said. 
 
    Esa hissed, her face turning ugly. The Aleph automatons could use the size of the Xelur to figure out what class they fell into, but telling their possible level could only be done by someone who was of Emerilia. 
 
    “How many?” she demanded. 
 
    “Looks like dozens,” the aide replied. The room went quiet as others tried to listen in on the new development. The Grand Demon Lords had been a pain in their ass for this entire campaign. Now that so many more of them had appeared, it would only make their lives that much more difficult. 
 
    “There’s nothing that we can do but endure.” Esa looked to those in the command center. “Warn the flying citadels as well as our forces closest to the Xelur portal.” 
 
    The Flying Citadels glowed with power, lances shot out from the Flying Citadels as Dwarven Artillery fired into the heavens. 
 
    Runic lines glowed on the flying Citadels soul gem islands, spell formations appeared in front of the Flying Citadels as spell after spell was formed. 
 
    The concentrated fire of the Citadels battered the Xelur reinforcements, without shields or barriers they were washed away in the unending sea of fire. 
 
    Light illuminated the area around the portal, the Flying Citadels turning the area around the portals into nothing more than a killing zone. 
 
    Esa’s eyes went wide as artillery started falling from the skies. This was the Flying Citadels first action, but it could only be called dominating. There was no mercy or pause in their actions.

    “Moving to drop positions,” the captain of Goblin Mountain Citadel One said while the flying Citadels rumbled with artillery cannon fire and spell formations activating. 
 
    “Follow me,” Deia said. They entered one of the defensive towers, heading down to its base. There an elevator departed, taking a group down with it. 
 
    They waited for another elevator to appear. They stepped on it and shot downward. 
 
    The elevator was clear around the sides. They passed through the foundations of the citadel that was integrated into the soul gem island beneath it. 
 
    They passed through that for a while before passing multiple areas hidden within the island. There were ammunition lockers for the different weapons inside the castle; there were stables for the aerial creatures and those that were ridden into battle. Next were the barracks for the drop forces as well as those on the surface. 
 
    Finally, they started passing the drop bays and drop tubes. The island underneath the citadel wasn’t symmetrical but rather looked like an upside-down mountain. 
 
    The drop tubes and drop bays exited at different points for the most part. Some areas, there were groups no larger than ten warbands waiting to drop. In other places, there were mounted forces and War Clans waiting on platforms, ready to go. 
 
    Hidden down here was the true threat of the flying castle. 
 
    They stopped at a drop tube. 
 
    Mages and fighters from across Emerilia waited silently in lines that led to the drop tubes. There was a red light off to the side. 
 
    The leaders were talking to their people, repeating the plan that had been laid out weeks ago. 
 
    People glanced to Party Zero. Quickly, the word passed that Party Zero would be joining them in this battle. It gave the nervous and tense drop forces something else to think about and raised their spirits as they ran final checks on their gear. 
 
    None of the Party Zero needed drop packs and stood, ready and waiting behind those who were ready. 
 
    “Our target is the western castle. We will drop as close as possible under the supporting fire of the citadels, as well as the aerial units. This is going to be one hell of a ride down. Make sure to stick to the way point circles you see unless you’ve got incoming—in that case, evade as you can! As soon as you’re clear of enemy-ranged attacks, continue to follow the way points! Otherwise you might hit someone else on the way down, or you could be separated from everyone else,” Deia said, for the benefit of those who hadn’t been part of the training group. 
 
    “Three minutes out!” the captain yelled out to everyone on the citadel. 
 
    “Up!” the drop leader said. Everyone stood from their seats. 
 
    “Check the person in front of you!” the drop leader said. Everyone checked the person in front of them, making sure that their gear was secured and that their drop packs were functional. Afterward, they tapped the person in front of them on the head. 
 
    “One minute!” the drop leader said. Everyone looked to the red light. The drop doors opened, showing the ground racing below the citadel. 
 
    Here and there, spells and attacks would hit the ground, throwing up a plume of dirt and rock shards into the air. The rounds streaked through the air like rockets. Xelur soul beams impacted the Mana barriers, causing them to shake from the hits. 
 
    The red light snapped green. 
 
    “Go, go, go!” the drop leader yelled over the noise of the attacks and wind. 
 
    Before they could think on what they were doing, the first people rushed forward, pencil diving out of the drop doors. 
 
    Quickly, the sky filled with people dropping out of the citadel. 
 
    The lines moved forward quickly. Soon it was Party Zero’s turn. 
 
    Dave quickly squeezed Deia’s hand. He smiled to her before he pulled up his hood. 
 
    Deia calmed the jittery feeling in her chest as she stepped forward and jumped through the drop doors. The runes on the side made sure she didn’t hit the sides of the soul gem construct before she was spat out the bottom of the drop door. 
 
    The sky darkened with the sheer number of people dropping from the citadels. Bay doors had snapped open and the platforms hurled toward the ground. The groups on them had stony faces; the gravity magical coding kept them from feeling the drop as they watched the sky and focused on their target. 
 
    Repeaters that had been mounted to the citadel’s underside unleashed their bolts. Dwarven artillery cannons that had been placed into swivel mounts inside the soul gem construct fired as well, working to give the drop forces cover. 
 
    The Xelur, seeing the descending groups, fired out beams at the drop forces, cutting down people here and there. But they were moving too fast and erratically for them to inflict meaningful casualties. 
 
    Deia felt pain in her heart as she saw people she’d trained dying, but she knew it was better than what it could have been. 
 
    Blue flames ignited around her, making her look like a meteorite. The white runic lines of the drop packs were visible as the different drop forces weaved through the sky. 
 
    Platforms howled through the sky, dropping through corridors created in the individual drop forces’ lines. They couldn’t dodge very well but they could drop faster than anything else. 
 
    The first of the platforms flared its runic lines; the ground illuminated beneath it. It hit the ground the walls falling to the side allowing those on the platform to dismount. 
 
    Xelur fired at the newly arrived platforms, trying to kill those who had landed. 
 
    Powerful Mana barriers covered the forces as they charged off, forming up into their groups as they jogged forward. The dwarven warbands formed up in blocks of one hundred people, with mages supporting them. Mounted forces landed, the mounts racing off the platforms under the heed of their riders. 
 
    More and more platforms came down, those with individual drop packs not far behind. 
 
    All manner of creatures swarmed forward, gathering together. The Xelur focused their attacks on the mounted forces. The Mana barriers held for a while but there were simply too many incoming beams. 
 
    Xelur soul beams cut through the openings in the Mana barrier. Here and there, riders and their mounts were thrown backward or pierced through. Some were able to blunt the attacks with their own magic and shields as they spread outward, the ground rumbling with the charge of thousands. 
 
    It was a force of mounted riders that tore through the ground. 
 
    With a yell from within the gates of the Xelur Citadel; Xelur soldiers poured out from the gates in droves. From their hands, the soul beams cut through that darkness, smashing into the remaining barriers or hitting the mounted forces. 
 
    The mounted forces weren’t without their own attacks. A furious battle of ranged magical attacks was hurled between the two forces. 
 
    “Dwarves, ranged!” the dwarven War Clan commander bellowed. From the dwarves on the ground, their creatures that had been riding on their backs now took to the sky, expanding in size. They unleashed their own attacks. 
 
    A smoke spell went up in front of the Xelur, blocking them from seeing the advancing mounted forces, who continued to charge forward to get every bit of speed from their mounts as possible. 
 
    The Xelur had been saving up their forces for weeks. Now all of those forces were surging out of the citadel, ready to fight. They didn’t place the smoke screen in their eyes, blindly shooting out their soul beams. 
 
    The repeaters and swivel artillery cannons fired down on the Xelur forces, able to easily see the forces on either side of the smoke screen. 
 
    The artillery cannon’s shells exploded above the Xelur, killing tens of them with every blast. The repeaters tracked across the Xelur lines, killing many of them. 
 
    The Xelur used that power, pulling it into themselves to get stronger faster, throwing up shields and not slowing their pace in the slightest. 
 
    Deia didn’t land but instead the flames around her flared, reducing her speed and leveling her out. The rest of Party Zero was in a line off her. 
 
    From the sides, mages grouped together, creating artillery spells to give the forces up front cover. 
 
    The dwarven formations were getting stronger and stronger. As more of them came together, their creatures were in the air above them, unleashing their attacks. 
 
    Platforms landed with thuds as drop packs lit with their runic lines, bringing those using them to a halt. A week or two ago, they might have paused but now they had trained for so long that their reactions were automatic, putting away their packs and rushing to meet their groups that were moving forward already. 
 
    Aerial forces came out of nowhere, a group of DCA raking the Xelur that were charging forward, protecting a dragon who came in behind them, unleashing their powerful Affinity flame breath. Hundreds died in minutes, and the aerial forces raced back up into the sky. 
 
    As one, the mounted forces raised spears and totems. From them, dozens of banners snapped in the wind. The men and women on those beasts yelled out their defiance, their mounts unleashing their roars as they rode together. 
 
    These banners marked them as riders from different kingdoms, nations, empires and creeds. It was a testament to their families, their ancestors, the people they defended and the ones they were willing to die for. 
 
    They were the people of Emerilia. They had been beaten down, their homes attacked and their friends killed. They had held that pain at bay for weeks in order to come together in this moment right now, to show the Xelur, the aggressive species, the creatures and people that had returned from the event of Myths and Legends, the lords and ladies of the Affinities Pantheon, that this was their home, and they would not back down. Not now, not ever. 
 
    The first of the Xelur was just making it to the wall of smoke that had been created. 
 
    The mounted forces lowered their spears and weapons, readying themselves as they tore through the smoke. 
 
    A spear appeared out the other side, still wreathed in smoke, and plunged into the Xelur. 
 
    The mounted came out like a tidal wave, clashing with the Xelur. There were Xelur Demons and Demon Lords among the Xelur that had charged outward. 
 
    They let out roars, burning their soul energy as they wielded their weapons. The mounted were like an unstoppable wave rushing through the Xelur, but they were not without casualties. Soul beams and weapons cut down their mounts from under them or smashed them off their mount. 
 
    The chaos of battle took over as people fought in groups or individually, both sides fighting with everything they had. 
 
    Special shells from the swivel artillery cannons as well as those from within the flying citadels made white streaks across the sky. They burst into brilliant light, creating spell formations in the sky. Rampant ambient energy was pulled into these spell formations, stopping it from reaching the Xelur and sending it back toward the flying citadel. 
 
    The ground forces, now largely assembled, came together, creating a wall of shields as they passed through the wall of smoke. They stepped out like avenging ghosts, their blades and shields moving as they cut down the Xelur that had survived the mounted forces’ attack. 
 
    The mounted forces, unable to keep up their momentum, turned away from the Xelur citadel, moving outward. 
 
    “Shields!” 
 
    Dwarven shields came together with the sound of metal on metal. Their advance was quick as they finished off any Xelur in their path. Healers quickly pulled wounded mounted or beasts to the rear to treat them as they continued forth, not slowing their pace lest they lose their momentum and the initiative. 
 
    The Xelur’s attacks rang off the barriers that surrounded the dwarven War Clans as they advanced. 
 
    “Fire!” archer commanders called out. Arrows filled the sky like angry wasps, cutting down the Xelur charging forth. 
 
    As the Xelur died, their energy was ripped from the ground and into the magical formations born from the dwarven artillery cannons’ grand working shells. They didn’t kill the Xelur but they suppressed their ability to gain any more power. 
 
    Mages unleashed their attacks as summoners and necromancers called on their forces, using them to disrupt the Xelur’s attempts to gain any form of cohesion as the other forces moved up. 
 
    Players joined in on the fray, adding in their own powerful attacks and rushing through the Xelur. 
 
    Deia glanced at them. She hadn’t worked with any of the players. The Stone Raiders as well as the Fellox Guild worked closely together to make their guild more militaristic. If they messed up, then it would affect their plans. 
 
    They, however, allowed players to use the ono to join in on the battle. If they could soften up the Xelur some, then it was worth it. 
 
    The people of Emerilia were good at fighting and they were already trained fighting forces. Their coordination was impressive and they didn’t care about their levels, gear, or loot as long as they won the battle. 
 
    That mindset allowed them to become a fighting force that was capable of fighting off the Xelur. Players were too selfish for the most part to work together on grand-scale things. If it was in small groups, they were good but more than twenty and they started to look at their own gains instead of the good of the group. 
 
    A group of five Grand Demon Lords stepped out from one of the gates that the Xelur were rushing out of. They looked over the battlefield, observing the flying citadels above that were pounding on their own defenses as well as the forces that had descended from the flying citadels. Their auras surged as Xelur Demon runes appeared on their bodies, directing the soul energy within their bodies and enhancing their own abilities. 
 
    “Kill them!” one of the Xelur Grand Demon Lords yelled, raising a massive sword into the sky. The Grand Demon Lords around him let out battle cries as they started to run forward. 
 
    Attacks blossomed all around them, striking the soul shield that they had created. They ran in formation, the one with the sword in the lead; the other two on each side, brandishing their weapons. 
 
    The ground around them was torn apart under the force of these attacks. Xelur were thrown backward, unable to defend against these powerful attacks. 
 
    “Looks like we’ve found our first customers.” Steve slowly pulled his axe from his back. 
 
    Malsour let out a growl as he transformed into his dragon form. Induca did the same on the other side of him. 
 
    Dwarven artillery cannons swiveled on the citadel, tracking the moving Xelur Grand Demon Lords. 
 
    Rounds whistled through the sky, smashing against their soul shield but still it didn’t go down and the Grand Demon Lords showed no sign of slowing down. 
 
    “Blades!” the commander on the ground called. 
 
    Suddenly, dozens of powerful auras were unleashed across the battlefield. 
 
    Hidden among the ground forces and the mounted that had returned to the back of the formation were those wielding Weapons of Power! 
 
    Through the dwarven tournament, a good number of people had been given these Weapons of Power. Through training and coming to know these people more, the War Clan council recommended various people to the Dwarven Council of Anvil and Fire to reward remaining Weapons of Power to. 
 
    A Weapon of Power, when matched with the right person, could give them a boost of two to three times their overall combat power. Those who wielded the Weapons of Power, if they were not high levels, were people with hidden strengths or fighting ability that exceeded their level. Many of those who gained Weapons of Power were not the types to simply relax once they had these powerful items. 
 
    Instead, they trained to their utmost to use all of the power that they gained from these Weapons of Power. Much like how Gurren and Lox worked tirelessly to improve their own combat ability. 
 
    They might not be a match for a Grand Demon Lord by themselves, but together, they were much stronger. 
 
    “Let’s see if we can’t slow them down,” Deia said. All around her, spell formations appeared as wings of blue flame grew on her back. She raised her bow, already vibrating from the energy contained within it. Around her bow, spell formations appeared. Her fingers flicked the different notches on her bow’s grip. 
 
    She pulled back on the bow. All around her, red streams of Fire Mana were drawn in, guided by those spell formations. As she drew back, more appeared around her bow and along the intended path of her arrow. They rotated; their lines looked solid and clear as if made from Fire crystal. 
 
    Even the Grand Demon Lords looked up at Deia in shock, a war goddess of Fire. Their eyes went wide as a massive spell formation fell around Party Zero. It was complicated and unfathomable. The power surging through it made them feel fear as they looked to the man in armor. His cloak fluttered behind him as spell formations appeared up his arm and in his hands as he manipulated them. 
 
    The black and red dragons pulled back their heads; power surged from their mouths as spell formations gathered in front of them. 
 
    The two black armored-looking golems had their runic lines turned from white to gray; turbulent energy came from between their hands that were cupped together. 
 
    The metal man’s body glowed with power, spreading into his axe slowly. The condensed power made the air around the axe vibrate. 
 
    A woman held her staff up high. Power surged from it as creations spread outward, moving in front of the rest of the party and lining up their attack paths at the Grand Demon Lords. Clearly she looked to be enhancing them all. 
 
    A chilling noise could be heard through the battlefield, as many eyes from the Xelur side were drawn to a wolfkin. In front of her, her blade moved; the notes seemed off time with her movements, sounding as if they wanted to rip apart the very fabric of air. 
 
    Jung Lee appeared like a wraith his face emotionless as his sword seemed unstoppable. Jekoni floated above him altering and adjusting his power as well as unleashing his own power, the two of them synergistic in their movements and attacks, reading one another perfectly. 
 
    Deia released her arrow. With each spell formation it passed through, its power would compound and increase. The spell formation became miniature as it wrapped around the arrow and it turned into a red streak of light. 
 
    Gurren and Lox unleashed their attacks, twin gray spears five meters long. They melded together into one attack, their power increasing by a factor of two. 
 
    Induca and Malsour unleashed their Affinity breaths. Black and blue flames cut through the sky, following the other attacks. 
 
    Steve, Jung Lee, and Anna unleashed their weapon-based attacks. 
 
    Behind them all, Suzy, Jekoni, and Dave refined and increased the power of the spell formations held within those different attacks, increasing their power tenfold. Those six attacks turned into flashes of light, cutting through the air. 
 
    Deia’s attack smashed into the Grand Demon Lord’s soul shield. The soul shield was like a shield breaking a wave. The energy released attacked the soul shield crazily. The energy runoff blasted around the shield, tearing up the ground and turning it into burning debris. Xelur that were close by were killed; those within a hundred meters felt the heat of the blast. 
 
    Lox and Gurren’s arrow came in behind. The Grand Demon Lords poured more energy into their shield and the one holding it up. The arrow struck; the Grand Demon Lord’s forward momentum stopped just as Malsour and Induca’s attacks landed. Red and black flames hit either side of that shield. It held for a few seconds before breaking, a portion of the energy tossing the Grand Demon Lords aside. 
 
    Anna, Steve, and Jung Lee’s attacks hit. Two of the attacks hit; the other missed. Those that were struck had deep cuts on their bodies; the others that had those weapon attacks imbued with the Mana of an Affinity felt as if all the air in their bodies had been forcefully ripped from them as they suffered internal injuries due to the air pressure change that came with those weapons. 
 
    Those with Weapons of Power didn’t hesitate as they charged forward. The Grand Demon Lord group was only a few hundred meters from the front lines of the advancing ground units. 
 
    “Move in to help!” Deia called out to the rest of Party Zero. All of them followed her downward. 
 
    On the ground, those with Weapons of Power matched their speed, cutting through the Xelur that dared to stand in their way as they cut toward the Grand Demon Lords. 
 
    Deia was merciless as she unleashed a hail of arrows on the Xelur blocking those with Weapons of Power. 
 
    The rest of Party Zero displayed their own powers at a much lower level than before, clearing out a path for those below.

These were not simple Grand Demon Lords that had only just gained their power. From the way that they moved and looked to one another, they were part of a group and they had trained heavily in fighting. 
 
    “Break them apart—don’t allow them to coordinate!” Deia said. 
 
    “Looks like we have incoming.” Dave’s voice cut through the party chat. “Players are joining in on the fray!” 
 
    Deia was a mix of emotions with having players join in on this fight. If they died, they would come back, but the possibility of them getting in the way was even higher. 
 
    “They’re moving to assist with suppressing the Grand Demon Lords,” Dave said. 
 
    Guilds that had joined in on the battle had now finally got themselves sorted out and were adding themselves to the battle, supporting the people of Emerilia who were already engaged with the Xelur. They attacked with their normal abandon—their attacks buffs, heals, and blocks all practiced to perfection. 
 
    They might be an unknown but as long as they were under pressure, they were a hellish fighting force, quickly pressuring the Xelur, taking on the larger opponents and bringing down as much destruction as possible. 
 
    Once again, the momentum that had been lost with getting into a close combat fight with the Xelur was returned, and the drop forces once again pressed forward. 
 
    A cry rose up from the side. A mounted charge rushed through a gap in the line, pushing back the Xelur and tearing through their ranks before quickly peeling away once again. The group of Grand Demon Lords used their weapons, imbuing them with soul energy and cutting through the air with impressive force. 
 
    Soul energy stabbed out toward Party Zero and those Weapons of Power users. 
 
    Dave’s hands flickered as he held them outward. The attacks landed. Dave grunted as the runic lines across his body shone. The barrier that he was projecting became darker and darker from the damage. 
 
    Melee types slashed back. Dave’s barriers paused the attacks long enough for them to counterattack. 
 
    With the sound of breaking glass, the weapon lights broke a wave of power, sending out a shock wave as they continued forward. 
 
    Deia drew an arrow. The Fire Mana once again circled her and was funneled into her bow and her arrow. 
 
    She released it. A Grand Demon Lord blocked it; a dent appeared in his shield as he was nearly forced back a step. Deia unleashed arrow after arrow, not allowing the Grand Demon Lord time to think, let alone find a way to regain his balance. He took a step back and then another. The arrows rang through the battlefield as energy blew past the shield-bearing Grand Demon Lord. 
 
    The others started to unleash their ranged attacks. Anna, Induca, and Malsour were also able to push back Grand Demon Lords or at least make their footing unstable with Dave and Suzy’s supporting creations and spells. 
 
    Induca and Malsour turned away, raking the Grand Demon Lords but their real aim was the Xelur surrounding them. Their breaths cut through the Xelur, opening up a dead ground around the Grand Demon Lords. 
 
    Gurren, Lox, Steve, Jung Lee, and Anna charged forward. Their weapons appeared in their hands as they rushed through the air. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lords increased the soul energy that they were channeling into their bodies, their weapons blocking the oncoming attacks. 
 
    Deia continued to fire arrows through what seemed like impossible gaps, each of her arrows as strong as a weapon blow and targeted at the Grand Demon Lords’ weaknesses. They were massive and powerful, but with being so big, their vulnerabilities were easier to target and see. 
 
    Deia glanced over to Dave. Mana threads of all colors were gathering around his hands. A complex weave of spell formations that Deia couldn’t come to understand appeared in front of his hands as he moved his fingers, the different bands on his arms moving by their own volition. 
 
    The spell formations were dense and powerful between his hands as he spread his hands apart slowly. A small pin appeared from the holding item that had been incorporated into the bracer. 
 
    The pin shot off in a ray of silver light. 
 
    It hit a Grand Demon Lord’s protective soul energy. It exploded, making the Grand Demon Lord cover up from the explosions. Gurren’s sword smashed against the Grand Demon Lord’s side, only to find the soul energy there. It fluctuated with the strength of the pin’s hit and subsequent explosion, followed by Gurren’s impressive blow. 
 
    Jung Lee was fighting one of the Grand Demon Lords by himself, with the occasional support from Suzy. Steve was also facing one but Lox was bouncing between Steve and Gurren to support them. Anna was facing off against the rest with Suzy and Deia’s help. 
 
    Dave raised his hands toward the unoccupied Grand Demon Lords that were looking to assist their fellows. He unleashed more of the pins, reducing the stress on Deia, Anna, and Suzy. 
 
    The pins hit with incredible speed. However, the Grand Demon Lords were getting smart about it and used their soul energy beams to take down the needles. 
 
    A war cry erupted behind Party Zero as those with Weapons of Power charged forth. Spells tore through the battlegrounds, smashing the Grand Demon Lords back as mages entered the fray. The melee types rushed ahead of them, their weapons clashing with the Grand Demon Lords. They weren’t able to match the Grand Demon Lords’ height of their full power, but they had numbers on their side. 
 
    Deia didn’t need to call out anything. Arrows streaking from her bow—, over shoulders, under arms and into the Grand Demon Lords that were using their soul energy to the limit in order to fight Party Zero and those wielding Weapons of Power. 
 
    Dave and the suppressing shells made it so that they couldn’t gain back any energy. 
 
    Dave used his darts while Suzy’s creations acted as distractions, pulling at the Grand Demon Lords’ feet and their arms, and creating blinding flashes in their faces. 
 
    Induca and Malsour landed on the ground, using the Affinity breaths to kill any Xelur near the fight. 
 
    The Xelur in the citadels started to target them, making them have to shoot off into the sky and come back in at random angles to avoid the powerful energy beams that were hunting them across the sky.

All of them rushed through the Grand Demon Lord, forcefully ripping energy from them as Jung Lee shot forth, his blade moving in a shimmering arc. The Grand Demon Lord looked around for a moment, seemingly disoriented before its eyes went glossy and it collapsed, not understanding that it was dead already. Jung Lee used their falling body to charge forth.  
 
    Steve’s axe clashed with a Grand Demon Lord’s sword. Steve’s body started to glow brighter, a look of determination on his face. He swung his axe, every hit punctuated by a word. 
 
    “Stop. Being. Such. A. Pain. In. My. Metal. ASS!” Steve bellowed. Each of his hits pushed the Xelur Grand Demon back, a look of shock in their eyes. Steve opened up their defense the hit making them both stumble backwards. “Jung Lee!” Steve yelled out. 
 
    Jung Lee came in like a dart under the raised shield as the Grand Demon Lord flailed slightly to regain their balance. Jung Lee’s sword was almost ethereal as it cut through the Grand Demon Lord’s protective energy and into the side of the Grand Demon Lord. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord let out an enraged roar. With Jung Lee’s attack the Grand Demon Lord’s soul energy was thrown into chaos, quickly being converted into Mana. The Grand Demon Lord’s cries of anger turned into ones of pain as its soul energy surged forth. 
 
    “Who needs soul energy when you have Mana!” Jekoni’s voice came from within the Grand Demon Lord as all of its soul energy was converted in bare seconds. 
 
    Jekoni took control of the soul energy within the Grand Demon Lord, killing their mind and taking possession of its body. 
 
    The runes on the Grand Demon Lord changed as the aura of soul energy was changed to that of Mana. The Grand Demon Lord’s lifeless eyes recovered as it blinked and looked at its body and hands. “Been awhile since I had a flesh body.” Jekoni’s voice came from the Grand Demon Lord as it turned toward the other battles. 
 
    “Jekoni, what did you do?” Deia asked. 
 
    “Oh, possession—just took over this big ole bag of meat. Now all of his energy and his strength is at my disposal. I’m not so good in the melee part of things but I can use this guy to cast spells,” Jekoni said. 
 
    Jekoni, in the Grand Demon Lord’s body, dropped his weapons and started to move his hands; spell formations appeared around him. Lances of ice appeared in the air and shot forth. The Grand Demon Lords tried to escape but the spears followed, forcing them to fight them off as Jekoni was using the full strength of the Grand Demon Lord under his control. Their power combined with his knowledge made him an extremely powerful mage on the battlefield. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lords had too many threats to deal with. Lox’s sword took out one’s knee; Gurren bashed away their shield as Deia’s arrow penetrated their soul energy and their body. The flames that made up her arrows burned through the soul energy, making the Grand Demon Lord howl in pain as they were destroyed from the inside, their energy like gasoline to Deia’s flames. 
 
    A player with an Axe of power separated the Grand Demon Lord’s head from its body. 
 
    The last opponent was killed with a Weapon of Power in the form of a spear. 
 
    The Grand Demon Lord looked stunned as it tried to hold its neck as blood spurted downward. Even with its regeneration abilities, it wasn’t able to heal the wound. Several other Weapons of Power users quickly stabbed at the Xelur Grand Demon Lord’s weaknesses so that it wouldn’t be able to recover. 
 
    A massive power beam shot out from the Xelur citadel as the last of the Grand Demon Lords fell. 
 
    Dave let out a shout. Orbs appeared from his hands as spell formations surrounded him. The beam smashed into the rapidly forming Mana shield, making it buckle under the power that was charging into it. 
 
    The power was enough to tear the ground apart anywhere that wasn’t covered by the shield. The runic lines across Dave’s body and his clothing surged with power as he held off the attack with his power and that which was saved up in his armor. 
 
    “We need to move forward!” Dave yelled, energy parting just feet in front of his hands. 
 
    Jung Lee stood beside Dave, pouring his power into the Mana shield and pushing the Xelur beam backward. 
 
    Malsour and Induca, circling overhead, saw the attack and unleashed their own at where the beam was coming from. The soul shield shuddered under the impact.

    “Use our power!” Lox and Gurren moved up to Dave’s other side. 
 
    Streams of power came from their armor as the shield strengthened.

    Party Zero and the Weapons of Power users who had fought beside them against the Grand Demon Lords followed as they pushed forward. More and more of the beams that were coming from the walls changed from hitting the dwarven formation to hitting Party Zero and the Weapons of Power users behind Dave’s shield. 
 
    They forged forward. Any of the Xelur around the shield were torn apart by the rampant energies of the beam being broken by the shield. 
 
    A roar came from the dwarves and various fighters advancing behind them, their fighting spirit surging as they pushed onward. Without the pressure of the beams and seeing their own charge forward, they doubled their efforts and picked up their speed. 
 
    Deia looked to Dave, her eyebrows coming together in concern. If Dave couldn’t hold this shield, then they would all die under the power of those beams. She could see the toll that it was taking on him but still he continued to move forward step by step, gradually increasing his pace. 
 
    “I’ve figured out a way to disrupt these arrays they’re using for the beams. I’m sending it to the citadels— they can smash the arrays apart. Good thing that the Xelur were so generous in using a bunch of different types to display their Magical Circuits!” Dave laughed as Deia and the others looked on in shock. 
 
    He had been defending them against the beams while also using the time to come to understand how they worked and figure out a way to shut them all down. Few of them would have the presence of mind to do that in the middle of fighting for their lives. 
 
    They walked forward step by step, preparing themselves for what was to come. 
 
    “I can get us to the gates. It it will be up to the rest of you to hold off the enemy. I can breach the walls and collapse the main gate, but I’ll need five minutes to do so,” Dave said. 
 
    “We’ve got you covered!” Lox said. 
 
    “We’re with you,” one of the Weapons of Power users yelled out, the others with looks of determination on their faces. They would do everything in their power in order to help Dave take down that wall. If they could, then their own forces could surge forward with less of the soul arrays attacking them and a way right into the Xelur’s citadel. If they were lucky, it might even weaken the Xelur’s soul shield, allowing the three flying citadels around the Xelur citadel an opening to fire into the Xelur stronghold. 
 
    Deia looked over her party, as well as the Weapons of Power people who had attached themselves to her group. Behind them were the people of Emerilia forces that were smashing through the Xelur forces, as well as various player groups that had entered into the fray. Here and there, a charge was led by the mounted forces to break the Xelur’s formations apart. 
 
    The three citadels and their drop forces completely surrounded the citadel, not allowing anyone out as all of their fire was focused on suppressing the Xelur. 
 
    The citadels were still being hammered by Xelur beams here and there but other than a slight discoloration the citadels were fine. They rotated occasionally in order to spread out the impact and power of the Xelur soul array’s effects. They welcomed the damage, offering themselves up as a willing target and taking it on instead of the Drop forces. 
 
    All of that fire concentrated on the Xelur stronghold was making it hard for them to stay protected. Their soul shield buckled here and there under the constant pressure. They had nowhere to go and could only use their own soul energy to make sure that they weren’t torn apart by the furious energies that rained in from above. 
 
    The sky was lit with different spells hammering down on the strong hold as well as the flashes of impacts against various shields or chaotic battles that raged along the front. 
 
    Dragons and their protecting aerial forces came down out of the heavens. They poured their attacks down upon the Xelur stronghold and raked the Xelur forces that were surging out of the gates still.

Here and there, Grand Demon Lords and a gathering of highly ranked Demon Lords would exit the Xelur citadel, pressuring the citadel’s drop forces, making the Weapons of Power and the players reveal their strengths in order to defeat them as the citadels supported them from above. 
 
    In some places, these powerful Xelur made it to the dwarven or player lines, turning that area into chaos as the Xelur fought to break the drop forces’ lines while they tried to pull down these powerful Xelur. 
 
    Deia withdrew her gaze from the battle and concentrated on the gate ahead of them and the walls that were unleashing soul energy beams against Dave’s shield, as well as hitting the Terra Alliance’s forces.

    Lox’s face was set in grim determination. None could see it as he was within his Devastator armor. Their pace had increased from walking to running. As Dave came to understand the beams better, he was able to mitigate their attacks. More and more attacks had come from the sides, however; the regular Xelur ground forces were adding in their attacks. 
 
    “We’re only one hundred meters away!” Deia yelled out. 
 
    “Induca and I won’t be able to support you this close to the wall in our dragon form. We’ll assist the forces moving up behind you,” Malsour said over the party chat. 
 
    “We’re going to need them as soon as we crack open this citadel,” Deia replied. 
 
    “I will do what I can,” Malsour said. Black flames ripped through the sky as metal beams seemed to fall from his wings, killing all of those that lay under him. 
 
    A trail of destruction ran from Party Zero to just a few meters in front of the ground forces. 
 
    Induca crossed over, thinning out the Xelur forces arrayed against the Terra Alliance. 
 
    Those under the shield crossed the remaining one hundred meters quickly. The beams fell away as they were unable to hit the advancing force anymore. 
 
    “Ready yourselves!” Deia called out. 
 
    “Shield coming down!” Dave called out, sounding drained from working it. 
 
    The shield fell. The war cries of those with Weapons of Power surged as they charged ahead. They might have needed to use numbers against the Grand Demon Lords but against the rather weak Xelur soldiers, one of them was able to handle easily half a dozen at one time. 
 
    Those with ranged and area of effect attacks used them, clearing out any of the Xelur that remained in their way. More of them continued to pour out from the gate—not in the massive numbers that they had at the start of the battle, but enough that it pressured the group. 
 
    Lox and Gurren stood on either side of Dave while Jung Lee took point and Steve watched their backs. 
 
    Jung Lee, now combined with the knowledge and abilities of his Affinity spirits, was like a war god. He moved forward as if he were taking a simple jog. Xelur died all along his path, coming nowhere close to reaching his ability or strength. The Xelur tried to escape from the slaughter but there was nowhere for them to go.     Jung Lee led once again, surging forth as they took up the same formation. It was all Lox could do to follow in Jung Lee’s wake, reacting to those that found their way into his own path, stopping them from getting close and putting them down ruthlessly. 
 
    They got near the entrance of the gate but found themselves unable to push through all of the Xelur. 
 
    “Don’t move!” Dave yelled. He adjusted the bands on his arm. Magical circles appeared under everyone’s feet as they quickly rose into the air, passing over those in the gateway and landing on the other side.

    Once again, Jung Lee, Lox, Gurren, and Steve had to clear a path through the Xelur forces. 
 
    The rest of the party and the Weapons of Power had created a fighting pit in front of the gates, slowing their progress and also cutting them down before they could reach the drop forces. It was making it hard for the Xelur that were still trying to exit to get anywhere. 
 
    Once again, they reached the wall. Dave punched out a hole and placed another grand working. 
 
    “They’re placed!” Dave said. The others didn’t have the time to look behind them as the grand working seemed to expand, reaching out like tree roots to break through the structure of the wall and work their way upward and outward.

They flashed with Light runes down their blades as they sliced through the Xelur that were swarming them.     Their growth was alarming. Only the drop forces could see it in the distance as those root-like structures continued to grow; their commanders ordered them forward into the fray. 
 
    Swords flashed and feet marched in time with the dwarven war drums, like an impossible tide coming in. 
 
    Lox fought alongside his brothers, each of them looking out for one another unconsciously, killing those that were eyeing the other. It was a bloody and hellish melee. As Xelur fell before them, they roared out their defiance. 
 
    “Move toward the rest of the group!” Lox yelled out. 
 
    “I’ll clear a path!” Dave yelled. He waved his hand. From his wrist, several grenades appeared shooting off into the ranks of Xelur, exploding in their depths.

    Lox, Anna, Jung Lee, Steve, and Gurren stood shoulder to shoulder, facing the gates that the Xelur were pouring from and where the fighting was the hardest. 
 
    Lox yelled inside his armor, pulling power from his armor and using the enhancements of the magical formation Dave had put down. He moved in a flash, his sword cutting down Xelur with every movement. His shield seemed to have an intelligence of its own as it blocked, bashed, and slammed Xelur.

Each Xelur that died had their power torn away and poured into the formation around him charging his soul gems that were being directed into a new spell formation he had created. He changed out the runes and altered the different spell formations. With every second, it became more powerful. 
 
    Lox’s screen blinked angrily with notifications but he paid them no heed; to think of something else for even a moment would end him. He threw out grenades that Dave had given him; the Xelur thinned out slightly before more surged forth.

    A wave of power expanded from Dave as a spell formation in his hand collapsed into one entity. The wave had healing properties, healing those within the formation. People stood up straighter, the wounds that they had gathered disappearing and their hope restored once again.

    The flying citadels had positioned themselves so that they were an equal distance from one another and the Xelur citadels that they were attacking. Now, magical formations appeared underneath their soul gem formed islands of the flying Citadels; runic lines tore across the sky, between the different flying citadels, connecting them and creating lines around the Xelur strong holds. 
 
    Inside these formations, another magical formation appeared directly above the Xelur citadels. 
 
    The power from the surrounding area was pulled inward, as if the spell formation were a black hole. The spell formation became more complicated as more and more rings were added into the center. 
 
    The Xelur arrays opened up on the citadels once again, with all of their strength.
