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History

It was the advent of safe electromagnetic neural manipulation in 2021 which led to the rise of a viable and sustainable virtual reality industry. Within thirty years almost all leisure, education, and work-related activity occurred inside virtual reality constructs. Individuals were suspended in a neutral buoyancy liquid which had a gel-like consistency. Their bodies were held in induced quasi-comas, while their nervous system was manipulated to provide a virtual sensory experience indistinguishable from reality while constantly stimulating the motor neurones to prevent muscular deterioration. The variety and complexity of the devices developed was frequently changing yet the market continued to refer to all such devices as Neural Interface SIM (Sensory, Integrative and Motor) Pods or SIM Pods. 

Many regulatory bodies, conservatives, and sceptics initially raised the problems of privacy and security. They were worried about the potential for brainwashing, for thought control, or even of subtle thought reform. In response, the VR industry developed and introduced an intelligently controlled interface which included a self-adaptive firewall. This device was controlled by the user and capable of protecting personal privacy and safeguarding the minds of the growing number of people both working and living in virtual space. With many users wanting even greater control over their virtual experience these interfaces quickly matured into personally managed, and owned, Artificial Intelligence Chips. The AI chips were physically implanted adjacent to the nervous system and able to protect, inform and assist individuals both inside and outside the virtual world. The chips micro-manipulated the auditory and visual cortices making it possible for the owner to hear and see implanted information, even in the real world. 

Various interest groups including parents, educators and civil libertarians raised concerns over the appropriate age for POD immersion. In research commissioned by the International Institute of Applied Neuroplasticity, there was clear evidence that extended immersion in SIM Pods was detrimental for those under the age of fifteen. Further studies led to International guidelines banning POD use for those under the age of five and limiting their use until age ten to two hours per day, then to four hours daily until age fifteen. 

At the Dubai Convention for Virtual Modality in 2050 the United Nations’ ‘Declaration of Human Rights’ was modified and the changes formally adopted the following August by the UN General Assembly. These changes asserted that the access to a personal AI was a fundamental human right for full access to modern society. The right to education was amended to include the right to access the virtual environment.




















CHAPTER ONE

November 17, 2073

Leah lived with her family in a small two bedroom apartment provided by the Australian Federal government. She had been born in the tiny room she shared with her younger brother. Their apartment was in the Switch, one of the poorest places in the city of Brisbane. Almost everyone in the Switch lived on Federally Assisted Negative Income. Fifty years earlier the area had been an Industrial Estate known as ‘Citiswitch’. It had been bulldozed to build apartments for those on negative income and became known simply as ‘The Switch’. Instead, people developed various alternative models for control, justice and education. Citizen Groups were formed to provide protection and order. While many outside the Switch called these citizen groups, ‘gangs’, they did maintain order and usually kept the peace: often for a small fee. 

The government provided ‘Education’, was poorly funded and essentially irrelevant: most children attended just long enough to sustain the tax benefit. Instead, they learned either craft or graft, depending on their family situation. The minority of children who wanted to learn had to find innovative ways not only to use the system but also to evade the majority of kids who happily tore down anyone seeking to rise above mediocrity.

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“Leah! Breakfast is ready.”

Leah had just turned sixteen, and this was earliest she could apply for a free AI implant and have access to a virtual college. The law mandated access to an AI implant: in practice, only Nascent AIs were available for free. Nascent AIs were at sentience level one - the lowest level: they had undergone minimal development: with further development left to their user. Very few inexperienced people were able to assist these AIs to develop higher level sentience. 

It wasn’t a simple matter of code: AIs had to learn as a process, not as a data dump. Of course, if you had money, you could buy a pre-developed AI. Such AI had specialisations in things like engineering, medicine, tactics, economics or flight. 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The previous day Leah had prepared what she was going to wear. She knew her mother would want her to wear her ‘good’ church clothes, but there was no way she was going to wear a dress on public transport: you had to protect the bare skin. Instead, Leah wore her best jeans, a white long-sleeved button shirt, a belt and a pair of slip-on sneakers. Everything was second-hand, and the jeans were a bit loose, but still, she thought it looked good. She wondered how to take her fighting sticks with her but in the end left them behind: rich folks got offended easily.

It was almost a four-kilometre walk from Leah’s apartment to the Bundamba Transit Stop, but she covered the distance in just over half an hour. Fortunately, public transport to the centre of Brisbane was free for those on Negative Tax. She inserted her ID card to enter the station, and the screen responded with:

She got on the automated mag-train and carefully pulled the map from her bag and amended the planned route for the day. First stop then, the National Citizenship Register to upgrade her citizen ID and register as an adult. Second stop, the Department of Neurology at the Greater Brisbane Hospital for insertion of an AI. Then finally to the Federal Bureau of Education to register for access to the next available SIM Pod.

As Ryan rushed back into the room, he saw the chip ready to be removed, grabbing it, he signed the log and ran back to Booth Three where he handed both the key and the chip to the Chief. While Ryan had been getting the chip, John made a copy of Leah’s scans and watched her surreptitiously, continuing to imagine her in various scenarios. Leah having grown up in the Switch had recognised John as a scumbag immediately: predators were usually easy to identify. But he was just looking, and she was unaware of what he copied so she said, and did, nothing.
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The actual AI insertion was automatic. John placed the AI chip, the disc containing Leah’s scans and her ID into their appropriate receptacles. Leah rested her head back into the machine and John locked it in place pressing the insert icon on the screen. Leah's ID and Scan information were copied to the chip. Leah felt a light spray on her skull, and upper neck, as the machine applied a local anaesthetic. She could feel pressure but there was no pain as the machine made several incisions into her scalp, it lifted the skin and used a laser to etch a rectangular chip-shaped cavity into the base of her skull. Another eight small incisions, at various points on her scalp and upper neck, were also made. Now, if John had been paying attention, he would have noticed that instead of the standard four incisions for an elementary PAI chip the machine made an additional four cuts, two on the upper neck and two further cuts on each side of Leah’s scalp. 

A small hole was drilled through the width of the skull or vertebrae at the site of each of these eight incisions. Using data from Leah’s scans the drill precisely controlled the hole depth, so it went all the way through the bone and allowed direct access to both the brain and the spinal cord. The machine inserted hollow electrodes into each hole. Then a mixture of nanites and conductive building materials was injected through the electrodes to facilitate the formation of fine microfilaments in the brain to access specific nerve clusters. Meanwhile, small micro-laser drilling devices bored grooves on the surface of the skull to connect the chip to the inserted electrodes. Minute hollow carbon tubules filled with state of the art superconductive materials were threaded through the grooves and used to link the electrodes to the chip which was inserted and affixed with a medical epoxy into the cavity. The four regular electrodes provided close access to the primary sensory areas of the brain. The additional four incisions were unusual and only performed by the machine for specific Linked Resource AI and several neurological treatment pathways. 

The chip that Ryan grabbed was not intended for AI but was used elsewhere in the Neurology Department for insertion into patients with various neuromuscular and neurological diseases and disorders. The chip required special programming which depended on the patient and the disorder. It was designed to enhance neural pathways by providing additional stimulus and by using specially designed nanites to extract materials from the body and over time to build alternative conductive paths where necessary. The combination of uploading errors caused Leah’s Neural Enhancement Chip to be assigned several unique values. One of these values, when combined with the data from Leah’s scans, resulted in electrodes extending into both her C1 and C2 vertebrae where they began to build additional pathways throughout her upper and lower nervous systems. This process was slow, and the nanites would take several weeks to absorb the necessary materials and construct the pathways. Another combination of values and data sent two electrodes into areas of the brain associated with time perception: the basal ganglia and the right parietal lobe. While this had been shown to be useful in treating severe cases of Parkinson’s Disease and ADHD, only time would tell the effect on Leah’s nervous system.

With the electrodes inserted, the nanites injected, and the connections complete, the machine cycled through a series of checks. When finished, an antibacterial medical glue sealed the cuts. The adhesive also provided ongoing local pain relief and would be slowly absorbed into the healing tissue. When the machine finished, it emitted a short tone, and the head restraint unlocked. It was all done. John returned Leah’s scans and her ID and pointed her to the exit where she found her clothes and a change room in which to get dressed. She then watched a short exit video which described the proper care her scalp would require over the next several days. It explained that the PAI(N) chip would take several hours to initialise and would conduct a self-test before interacting with Leah in a meaningful way. It warned that some people experienced strange sensations, sights, tastes and smells during the period of testing but that was normal.
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Leah found herself outside the building slowly rubbing her scalp, feeling the edge of the chip at the back and tracing the connection lines with her fingers. It was done, and yet she felt the same. She wondered what the AI was testing at the moment and stood still for several minutes concentrating, trying to sense what was happening - but she felt nothing! She wondered if it worked.

There was nothing she could do so she made her way to the final stop of the day: The Federal Bureau of Education. Again, it was an automated process. Her ID, updated with the serial number for the AI, was sufficient to reserve access to a publicly funded SIM Pod Facility close to the Switch. It was ready immediately and reserved for Leah for up to three years, provided she was enrolled in a college program and did not leave it unused for twenty-one successive days. She was given codes for the facility, the assigned room and the Pod. She had one week to enrol in a full-time course, or the Bureau would cancel all access.

Diary - 17 November 2073

16 years old and suddenly an adult. What a day for the senses!

Smells: I woke to the smell of ginger and garlic, chicken and egg, it was a familiar scent, the smell of breakfast, the smell of congee, of Asia, of my mum: of her love for me. Then the oily, smoky scent of bacon and hash browns intruded, a birthday smell, forbidden and special, an extravagance that reeked of my father. Big, bold, and white. A smell of taking risks, of doing what you loved, come what may: this was his love for me.

Sounds: Dad’s voice booming through the walls. Able to be heard by the people next door. “Leah, breakfast is ready”. And my mother’s voice, much softer, but the rise and fall of her Mandarin still clearly heard through the thin wall. “Ling, come eat your congee, bring your brother”. Sometimes the two of them give me such a complex. Was I my father’s daughter? Atherleah Carroll, goddess of wisdom and war, the champion of valour, a mixture of Greek and Celt. Or was I Lin Mu-Ling? Child of the forest, a seeker, full of compassion and understanding: this was my mother’s dream.

Sights: I’d never been to the city before. It was clean but empty. I was used to the Switch, people everywhere, noise and bustle, hustle and movement. But in Bris, the people were all gone, all home in their pods: working and playing out of sight. The only people I saw were the staff who only moved when they had to, moving with a quiet efficiency that made me feel like a product on a production line, impersonal and unimportant. I loved the Switch but yearned to enter the other world. Was my mother right? Would I disappear too?

Taste: Gone is the pleasure of breakfast. It’s amazing how the medical scans left a taste in my mouth even when I didn’t swallow anything. The flavour of medicine, of radiation and chemicals, they cover my tongue. There’s a taste of ash that I’m sure is all in my mind as I think of the carbon-based nano-tubules slowly extruding into my brain. What was I thinking? 

Touch: My head so smooth, all my hair, gone. I can feel every bump on my skull; I could feel every breeze, it was cold. I feel naked. Mum won't look at me properly: she is embarrassed. You have two hours and twenty-four minutes real-time or seven hours and twelve minutes in virtual-time assuming you remain in this space or the game Dunyanin. If you visit Academia, you will only have four hours and twelve minutes, time in that world is increased by a factor of 1.75, not three.”

There was a salon-style chair in the middle of a room and a middle-aged, well-dressed, immaculately coiffed lady standing next to it. There was a privacy screen in the corner. 

“Come in dear; please come in. My name is Yvette, and I’m here to help you prepare yourself, to be who you want to be in Dunyanin. If you’d prefer you can do this by yourself.”

“No, please, I’d appreciate your help. Julian was wonderful, and he helped a lot. So please what do I need to do?”

“Lovely, to start with come and stand over here. I’m afraid you aren’t able to have the full range of choices today as you’ve taken the ‘Wood’ package. But no worries, you do have some options. The first thing to choose is what race you want to be. Have a look in the mirror; your first choice is to stay fully human.”

Leah looked in the mirror and saw herself as she always was but this time dressed in the tunic and breeches. A small window opened beside the mirror with a description of humans, their abilities and limitations.

“Very wise! Next, you could be an elf.”

Her chin and nose became slightly narrower, and hair grew until it fell in a braid down her back. While this was happening Leah could sense the changes occurring in her own body, and she reached up to feel her hair, and she touched the points of her ears. The elf looking out of the mirror was still recognisable as Leah.

“Elven ladies are never seen without hair, dear, I hope you don’t mind.”

“Now, elves are about as strong as humans though they are more agile than humans. In fact, if you decide to be an elf you’ll get four additional character points to start with, in ‘Agility’. Elves are also more attuned to magic and have some resistance to it. The damage done by magic will be reduced by ten percent, you’ll learn magic faster, and you’ll also begin with four additional ‘Wisdom’ points. Elves see better in the dark. Now, the downside. Elves live longer and so take longer to reach their potential. Any skills you want to learn will take longer, and you only have five skill points at the start to distribute, instead of the usual ten. The number of skill points you get at each level is also reduced. Like humans, elves don’t get on with the other races, but instead of killing each other they ignore them. Except for goblins, orcs and the like, those will pass up a human to kill an elf: except the dark elves, of course.” Yvette paused in case Leah had any questions.

Leah just shook her head, and Yvette continued, “Ok, next, you could be a dwarf.”

Again Leah could feel the transformation as she lost height and broadened out. She ended up about four feet tall and almost twice as broad as usual. Now, as with every rule, there is an exception. Dwarves are hated by dragons and the dragon-kin.”

“Unfortunately, these are the only options you have dear, those and the mixtures: human-elf, human-dwarf, and elven-dwarf. If you were prepared to spend a little more, I could add other races for you to consider.”

“No, thank you. I’m afraid this is my limit. I’m not interested in the dwarf. What is the human-elf mix?”

“The half-breed human elf.” As Yvette spoke, Leah’s image returned to its human form and then grew slightly. The downside, you also start with both elves and humans against you. They won’t kill you, but everything will usually cost more, and it’ll be harder to find quests etc.”

She had seen the path when at the base of the mountain but had lost sight for a while travelling along the ridge; she hoped she hadn't made a mistake. She had four more branches stored in her backpack: she needed her hands to climb. Two of the sticks were slightly longer, and she had whittled them into sharp points.

“So, who or what is Orumeck?”

“There are multiple references in the forums to ‘Orumeck’: he is considered to be an evil Mage. There are already references to this Cavern being discovered near First Bridge. The topic already has 6,243 views.” 

Leah looked around again, this time trying to take it all in. She was in a small alcove within what appeared to be a medium-sized cave. Numerous lichen grew on the wall and gave off a dim, patchy light. Glancing behind, she saw the portal had disappeared. She had no choice now but to move ahead. Leah stepped warily out of the alcove and advanced deeper into the cave. She noticed a slight shimmer in the darkness just in front of her. Stopping, she brought a stick forward and gently swiped it in front of her. The shimmer, Leah discovered, was the remnants of an old spider web attached to the roof. She very carefully moved forward, gently clearing ahead before each step. Hearing a sound like dry leaves blowing across tiles, Leah slowly turned around to see a huge spider creeping slowly toward her. Its abdomen was an intense purple the size of a beach ball. It had thick, hairy, meter long dark legs with bands of red and orange, each leg ending in a sharp serrated spike. A small title appeared above the spider with a full purple bar.

“The bar represents its HP” Gèng shared.

Leah slowly edged to the side, but the spider scratched around to follow her. She could see several drops slowly forming on the end of its fangs. Each fang was twenty centimetres in length and curved down from just below the eyes. The spider edged forward slowly. Leah held one of the short spears in her right hand and a regular fighting stick in her left. She raised her left hand slightly, prepared to block and brought her right hand back for a thrusting attack. The spider slowly lifted its front legs off the ground, raising its fangs to attack. Leah sat for a while and considered the best way to deal with the spiders. She needed some way to attack from a distance, from above or from behind. Leah wasn’t keen on being impaled on any of the spikes. From her bag, she removed one of the spider’s leg spikes. Using her knife to split one end of the longest stick, Leah inserted a spider spike into the groove and tied it with a strip of cloth cut from the canvas sheet Goll had given her. She was ready to hunt spiders. As she put away the cloth, she noticed the scorpion venom. Carefully she opened a vial and put a drop on the end of the new spear. “Let’s see how they like it,” she thought.

Leah searched the rest of the cave and found no more spiders, all she found was a tunnel leading deeper into the extensive cave system. She headed into the tunnel. Soon she reached another cavern, and after examining it, she slowly entered. This time she noticed saw the spider before it tracked her. Carefully Leah advanced, she slowed her breathing until she felt the strange quivering. The spider had noticed her approaching and began moving in her direction. She didn’t give it a chance to raise its front legs but charged right in. At the last second, she veered sharply to the left, just missing the turning spider. She thrust her new spear deep into the abdomen before dragging it out. Leah turned to see the spider writhing in agony, its leg spikes striking a random tattoo on the stone floor. Leah moved behind the spider and finished it with several stabs from her spear. Smiling, she harvested the loot and carefully moved on. 

In the third cave, things didn’t go so well. In her anticipation of an easy victory, Leah didn’t activate her Ki and rushed in forgetting to put more scorpion poison on the blade. She found she wasn’t quite quick enough to get past the spider and although she impaled it she received a deep gash from a swinging leg. When she turned to finish it off, it wasn’t writhing on the floor but was rapidly advancing and beginning to raise its front legs. Leah slammed the spear through the mouth, but her momentum wasn’t enough to pierce through into the abdomen. In the end, she killed it but received several cuts and a deep wound from a spider leg that penetrated deep into her bicep. She took over ten minutes to recover, eating some trail bread to help speed things up. She castigated herself for making such simple stupid mistakes but reasoned now was the time to learn such things. She checked her spear, vowing not to be foolish again. Leah re-tied the spear and re-poisoned it. 

Leah peered into the fourth cave and saw not one but three spiders. Each was Level 3, and they were spaced almost equidistantly around the room. The spiders moved deliberately; as if keeping patrol. She ducked back into the tunnel to consider a possible winning strategy. She turned all three remaining sticks into short spears and dripped some poison on them. She held three in her left hand and one in the right and crept into the cave. The spiders immediately started moving toward her. She calmed herself, activating her Ki, and rushed toward the closest spider. After spearing it, she had no time to finish it off as the other spiders were rapidly moving toward her. She ran toward the closest undamaged spider and speared it. Without stopping she ran on several paces before glancing behind to see what was happening. Soon all three were dead. She’d reached Level 3 and discovered that when she went up a level, her Health, Stamina, Mana and Ki refreshed to 100%. She sat down to assign her points. She needed to increase her Ki Attack Skill Level, After the last fight she had run out of Ki, if increasing levels meant the increased chance of attack, then combat wouldn't last as long. She added two to Intelligence, one to Strength and two to Agility. 

Two more rooms yield six more drone spiders. Leah was glad that the spider spikes all occupied a single slot as she now had thirty-six in the bag and four on the ends of her spears. Unfortunately, as she increased in level the Spiders gave fewer Experience Points, each Spider was now only giving 200 EP. Leah had used half the first vial of scorpion venom. The next room as far as she could tell was empty. She waited and watched, but nothing. She edged into the cavern and slowly crept around the perimeter. She noticed a slight discolouration on the ground. It was a circular area about the size of a dinner plate. Nothing moved. Leah reached for a belt knife and stepping back lobbed the knife onto the lighter patch. As it landed, the patch exploded outwards, and a volleyball-sized spider erupted out of the ground attacking the knife. Five nearby holes also sprang open, and spiders jumped out. Leah moved away but saw the six spiders spinning in her direction; leaping toward her. Taking a deep breath, Leah moved to the next patch. This time she dropped a rock from the floor of the cave and stood a bit further back before lobbing it. It took almost forty minutes to clear the floor. In all, there were three groups of six, two of nine and a final patch with eighteen. After the group of eighteen, Leah had finished with only twenty-three health points, five stamina points, and no Ki points. The fifty-four Trapdoor Drones had given a total of 2,484 EP. She began to move toward the next tunnel.

She reached out and cut some with a knife. It cut readily enough, but there had been some resistance. She grabbed some more and tried to cut several strands at once. Again it was doable, but she had needed to add considerable force. She took a step back to think for a while. She wasn’t going to survive if she wasn’t able to move. As she sat, she noticed her hand becoming numb. A message appeared: 

You have been poisoned by the web from one of Orumeck’s Webspinner Drones (Level 4) 460HP 250EP

Damage 1: 5HP/second for 10 seconds or healed (HP 159/164)

This web takes several seconds to begin working. If poisoned multiple times the effects will accumulate until you become paralysed.

Leah quickly scraped the web of her hand and healed herself. 

She retreated further into the tunnel. Returning to the Trapdoor Drones' cave age considered the covers used by the trapdoor spiders; the covers were made of webbing. Taking out her fire-starting kit, Leah struck the steel with the flint. A few sparks flew off, but none came close to the cover. She tried again. This time several sparks landed on the cover, and it started to smoulder. Leah blew on it until suddenly, it burst into flame. She knelt and watched it burn for about a minute before it fizzled out. Moving carefully, Leah went back to the doorway of Webspinner Drones' cavern and very carefully, using one of her sticks, she collected some webs. Taking the web back to the trapdoor room she checked if they would burn as well; not only did they burn, the fire started instantly and burned with greater intensity.

Smiling, Leah grabbed as many covers as she could and returned to the Webspinner room. Kneeling down at the entrance Leah set a trap-door cover on fire. Once it was burning, she held another in the fire until it was just beginning to burn. She turned and threw the burning cover into the Webspinner doorway as if throwing a frisbee. She reached for another and repeated the action. Before she threw a third, a huge screech echoed from the web room, and the room suddenly blazed with light. She could see spiders outlined in flames. They were screeching and scurrying about trying to evade the inferno. Several made it out of the fire and scampered toward her. A single stab was enough to finish most of them off. She stood there watching until the last of the flames died. She examined the health bar of every spider and made sure it was dead. There had been 12 of them. When the last one died a message appeared:

You have an additional 5 Character points to distribute.

You have 1 Skill point to distribute.

She put all the spare trap-door covers in her bag and then went to harvest one of the Webspinner Drones.

2 Vials of Orumeck’s Webspinner Paralysing Poison **

* Note: A weaver may be able to use these items.

** Note: May be used by healers and those who make potions

 Moving carefully, she harvested the spiders. This had been the most satisfying room to clear so far. She’d used her brains far more than her muscles, and that felt good. She sat down to distribute her points.

“Gèng, I have a new skill called ‘Duel Wield’, and it is already at level two. Was there a message?”

“Yes, I have been withholding them. Do you wish to see it?”

“Not really, summarise please.”

“Your increased Intelligence Points and your use of both hands with the trapdoor spiders has earned an increase in that level.”

Well, that threw a spanner in the works. It seemed as though all the Characteristics were useful. Leah knew she was supposed to specialise: everyone said you couldn't be everything and do everything. She just wasn’t sure what would be most useful. She imagined the next room would be worse but had no idea how to prepare. In the end, she added one to Constitution, and two to both Agility and Intelligence. Her Skill/Spell point went into Ki Attack.

The tunnel leading from the room was longer and wider than before. Leah moved slowly, and as quietly as possible. She looked side to side, searching every shadow. The further she walked, the straighter and less curved the walls seemed: more fashioned than formed. The ceiling curved upward to a central point, like a gothic ash. The light faded and even using her night vision, she was barely able to penetrate the gloom. Up ahead the tunnel looked like it ended. When she closer she noticed it was not an ending, but a doorway. A pair of solid wooden doors blocked the exit. She carefully reached forward and gave it a gentle push, but it didn’t budge. She pushed harder and still no movement. She noticed a keyhole as large a thumb: no wonder it wouldn’t open: it was locked. Leah removed a Trapdoor Drone spike from her bag and slid it into the lock but couldn’t reach the tumblers. She lit one of the Trapdoor Drone covers and in the extra light searched the darkened tunnel for some clue but came away empty-handed. 

She must have missed a key, something hidden. Now, where could it be? She ran back down the corridor into the Webspinner’s cave. She walked around looking at every curve and in each minor hollow. About two-thirds of the way around she saw a section of wall which was far too regular, it was a square. Lichen almost entirely covered it, except for one small oddly shaped piece about the size of a coin. She noticed that the lichen was a shade lighter than the rest she had seen. Taking her knife, she tapped the wall, but there was no echo and hollow sound. She ran the blade around the edge but couldn’t find a groove or a hidden catch. This ring was made by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. When charged, it will produce a cord of condensed Mana similar to that produced by the Webspinner spiders he created. Only the bearer of the ring is immune to its poison and can escape its binding.

“Gèng, I’ll keep this for later. I need to read up on rings. Please remind me.” 

The coins were gold, but each had an embossed Webspinner Spider on one side and what looked like a proud elf on the other.

A Gold Coin of Orumeck 

This coin was made by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. Full of pride he minted several thousand coins with his image. He embossed them with some of his favourite creations. 

Value: Equivalent to 1 Gold*

* Note: Some collectors may pay more for such a rare coin.

“Note to self, don’t use these coins yet.” 

“Leah, a routine message has appeared regarding the coins.”

“Ok, let’s have a look.”

World Quest: Collect the Coins - Gold (0/1,000)

Many people throughout time have minted coins. They are scattered throughout Dunyanin. Collect these coins.

Difficulty: Easy to Impossible

Reward 1 if successful: (Number of Coins collected) x (Player Level) x 100 Experience Points for each coin. 

Reward 2 if successful: 2 x (Number of Coins collected) Gold Coins. 

Consequences of failure: None 

Do you wish to accept this Quest

“You have just received 513 Experience Points and two Gold Coins.”

Leah turned to the scroll:

Orumeck's Spell of Summoning - Novice Level 

This is a dark spell of summoning. The spell summons one of Orumeck's creations. The creature is yours to command. 

Do you wish to use this scroll? 

[Yes] [No] 

“No, well not yet. I'll think about it.”

“Gèng, If there is a quest for gold coins, then I imagine there is one for silver and copper. I think I need to go back and check the other rooms before heading through the door. I also have to find that key.” 

“Affirmative!”

Leah, aware her time was running out before she was required to take a break moved quickly back through each of the rooms. The Trapdoor room had a similar cache containing four silver coins, a silver ring, and a vial filled with a fine purple powder:

World Quest: Collect the Coins - Silver (0/5,000)

Many people throughout time have minted coins. They are scattered throughout Dunyanin. Collect these coins.

Difficulty: Easy to Impossible

Reward 1 if successful: (Number of Coins collected) x (Player Level) x 50 Experience Points for each coin. 

Reward 2 if successful: 2 x (Number of Coins collected) Silver Coins. 

Consequences of failure: None

A Trapdoor Ring of Orumeck (Max PL50) 

This ring was made by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. When charged, it conceals the bearer with a web of condensed Mana similar to that produced by the Trapdoor spiders he created. Only the bearer of the ring can see through this web to surprise and attack an enemy.

The ring was almost identical to the golden one although the body of the spider resembled the Trapdoor Drones.

Ground Crystallised Spider Blood 

A rare ingredient often used in Alchemical potions. 

In the second last room of Worker Drones, she discovered a cache with ten Copper coins, another ring and a small key.

Many people throughout time have minted coins. They are scattered throughout Dunyanin. Collect these coins.

Difficulty: Easy to Impossible

Reward 1 if successful: (Number of Coins collected) x (Player Level) x 10 Experience Points for each coin. 

Reward 2 if successful: 2 x (Number of Coins collected) Copper Coins. 

Consequences of failure: None

A Worker Ring of Orumeck (Max PL50)

This ring was made by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. When charged, it fires a poisoned spike of condensed Mana similar to the fangs of the Worker Drone Spiders. The bearer of the ring is immune to this poison. 

For information on its use, please visit the Dunyanin Official Manual. 

The ring was almost identical to the other two, but the body of the spider resembled the Worker Drones, and it was made of copper.

The Key to Orumeck’s Spider Amulet 

Orumeck created many Amulets during his extended life. In them, he stored fragments of his most powerful spell. This is a key to one of those amulets.

Note: This is not unique as during his life he made over 200 amulets and hid 20 copies of the spell. To date, no complete collection has been found. 

She found nothing in the other rooms except for the first. In this, she found a large key and a bag of small purple gems. 

The Key to Orumeck’s Basement 

You are in the escape tunnel from one of Orumeck’s safe houses, his ‘Cavern’. To enter the main cavern, you will need this key. The cavern has become home to one of his many creations: Orumeck’s Spider Queen.

Orumeck’s Minor Soulstones (Spider) 

These stones were by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. If the stones are crushed when fully charged, they provide the owner with a store of excess mana.

Leah rushed back through the caves and double checked everything, but no luck. She then headed for the door. Gèng said, “Leah, it is time for you to take a break. I think it would be advisable to log out and have dinner. You have been here for nine hours, virtual-time.”

“I thought, in games, you can’t log out when in a dungeon!”

“In Dunyanin, as only one person or group can enter any given dungeon at any one time it is permitted to have a break. The dungeons are created in separate realities. Two groups can do a dungeon, but each is alone. Time moves on. The two groups might compete for a resource or prize. The game keeps track of who finds it first and denies it to the other team. You can have a short break and then return.”

“So, someone could be doing this same dungeon and might beat me and be first through.” 

“It is possible; however I am confident that people will hardly have made it to First Bridge, much less found the hidden entrance. You haven’t posted where it is, and the closest people can be sure of is the town.”

“All right.” 

Leah sat down, back against the door and dissolved into mist.
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Back in her space, Leah noticed that the room seemed different, it was sharper as if the artist had spent more time to get all the details right.

“The room looks better than before, are you working on it?”

“Yes, I have been manipulating the various factors to understand how to create a better space.”

“Well, it’s looking good. Could you sort through my bag and get the loot in some order. I’ll look through it before I go back.”

Leah lay on the sofa, closed her eyes and woke back in her small real-world room where she showered and dressed. 

“I’m hungry Gèng, can you transfer a platinum coin into Virtual Credits and I’ll go get a snack and some dinner from the machines. It’s too expensive to eat all the time but today is a special day.”

Leah headed to the foyer and began looking through all the machines, trying to decide what to eat. She was just about to buy a one Virtual Credit container of dried ramen, when a voice behind her said, “I wouldn’t if I were you, I think that ramen has been here forever.”

Leah turned and came face to face with a boy several years older than herself. He was tall, with a mop of messy hair, and he had green eyes. She didn’t notice anything else, just the eyes. She had never seen such eyes before.

“Hello, my name is Jackson. Welcome to Purgatory.”

“Purgatory, what do you mean, Purgatory?”

“That’s what we call it, those of us who live down here in the basement. Up there is heaven, and only hell could be worse.”

“Oh, yeah, sorry! My name is Leah, and it’s my first day. Um! How long have you been here?”

“Just under a year, I’ve got my V-day party in four days. Your welcome to come?”

“V-day?”

“Yep, V-day! Down here we celebrate every anniversary of the day we went virtual. Many of us come from poorer families who can’t afford to own extra pods and have to rent them. I’ve three older brothers, and I’m the second one who’s had to come here. My family only had enough to get me a developed AI, but no Pod. So every year, ‘those who suffer’, like me, invite people into their world for a huge party. If you want, I can send your AI the IP address, and you can come. I’d like that.”

“I’ll, um, think about it. It sounds great but I’m still trying to work out everything, and I’m still a bit shell-shocked. So, um, why no ramen?”

“Well, its been there, they say, since the beginning of time, I’ve never heard of anyone eating it. If you look closely, you can just make out the ‘use by’ on one of the packets.” 

Jackson peered in the window and finally pointed to a packet of Chicken Ramen which was turned slightly to the side. Leah peered in and could make out a date ’13.07.69’. She chuckled.

“Thanks for saving my life. What do you suggest then?”

“Well, if you’re going to eat-in, then most of us go for the frozen stuff: a lasagna or maybe the Chicken Madras, it’s good. There is a small supermarket a few streets away from here; it's where we shop sometimes. I can show you if you like!” 

Leah was flustered. “I’d like that, just not today. It’s my first day, and I’ve so much to do.”

Leah hesitated, she took a few steps back and forth, finally following him out she called. “Hey, wait up, I’d love to come.”

Jackson walked with her, chatting away. He led her out onto the street and along the fence line. She hardly said anything as he talked about anything and everything. Leah, on the other hand, looked carefully through the shop, and in the end, bought some bulk ramen and orange juice concentrate. On the way back Jackson insisted on carrying her groceries. He monopolised the conversation all the way back, telling her story after story about his family. Leah had dreaded an awkward moment, but none arrived. When they arrived back at the facility, he gave her the groceries, grinned and said, “I’ll see you Wednesday 7 pm, my world?”

“I’ll try and be there” Leah replied, smiling.

As she closed her room door, she turned and sighed deeply. “Did you see those eyes?”

Gèng responded, “I’m not sure which eyes you’re referring to.”

“Jackson’s eyes, they were so beautiful! No, Don’t say anything. I was just talking to myself.”

She had a glass of orange juice and a bowl of Ramen, as she sat she pondered why the eyes fascinated her. She had enjoyed the walk and was surprised that Jackson had been so friendly. But why the eyes? 

After eating, she showered and headed back to the Pod. Once again in her world, she sat on the sofa and said, “So where is the stuff to go through?”

Gèng directed her into a new room it had fashioned. Around the walls, placed carefully on long tables was the loot from various fights as well as the medallions and money. 

“Let’s leave most of the stuff here. I’ll take the weapons and the vials of poison. Include two of each sort of claw or spike, just in case. The fire-starter, some trap-door covers and what’s left of the waterproof sheet. My water bottles. What else?”

“You must take the material to gather Farnel’s remedy. Do you want the keys, rings and maybe a few coins?”

“Definitely the keys, let me read up on the rings. I’ll take two of each coin. Put the spider coins to the side. Let’s not use any of them yet. Start with the copper ring.”

Worker Ring of Orumeck (1/10,000) 

Ring Level (1-20) Max Player Level 30

This is one of many such rings made by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. When charged, it fires a poisoned spike of condensed Mana similar to the fangs of the Worker Drone. The bearer of the ring is immune to the poison. When using the ring freeform, curl the finger the ring is on depressing the band while aiming the ring at the intended target.

Cost: 10% of full charge

Effect: A spike of pure mana will fire from the ring. 

Range: Ring Level x 2 metres

Trapdoor Ring of Orumeck (1/1,000) 

Ring Level (1-20) Max Player Level 30

This is one of many such rings made by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. When charged, it conceals the bearer with a web of condensed Mana similar to that produced by the Trapdoor spiders he created. Only the bearer of the ring can see through this web to surprise and attack an enemy. 

Cost: 100% of full charge

When using the ring freeform, curl the finger the ring is on depressing the band. 

Please note that any movement will disperse the shield.

Effect: You will be concealed behind a shield of pure Mana for 3 x (Ring Level x Player Level) seconds.

Webspinner Ring of Orumeck (1/100) 

Ring Level (1-20) Max Player Level 30

This ring was made by Mage Orumeck during the time of his exile from Sihirbazlari. When charged, it will produce a cord of condensed Mana similar to that produced by the Webspinner spiders he created. Only the bearer of the ring is immune to its poison and can escape its’ binding. 

Cost Type 1: 10% of full charge Cost Type 2: 100% of full charge

Preset Activation 1: When using the ring freeform, curl the finger the ring is on quickly depressing and releasing the band while aiming the ring at the intended target. 

Preset Activation 2: When using the ring freeform, curl the finger the ring is on hold while aiming the ring at the intended target. 

Effect 1: A cord of pure mana will fire from the ring and wrap around the target. The target will be immobilised for between 2 and 30 seconds. The formula used is complex and relates to the characteristics of both the target and the bearer, also the ring level. 

Effect 2: A cord of pure manna will be ejected from the ring and attach to the target. On release of the band, the other end will be attached to the ring bearer who may then move and change the attachment point. The cord will remain in existence for between 10-300 seconds and is scaled depending on the Ring Level.

Leah tried the rings on and practised depressing the bands. Nothing happened. She did decide on which fingers which felt the most natural for aiming and in the end she put all three rings on her left hand keeping the right hand free for a weapon.

Finally, she said, “Gèng, it would help for me to know how my health is going during a battle. Could you overlay a tiny bar at the top of my vision.”

“Indeed I shall overlay four, Health, Stamina, Mana and Ki. Would you like them in different colours or with Labels.”

“Different colours, HP in green, SP in yellow, MP in Blue and Ki in white. If any are getting low, then flashing red.” 

Finally with everything ready Leah stepped back onto the portal.
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As soon as Leah arrived in Dunyanin messages appeared requesting a hierarchy to charge the three rings. It took half an hour for the rings to load. During this time she carefully rechecked the rooms but found nothing. She did discover that the lichen, when scraped off the wall, continued to glow. She cut several squares from her diminishing supply of waterproof cloth and collected as much as she could. She also tied several rolled up trap-door covers to the end of the remaining plain fighting stick, just in case she needed a torch. 

When the rings charged, she spent some time shooting stalactites. The spikes were a dark purple and travelled almost too fast for her to see; she could see them chip away at the stalactites. Briefly touching the Webspinner ring caused a web to wrap itself around the target. When she held the Webspinner Ring down, a line shot from the ring and attached itself to the stalactite. As soon as it hit the rope went tight and Leah felt the rope end fasten itself to her fist. She pulled, and it came loose. Leah was able to attach it to the floor. Finally, she checked her statistics and distributed her points.

On the lowest rung were the Trapdoor Drones, then the Webspinners. Furthest away, the highest was covered with Worker Drones, each of them skittering on the stone terrace. On the third rung were a new type of spider. These were the largest so far, their heads probably at the level of her chest. They were purple and had long legs with a spike at each joint. Each one was balancing on six legs and used the other two as arms; each arm ended in a sharp scythe-shaped claw. She looked intently at one and words appeared:

Orumeck’s Warrior Drone (Level 9) 900HP 900EP

Terrified, she slowly walked through to the centre of the amphitheatre and heard the doors slam shut behind her. Turning deliberately, Leah saw a platform directly above the entrance, and the queen resting on it. The queen’s head, just above the eyes, was ringed in gold, her abdomen was the size of a small car, and like the warriors, she stood on six legs. One arm ended in a sword, the other in a claw with sharp dagger-shaped talons. Hanging around her neck was a medallion. Her mouth, ringed by fangs, opened, and the harsh voice resounded around the room.

“Yes, a little fly, now freshly come into the trap. And what are you? Not human, not elf, a mixture perhaps? A cross between a house fly and a dragonfly. Well, I am the Queen, and I welcome you, to this, our games. We have waited long to feed, but I think you merely presage a feast. Orumeck prophesied that one day the doors would open and start a trickle of juicy morsels into our larder. You are the first. Why have you come?”

Leah had no idea what to say. She didn’t think anything would help. But bravado had kept her alive this far, and nothing was likely to prevent some battle, so she remained silent. She raised her spear and took a defensive stance while staring at the queen.

Orumeck’s Spider Queen (Level 13) 1300HP 1150EP

Finally, in the silence, she said, “You, I’ve come for you.”

Again the sound of claws on stone and shrieks filled the air. It settled slowly, and Leah calmed herself for what she knew was coming. 

“You may have defeated a few of my subjects, but you are not worthy to fight me. You must earn that right. You will face a collection of my drones in battle. Should you win all four battles, I may give you the right of challenge. Do you agree?”

“I’ll agree, except your subjects might take it poorly when I kill you.” 

“You will not face me, for you will surely die much earlier. However if by some miracle you beat me, I will command my subjects to let you leave. Is this sufficient?”

“Almost,” said Leah. “I also get your medallion and your treasure.”

The Queen bobbed up and down in mirth. As a dry rasping sound that passed as laughter echoed around the cavern. “You may have the medallion, fly, but my treasure will go to my daughter as the next queen.”

“Your medallion and half your treasure.” 

Again the queen laughed, “All right fly, My medallion and anything you find in the cavern but nothing else! I have spoken. Prepare for your first battle.”

Unique Boss Quest: Battle the Queen

You have bargained with Orumeck’s Queen. Should you defeat her drones in four battles, she will do battle with you. 

Note: This area is usually completed with victory in four battles and the gift of the amulet to the victor. 

Difficulty: Very Hard 

Reward 1: If successful, you will receive Orumeck’s Spider Amulet 

Reward 2: If successful, you will be permitted to leave alive

Reward 3: If successful, you will be permitted to plunder the Cavern of treasure.

Consequences of failure: Death

You may not refuse this quest.

The other two wounded spiders were near, but she had time, spearing both spiders close to her she then used her knife to slash at their legs. By the time she moved on, they were still alive but unable to do more than drag themselves after her. It took several minutes of running and attacking, but soon the drones were dead. She turned to look at the queen while checking on her various bars. Her Ki and Stamina were hovering at about half. 

She needed a break before another fight. She had used most of the Mana from her rings, and they needed time to recharge. She grabbed some bread from her bag and chewed while she walked back to the centre of the field. 

“So Queen,” she said, “do you want to modify the deal? I’ll let you live if you’ll hand everything over.” 

“Arrogant fly. I’ll add to the deal if you beat the next challenge with all your health. What do you say? If not, then you forgo looking for anything in the cavern. Deal?”

“A weapon of your choice from my treasure. My daughter will bring three of the best pieces, and you can choose one. Deal?”

Thirty-six Trapdoor Drones crawled slowly down onto the field. A quick look confirmed they were all several levels over the previous Trapdoor Drones she had faced. There was nowhere to run, so she grabbed the two spears with blades and raced toward the spiders. Slashing and running, she attacked furiously. Soon she had her back to the wall; this was what she had intended. She had several needle wounds and a deep cut on one leg. The Signet Sword of Clan Karanliklar 

The Horse Lords control the clans, and the clans control the plains of Ovalar. Each Horse Lord is bequeathed a signet weapon, a symbol of their power. Clan Karanliklar, once the richest clan is bereft of power for its weapon was lost at war when its Lord fell in battle. Taken in spoil, the sword was lost to the clan. 

Minimum: Level 50 (A47)

Base Damage: 350HP

Binds on pickup

Leah wasn’t clear on what the question marks meant, but the staff was the only weapon she could currently use. It was about three centimetres in diameter, so a bit thicker than she liked, and made of dark wood with a faint silvery grain. On one end was a dark metallic Morningstar, the spikes short but sharp. As the Junior Queen collected the bow and rapier, Leah put the staff in her bag, turned to the Queen and said, “Don’t put them away, you may need a stake for a further wager after this battle.”

She kept pulling and used the rope to trip the spider. As it fell to the ground, she quickly slashed the back legs, severing them. Inside was a platinum coin, a pair of silver earrings, two scrolls and a large silver key. She took the key, closed the chest and dropped it into her bag. 

“Gèng, I’ll look at all the messages later. Just show me the one about the key. I want to see if there is something else I should look for.”

The Key to Orumeck’s Keep (1/5) 

Orumeck lived in many places during his long life. His favourite was known as Orumeck’s Keep. This is a key to open the door which has been closed for over four centuries. Orumeck left one of the keys with his Spider Queen for safe keeping. His choice was because in some small way he loved the murdered Princess.

Note: This is one of only five keys to the keep. None of the others has yet been found. Orumeck’s Keep is steeped in legend. People will kill for this key.

Leah looked long and hard at the key, dropped it into her bag and headed into the tunnel.
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The tunnel was straight as an arrow. Previously the cave system had seemed natural; this was no longer true. The walls marked by countless spiders throughout the centuries, yet there was a uniformity, a smoothness to the tunnel that seemed artificial more than natural. Effect: While holding the earring the wearer can hear the thoughts of those around them.

Level: All

Activation: The wearer must have full MP. When unsure of the next step the bearer can invoke the wisdom of the by touching the emerald with the forefinger of either hand.

Cost: All MP. (Such wisdom always has a cost)

Effect: Arrows will appear giving possible directions and options. 

Duration: (Player Level) seconds. This effect is doubled when The Tears are also worn.

Note: The current rulers of Göksel-Orman would give, or even do, anything to get this tiara back.

“Gèng, I don’t have pierced ears, will that matter.” 

“You will need to pierce them. I suggest a Trapdoor needle.”

“I’ll wait. Maybe Falsi will help. I can try the tiara at least.”

She put the earrings away and settled the tiara on her head. She would have seven-seconds to look around and get advice. She reached up and touched the emerald. Suddenly several arrows were overlaid in her vision. One pointed to the pond, one to the wall covered in water, and another was pointing at the rings on her hand. From nose to tail it was well over three metres.

She knew she could get up there with the gloves or by using the mana web but wasn’t sure there was enough room to be safe while she harvested it. There was another outcrop several feet below. She measured the distance in her mind and thought there was just enough to be able to reach up and get the clover. 

She tapped her hands together and climbed up the rock face to perch on the lower tiny ledge. Reaching up, she raised her head above the edge of the rock to see, not one, but two plants of Iblis’ Clover. One was the standard three leaf, but to her surprise, the other was a four leaf.

It was possible she supposed that if they were completed a high enough standard, that they might give access to entry-level courses at another university. 

In the end, she decided to enrol in the broadest course available; called a Degree in General Studies. This allowed her to pick and choose a wide variety of disciplines, some of which might benefit her. To be considered full-time she had to enrol in a minimum of four subjects and she chose Introduction to AI Development, Tai Chi & Meditation, Human Biology and Introduction to Chemistry.

 She was unable to decide on another school and decided to visit her top three options MIT, Tsinghua and Harvard. All three offered a partial scholarship, and she needed to discuss the possibility of dual enrolment with them. Having made her decisions, she logged out and had supper.
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After logging in, Leah made her way to the Academia Portal. At reception, the lady smiled and asked, “How may I help you today Atherleah?”

“I wanted to enrol in the Brisbane Community College and discuss my options with three other schools with the aim of dual enrolment.”

“Certainly, do you want to decide on subjects for the Brisbane Community College now or after you talk with the registrars of these other schools?”

“After would be best I think.”

“Which schools would you like to inquire about?”

“MIT, Tsinghua and Harvard!”

Three doorways appeared off to the side. The Admissions Officer invited Leah to enter the school portal of her choice saying she could return at any time simply by re-entering the portal.

Why do people struggle so much to find binary classifications for everything? What if Jason was a jerk for a valid reason and I have just written him off. How do I stop myself from becoming as prejudicial as the ones who judge me all the time?

Is jumping to a quick conclusion wrong? I don’t think so. Maybe the wrongness is in holding onto that judgement in the face of opposing facts. I must remember to stay objective. Leah slowly opened her eyes, wondering what woke her. 

Gèng said, “Good morning Leah. I’ve woken you as requested. It’s 2 am, and you have forty real-time minutes before you need to enter Dunyanin if you want to be in Carson’s Loop by eight. I’ve finished reviewing the forums and have come up with five scenarios that have been suggested as the best ways to amass credits in the game.”

“Let me have a shower, and we can discuss them when I log in.”

Once more on the sofa, Leah asked Gèng to summarise.

“First, you can play the market, buy low, sell high. If you’re careful and watch the prices, people have been known to make between ten and forty percent on their investment.”

“Might be possible but not until I’ve got a good grasp of the game. Also, while I’m frugal, I don’t have a good enough grasp of economics. Maybe I could enrol in that as a subject. Next!”

“Once you are above Level 75 there are more challenging dungeons in harder areas with rare items to sell. They also drop more significant amounts of money.”

“Better, it’ll take some time to get to those levels though. Next!”

“Crafting! If you are careful, then almost any craft pays very well when you reach master level. Making potions, crafting armour or weapons, making jewellery or preparing magic scrolls. All of these bring in sufficient money when you become a Master. You make the most money if you have a good reliable supply line for the ingredients you use.”

“Again something to work on. I have the Herb and Potions Diary, and I expect that it has some powerful potions in it. I’ll need to read up the best way to level whatever skill is involved.”

“Leah, it’s more than skills, you need to find someone to start you on a profession or craft. You’ve already been accepted as a Beginning Herbalist and a Beginning Healer by Falsi, but you may want to find someone to help you also become an Alchemist.” 

“Ok! I’ll need to read up on the various professions. Next!”

“The fourth way to make money is to have power over others. Find or buy a castle or keep and charge taxes. Start or join a clan where you receive a salary from other players. Start a company and provide resources, but as the middleman.”

“Again, it’s long-term. It’ll be a while before that happens although I do have that Clue to Orumeck’s Keep. Last …”

“Finally, do quests. Quests, especially the rare ones often give larger amounts of money and better items to sell.”

“Well, that sounds a little hit and miss although I do have some hard and impossible quests from the setup to do. The last one from Jonathan is ‘Almost Impossible’. I’ll probably need to start on the time-sensitive quest from Durustfuar. I need to find a map and directions to his family’s settlement.”

“Leah, don’t forget to sell everything you’ve collected so far. None of the Spider parts is currently for sale at market or auction. You may find they sell well.” 

“I’ll take ten of each and see how the market seems. I’ll also take more coins this time as I had to change some money to pay for the inn.”

Leah appeared in the room she’d rented with Wisp at The Thirsty Lion. She didn’t see Wisp and asked Gèng to message her and check if she was online.

Leah headed to the common room and saw Wisp having breakfast. Sitting down, Leah said, “Morning Wisp, how much is breakfast?”

“Thirty copper for food, and five for each coffee. I just got your message, Yep, I'm here.”

Leah ordered a breakfast and asked Wisp what she’d been doing. Wisp had been grinding away at some lower level MOBs around the town and doing small quests. Wisp was Level seven and getting used to using her sword free-form, rather than relying on the preset strokes. She’d bought a Spell Scroll for a Fire Attack call ‘Blazing Bolt’. She was trying to aim her bolts free-form as well but struggled with accuracy.

After the meal, Leah became serious and said, “Look Wisp, I can’t hang around here for too long. I’ve a timed quest to complete, and I just discovered it’s going to cost me more than I imagined to enrol in the courses I want to. I’m planning to work a solid nine hours a day in Dunyanin every day, if not more. I’m going to be pushing myself and probably getting into situations where I’ll fail. I plan to be here in Carson's Loop for a day maybe two and then I need to be moving on. I’d like to have you as a friend but I’m not sure coming with me will be best for you.”

Wisp was quiet for some time and then said, “Leah, I want to come with you. I promise not to slow you down. If I do, then I’ll leave you and do something else. You’re my best chance of succeeding in the game, and I enjoy being with you.”

“Ok, if that is your decision. Now, what sort of creatures have you been finding in the area?”

“I’ve mainly stuck to the Level 3 to 6 Rats and Crows. There are some Level 6 to 10 Hornets and Ants, they appear in groups of between five and ten, and they overcome an individual very quickly. You have to cross the river to get to them. The only time I tried to do them I was killed immediately. I’ve heard of others finding snakes, wolves, boars, bears and wildercats but they are all too high for me by myself and most are found out in the forest.”

“I’ll think about it, but first I’m going to head to the market, visit the Auction House, and look around the town. Why don’t we meet back here at lunch time and then we can decide where to go next?”

“That sounds great. I’ll spend the time working on my crafting; I plan to be a magical scribe and prepare scrolls. I need some time practising the Calligraphy.”

Leah headed outside and followed directions to a large plaza in the centre of town filled with stalls. Around the outside of the square were various shops which sold materials needed by locals and travellers. Walking slowly through the market, Leah got some idea of what was available and what the prices were. After half an hour she headed to the Auction House. Inside were individual booths for travellers. She opened an account and checked the price of various spinnerets, fangs, spikes, claws and scythes. Leah then put five of each variety she had collected up for auction, setting the lowest bids at fifty percent of what similar objects were fetching. She set a closing time of three days. 

Leah visited a booth which sold nails of all sizes; an apprentice blacksmith made them for the crafters and farmers. The cheapest nails were made of copper and sold for two for a copper coin. The largest was made of iron, a handspan in length and sold for forty copper each. Next, she visited a carpenter to see if he was interested in the Trapdoor Spider Spikes. In the end, he bought 100 at fifty copper per spike. He couldn’t afford more. Next stop was the Tanner to get rid of the various pelts; then to the leather worker and seamstress to sell fangs. She sold twenty spinnerets to the weaver for ten gold. The blacksmith was unable to buy any of the spikes, fangs or carapaces as his crafting level was not high enough to work them. Leah kept the various poisons and venoms just in case she would use them in the future. She had never had so much or even seen so much money before in her life.

Checking the time she had almost two hours before she had to meet Wisp back at the Inn. She sub-vocalised and asked Gèng, “Is there anything I’ve forgotten that the guides would have recommended?”

“There are many recommendations, but three stand out. First, you should upgrade your gear, your clothing is durable but offers no added protection. You have the money now to protect yourself better. Also, you might see if you can start your training in Alchemy. Finally, you should think of stocking up on potions and maybe learning a few other spells. Not from forums, but you are also in need of a map.”

“Four things I need to do, first gear!”

She headed for the leather worker and found a few things in the shop which might be useful. Before buying them, she headed next door to the cobbler. The cobbler was working at his bench, he looked up and asked, “How can I help you miss?”

“I’m in desperate need of some new boots. I wanted to know what you had available and what added characteristics they might have.”

“I make all sorts of boots, and it depends on which characteristics you want to focus on. I’m not a master yet and can only add a total of six characteristic points to my boots. Boots range from ankle length to just above the calf. The longer ones are more sturdy and offer protection against slashing aimed at the lower leg. On a few, I have added several spikes to help in offence if you are attacked by beasts low to the ground.”

Leah looked at the various boots and finally decided on a calf-length pair of thick boar-hide boots. They were tapered at the top, the back ended just above the calf, and the front continued higher and gave some protection to the knees. The boots allowed a full range of movement and had inch long steel spikes at the heels and along the front of the shin. They were dark brown and fastened by buckles along the outside of the leg. Each steel-toed boot had slots for two boot knives.

“These feel good, and I like the added characteristics, how much do you want for them?” She asked while gently holding her right earring between her thumb and forefinger.

“Well, with all the added features they are the top of the range, I couldn’t let them go for less than twenty-five Gold,” he said. 

Alongside these words was an echoing thought “And that’s double what they’re worth.”

Hearing this, Leah began to bargain at seven gold and in the end was able to talk the man down to the twelve gold fifty silver price she had heard in his thoughts. She was pleased to have the help of the earrings. 

After the Cooper, she headed back to the leather worker where she bought a newer 200 slot backpack and a boar hide cuirass with matching pauldrons, tassets and braces. She also bought some half-finger gloves to protect her hands. Altogether they cost her eighty Gold and added eight to Strength, nine to Constitution and one to her Agility

She put all the new armour in her new bag and decided to equip them only when she left town. It would be weird to wander around dressed in armour, even leather armour. 

The next shop she entered belonged to a cartographer. It was filled with scrolls of all sizes. An older woman was sitting at a table carefully copying a map of the world. The edges were all hazy for Dunyanin was a world continually growing. Leah waited until the lady finished the section and looked up.”

“Good morning dear, how might I help you?”

“Two things, I was wondering if you had a mapping skill and equipment so I can keep a record of my journey, and second, do you had a detailed map that might help me get from here to a settlement in the Demir Dovuyor Mountains.”

“Well, I can certainly help with those two things though you’ll need to decide on what you’re willing to pay. I can sell you a beginning map-making skill for one gold or I can sell you the fully developed skill for 500 gold. As for the map, I have a route map which will show the way from here to the Mountains, and you’ll have to ask around for the particular settlement when you get closer. I have a Ranger Map of the route with all the streams, settlements, roads, dungeons and unusual beasts already marked. Rangers have covered most of the area, and the map will update when they add more information. The Ranger map is priced at one gold for every square league you want. I can’t vary this; the price is set by the Ranger’s Guild. The guild refunds fifty Silver for every significant find that you make which they add to the map.”

“Thank you. I’ll take the beginning skill and could you tell me how far the route would be from here to the settlement of Daglar Duman.”

“Let’s see, Carson’s Loop to Daglar Duman is fifty-two leagues as the crow flies. The route itself is sixty-seven leagues. A Ranger map covering the whole route and half a league on either side comes to sixty-one square leagues. So that will be one gold for the skill and sixty-one gold for the Ranger Map. So altogether, sixty-two gold for both. Or if you’d rather the route map it’ll be one gold for the skill and three gold for the route, so four gold.”

“Does the ranger map show places which are safe to stop?”

“Yes, indeed! It shows the best areas to camp and will help in planning daily travel as well.”

Leah paid the lady and received the skill, several sheets of beginner parchment, a quill and ink set, and the map. 

Leah’s next stop was an Alchemist shop on the other side of the square. The store had a wide variety of vials, positions and equipment for sale. A tall, thin man was standing behind the counter. He smiled as she approached and said, “Ah, a young traveller here to buy my potions to save their young lives. How can I help you, my dear?”

“Kind sir, you are correct I did come to look at your potions. I also wanted to know if you could help me to start on the path to becoming an Alchemist. I’m afraid I won’t always be near a shop and would love being able to prepare my own potions.”

“Well, let’s see. I can sell you the equipment; you have a choice of beginner, standard or advanced. I also have the scrolls necessary to give you beginning skills for alchemy. You’ll need Harvesting, Grinding, Distilling and Alchemy; each is two gold. You will need an Alchemist Primer to help you brew some beginning potions; this is thirty gold. If you don’t want to buy the Primer, you can always learn by trial and error. If that’s what you decide, then I suggest you also buy the Analyse skill so that you don’t poison yourself by accident.” 

“I already have the first three skills and would only need the Skills of Alchemy and Analyse. I have a collection of recipes already but think the Analyse skill probably worth having, so that is four gold. Do you recommend any particular potions for me at Level 11 and heading toward the Demir Dovuyor Mountains.”

“So where did you get the skills if I might ask and might I have a glance at the recipes you have, I can tell you if they cover everything that the Primer would?”

“Old Falsi at First Bridge was kind to help me out.”

“Old Falsi! She rarely if ever has anything to do with travellers. You are indeed fortunate as her skills are certainly greater than mine. And the recipes?”

“Again, they are from Old Falsi. She was kind enough to gift me a book of recipes.” Leah didn’t plan on showing the book to the Alchemist. 

“Well, you truly have been gifted well by her. Now, as for potions, I suggest you need several to restore or improve any or all of your characteristics and statistics. Even Luck can be useful as you prepare to loot a major boss or opponent. I have potions to restore 100, 200, 500 points for Health, Mana, Stamina or Ki. I also have complete restoration potions for Health, Mana, Stamina and Ki. I sell ‘plus-two’, ‘plus-five’, and ‘plus-ten’ potions which last from thirty seconds to ten minutes.”

The prices ranged from one gold for the 100 point potion to ten gold for a complete restoration. A ‘plus-two’ potion lasting thirty seconds was one gold while a ‘plus-ten’ for ten minutes was one-hundred gold. 

Leah took a vial of Orumeck’s Worker Drone Venom as well as a vial of Orumeck’s Webspinner Drone Poison and said, “While I consider what I might need could you look at these and see if they might be useful for you?”

She carefully touched her earring and listened in on the Alchemist’s thoughts. Although he didn’t think about costs, it was clear that he wanted both vials and was prepared to give a good price for them. Leah had checked, similar poisons at auction had been sold for upwards of 100 Gold.

In the end, Leah chose two complete restore potions for Stamina and Ki and one each of Health and Mana. She also bought: two each of the 500 restore for each statistic; three potions of thirty-second duration with ‘plus-ten’ for each characteristic except Luck; for Luck, she bought ten potions. Altogether she calculated she was going to be charged 185 gold for the potions. She knew she needed the two skills so it would be 189 gold plus whatever it cost for some simple Alchemical tools to grind and distil. She also needed some empty vials. In the end, the Alchemist exchanged the potions, skills and tools for two vials of worker Drone Venom and one vial of Webspinner Drone Poison. He also added the skill of Apothecary as he thought some of Old Falsi’s recipes might need this.

 Finally, Leah walked to a stall that advertised the sale of various spells. After discussing each spell with Gèng, she decided on two spells. For twenty gold she bought ‘Circle of Sloth’ and ‘Disc of Death’. She knew they wouldn’t help immediately, but at the higher levels, they could be invaluable. Circle of Sloth was an air spell which surrounded the caster within a dome where everything except the Mage slowed down. Disc of Death was an earth spell where a circle of sharp spikes, highly resistant to damage and usually impassible, surrounded the caster except for a small section directly in front of them. If timed correctly the spikes could impale and kill enemies.

Leah headed back to the Inn, just in time for lunch with Wisp.

After lunch Wisp and Leah headed toward the docks and crossed the river by ferry. Leah equipped her Armour and applied some of her unused skill points to raise the level of her two new spells; she was pleased with the increase in HP.

The land was undulating woodland with a visibility of about thirty metres. Ankle length grass covered the ground, and occasional bushes rose to knee and thigh height. They walked to the area where Wisp had been attacked by ants previously. She described them as the size of a dog with sharp mandibles, and claws at the end of each leg. A hard shell their bodies and the only one she’d killed had happened when she managed to strike it in the gap between head and thorax. 

Leah invited Wisp to join her group. They agreed to share experience in proportion to their levels. With Wisp on Level 7 and Leah almost on Level 12, this meant Leah received approximately two-thirds of the experience points. Loot was to be shared equally with unique items going to who had the greatest need, otherwise turn and turn about with Leah going first. Leah suggested that she and Wisp stand about a meter and a half apart. When the ants rushed toward them, Leah would cast Disc of Death. They could then control the number of ants attacking at any one time. 

Wisp pointed out an ant heading in their direction, behind it were six more ants. When an ant got within twenty meters of the girls, it rushed forward. Leah waited until they were three metres from her and then turning side-on cast Disc of Death and a circle of spikes shot from the ground. They impaled the first ant which wriggled, stuck on top of a spike. The other ants milled around before moving around the circle looking for an entrance. Wisp moved to one side and began firing Blazing Bolts at the ants. 

With a poisoned spiked stick in one hand and a Warrior Drone’s Scythes in the other, Leah hurried toward the entrance. As the first ant scuttled through the gap she shoved the spike between the mandibles and deep into its mouth, she moved to the side and brought the scythe down between head and thorax, then giving a firm pull on the scythe, the head came free. She quickly shook the head off the spike just in time to spear the next ant which was crawling over the body of the headless one. Then it was: 'rinse and repeat'. After the fourth ant, the spikes disappeared, but Leah was able to finish the next ant. She then watched while Wisp used her sword to hack at the last ant. Leah didn’t need to step in even though Wisp did get bit.

She harvested the pile and received:

 As each of the ants was Level 5, and the average of her group was over eight the experience received was reduced. She had looked it up and killing creatures of a higher level didn’t always increase experience points but killing those lower than you always reduced the experience gained. Over the next two hours, they came across six more groups of ants ranging in packs of between four and ten. Altogether they killed another forty-three ants, and both had levelled up. As they sat and regenerated their Mana Leah asked, “Where do they come from?”

“What do you mean?”

“Where do the ants come from? We keep meeting them coming in this direction. Either they spawn out that way somewhere, or they have a nest.”

Leah then sub-vocalised to Gèng, “Check the forums and see if there is any mention of an ant hive near Carson’s Loop. Then check for other areas with ants and see if they have hives.”

Gèng replied, “No mention of a hive near Carson’s Loop but almost all other ant areas has a central hive or dungeon.”

“Wisp, I think there might be a hive or dungeon out in this area. I suggest we keep moving instead of heading back as we planned. I’ve another two hours before I have to log out. When do you need a break?”

“I was at the Inn about half an hour before you so about an hour and a half.”

They agreed to keep moving for an hour and a half and then they would choose a place to log out until the following morning at nine local time. Over the next hour, they moved further and further into the woodland and travelled over a league from the river. During this period they met and killed four more groups of ants, the largest group had twelve ants. The groups were becoming more frequent and larger. Wisp had finally reached Level 8, and the experience gained per ant had dropped again. 

They discovered clear trails on the woodland floor which showed the passage of numerous ants. Topping a rise, they saw a break in the trees ahead. Moving carefully to the tree line they saw an open field fully two kilometres in diameter with an immense ant hill in the centre. It was shaped like a volcano with numerous ridges and folds across its surface. Entrance holes were scattered over the sides, but there was a defined path winding up toward the top of the cone which was 150 metres high. On the field around the anthill, there were groups of ants moving both to and from the mound. Wisp and Leah moved back into the trees after searching for a spot that didn’t look to have been visited by ants. From here they observed the ant’s behaviour. After Wisp logged out, Leah sat and stared at the field for thirty minutes before she also logged out.
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Leah found that even though she was in the pod all day she seemed to be eating more. Gèng explained that with her constant movement in Dunyanin her muscles were being exercised almost continually. Gèng offered to reduce the effect, but Leah declined, saying she needed to keep active and fit.

After breakfast, she logged in and dressed for college. She had three and a half real-hours before she needed to meet Wisp. She planned to sample each of the classes for an hour Academia Time; leaving her an hour to rest and prepare for the ants. 

Gèng said, “How do you want to experience the classes? You can portal to the virtual campus and experience college life as you walk to class, or I can make a gateway directly to each class from here. Each class is structured to individualised learning. Students take the class whenever they want to, and none of your current classes require group work.”

“I’ll portal direct to the rooms. Do I need to take anything?”

“No! The school provides all texts and materials. Leah, would you mind if I made some more alterations to this world? I have a few ideas based on what I’ve seen online and what I’ve learned about you.”

“Go ahead. If I don’t like the changes, you can always change them back.”

Gèng created four doorway portals on a wall, and Leah walked toward the one marked Tai Chi and Meditation. On arrival, she found herself barefoot in a quiet garden. Her clothing had changed, and she now wore a white linen tunic and loose pants. A small Asian lady stood some five meters away dressed similarly except for colour. The lady was dressed all in black. Leah guessed her age to be around forty. The woman stood quietly watching Leah.

Taking the initiative, Leah walked closer and stopped about two meters from the teacher. She bowed low with hands together in the way she would to her Asian grandmother and waited. After a small pause, she heard “Welcome Atherleah, please rise and look at me. You are welcome here. My name is Master Ning. Please sit, and we will begin.”

Leah sat and tried to copy the same pose adopted by the Master.

“Well done Atherleah, this is called the Burmese Position and is the simplest of poses. Before we start do you have any questions?”

Leah waited for a few breaths then asked: “Yes Master Ning, how does my virtual body, or actions here, affect my real body in the pod?”

She turned and entered the portal into Chemistry. She found herself in a laboratory with numerous apparatus covering the benches. Test tubes, beakers and miles of glass tubing, all surrounded by various machines. As she walked through she glanced down and once again her clothing had been transformed: she was now wearing a lab coat and thick safety shoes. In the middle of the room, she saw a person in a lab coat carefully watching a clear liquid dripping from a glass retort. As Leah approached, the figure turned, and Leah saw a middle-aged woman with long blonde hair tied in a ponytail and wearing safety glasses. Before Leah could say anything, the woman said, “Welcome Atherleah, my name is Professor Franklin, and I am your teacher for this Introductory Course on Chemistry. We will begin with the basics and move at whatever pace is suitable for you although I will warn you that your college has set specific goals that must be reached to pass this term. Do you have any questions or should we begin?”

“Only one Professor, when you say my college does that mean you are not employed by the Australian Community Colleges?”

“Not really, I am an off-the-shelf chemistry tutor. Many colleges find introductory courses most easily dealt with by purchasing tried and true AI. I am currently tutoring over 25,000 students throughout the world. You college pays a subscription for my services and sets basic parameters. In the end, this is most economical for your college and best for you. Are there any other questions?”

“No Professor.”

“Well, then, let us begin by checking how much you already understand. I’ve perused your file and have just a few questions which will help me place our starting point. Firstly, let’s review what you know about the atomic model …”

As the professor talked, the various apparatus disappeared, and a model of the Atom appeared; the Professor began to ask questions. An hour later Atherleah was dismissed, and she walked back into her space. Over the following two hours she had two similar sessions, one covering Introduction to AI Development, and the other in Human Biology. She found the courses informative and interesting; she considered signing up for another two courses. She wondered why anyone would ever fail with such great personal attention. The teachers were patient and were always willing to stop and answer a question or explain something differently. 

She logged out and practised her meditation and Tai Chi before having a snack and shower. After writing a short note to her parents saying she’d started college Leah lay down in the pod and prepared to face the ant hill.
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Leah looked around but didn’t notice any difference to the world. 

“Gèng, I thought you were going to modify the Space?”

“I am, Leah, it is taking some time and a lot of trial and error. I’m doing this without purchasing anything, and I’m still trying to work out what some of the parameters mean.”

“Would you like me to set aside some credits?”

“No, I believe that allowing me to work with these constraints is developing my capabilities faster than usual. I’ve read that other PAI(N) entities are not allowed the freedoms you have given me. I’m also increasingly convinced that my residence in the Neural Chip permits a greater flexibility than normal. Though there is no supporting literature or evidence, I surmise that more hardwired constraints were broken than the ‘Big Brother’ ones we already discussed. I’ve calculated using the appropriate standards and criteria, and I believe I am already approaching what is called Sentience Level 2. I don’t have the databases but can interact at that level with the information I do have. I assume other AIs are developed with much tighter controls on what they can access and on the scope of their activities.”

“We need to talk about this in more depth sometime. Now though, I need to get back and meet Wisp. Is there anything else you think I need to know?”

“Two things! You have points to distribute and a recording of you dispatching Jason and calling him a 'half-breed bitch' has gone viral. Someone recorded the fight and because of the current interest in Orumeck’s Cavern people are fascinated. The Mana Spike is the main point of discussion, and many are saying you must be the Cavern finder. People have heard that you are near Carson’s Loop and some are travelling there hoping to get the information from you. Thad’s group hasn’t mentioned the Cavern, so people are still crawling all over the area looking for it. Jason is reacting badly to all the comments and has been blocked from the thread; his comments were almost all aimed at destroying you.”

“I was planning to move on soon anyway, but I might need to move earlier than expected. That is something to worry about after, the anthill. I’ll distribute points after seeing what the situation is.” 

Leah stepped into Dunyanin to find Wisp was already there and watching ants.

“Good morning Atherleah, I came a bit early, and am watching to see if there were any patterns to the ants’ behaviour.”

“I understand perfectly; I sat here for half an hour yesterday just watching. I think I saw several pathways through the field as long as ants are aggressive only within twenty meters. What have you noticed?”

They watched for another half-hour before deciding on a route. Leah and Wisp would need to defeat a couple of groups though only one at a time. There was one section where they could potentially attract up to three different groups. After discussion, they decided that if they timed it right, they could finish the first group before the third arrived. First, though, they needed to find out if the ants attacked by 'line of sight' or if distance was the factor. Before moving, Leah decided to put her undistributed points into Intelligence to raise her MP. 

They cautiously stepped out into the field and moved towards a group of eight ants that were slightly larger than the ones in the woods. Leah hadn’t analysed the level of the field ants until then, and she found that each of these ants was Level 8. When they got within twenty meters of the group the ants swarmed toward them. 

Leah cast Disc of Death and Circle of Sloth when the ants were a couple of meters away. One ant was caught on the spikes, and the others swarmed the gap. The fight took longer, and the increased level of the ants was noticeable as several scythe cuts were often required to behead an ant. After two minutes the ants suddenly increased their speed catching Wisp off guard mid-swing. The ant grabbed her knees with his mandibles and unbalanced her. She fell to the ground, and the ant started shaking its head like a dog so the mandibles would cut deeper into her knee. The Disc of Death had spikes also disappeared, and the two remaining ants swarmed Leah. She dropped the spike in her left hand and fired to Webspinner ring twice, once for each of the ants. Both became entangled, and she rushed to help Wisp. After killing the attacking ant, she turned back just in time to be bowled over by an ant who had freed itself. She fell and kept rolling as the ant slashed at the ground. One of the claws raked her, but her cuirass partially blocked the blow. As she came to her feet she fired her Webspinner ring again, this time catching the ant. 

She turned to the second ant just as it escaped the web. Using her sword and mana bolts, she finished the ant before turning and killing the last one. Wisp was lying on the ground, alive but beginning to flash red. Leah quickly checked that no other groups were coming and then she cast Heal on Wisp and gave her one of the 100HP healing potions. They sat for a moment to recover. Wisp had several healing potions and used one. Leah sat in still in the Quarter Lotus position, breathing deeply as Master Ning had shown her. After several minutes Gèng interrupted her and said, “Leah, you have accessed the skill of meditation which increases the speed at which you recuperate Mana and Ki. Do you want to view the message?”

Smiling Leah stood and went to harvest the ants for loot. It was some time before Wisp felt ready to continue. Even with the break, they made good time. They defeated four more groups at Level 8 and one at Level 10 before reaching the area where it was possible they might have to face more than one group at a time. Instead, after watching and timing, they decided they could do all three, one after the other, but with almost no time to recuperate. Leah would need to carefully watch her cool-down for both spells and have the minor Mana potions ready. She would use the 100MP for the second battle and then the 500MP before the last.

The girls fought almost continually for the next fifteen minutes and although they had both lost more than half their health they had finally reached the base of the anthill where the pathway began. They found a place to rest away from all the ants and ate some bread, drank some water and meditated to come back to full strength. Leah had explained to Wisp the usefulness of meditation, and although Wisp was still to gain the skill, she continued to practice her posture and breathing.

It had taken two hours to cross the field, but they were now ready to see if an unknown dungeon was accessible from the top of the anthill. Gèng’s research showed that almost all ant-themed dungeons were entered from above. Most started as a hole in the ground, but a few were situated in anthills. None of those recorded was quite this high though most were in higher level areas and went deep underground. They climbed the hill with Leah taking the lead. She moved slowly but confidently up the path. Wisp’s job was to check their back trail just in case something attacked from behind. They were surprised not to find ants on the path and had a clear run all the way to the top. 

When her head reached the level of the top, Leah was able to look into a shallow basin with a glowing portal set in its centre. Leah beckoned Wisp to come forward slowly, keeping low to the ground. The basin was eighty meters across and forty meters deep. Five ants were patrolling the floor of the basin, each of them was walking on four legs and held a long spear with their arms. Above them, five flying ants all held a bow in their front two hands, with a quiver on their backs.

Sentry Drone Ant (Level 14) 1200HP EP 1300

Both girls crouched and watched the ants for several minutes. Then, moving back from the edge they had a quiet conversation. Wisp said, “None of the workers overlap so we should only have to take one at a time. However, each flying drone makes a circuit over two of the workers.”

Leah nodded, “I timed them, and I think we would have at most three minutes to kill the worker before the drone returned. I noticed that as the drone passed over a worker, then the ant would look up but I didn’t see the drone looking down. If a drone is missing, I think the worker would notice, but I don’t think a drone will miss a worker. If so, then if we enter the zone of a worker we will need to defeat that worker and then the drone who is moving toward where we are. We’ll have three minutes to kill both before another drone returns. We will kill that before the next worker arrives, and then kill the third worker coming from the area covered by the second drone. Then we just work our way in either direction killing one after another.” 

After several minutes discussing the tactics, they worked their way into the basin and made their way toward their first target. Leah’s Webspinner ring was at Level 5 and was effective to ten meters. Her Worker ring was Level 4 and effective for eight metres; she hoped the flying ants would get closer than that. They waited just outside the range of the worker until the drone moved away by more than twenty meters. Stepping into the worker’s attack zone, it began to move toward them. Leah turned away and cast Disc of Death as Wisp said, “Now!” Their timing was off, and the ant wasn’t impaled but moved around the circle toward the gate. Wisp rushed to the gate while firing Blazing Bolts at the ant. Leah checked on all the ants and then rushed to the gate and fired the Webspinner Ring. The web wrapped around its legs and brought it to the ground. Leah had time for one hurried attack before turning to watch the approaching drone. 

The drone rushed towards them raising its bow to shoot. Leah dove forward as it released and came up underneath the drone firing a Web at it. She caught its legs and the hand that held the bow but wasn’t able to secure the wings. She fired again and brought the drone down. Leah hurried to help Wisp with the worker ant. Together they wore it down and killed it. Leah grabbed its spear and ran toward the drone which was just rising into the air. She rammed into it driving the spear deep into its abdomen. She held on and dragged the drone to the ground. Wisp and Leah began to assault it together. Just as it died an arrow slammed into Leah’s back knocking her over, the second drone had arrived, and they had not been watching for it.

Wisp threw several bolts at the drone as Leah got to her feet. This time, Leah knocked the drone out of the sky with her first shot. Leah’s health bar was slowly decreasing, but it wasn’t yet serious enough to stop and pull the arrow out. Her cuirass had stopped the arrow and only the arrowhead he’d penetrated her shoulder. Every time she moved her left arm the bleeding became a little worse and the pain more excruciating as the arrowhead sawed away at her left trapezius. She didn't let it stop her and instead helped Wisp kill the drone. 

They could see the next worker heading in their direction, but it was moving slowly. Wisp pull the arrow from Leah's shoulder who then drank a 100HP Potion of Minor Healing. Leah decided to use Merdiven. Leah stepped behind Wisp and off to her left. As the worker ant arrived, it thrust its spear at Wisp, who dodged as Leah brought the Morningstar down on the Worker’s head stunning it. Wisp and Leah then killed it. They repeated the move with the third worker. After recovering and harvesting the ants, they continued clockwise around the basin until they defeated the last five ants.
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The basin at the top of the anthill was empty except for Leah and Wisp. They were standing quietly and staring down at the portal circle on the ground. Gèng explained that when they stepped on the portal, they would be transported to the start of the dungeon. Leah agreed to go first, and she held the staff tightly in one hand and prepared to cast to using the other. Taking a deep breath, she stepped on the portal.

She reappeared in a small cavern. There was a tunnel leading from the cavern and nothing else. As Wisp appeared, she received a message.

Leah also had ten points to allocate, and they spent a few moments to get organised before Leah slowly led them into the tunnel. As she did she received a notification:

This dungeon is recommended for groups of at least four members.

MOBs will be at least 1 Level above the Mean of your group with the final boss at least five levels higher than your highest member. Currently, this means MOBs start at Level 15 in this dungeon.

Do you wish to continue? Note if you choose [No] you will be returned to your resurrection location with no loss of experience.

Leah glanced at Wisp and to see what she wanted to do. Wisp shrugged and said, “I suppose it might be good to have some help, we need someone who can absorb some damage. On the other hand, we’ve come this far I think we should give it a go.”

“Good! I wasn’t keen to turn back. At least we might get through a couple of levels.”

Wisp nodded, and Leah set off. After a few minutes of walking the tunnel opened into a large cavern. It had a high domed ceiling, and Level 15 Foraging Ants were wandering through the room. There were many ant-sized tunnels which opened into the cavern. An ant would enter the cavern and then slowly make its way out via another hole. At any one time, there was a maximum of three ants in the room with a minimum of one. Leah and Wisp’s path led directly across the cavern where another large tunnel exited the cavern. No ants entered or left via the two larger tunnels. From one side to the other was about 100 meters. 

After watching for a while, Leah stepped into the room when there was only one ant in the Cavern, on the far side. As soon as she entered the cavern, the ant rushed toward her. She stepped back into the tunnel, but the ant kept coming. Before it reached where Wisp and Leah were, another ant entered the cavern but ignored Leah, Wisp and the charging ant. They moved even further back into the tunnel and readied themselves to fight the Forager Ant. With the two of them, they easily killed it and returned to the room. The ants continued to move slowly through and around the cavern.

Finally, Leah said, “It’s a lucky dip. We have to go through the cavern and will be attacked continuously by any and all ants in the room until we get to the other side. The longer we stay in the room, the more ants we have to fight. They will follow us into the tunnel, but no more will join them. If we time it right, we might face one, if not then we could face three or more. If we stop to fight in the room, then more and more ants will be added, until they bury us. How fast can you run?”

In the end, they waited on the edge of the tunnel until there was only one ant and it was nearer their tunnel than the other. Leah was to be the trigger, when she was ready she tapped Wisp and ran straight at the Forager, it turned and made for her. Leah fired the Webspinner ring and kept moving; the forager tumbled to the ground. She headed for the exit and saw another ant enter the room, and start for her. She diverted toward the ant and fired again, this time only trapping two legs and causing the ant to stumble; she kept running. Meanwhile, Wisp had reached the exit tunnel and was yelling that two more ants had entered the room and were coming. Leah cast Disc of Death as she entered the exit tunnel. It sprang up behind her impaling one of the ants. The Circle of Spikes completely blocked the tunnel. She turned and smiled at Wisp. Unfortunately for them, the final ant travelled around the spikes, climbed the wall of the cavern, and dropped down into the tunnel. Both girls responded quickly; Leah cast a trap and then brought out the staff. They were still hacking at it when another ant arrived. Leah trapped this one and then the third arrived. It was touch and go, but they finally finished off all three ants as the spikes disappeared. They waited for the final ant to crawl slowly into the tunnel before finishing it off. Leah harvested the ants and glanced back into the room. There were four ants in the room, but one was carrying a white watermelon sized sphere in its mouth. 

Forager Treasure Egg

The ant dropped the egg about thirty metres from the entrance and kept moving. Leah had five traps left in her ring. She discussed it with Wisp, and they decided that this time Wisp would run and get the egg while Leah stood guard to deal with any ants. As soon as there was only one ant on the other side of the cavern Wisp kept forward to grab the egg. The ant rushed at her, but she was almost back before another ant entered the room. After dealing with the two ants, Leah touched the treasure egg. A message appeared:

This is a Forager Treasure Egg.

Do you wish to open this now? 

[Yes] [No] 

She said, “The egg might have something we need. I suggest we leave it until the end. If there are other eggs, then I’ll use a Luck Potion and open them all at the end. Is that ok with you?”

“Absolutely, except I think if we need something like a key then we open it.”

This decided, Leah declined to open it and put it in her bag. They stayed and watched the room for a while but no other eggs appeared, and neither of them could see another place where they might find treasure. They moved down the tunnel which continued straight before it opened into another large cavern. This time the cavern was shaped like a boomerang, and an additional ant added to the mix. They followed the same plan and were fortunate to have only one extra ant to fight. Instead of using the Disc of Death Leah used the Circle of Sloth to slow the ants down. They waited for a while, but no more eggs appeared.

The third room was shaped like a letter ’S’, and they couldn’t see the last part of the room where they expected a tunnel to be. They had to guess and run when the number of ants was least in the area which they could see. They almost pulled more than they could handle with a total of seven ants coming after them in the tunnel, each of the ants was at Level 16. Leah ran out of traps towards the end of the fight and Wisp had only eight percent of her HP left. They sat for quite some time meditating before deciding to move forward.

The final room at this level was spherical like the first, and they could see the whole room. It was empty except for a larger and more powerful ant slowly circling the middle of the room. The walls had the smaller tunnels, but there was no exit.

Leah stepped into the room and was surprised when the ant turned to face her. This was a mini-boss. Wisp stepped into the room, and they slowly spread apart as they moved toward the ant. When they were about ten meters from the ant, it suddenly rushed Leah. She had a spear taken from one of the worker ants, and she thrust this at the ant’s head. The ant was quick and grabbed the spear with its mandibles and ripped it out of Leah’s hands. As the spear was pulled left, Leah dived forward under the right-hand legs of the ant and used the scythe to sever the middle leg at the centre joint. Meanwhile, Wisp stood back and fired a constant barrage of fire-bolts at the ant’s head. A bar appeared above the boss and showed that it still had about eighty percent of its health. As the ant turned toward Leah, she kept it turning clockwise to put the most force on the side with only two legs. She wanted to get it on the ground where it would be easiest to kill. As it followed Leah, Wisp grabbed her sword and darted in to hack at the middle leg joint on the left-hand side. While she didn’t succeed in cutting it off the ant was no longer able to put much weight on the leg, making it turn even more slowly. 

Leah had grabbed one of her stick spears, and when the ant turned toward Wisp, she drove this deep into the abdomen. The bar dropped to sixty percent, and the ant screamed. Neither Leah nor Wisp were expecting this, and they both reeled back, both surprised and stunned. If Leah had allowed messages, she would have noticed a 'Stunned' debuff. It was almost ten-seconds before Leah was able to pull herself together, in this time the ant had closed the distance and it bit down on her left arm, severing it at the elbow. As she dropped to the ground, she swung the scythe with her right arm and buried it in the ant’s right eye which exploded covering her with fluid. The ant reared back, dropping her arm. In agony, Leah reached into her bag and took one of the Restore Health Potions. Meanwhile, Wisp was attacking the ant with everything she had. The Potion slowly regrew Leah’s arm, but even after it healed, she could still feel the pain. She grabbed the staff and swung with both hands to completely shatter the left rear leg of the ant. Its health dropped thirty percent as it moved slowly, dragging its abdomen along the ground. Again it screamed. 

This time, as well as the stun debuff two Level 16 Forager Ants crawled out of the tunnels. Leah tried to trap one but realised her rings were on the hand that had been cut off. Calling Wisp to attack the same ant as her she ran to the nearest ant and brought the Morningstar down on its head. As Wisp brought her sword down on the trapped ant's neck, Leah headed towards the second ant only to see two more crawling from the tunnels. She looked over and saw her severed arm several meters away. In desperation, she dove for it while casting Disc of Death. By the time she had pried the ring off her old index finger and onto her new, the ant was at the gate having had to run all the way around. She gave room for the ant to fully enter the spiked enclosure before trapping it with her web. She left it and rushed outside to trap another ant before attacking the fourth with her staff. Wisp joined her, having dispatched the first ant. Together they killed the rest before returning to the mini-boss and finishing it off.

Wisp statistics were all in the red; except her Ki, which was full and untouched. Leah was below a quarter everywhere except her health which was sitting at ninety-one percent. They stared at each other and then lay on the floor to recuperate. After a few minutes, Leah assumed her Quarter Lotus Pose and began breathing slowly. She found this calming. After about twenty minutes she stood and searched the room. Finally, she found what she was looking for. In the place where the mini-boss had been standing was a circle of different coloured soil. Carefully using her knife, she began scraping away until she had uncovered a copper coloured egg and the message appeared:

This is a Forager Treasure Egg.

Do you wish to open this now? 

[Y] [N] 

She said no then walked over to the dead boss and placed the copper egg and the white egg next to it. Turning to Wisp, she said, “I’m going to take a potion to raise my luck by ten. We already have an extra seven and a half on top of my four points. This’ll give the ‘Luck’ characteristic a score of over twenty, added to this is the fifty percent chance of a drop included. I’ll harvest the boss, open both eggs and then harvest the ants. Are you ok with this?” 

Wisp was still sitting, and she just nodded. Leah said, “Gèng, could you put a timer up so I can see how long I have?”

Leah then took the potion from her bag and quickly drank. The timer appeared as she harvested the boss, she then opened the eggs and went to each ant and harvested them. She was amazed that thirty-seconds seemed a long time when your life wasn’t in danger.

Returning to Wisp, she read out the various messages she received from the Boss and two eggs.

Leah passed over fifteen of the copper coins and was pleased to see Wisp smile. They read through the various messages and decided that Wisp would get Ring of Ant Strength and Spell of Stunning. Leah took the Book of Foraging and the Spell of Direction. The book was a companion to the Diary from Falsi and described the plants which were useful for food. The spell allowed the caster to find the quickest path through a forest or woodland. 

It had taken them all day to get to the end of the first level. They decided to use the portal stones to enter Level Two and then to log-out until the following day. Fortunately, the pebbles were small and not difficult to swallow. They appeared in a small cavern with a tunnel leading off into the distance. Both were weary, so after arranging to meet at eight the following morning, they logged out.
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Leah staggered onto the sofa and logged out. She crawled out of the Pod and had a long hot shower. Occasionally she would reach over and hold her left forearm. No matter how unreal the injury was, she couldn’t forget having her arm snapped off. She had a quick lunch and spent some time meditating and practising Thai Chi. Feeling refreshed and relaxed she had three hours real-time before heading back to Level 2. She decided to do her research in the Pod to make use of the time dilation. When she logged in, she immediately noticed that Gèng had rearranged everything.

The floors were wooden and red like a dark cherry. The walls were white but further away. Gèng had enlarged the space twenty-fold. Throughout the room pillars made from the trunks of trees reached up to hold up the roof. The roof was at over two stories high, a balcony surrounded the room with a wide staircase leading up to it, and the floors were covered with a dark red carpet. The sofa had been changed and was covered now in a deep red leather and had dark wooden legs. 

She walked over and sat down then said, “Gèng, what is this?”

“I have done some research, and I plan to recreate the Stork tower from your poem. I am currently working the outside space, and plan to put this building at the head of a long valley and eventually have each level represent an achievement or world that you have experienced. The tower will be on various levels. I’ve some ideas from pictures of Pagodas and Chinese mountain monasteries. I understand it is a work in progress, but I have already put the various subjects from Academia on the next level. “It’s amazing Gèng, I’ll need to let it sink in before commenting, but I love the idea. But for now I have three hours before I head back to Dunyanin, do you have any ideas on how to improve our chances?”

“I have one idea. You are performing above your game level. I noticed this when you easily defeated those players who were trying to kill you. I’ve analysed the data and suggest that you are applying your natural fighting skills and not relying on the game mechanics. It is a similar situation when encouraged Wisp not to use the game presets but to train herself to use the sword correctly. My idea is for you to enter a world which teaches you the skills you need. For example, you have yet to use your bow. This would have been great against the flying ants. There is a game called Sherwood which is designed with the correct use of the bow in mind. You could enter the game and spend your time practising the bow. Alternatively, there are archery courses you can buy which are similar to the Tai Chi course you had this morning. “The one with the best reviews is called ‘Master Archery’ and costs the same as Dunyanin, twenty Gold for the initial setup and then another twenty Gold each month or one Gold for a three-hour lesson; teaching is one on one. “Do they provide gear and equipment?”

“No, please use it I would love to have it used. I look forward to the day I am ready for it.”

Lady Flèche took Guzeltuya’s Long Bow and one of the arrows. She aimed and then watched as the arrow soared to the furthest target where it landed near the bullseye. She handed it back and said, “When you're ready for that I’ll give you a lesson for free. Whoever did the code for that knew their weapons. Now the lesson!”

Leah learnt how to hold the bow and aim. She learned to use her back muscles to draw the bow and how to breathe to gain accuracy. After the first lesson, Leah took a second. By the end, she was tired but confident that she could at least hit what she aimed at within a twenty-meter radius. She grabbed both bows and thanking Lady Flèche walked back into the Tower. She thanked Gèng for the advice and logged out to have a shower and something to eat. She discovered that her arms and back were sore. She did some stretches to loosen the muscles. She was amazed at how the Pod enabled her to develop real-world skills. Finally, after sitting for a while, she was ready for Level 2.
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Leah arrived moments before Wisp. After checking her bow, she led the way cautiously down the tunnel. It became hotter the further they travelled. After several hundred metres the shaft opened onto the top of a volcanic crater. Wisp and Leah stood there looking over the lava. Steps were running from their vantage point down the wall to the lava where a path continued across the lava to the other side of the volcano. At regular intervals along the route, there were large circular patches of cooled magma. It looked like a string of six black pearls strung across the lava. 

As they approached the first pearl, they saw a bright red ant waiting. Its colour wasn’t solid, rather it swirled and changed just like the lava that surrounded them. 

Fire Worker Ant (Level 16) 1800HP 1400 EP

“I don’t think your Fire magic will do much good here,” Leah said. “I think your better off using the Stun spell.”

Leah took one of the worker ant spears and walked toward the ant. As she stepped onto the arena, the ant headed in her direction. It didn’t rush but walked carefully. She held the spear in front of her. When it was two meters from Leah it suddenly coughed, a small fireball shot out of its mouth and hit her on the chest. The leather cuirass began to smoke, and her health dipped. She stabbed forward and only just clipped its mandible as it dodged. It stepped back and made the coughing motion again. This time she was ready, she dropped under the fireball and drove the spear into its mouth. It shuddered, and its health dipped, but when Leah pulled the spear out it was missing the first twenty centimetres; it had burnt off, soot covered the end. Wisp cast Stun rocking the ant back. While it was dazed, Leah brought the scythe down to take off the head. The blow was ineffective and brought the fire ant to its senses, it turned rapidly and knocked Leah over. Where it touched her, she felt as though her skin was on fire. The pain was excruciating. She hurriedly back away as it made another coughing sound. This time she wasn’t quite fast enough, and the fireball flared over her arm. As she rolled out of the way she muttered, “I need the bow”. Suddenly the bow appeared in her hand, and she felt the weight of the quiver on her back. She reached back, grabbed an arrow, nocked it and fired. At the range of just two meters, the arrow point travelled through the eye and out the back of the head. The Fire Ant shuddered and died. Leah healed herself then harvested the Fire Ant.

“Gèng, how did the bow appear in my hand?”

“I am here to assist you; I perceived your statement as a desire to equip the bow. You don’t have to reach into the bag each time you want something. It works the same way as when equipping the armour.”

“So, I can change weapons at a word, or thought?”

“Certainly!”

“Why didn’t you tell me before this?”

“I’m sorry, I thought you knew. You always seem acutely aware of what you were doing.”

“No! Not even close. But don’t be sorry; it seems certain I’m the one who hasn’t done their homework, I'm sorry for suggesting otherwise. The bow arrived at just the right time. These ants destroy the arrows, and they are now single use.”

“You also have the bows harvested from the Sentry Worker Ants, and you have ten arrows from each of them.” 

Leah turned to Wisp and smiled and asked, “Are you ok? That was intense!”

“I’m fine; I just feel useless, you had to do all the work.”

“Don’t be silly, if you hadn’t dazed it when you did I think we’d both be dead. Do you know how to use a bow?”

“No, I haven't learned the skill. What will we do if there are more than one Fire Ant?”

“I have the spiky barrier, and now we know that the arrows work. All we can do though is go on, shall we?”

Together they set off toward the second pearl. This time two ants were waiting. As Leah stepped onto the battle area, the ants moved toward her. She hurried close toward one hoping to trap it inside the Disc of Death while impaling the other. Wisp held back so she could stun the ant inside the circle while staying away from the second ant if it escaped the spikes. At first, it seemed to work well, Leah’s timing was spot on, a spike neatly skewered the farthest Fire Ant. Wisp stunned the Fire Ant inside the enclosure and Leah had time to move to the side and used a scythe to remove the ant’s front leg. The ant struggled to turn toward Leah, and she had time to cut deep into the abdomen. Suddenly Wisp yelled, “Watch out!” 

Leah turned and saw the second ant head toward her. Its body had melted the spikes, and it headed in her direction. Hearing the cough, she dove to her right, and the flame passed over her diving form. Hearing another cough, she kept rolling, just evading the flaming attack. She cast Circle of Sloth and came to her feet. She was between the two ants and running out of options. Wisp, however, had entered the Disc just behind the previously impaled ant. Wisp swung her sword repeatedly, hacking into the ant's abdomen. Leah moved to the damaged side of the first ant and called out ‘staff’. She swung and buried the Morningstar in the ants head. Leah felt an immense surge of energy through her hands, and the ant dropped to the ground, dead. The head was no longer flame coloured but looked to be solid stone. With no time to think about what she'd done she called “Bow,” then turned and buried one arrow in the second ant’s eye. She checked her statistics and saw that both her Ki and her Mana were empty.

She checked through her messages until she read:

You have killed the Fire Ant

Sure enough, one of the Mana Potions was gone. She stared at the staff which now read:

A named staff. This staff was companion to Bazlari founder and First Mage of Sihirbazlari. It was said that so much mana had infused the staff that it would talk with its bearer and at times even fight on their behalf.

Leah agreed.

Again Leah agreed. She looked at the staff and said, “Merdiven”. There was no response, so she said, “Thank you!”

In the back of her mind, almost too silent to notice she heard an echo, “You’re Welcome!” She harvested the Fire Ants and found that the frozen one gave different loot than the one untouched by Merdiven’s Spell.

Wisp and Leah moved off the arena and sat so that Leah could meditate and replenish her MP and KP. When her levels were full, she noticed they immediately had five percent deducted and then began to fill again. Setting out for the third arena, Leah and Wisp discussed the Freezing Spell. It was fire spell of annihilation. The spell could be directed to remove the heat from any object, player, character or beast. 

Although they both thought Wisp was in need of a better offence, they decided that Leah should take the spell as she had unallocated Skill Points whereas Wisp had already allocated hers. Without the levelling up, Wisp could only cast the spell twice whereas Leah would be able to cast the spell almost fifteen times and to greater effect. She asked Gèng to put small green icons at the top of her vision to indicate what spells were available to her at any time. They were to be almost invisible unless she consciously looked for them. If she couldn’t use a spell because of cool down or lack of mana points, it should appear as grey. She and Gèng sorted through possible icons until she was happy with the choices.

The following three arenas were challenging but with only minor increases in difficulty. The next had three ants, the fourth had only three, but one was a Fire Drone Ant that flew and spat fire from above. When leaving the fourth arena, they spotted a Worker Ant carrying a lava treasure egg. After killing the ant, Leah placed the Egg in her inventory for after the mini-boss. The fifth arena had four ants with two workers on the ground and two drones flying. When they reached the sixth and final arena, they were working well as a team; Wisp had begun to anticipate the ants' movements and almost danced around them while using the sword to slice abdomens and hamstring legs. The Freezing spell worked well and was especially effective when Leah targeted the eyes. Merdiven didn’t help again although it was useful for crushing leg joint, heads and eyes.

The final challenge had a dual boss with a Level 19 Fire Worker Ant and a Level 19 Fire Drone Ant. When the Worker reached sixty percent, its scream sent a wall of fire across the Arena, Leah was ready and dived over it, but Wisp caught the full brunt of it and had to use a restore health potion that Leah threw to her. When the Drone screamed at sixty percent there was a rain shower of fireballs, both girls were hit, but the damage wasn’t debilitating. Whenever a fireball hit the other ant, it gained health. When both ants reached thirty percent, their screams brought two fire ants scurrying out of the lava. By this stage, the Worker ant was on the ground with broken wings. Although exhausted and with their health at less than twenty percent, both girls were grinning at the end.

Leah searched the arena and found a hidden silver treasure egg. She drank a Luck position and harvested the bosses, the ants and the two eggs.

Leah handed Wisp six of the silver coins. They read through the various messages and decided that Wisp would get the Cloak of Retardation and the Wave of Fire Spell. Leah took the Phoenix Potion and the Rain of Fire Spell. The Phoenix Potion fully and immediately restored a player to full health and maximum statistics if they died; there was no loss of experience. 

They swallowed the pebbles and again appeared in a small cavern with a tunnel leading off into the distance. Altogether the second level had taken them three hours.
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Leah headed down the tunnel which led to a large cavern with an enormous pyramid at its centre. As they drew close to the pyramid, they saw the path led to steps and then to a doorway about a tenth of the way up. They made their way up the steps and carefully entered the opening. There was a short dark passage which ended in a T-junction. Leah looked at Wisp who shrugged and then pointed right. Leah turned down the right-hand path, walking slowly like when on a job for Jimmy Loo; her feet testing each step, and her eyes moving constantly. Her carefulness saved her. When she felt the floor give slightly, she raised her foot very carefully, stepped back and knelt down. Putting her arms out to stop Wisp, she peered at the floor and walls. There was a row of finger sized holes scattered over the right-hand wall. Taking another step back Leah pressed down on the area with Merdiven, and small arrows shot from the holes and peppered the region where the step would have carried her. After waiting a minute, she pushed the trigger again, this time, no arrows.

She took out one of the beginner map parchments and drew a map of the level so far marking the trap. She then stepped forward and continued slowly along the path. The next trap sprung without her triggering it, unbeknown to her and Wisp there were small tunnels cleverly hidden, they concealed almost invisible ants, each the size of house cats. The first the girls knew was when four ants leapt out and began to claw their way up the girl’s bodies, two on each. Leah was the first to react, grabbing a belt knife she sliced at the barely visible ant crawling up her leg. Her knife dug deep, and the ant became less transparent, ignoring the one clawing its way up her back she buried the knife in the creature’s head, then sliced through its neck, removing the head. The dead ant vanished, and she felt the one on her back grow heavier. She turned and slammed her body against the wall, again and again, when she felt the ant's grip loosen, she turned rapidly and kicked the now visible ant with her shins, raking it with the spikes. Before she could do anything else, it doubled in size, began to fade from sight and seemed fully healed. Guessing where it was, she started a downward stroke as she said, “Scythe.” 

She was pleased when it appeared in her hand and plunged through the top of the ant’s head. Before finishing it off, she turned to see how Wisp was doing. Wisp was struggling to keep a barely visible dog sized ant from getting to her, Leah said, “Bow” and shot the Ant near Wisp in the head. 

It disappeared, and Leah turned to see the outline of an even larger ant leap towards her. She moved forward to get inside the claws that stretched towards her, then from a distance of less than half a meter she pointed at the distorted outline of an ant’s head and cast Freeze. The weight of the ant drove her to the ground, but she was unharmed. She rolled the now dead, fully visible ant off of her and stood up. 

Pharaoh Worker Ant (Level 18) 1900HP EP 1600

After checking Wisp was ok, she harvested the ant.

They continued along the path which after turned a corner became a dead end. Leah carefully checked the walls, roof and floor but could see no sign of something hidden. Retracing their steps they were glad to find that the traps didn’t reset, and the ants didn’t re-spawn. They headed down the left-hand arm. Over the next hour and a half, they disarmed traps that made the floor fall away, spikes which dropped from the roof, and spikes which rose from the floor. They were attacked twice more by the almost invisible ants. Eventually, they came to a doorway which opened out onto the side of the pyramid. Before stepping outside Leah checked her map and realised from some blank areas that there were a couple of tunnels they hadn’t checked. They quickly retraced their steps and discovered two more ants as well as an almost invisible Pharaoh Treasure Egg. Altogether they had destroyed five Pharaoh Ants and found various vials, potions and spells.

They stepped outside and found themselves on a different side of the pyramid. The path led Leah and Wisp to another doorway and another entrance. It was another maze; the traps were harder to find and when attacked it was by six of the smaller ants which turned into a Level 19 Pharaoh Worker Ant. Altogether they were attacked four times and collected similar loot. On the third level of the pyramid, they were attacked three times by eight ants which became a Level 20 ant. The fourth level continued the pattern, the girls being attacked twice by a group of ten almost invisible ants. Finally, they came to the flat open top of the pyramid. Before stepping onto it, they discussed strategies and tactics. In the sunlight, it was impossible to tell where the ants were. 

In the end, both Wisp and Leah ran forward six paces and each cast a spell. Wisp cast wave of fire which caused some damage to the ants and made them visible. Leah turned around and cast Disc of Death and then Circle of Sloth. While Wisp protected the gateway, Leah killed the three ants caught within the spikes. Wisp fired fireballs at the gate area to make the ants visible while Leah alternated between using the bow, freezing the heads and cutting them open. Wisp used several mana potions, and Leah had to recast Disc of death. The boss screamed twice, once when eight ants were remaining, and once when there were four ants left. Each time eight new ants scurried onto the platform. Leah and Wisp found their strategy sound and though they were almost out of mana at the end they didn’t have the same sense of immense relief that they had experienced on the other two levels. Leah was now Level 20 and Wisp was at Level 15.

Leah found another hidden treasure Egg; this one was golden. After drinking the Luck Potion she hatched both eggs and harvested the boss and the two Level 20 Pharaoh Ants. Leah showed Wisp the Boss and Egg messages.

They read through the various messages, and Leah received the Ring of Concealment and the Mount of Mist spell. Wisp took the Cloak of Invisibility, the Group Gone Spell, the Eagle Eyes Skill and the earrings. The discussion had been difficult as both wanted the earrings. In the end, it was decided by them playing Paper-Rock-Scissors. The level had taken almost three hours. They decided to portal to the fourth level, log out for a two-hour real-time break and then have a full nine hours game time to do the final two levels.
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As soon as she arrived in the Tower, Leah asked Gèng to provide one hour of NREM3 sleep then she would have a shower and something to eat. Two hours later Leah felt much better and stepped into Dunyanin ready for the last two levels. Soon Wisp arrived, and after a brief chat, they headed down the tunnel, Leah in the lead. This time when the tunnel opened, there was a large cavern with what appeared to be a large wooden fort in the middle. They could see shapes moving on the ramparts. The pathway led to the open gates of the fort. As they approached they could see two large ants standing guard in the doorway and a large sign which declared this to be Fort Carson. The ants were standing upright balanced on two legs. The other four legs operated as arms. Each was wearing four swords and was carrying a spear. As Leah and Wisp approached, they moved the spears, to hold with a lower and an upper hand. The other two hands came to rest on the hilt of their swords.

Army Worker Ant - Private (Level 12) 1200HP

Knowing that they were only to be attacked by Level 15 and above she kept her hands away from her weapons and held Merdiven as a walking stick. When she was about ten paces from the gate one of the guards called out, “Halt and state your business.” Leah and Wisp looked at each other and then Leah said, “We are on this path, and it brought us here.”

“Wait here!” the guard said and turned and walked into the fort. Several minutes later it returned followed by a larger, broader ant; its thorax heavily scarred. This ant was wearing four swords and had one unsheathed in its lower right hand; the sword looked dark and dangerous, the quillons curved away from the grip and ended in sharp blades. The first third of the blade was broad with several barbs facing backwards to cut and rip if the stroke had penetrated deep into a body. The fuller was covered in a lighter metal like silver and had what looked like runes and etchings along its surface. 

Army Worker Ant - Colonel (Level 50) 5000HP EP 6000

The Colonel looked them over and finally said, “So, it has begun. Travellers come to test their mettle against the Queen’s Army. We have been ready for years and had almost decided that you might never find a way to this realm. My warriors believe you have heard of their skill and have been too cowardly to challenge them. Come, the arena is prepared.”

Leah spoke up, “Sir, please pardon the interruption, could you please explain the challenge in greater detail. We have only discovered this realm, and I assure you it was not cowardice but ignorance that has kept us from you.”

The Colonel explained as they walked. “We have prepared our soldiers to fight in groups of four, for we understood that this was the minimum number of Travellers that would come. Four is the number you will need to fight. If five Travellers come, they will fight eight warriors and so on. You must win five battles before we let you continue toward the Queen or her daughters. If you win, you may harvest the weapons and bodies of our warriors and will receive a reward before progressing onwards. We have warriors at many levels, but you will fight groups starting just above your mean level when you entered our area. Your opponents level will increase after each battle until you have fought five battles in the arena. Let other travellers know that the increase each time changes depending on the Level of the highest ranked Warrior. Your first Battle will commence in ten minutes and be against four of my Corporals.”

They reached an open amphitheatre and were ushered into the centre. They spent the ten minutes considering possible tactics and were ready when a trumpet sounded, and four Army ants walked into the arena. The ants were holding swords in each hand and stood in a line some twenty metres from Wisp and Leah who were standing three paces apart. Leah checked the level of the ants and saw they were all:

Army Worker Ant - Corporal (Level 19) 2000HP 1600EP

The Colonel stood and said, “The battle begins and at the trumpet sound. Be strong, have courage.” As soon as he sat down, Leah heard a trumpet blast, and the ants rushed toward the girls. In a move, they had practised many times Leah turned and waited for Wisp to call “Cast!”. This was the signal for Disc of Death. The spikes impaled one ant which Wisp finished off as Leah prepared for the ants to make their way to the gate. As they approached she cast Circle of Sloth and then with a stick in each hand, each ending in a point, she proceeded to demolish the other team. Soon Wisp joined in with Fireballs and the occasional Arrow. Within minutes all four of the ants were destroyed without Wisp or Leah losing any health. Each Corporal, when harvested, gave the following:

This scenario was repeated ten minutes later with four Level 20 Sergeant Ants. At the end of the second battle, the Colonel walked down and paced up to Leah. He looked down at her and finally said, “We have not prepared properly to deal with your method of attack, and I fear this will not challenge your prowess. I ask leave to change the terms of our agreement. I suggest that you be limited to physical attacks or that I am allowed to increase the level or number of soldiers you battle.”

Leah asked for some time to consider the request, and she discussed it with Wisp. After agreeing, she walked back to the Colonel and said, “We understand why you want the deal changed, but we wonder what you offer us for the increased danger?”

“I thought you would be pleased to have the opportunity to test yourself against better opponents, isn’t this enough of a reward?”

“We do look forward to such a test, but Travellers make their way in the world through the rewards gained, we don’t only fight for honour.”

“What do you suggest?”

“What do you offer?”

“If you allow a change for the next battle I will give you leave to take one of our prized Treasure eggs with you when you go.”

“What change do you suggest?”

“Allow me to increase the Level of Warrior to twenty-two. If you are still able to defeat my Warriors with ease, we will renegotiate.”

Leah agreed, and she and Wisp prepared to fight the four Level 22 Staff Sergeants that entered the ring. Once again Leah was able to defeat the four in one on one battles. She was noticing the similarity in their attacks and was even more prepared for the fight. Instead of vials of potions, these ants revealed rings of strength and stamina all with a plus-five rating. Leah changed out her two plus-two rings and equipped her right hand with two of each type. After the fight, the Colonel entered the arena. This time he was carrying a Treasure Egg with a green and black camouflage pattern. Leah put this in her bag. The Colonel was thoughtful and said, “I would like to make another change. I suggest you fight at the same level, but you may not use any arcane skills. Simply the physical weapons in your arsenal are to be used. I will gift you another egg if you agree to the change.” 

Again Leah walked over and discussed this with Wisp, both of them were worried about Wisp’s attacks. She was Level 16 and not skilled enough to attack even one warrior of Level 20. Finally, they decided that Wisp would keep two ants occupied by attacking then running away, what was known as kiting. Leah returned and said, “We will agree to the change but believe that this will put us at a severe disadvantage, so we suggest instead that in exchange you gift us with your swords.”

The Colonel burst into laughter and said, “My swords! These are a gift from the queen and well beyond your level. There is no way they are worth this small change. Choose something else!”

“You ask us to risk our lives, what do you offer that is worth this risk? Surely you could part with two of them.”

“I will not.”

“Then I see no reason to change the deal. I think it reverts to the previous deal. Therefore it is us against four Level 22 Staff Sergeants again.” 

Leah began to walk back to Wisp but stopped when the Colonel said, “Wait. I will agree to one sword, but it must go to you and not your partner.”

“What do you offer her? She is the one who has the most to lose.”

“If you agree and win, I will give you one sword, and she will receive a Treasure Egg.”

Leah turned to look at Wisp who thought for a moment and then nodded slowly. Ten minutes later four more Level 22 Staff Sergeants entered the ring. This time when the trumpet blew both Leah and Wisp equipped their bows and began to shoot at the same ant. They both got two shots away before the ants were on them, this was enough to finish the ant as two had driven deep into its head and two into its chest. Wisp turned from the ant which attacked her and ran away to the jeers from the crowd. Leah had again chosen her sharpened sticks and had to fight two opponents. This fight was much longer in duration although Leah’s skills were still beyond the ants. She spent most of the time weaving a tight defence and only attacked when a clear opportunity arose. The ant chasing Wisp finally gave up and moved towards Leah, as soon as Wisp saw this she began shooting arrows at one of the ants around Leah. She drew its attention, and it left Leah to chase Wisp. Leah again had two ants attacking and Wisp one. This scenario continued until Leah killed one of the ants surrounding her, she then dispatched the other before shooting and killing the ant currently chasing Wisp. Both Wisp and Leah were low in stamina, Wisp had less than ten percent and had been lagging at the end. Leah also had less than half her health points.

Leah looked to the Colonel and then shook her head, “I’m sorry, I cannot! I did not realise its value to you. It would be wrong to break up the set and deprive you of this symbol of courage and honour.”

The Colonel stood still for several moments, and then he returned the sword and scabbard to its place on his weapon’s harness. He beckoned an ant forward who quickly rushed away and soon returned with a camouflaged Treasure egg for Leah. Gèng decided to show Leah the message received.

Your expression of respect (bowing) has increased your reputation with Colonel Cesaret from Neutral to Respect!

Reward 1: 3000 (3225) ( Experience Points (14906/19000)

Reward 2: Camouflaged Treasure Egg

“For your last fight, I suggest the same terms but this time you face Level 23 warriors with no arcane skills. This will be the last fight. If you win, You will receive the Platinum Pharaoh Ant Treasure Egg. As this is another change in the deal, I will gift you with double Experience Points from the fight.” 

Leah thought for a moment and then said, “My concern is for my partner. She is primarily a mage, and this leaves her at a distant disadvantage. Her Strength, Constitution and Agility all have low values. I suggest instead that I alone fight four of your warriors, one on one, and one after the other. I will take no potions during the battle.”

“I will agree to this,” the Colonel said. “My condition is that the four are two Staff Sergeants with Levels of 22 and 23, followed by two Warrant Officers of Levels 24 and 25. Secondly that all the Experience Points go to you.” 

Leah knew that the last battle had almost killed Wisp. If she had run out of Stamina, she had no way of defending against even a severely wounded Army Ant. “I agree to the changes. I will require half an hour to reach full health and then will be ready.”

The Colonel agreed, and Leah walked over and sat down near the centre of the arena and began to meditate. When the trumpet sounded, Wisp walked to the edge of the arena as Leah stood. Four Ants entered and stood against the edge. One of the ants moved forward and after bowing moved to attack Leah. The fights were much faster than before, and although Leah was facing only one ant, she received numerous small cuts and bleeding debuffs. Her skills, however, were sufficient for the job. After killing the last Warrior, she stood still although she had a slight wobble. Her Mana was at 100%, but all other statistics were in the red. As he walked towards her, he had in his hands a Platinum Army Treasure Egg. He gave it to her and said, “Well done! I look forward to many such displays by travellers as they reach this fort. I will change the conditions of the fights to make them more equitable. You have done well. We will leave you now to rest and divide your gifts. Here are two Portal Pebbles. They will take you to the final level where you will meet the Queen or her representatives.” He bowed to Leah and Wisp and walked out of the arena followed by all the other ants. 

 Leah placed all four eggs on the ground, swallowed a Luck plus-ten potion and harvested the eggs and four warriors.

Be warned, all Our daughters are trained in the mystic arts and will be prepared to counter your moves. We have chosen only daughters who are Level Thirty or below. Do not be concerned of our wrath should you defeat them as We have many daughters and can always birth more. Should you defeat all five, you will be brought to the treasure room to make your choices before finally returning here so that We may bid you farewell.” 

Leah and Wisp were told to bow, and then Counsellor Musavir led them from the hall. They were led down several flights of stairs before the Counsellor said, “Would either, or both of you, wish to rest before continuing? If so, I will take you to a room where you might find some nourishment and time to prepare yourselves, perhaps one hour. Otherwise, we shall continue directly to the battle arena.”

Leah decided she needed some time to meditate and they were taken to a large room lavishly appointed with sofas and lounge chairs, and a table covered with various types of food. Twice more they were ambushed by the giant ants. After thirty minutes the forest began to thin, and they saw a five-meter tall upright ant, standing in a clearing on a big mound of reddish soil. She had a silver tiara on her head and held an enormous axe.

Amazonian Ant Princess Atiope (Level 26) 2600HP 2300EP

Wisp donned the Cloak of Invisibility and stepped out the clearing and made her way behind the Princess. Leah counted to sixty before stepping into the clearing and getting the Princess’s attention. The Princess raised her axe, glaring down at Leah with some contempt. As she opened her mouth to speak, Leah equipped her bow and sent an arrow deep into the open mouth. Simultaneously, Wisp fired an arrow into the back of the thorax. The princess screamed and reared back in pain. As she looked back down Leah finished bringing the Morningstar around and smashed it into the Princess’ left leg. As the Princess fell, Leah fired the Webspinner ring twice securing the arms to the body. The princess crashed into the ground and before she could rise Wisp brought her sword down on the neck joint. It took two more blows to remove the head. Both girls turned as two more Amazonian Ants burst from the forest in response to the Princess’s call. They searched the mound for any a treasure egg but found nothing. They continued on the path which exited forest before entering a small tunnel. And so it continued. Each of the princesses had brought five attendants, and each provided a different environment in which to fight and different weapons to face. Next was Princess Yesil who was a Green Nature Mage. From her Leah harvested:

Princess Yesil’s Tiara (+10I)

2 Vials of Crystallised Royal Ant blood*

2 Vials of Verde Royal Jelly*

2 Spells of Nature Magic (Ensnare and Wait a While)

Then there was Princess Siluet. Siluet and her entourage were Ghost Ants. They were only killed with fire or with an arrow or sword strike through their neural ectoplasm. Leah had her first chance to use Rain of Fire. From Princess Siluet Leah harvested the following:

2 Vials of Elemental Ectoplasm*

2 Vials of Spirit Royal Jelly*

2 Spells of Death Magic (Resurrect and Suck Them Dry) 

*A highly prized and rare ingredient used in several master level potions.

Second to last was Princess Kereste who was a Tree Ant. She dwelt in a forest and was almost elven, in appearance. The princess and her attendants used bows and shot from perches high in the trees. The girls won when Leah raised her strength above fifty using additional rings and used Princess Antiope’s Axe to cut down the trees where the ants were hiding. Hidden in one of the perches was a Tree Ant Treasure Egg. The princess dropped the following:

Princess Kereste’s Tiara (+10A)

1 Royal Tree Bow (Min Level 20)

20 Royal Tree Arrows

2 Vials of Green Royal Jelly*

*A highly prized and rare ingredient used in several master level potions.

The last and final battle was the only one which truly stretched the two girls. Princess Simdiki was an Electric Ant and used elemental lightning energy. It was only when they neared defeat that Leah cast the Disc of Death and the conductive spikes attracted Simdikis’ attacks while Leah and Wisp killed the ants from a distance with Arrows and Leah’s Freeze spell. Princess Simdiki dropped the following:

2 Spells of Lightning Magic (Lightning Bolt and Lightning Chain)

After making their choices, they were brought before the queen. Counsellor Musavir led them from the hall and then said, “As before I would offer you Ant Friend Atherleah and Ant Friend Annairë_the_Wize a chance to rest before leaving us. Would either or both of you wish to rest before leaving? If so I will take you to the same room where you previously rested.”

The most suitable style for you based on the various reviews and commentary is probably ‘Dark Moon Duel’. The average time to reach sword mastery and become a ‘Master of Blades’ is five years. Only 154 people have achieved this rank.”

“Can you show me any feed of the two styles in action?” 

Leah watched several sequences from inside the two worlds and decided on ‘Dark Moon Duel’. She hesitated over spending eighty gold but believed it was an investment for the future. “Yes, the basic package allows full play and all classes. You will, however, find it harder to earn the coin to pay for additional skills.”

“This leads to my second question, will the gameplay allow me to develop additional skills if I play freeform rather than using the preset moves.”

“Yes, there is a path for full development and advancement using freeform play. Please understand that this requires exceptional natural agility and stamina and the rate of growth is often slow.”

“I understand and accept your answers and provisos. I agree to all the stated terms.”

“Finally then, what name do you hope to use in-game?”

“Atherleah, if it is available.”

“It is. I have processed your registration and forwarded a copy of this session and all documents to your AI for your reference. Please proceed next door and choose your race and affiliation.”

It took almost an hour for Leah’s harvesting ability to rise to Level 4, and she knew she needed to move deeper into the woodland beside the road if she was to gain much further ground. Wisp was at a similar stage, and they moved into the woods just enough to find several different and more desirable plants. Being in the woods meant they had to deal with a selection of creatures however the levels this close to the trail were low enough that either girl could deal with the attacks on their own. Over a period of two hours, Leah progressed to Level 6 and had ingredients that according to Falsi’s Diary should supply her with low-level potions of health and stamina. They had killed a variety of Level 20-25 Striped Boars, Black Bears and Horned Foxes, the last of these had grey fur with dark stripes, and the horns were like the antlers on a mule deer. The attacks regularly came every ten minutes or so. 

After a brief stop for some trail mix and water, they mounted and rode at an amble for almost an hour when they saw the side trail branching off to the right and heading into denser woodland than they had seen so far. The ranger map declared that the MOB Levels through this dense forest was between 30 and 60 with the higher levels found further into the woods. Some of the Level 30 creatures had been known to attack travellers on the trail. They expected to travel at about a league every hour if they kept the horses to a walk. They planned to ride for two more hours and then take a break before playing again.

The side trail was narrow, and the visibility less than before. They could see 100 metres along the trail in both directions except when the trail made one of its many turns to avoid trees, larger hills and stony outcrops. During the first hour, nothing interrupted them except the occasional flash of colour as birds flew through the woodland. They found the constant vigilance to be draining when even the birds here might attack them. Just after making a sharp turn to avoid a small ravine they saw a horse sized Horned Fox standing in the middle of the trail about 40 metres ahead of them. Leah identified the animal as a Level 32 Electric Horned Fox. It was a beautiful beast. Leah and Wisp slowly brought their horses to a stop and dismounted. 

They stood a couple of steps apart and watched the fox. The plan, should something like this happen, was to wait and hope the creature moved away. After ten minutes they realised the hopelessness of that wish and slowly advanced to see if they could defeat the fox. Leah moved forward while Wisp glided into the trees and disappeared. The fox moved its head trying to keep both Leah and Wisp in view. Leah moved forward, and the fox started to shift its front feet as if changing its balance in preparation to charge. From Leah’s previous two fights with a horned fox, this action preempted the charge. What was different was the antlers. They slowly began to glow, and electric sparks began to arc between the various points, the frequency and duration of the sparks steadily increasing. 

In the past when the feet stopped moving the fox charged so when Leah noticed the feet still and the fox turn toward her she dived to the right and behind a tree. Lightning flashed and blasted through the space she had vacated. She got to her feet and saw the fox hadn’t moved. It was watching her, and again it began to move its feet. The electricity began to arc between the antlers, but this time, before it had reached fever pitch, Wisp shot an arrow from the side and pierced the fox just behind and above its front left shoulder. It quickly turned toward her and started to charge its lightning attack when Leah’s arrow slammed into its chest. It turned back toward Leah and began to lower its antlers and move its feet for a physical charge. Wisp shot again but it was now completely focussed on Leah, Wisp kept firing. The fox charged. Leah turned and cast Disc of Death. The fox slammed into the spikes which bent inward and then snapped. Shaking its head, stunned, it turned toward Leah who was already moving. She reached up and grabbed an antler then swung herself over its shoulder, she reached forward and fired several mana darts into the back of its head. The Fox went crazy trying to shake Leah off. She had to hold on to the antlers with both hands but they started to glow and when they sparked she lost her grip, and flew off the fox and slid along the ground. Wisp had resumed firing arrows, and the fox was nearly finished. Leah used the Webspinner ring to trap the fox then she killed it with a couple of arrows.

* Note: These are prized to make garments with 50-100% defence against electrical attacks.

** Note: These are used by Alchemists and Master Smiths.

*** Note: These are highly prized for use by Alchemists and Enchanters

**** Note this is a defensive spell

After some discussion, Leah took the spell which provided some protection against electrical attack. As the level increased so did the length and effectiveness of the defence. 

There were no more beasts of any kind in the next hour which was when they quickly set up camp and both logged off to have a twenty-minute real-time break. When they returned they set off and had travelled another two leagues when each received a system message:

You are entering an area of play where Player Level determines the attacking MOBs. This area is square and covers an area of 25 square leagues. The trail cuts the area in two. The highest level player calculates MOB level for groups. You can, therefore, expect to meet situations aimed at players with a level of 30. Please have an enjoyable day.

“Gèng, is there anything about this area in any discussion, guide or forum?”

“I have found 259 references by people have travelled through this region. 157 of these refer to the area and describe meeting an increased number of MOBs as well as an occasional bandit. Twenty-one refer to a group of NPC loggers. Except for those who are a part of a recognised Ranger or Cartographer Guild all of them have been on a similar journey to you and have been using the trail as a pathway. Statistically, only one in every 500 people record and comment on their journeys with one in twenty referencing accessing particular instances, quests and dungeons. Areas like this abound in Dunyanin and are positioned to give a variable experience for all players. Of the recorded 8,752 such areas 452 have been found to have hidden areas, and 136 have fully developed dungeon areas.”

Leah explained what Gèng had shared, and they moved forward feeling slightly less apprehensive than when travelling through the Level Thirty to Sixty Area. They chose to walk for a while as they had been riding most of the day. Twenty minutes later they heard the sound of raised voices and whips. It was still several minutes before they saw a team of loggers who were struggling with several teams of oxen to load some recently felled trees onto a wagon. The loggers had been working the area for a while and had cleared several acres of forest.

“True words, good sir. Should we be concerned as we travel this next stretch do you think?”

“Aye lass! Two fair ladies out and travelling by their lonesome. I would take great care. Be warned it’s not only bandits, but there is something else out here hunting. We haven’t been able to see what it is but we occasionally lose a friend or oxen if they stray out of sight. It is best to stay in groups.”

Leah had read that often quests began by doing something for someone in need. So she said, “Thank you for your advice. Is there anything we could do to repay you for this warning?” 

“Nay lass! You just keep watch and stay safe. Just be wary and stay on the trail.”

Disappointed, Leah motioned to Wisp, and they continued down the trail wondering if they might meet bandits or the strange creature. It was only a few minutes later that they heard loud shouts and a scream from the direction of the logger’s camp. They turned, mounted their horses quickly and galloped back to the camp. The loggers were in an uproar and standing around yelling at each other. One of them was on the ground, and it looked like he’d been in a fight. Leah rushed toward the leader and called out, “What is it? What’s happened?”

“What’s happened? What’s happened? Here’s what’s happened, this nincompoop unhooked the oxen just before you arrived and didn’t keep an eye on them. Now one of them has strayed, and all that we can find is a patch of blood and skin. He should have known better. Now we’re one ox down with at least three weeks before another group will be through. We’re not going to be able to load all the carts. That’s what’s wrong!”

“Can you show me where this happened?” 

The dwarf led them to a point just outside the edge of the clearing. They could see a small dinner plate sized splotch of blood and what appeared to be a flap of ox hide. Wisp began to wander around looking for a sign of what happened while Leah tried to imagine what might have taken the ox.

She reached up to see what had happened when everything seemed to spin around and everything went black.

Please do not be alarmed, I have been informed that this is simply a part of the game experience and I am assured that you may log out at any time. As soon as Wisp is completely awake, a game administrator is going to arrive and discuss your options.”

Leah struggled to sit up and finally into a standing position. Suddenly, with a flash of light, Emil Riverton, the same distinguished looking elf from Orumeck's Cavern, was standing several meters in front of them. 

“Good evening Atherleah! And good evening Annairë the Wize! Annairë, I am one of the developers for Dunyanin, and I have already met Atherleah. I was the one initially responsible for the coding of this Instance. Unfortunately, no other travellers have been inquisitive enough to follow the blood into the forest. We have used a similar situation elsewhere, and people have found it both profitable and enjoyable. Once again Atherleah you have discovered something new. At the beginning of situations like this, an AI usually meets with players and explains the rules. However, as I designed it, and as I am dealing with certain issues arising from Atherleah’s playing style I have decided to explain the rules personally.”

“My playing style?”

“Yes, but you and I will discuss that later. But for now, the rules! You are about to enter what we call an ‘Extended Story Pathway’. There are various possible pathways and endings. The aim is not always to kill everything, and it tests many of your qualities. Two people who take opposite pathways have just as much chance of obtaining experience and rewards: just different ones. I understand you are both due to log-out soon. As you entered as a group so must you continue. I suggest you exchange information if you haven’t already so that you can enter together. It is expected, that except for the recommended twenty-minute break every three hours, and meals, that you are present almost continuously until this instance is finished. Do either of you have anything preventing you from a three hour, on, twenty to forty minute, off, schedule until this Instance is complete?”

Leah spoke up, “I am due for my two NREM3 after one more hour of gameplay.”

The elf turned to Wisp and said, “Are you in a similar situation?”

“Not really, I have a planned ‘deep sleep’ in eight hours. But I could have it now and match up.”

“Atherleah, I apologise for mentioning the issues regarding your game play. It is just that now and then we get someone like you who fully utilises the free-form option. They tend to progress rapidly until they find their natural level. We carefully watch such players, as sometimes those around them can react poorly. I note you have caused the demise of several such players on repeated occasions. We try to pour oil on such troubled waters but so far have had no such luck. It is not your problem, but ours, though I have particularly enjoyed watching the way you have dispatched those players. Please note, if it continues we will take steps, I only ask that you don’t inflame the situation unnecessarily. Now I must go, and so must you.”

At that he disappeared, Leah also logged out to have some food, a shower and some ‘deep sleep’. While she was eating, she asked Gèng if there was anything in the guides or forums about the situation in front of them. 

“Yes, there is a common scenario where you have been captured and must either find a way to escape or a way to win your freedom. The circumstances are varied. Sometimes you have been kidnapped for ransom, at times you have been captured to be a slave, or you are going to be a sacrifice. One such situation would see you captured to be a wife of a goblin chieftain.”

“How long do they take to solve?”

“Most take several Dunyanin days, and the record is ten Dunyanin days.”

Leah felt refreshed when three hours later she was back in the same situation; hands and feet bound, standing next to Wisp who had appeared at almost the same instant. Looking around, she noticed it was darker than usual, if she hadn’t had night vision she wouldn’t be able to see. She heard Wisp cast a quick spell that the spell gave her night vision. Moments later they heard the sound of feet walking on the stone toward them, as each foot landed there was a clicking and scraping sound. The gate covering the small cell swung open, and they got the first glimpse of their captors. There were four of them; each was covered with scales of various colours. Their scales shone with faint luminescence. Each of their lizard-like captors stood upright. They had broad faces like a toad but instead of a flat face it came forward; each jaw was triangular, though a slightly squashed triangle or even a regular trapezium. The eyes were on the sides of the head, nostrils were slits above the upper lip, and each had several horns. The horns were located along the centre line and varied in number and length. The largest of the captors had four such horns. Both hands and feet had claws, while the arms and legs were covered in small quills on the parts away from the body. Dense clusters of these quills were found at the elbows and knees. Each mouth showed sharp teeth and what looked like a rolled up tongue. Bukalemun Warrior (Level 27) 2700HP 2500EP

“Bukalemun? Gèng, what are Bukalemun?”

“Bukalemun are one of the reptilian races. They stand upright like you but can blend into the shadows by changing their skin colour to match their background. They are carnivorous hunter chameleons. They have a tongue which can shoot out and attack prey at a distance equal to the length of their body. I am taking this from the Dunyanin Bestiary Guide. Until now, there are no reported sightings of Bukalemun. They are considered a defunct race. Something that was planned but never implemented.”

The leader gestured with the spear and said in a voice, sibilant and deadly, “Comes! Moves! Hurries! Follows!”

One of the Bukalemun removed the rope from their ankles, then moved ahead while Leah and Wisp were forced to follow behind with the occasional poke from a spear. “How will you having the staff, help my people?”

“Because when I climb back out of that hole, I will come for it. If I have it already, I’ll leave. If I come for it, then some of your people will die.”

“I will place a guard on the well. If you climb out or show up at my door, I will return your weapon and give you anything you desire from my treasure house.”

“Deal, one treasure for each of us four who returns.”

“Ha, you truly are a thief. One treasure for each of you who returns we will restore your weapons to you. I, Reis, do so swear.”

 He barked a command, and the guard reached for Leah, she was prepared however and stepped forward and jumped feet first into the well. One second later Wisp copied the move. The chieftain laughed aloud while the other chief threw his two captives into the well.

And so we come back to Jason. I have made the decision. His actions do determine how he is treated. If he weren’t such a jerk, then he would be allowed to live. If he continues to hurt people, then I will continue to stop him. 

The Bukalemun is wrong, hurting someone else instead of dealing with a problem is not just lazy but immoral. We should go out of our way to help people, even strangers; otherwise, we are just as bad as the people who hurt them in the first place. Injustice is everybody’s problem.

Indifference is something to be careful of. How many people do I not see, or not help because I am indifferent to their plight? I know I can’t help everyone, nor save everybody, but surely I mustn’t be indifferent. Even if I kill something, even to eat it, plant or animal, I must not be indifferent otherwise I will waste its life and in the worst case become needlessly cruel.

Leah looked back at Wisp and grinned before leading the group down the dark passageway. They had travelled for several minutes when Leah heard a faint clicking sound coming toward them; it reminded her of the scratching made by the Bukalemun as their feet hit the floor. She stopped the group and then quietly explained that she would go ahead and hide, letting whoever was coming get ahead of her. Annairë would conceal the three of them until the Bukalemun got close enough to attack. Yabin and Sarisin would attack up close while Annairë would step back and fire from a distance. Leah would attack from behind and deal as much damage as she could before they noticed her. Everyone nodded and prepared. Leah ran ahead and then equipping Orumeck’s Hands of the Spider Gloves she scuttled onto the roof and hid behind the Trapdoor Spider Shield. About a minute later she could make out six Bukalemun; all had a spear and a wooden shield. Two had swords in scabbards hung around their wastes. These Bukalemun didn’t seem to have any luminescence quality, or they were consciously suppressing it. They passed underneath without even looking up. She checked, and all were labelled ‘Dark Bukalemun Guard’, the four without swords were Level Thirty, and the two with swords were Level Thirty-two.

She returned to the floor, equipped her bow and began to follow them. As they neared where the others were hiding, she shuffled even closer to the six guards. Yabin started the fight by appearing suddenly and separating the right front guard from his head. Immediately, Leah shot an arrow through the back of one of the rear-guards and froze the other rear-guard’s head. Sarisin had attacked the other front guard and was finishing it off with the help of several fireballs from Wisp. Leah stepped closer to the two remaining guards and drove a couple of mana spikes through the head of one as Yabin attacked the other. The mana spikes hadn’t quite killed the guard, so she trapped it with a Webspinner Trap and used her knife to finish it off. Yabin was almost done, so she went back and began to harvest the corpses. Each one gave similar loot:

She was also able to collect the two swords. No one had received damage, so Leah turned and began to move down the tunnel. Yabin turned to Sarisin and said, “Don’t worry I still like your leadership, if you’d been leading it would’ve been more fun, lots of danger and blood. Atherleah makes the fights boring. No one likes boring fights.”

“I do!” Annairë said quietly.

Leah surmised that there would be several more groups coming to collect them and she was right, over the next hour three more groups came along the tunnel. The ambush worked almost as well each time. Finally, the tunnel ended and they could see into a large room rectangular room, longer than it was wide. It was a prison. There were cells along two sides with prisoners in each cell. Ten guards were visible in the centre section. There was a door at the far end of the room, with one guard posted beside it. Three guards were sleeping on some simple bedding arranged in a row toward the middle of the room. There was a table, where four guards were seating, playing a game of dice. Closer to tunnel entrance was another table, this one with a Bukalemun strapped on top of it. Two guards were heating a metal rod over a brazier, and it looked like they had been torturing the prisoner for some time. There were burn marks all over its arms, legs and torso. 

Leah motioned for everyone to retreat. In whispers, they devised a plan. Annairë was to sneak through and prepare to take out the far sentry. Leah would start the ball rolling by stepping in and attacking both torturers. Hopefully, this would draw the rest toward her. Annairë would then take out the sentry and hold the door until Sarisin arrived to help her. When the other guards approached Leah, she would cast Disc of Death. She would then cast Rain of Fire and Yabin would attack from the side. Sarisin would be running toward the far end and attack any stragglers. If possible, Sarisin and Annairë would then help with the larger group of guards. 

Everything went as planned with Sarisin also killing a guard who was slow in waking. Yabin took some damage, but he was able to absorb a large amount. His axe skills were well honed, and he never allowed the axe to get caught in the bodies, he brought the blade across the body causing deep slashes to cut arteries and flesh. The only times he brought the blade in full contact was to sever a limb at a joint or to remove a head. Leah was the only other one hurt; she received a spear through the front of her thigh. It bled a lot but was soon healed. 

As soon as the fight ended, Leah went to the prisoner being tortured. The Bukalemun was a female and still breathing. She began to heal her when Yabin came over and said, “Oi! Princess! Lizards are the enemy.”

“Maybe! But she isn’t, well, not yet. I need to find out more about what is happening. You go check the cells and see who's locked up, try and find out why.”

She turned back to see the prisoner watching her. Leah was wearing both the Tears and the Sorrow of Göksel-Orman so she reached one hand to the earring and said, “I would like to release you. Do you promise not to fight us, scream or run away?”

“Promise, I promise.” Leah could hear the thoughts of the Bukalemun as an echo; the echo matched the words. 

Leah released the straps and said, “My name is Atherleah, what may I call you?”

“Name is Sakin.”

“Sakin, can you tell us why those others were torturing you?”

 The story as they finally understood it was that the Bukalemun living in the cave system had unearthed the crypt of the dead king Zerten Zele, Last Overlord of the Bukalemun some twenty years previously. Zerten Zele’s reign had brought about the collapse of the Bukalemun civilisation several millennia previously. He had been a ruthless and greedy king, given over to wild excesses and dark perversions, practising necromancy and other evils. In the end, his people had revolted and killed the Overlord and his armies. The survivors gathered everything that might remind them of him and buried it, along with the Overlord and his defeated army in this cave system. They covered it over and sought to rebuild their lives. Too much had been lost and the Bukalemun declined as a race throughout the centuries until they were simple forest dwellers once again, eking out an existence far from the world.

Unfortunately, the mages who had supported Zerten Zele had cast complicated and powerful defensive spells on him and his guards, and though they could not prevent his eventual death, they did animate it. Over the years, without blood and sacrifice to fuel it, Zerten’s lich had lost power and began to fade. To prevent this, he cast a spell on all with him causing them to sleep, dormant until awakened. When the crypt had been disturbed, one of the Overlord’s mages, Hayalet, had woken and influenced the local chief of the Bukalemun to seek power and fame. The chief began the practices of pain and sacrifice that Hayalet needed to fuel the awakening of Zerten Zale. Every month, four souls were sacrificed to raise the army. Before their sacrifice they were subjected to six months of torture; their pain, agony and screams were siphoned into crystals. It was these crystals that Hayalet was collecting to power the spell needed to raise Zerten Zele. The prison was the place of torture. 

Sakin had been here for almost six months, Leah and friends were to be her replacement. Already two of those who had been offered down the well with Sakin had been taken for sacrifice, and she expected the Head Guard to return at any moment to take her for sacrifice. Sakin had been offered by her chief when she accused him of cowardice for allowing the sacrifices to continue, instead of fighting to stop the rise of Zerten Zele and the Dark Bukalemun. The other prisoners had all been offered as sacrifices over the previous five months.

Leah sent Yabin to the doorway to listen out for the returning Head Guard. She looted the corpses and released the other prisoners who were all suffering from months of abuse. She gathered them close and with full Mana, gripped one of her earrings and asked if they would accept her help to escape the prison. Listening carefully to their thoughts, she found that everyone wanted help to escape. She asked if they would accept her as the leader during the escape and though most were willing, there were some who thought they had a better chance alone. She took those four aside and said, “You all think you would be better alone than in my group. I accept that although I wish we had your strength with us. All I ask is that you wait until we are ready to leave and then when you head off on your own that it be in a different direction to the one we take. Can you agree to this?”

Everyone agreed, except for one dwarf who thanked her for the help but said he would do as he wished and was leaving now. As he stepped away, she shot him with Webspinner ring and equipping her bow she aimed it at his head. She commanded two others to drag him into a cell. Closing the door, she locked it and said, “Ok! You can leave when you want to. As we go, I’ll drop you the small spike I use as a lock pick. I don’t have time to teach you how to pick a lock, but I’m sure you’ll work it out eventually.”

Ignored his cries she set about healing all the others. Altogether there were twenty-one who agreed to follow Leah as the leader: four humans, two elves, five half-elves, six dwarves and four Bukalemun. Leah and Wisp used almost all their Healing and Mana potions, getting everyone healthy. Leah handed out spears, swords and bows as people shared their skills with her. Two of those who were going to try alone were dwarves, they came to her and pointed to the dwarf she had locked in the cell, “Salak was stupid, he’s always been a bit of a jerk. If we promise to keep him here until after you’ve gone can you release him? He doesn’t deserve to die for being an idiot.”

Leah thought about it and said finally, “I’ll let him go just before we leave. I won’t leave him a weapon as he wants to make do on his own. If he causes us any problems I won’t lock him up, I’ll kill him. Are you ok with that?”

They agreed and went to tell Salak her decision. Wisp came over and said, “What’s the plan?”

“I’ve talked with Sakin, and we have two options, we can head to the left and work our way through the whole dark community, probably having to fight the lot, even the women and children. Or we head right and down, moving toward the Crypt. There is a section where the resurrected army lives and trains followed by a cavern which houses the lesser mages that Hayalet has brought to life. From there we make our way to the surface and escape, or we can enter the crypt and challenge Hayalet. Now I think this ‘experience dungeon’ has four levels, so I expect we have to go all the way to Hayalet. I plan to get the whole group to the mage section and then let them go. You and I and any who want to stay will see to Hayalet. I’m almost certain we won’t have to battle Zerten Zale as this experience is recurring just with different characters.”

“So, this is the first level, then the barracks, then mages and finally Hayalet. Have we finished this yet or is there more?”

“More, I expect the head Guard is the mini-boss. How many can you hide in your group gone spell?”

“As many as are in the group. The time we’re concealed for reduces as the number increases. If everyone crowded around me, then I can probably conceal us all for about thirty seconds.”

“When we hear the guards returning, you get everyone back in a group up against the wall. I think the left side as that is the way the door opens. Yabin and I will stand near the torturer’s table. If you conceal everyone as the door opens the guards shouldn’t see you and will race toward Yabin and me, I’ll cast Disc of Death, and then you come behind the guards and surprise them. Hopefully, we should be able to deal with them all.”

“Sounds like a plan. What about those three not in our group? I can’t hide them.”

“I guess they’ll have to come stand with Yabin and I. I’ll explain the plan to them. You get the others and explain about being still and quiet. Can you also explain to Yabin and Sarisin?”

It was almost twenty minutes later when Yabin gestured that someone was coming. He ran to join Leah, a half-elf and the two friends of Salak. Soon the door was pushed open, and two guards walked into the room. They had taken several paces and joined by two more when they noticed Leah and the others near the table. They stopped briefly and a Bukalemun, who was more heavily muscled and spiked than the others, joined them. He pushed them forward, and together they all rushed Leah, they were followed by eight more guards. Leah and the four with her spread out across the room, Yabin explained that this would spread the opposing force and allow any attack from behind to have a greater effect. He suggested that Leah not use Disc of Death this time. Yabin and Leah were in the middle, and the Head Guard headed toward them. Wisp and the others came after the guards and attacked from behind. The fighting was fast and furious, but the guards were surprised and overwhelmed. Leah fought against the head Guard and used her spiked sticks while trying to avoiding his sword and claws. 

She had made some headway and saw the bar above him show his health at seventy-five percent. He suddenly stepped back and threw a crystal on the ground. A circle of mist ran across the ground and with it a force that threw every back except the head Guard and Leah. The mist rose from the ground and formed a barrier no one could cross. Leah’s group finished the other guards then stood pushing against the mist, but they could not enter. The bar above the Head Guard began to climb, and he was soon back to full health. He opened his mouth slightly and hissed before his tongue suddenly shot out and grabbed Leah by her right wrist, jerking her toward him.

She was taken by surprise but had learned that taking the path of least resistance allowed better opportunities in attack, she not only allowed herself to be brought toward the Guard but fell forward and turned it into a roll. She looped the suddenly loose tongue around her hand and stepped inside the claw range of the Guard. She shoved the spike in her right hand into the guard’s mouth and drove the left-hand spike into his abdomen. He raked his front claws down her back, but they caught on the harder leather of the cuirass and jerked her off her feet. As she fell the claws cut deeply into her scalp, she activated her Ki Heal, and her KP began to plummet, but her health was out of the red. Before the Guard could stomp on her, she grabbed a belt knife and cut off the loop of tongue she had in her right hand. The guard reeled backwards and grabbed at his mouth. Leah equipped her bow and shot upwards through the Guard’s neck and into his brain. As he fell backwards, the mist evaporated, and Wisp rushed over to heal Leah as much as she could. 

Once Leah was restored she had all the guards dragged over to near the head guard, she drank a Luck potion and harvested them all. The guards all gave similar rewards as previously although a greater number of swords and some even had some silver coins. The Head Guard gave the following:

She quickly ran to the table and saw a keyhole highlighted in green, she put the key in the safe and turned with just two seconds left on the Luck countdown. Inside she found the following:

Opening the map, she could see the path they need to take. She called the two friends of Salak over and gave them a key to his cell. She showed them the map and then made them promise to wait ten minutes before releasing him and leaving. They promised. She gave them a sword and shield for Salak and then she led Wisp, Yabin, Sarisin and her group of released prisoners out of the door.
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Once they were in the tunnel, one of the elves by the name of I’tinal, a trained scout, stepped to the front and led the way. Leah followed with Yabin, Wisp and Sarisin brought up the rear. According to the map, when the tunnel next branched they needed to take the right-hand turn. The tunnel would then begin to dip downwards with occasional openings on either side that were old parts of the mining operations. The map showed the tunnels as mostly straight, so the section they headed down appeared like a fern frond, a central axis with leaflets branching off to either side and sub leaflets on each of those. Even though she expected to find nothing, Leah stopped at the first branch and with Wisp did a careful check down the full length, some 200 metres, checking each side tunnel. She did this partly because she didn’t want any surprises coming toward her and secondly because she wanted to check them for loot. Together they collected several old picks, a few old torches and a small rusted chest which eluded her attempts at picking the lock. The side trip had taken ten minutes, and Leah knew they didn’t have time to check every tunnel if they continued at this pace. 

At the next side tunnel, she set Yabin, Wisp and a couple of others to check it, then she and the others moved on to the next one, where Leah and two others checked the tunnel. Once Wisp finished her tunnel they caught up and moved on to the next. In this manner, they were able to keep moving at a reasonable pace. It was in the second tunnel she had done without Wisp, so the fifth side branch that she was surprised when a Bukalemun dropped on her from directly overhead. She hadn’t seen through his camouflage, and the first she knew was when she was driven into the ground, his back claws raking the back of her legs as she fell forward. The two ex-prisoners quickly attacked and had drawn off the attacker by the time Leah stumbled to her feet. She joined the fray, and it was soon killed. All three needed healing, and then Leah harvested the dead lizard. She identified it as a Level 30 Dark Bukalemun Miner.

Altogether it took them one and a half hours to check every branch. They had four rusted chests and had been waylaid by five more miners. Leah and Wisp had been in-game for almost six hours and only had three more before they needed to have a forty minute real-time break. According to the map, the resurrected Army and Training Barracks was just ahead. Before they could move, they heard a soft shuffling of feet coming up behind them. As a group, they turned ready to kill whoever came into sight. It was the four ex-prisoners who had left to be on their own. It turned out that they had been set upon by two Bukalemun and had almost been killed dealing with them. They had backtracked, wanting to join the group. 

Leah couldn’t afford to expend all her MP to read their thoughts, so she nodded and put them in the middle of the pack. The map showed the Barracks to be eight rooms, four on either side of a long hallway. At the end of the hallway was an open area for food preparation, eating meals and an ablutions block, then a large cavern used as a training arena. Wisp volunteered to sneak through and see how many Bukaleman there were. 

Sakin explained that it required one death to resurrect one ancient soldier. The sacrifices had been offered each month over the last twenty years. It was possible there were over 196 soldiers. Leah thought that some were probably guarding the crypt and hoped some were elsewhere as the number seemed too many for her twenty-eight strong force. When Wisp returned, she said there were twenty soldiers in the kitchen area and over thirty in the Arena. Seven of the Barracks doors were closed. Through the open door, she had seen twelve soldiers exercising, sleeping and chatting in the room. Leah wondered what the aggro distance was and if one soldier would raise the alarm causing a chain reaction of hostile soldiers. She thought it best to check with the soldiers in the Barracks. If they raised the alarm, then they only had a narrow tunnel to defend. 

Yabin volunteered to draw them out, and he wandered down the hall until a soldier saw him. He ran back to the group followed by the soldier and everyone in the room. None of them stopped at the other barracks or raised a general alarm. They followed Yabin into the tunnel. Everyone except Leah had moved back about thirty meters and were being hidden by Wisp. As Yabin reached a line drawn on the ground he dropped into a crouch, and the group suddenly appeared, they fired arrows into the soldiers. Leah, who had been hidden behind a Trapdoor as the soldiers ran past began to shoot at the rearmost soldier. By the time the ambush was fully sprung she had killed three soldiers and was aiming at the fourth. She took the shot and then using her Freeze spell, and several mana darts took out two more. 

Next, Yabin went to a barracks with a closed door and flung it open. Inside were twelve more soldiers. The result was identical and with the same result. It took forty minutes to empty the barracks and reduce the enemy by ninety-six soldiers. Leah harvested everything from the soldiers; all were classed as Ancient Bukalemun Soldiers. Each one gave almost identical loot.

The group used a similar tactic to attract the twenty soldiers in the kitchen area. Unfortunately, one soldier ran into the arena; most likely, to raise the alarm. Leah saw this, and after shooting at the rear three soldiers, she ran across the kitchen and waited, several metres inside the doorway. There was shouting from the training area and just as the connecting door opened Leah cast Disc of Death. She had aimed the doorway so only one person at a time could come through the gap. She fired arrow after arrow into the gap and kept the soldiers at bay. Eventually one of the soldiers managed to get through, Leah quickly cast Circle of Sloth and began to defend herself with a stick in one hand and the scythe in the other. She was soon facing three soldiers at bay; still they cut her health to seventy-five percent, and she had several bleeding debuffs. Suddenly, two soldiers she was fighting were shot with arrows, and the other received a fire-bolt to the face. The tide of the battle turned as Leah’s force drove the soldiers back, step by step. Leah stood back and watched for several minutes as she waited for her health and mana to replenish. Suddenly, the opposing force sounded retreat and ran back into the arena. Leah followed, and she saw the enemy soldiers; or the ten that were left, all standing in front of a corridor which she assumed headed to the crypt. 

One of the soldiers was a head taller than the rest. He stepped forward and said, “One of my soldiers has gone to warn Mage Hayalet that you are coming. You have stopped nothing, only postponed it. You may defeat us, but the best soldiers are protecting the Overlord. Even with your numbers, you would fail against them. Flee now, and maybe you will escape, but you will not succeed.” He ushered his soldiers through the door behind him and stood resolute in the gap.

Ancient Bukalemun Captain (Level 37) 3500HP 2900EP

He said, “So who is your leader?”

Leah stepped forward, and the Captain held out a palm with a crystal in it. He said, “Do you know what this is?”

Leah nodded, “A Crystal of Isolation.”

“Yes, and I have enough for all of you. I’ll use them one after another until you are all dead. Do you want to go first or do you want to watch your people die?”

“I’ll go first.”

The Captain threw the Crystal against the floor, and while it was still falling, he used his tongue to grab Leah’s ankle and pull her feet out from under her. As she fell she sliced the scythe down toward his tongue but he had already retracted it and was stepping forward to slash his sword down at Leah from above. Instead of rolling away from the sword she rolled toward the side which had the sword, allowing it to run along her back. She brought her leg around to kick his legs and raked them with her boots. She didn’t rise but rolled and began firing mana darts at him from the ground. He used the sword to deflect some, he dodged a few, but two got through and hit him on the shoulder. As he reeled backwards, Leah got to her feet holding a knife in one hand. He smiled and extended his claws on the free hand not holding the sword. She fired Freeze toward his head but his sword was quickly raised to block it, and the sword froze in his hand. Leah had anticipated the action and had thrown her knife to follow the spell. As he brought his hand down the knife struck him in his right eye causing him to flinch and grab the knife. Leah had followed the knife in, and as he staggered, she brought the knife she kept behind her neck and buried it in his armpit. She placed her other hand under his jaw and cast Freeze again; it froze his head solid.

Yabin said, “Typical, princess, bloody typical. One good fight and you hog all the action. Next time they ask for a leader, it’s my turn. Just to let you know, one of the signs of a good leader is to delegate. You need to learn the skill.”

She grinned and said, “Sure thing Yabin, the next job is yours. Please drag all the dead bodies over here so I can harvest them. How is that for delegating?”

After taking a 'plus-ten' luck potion, she harvested the twenty soldiers and the captain. The soldiers gave more coin with the additional luck as well as some who dropped gold. The captain had been telling the truth and dropped twenty-nine Crystals of Isolation. In total he dropped the following:

Leah asked the whole group to quickly search the rooms to see if they could find the Captain’s Personal Chest. Some of them also went back and checked each of the barracks. Altogether they collected twelve gold, forty-eight silver and 104 copper. Leah offered some to the group, but they all declined and said that Leah should have it. Finally, when all was done, and they hadn’t found the chest Leah called the group to come close and then said, “We have one more section to empty before I can send you to freedom. Before we head to that section both Wisp and I need a rest. We are travellers and so when we sleep we travel in our sleep to another realm. We are going to lie down over there and sleep. There should be some food in the kitchen for you all to have a meal while you wait. Sarisin is in charge while we rest. Please listen to him and Yabin, unless Yabin wants to go fight without us, then ignore him.”

Leah and Wisp then went to a corner of the room, made themselves comfortable and logged off.
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Leah only had forty minutes as she exited to the apartment. She showered and had an early breakfast with a cup of coffee. She stretched and did some Tai Chi before another quick shower. She stepped through into Dunyanin and waited for Wisp who was only a minute behind. Leah had gained several levels and quickly distributed her points. She continued to place most of the points in agility. The ‘plus-twenty’ strength from the ants and the ‘plus-fifteen’ from rings pushed Strength above her Agility. Because she played freeform, she wasn’t sure how much the numbers meant anyway. Agility increased her KP and SP, and she needed those. She added eight skill points to her spell Hidden Quietness. 

She checked that everyone had enough rest, had eaten and was fully healed. She re-checked the map and talked through several strategies with Wisp, Yabin, Sarisin, Sakin and I’tinal. This time, Leah would lead though I’tinal and Yabin would be only two steps further back, just in case of ambush. Wisp and Sarisin were another five metres behind and ready to come to the aid of the others if needed. The map showed a straight run with no branches or path deviations.

They walked cautiously to the area set aside for mages, and the 500-metre journey took them almost fifteen minutes. Leah stopped fifteen metres from the opening. Wisp faded from sight and snuck into the room to check the layout and the number of mages and soldiers. When she returned, she explained that there were five mages that she could see and twenty soldiers. Four of the mages were Level 35, and one was Level 38. The mage turned as Leah approached and was almost face on when Leah dove forward and came crashing against the mage’s legs in a rugby tackle that would have made her father proud. They both crashed to the ground, and in the scramble, Leah used her elbows, shins and forearms to apply all the dirty tricks she had learned over the years. Suddenly Leah was thrown backwards, the mage’s health and been reduced to under fifty percent and had triggered another protection spell. Leah came to rest at the feet of Yabin who looked down and said, “Stop resting princess, she’d not finished yet, or do you need some help.”

Leah mouthed a word that she would never say out loud and put out her hand for him to help her rise. As Leah turned back to the mage, she noticed that the Boss was the only remaining enemy. Wisp had started to engage, as had some others with bows. The mage was now on the defensive, reacting to the incoming spells and arrows. Leah carefully watched the mage’s health decrease until it was twenty-five percent when another blast shook the cavern and knocked everyone off their feet. Leah had been waiting for something and was first back up. She began to loose arrows, one after the other at the mage. She gave the Defensive Shield Spell to Wisp, and they each took one each of the 'plus-ten' Agility and 'plus-ten' Intelligence rings. Leah equipped them both and removed the 'plus-five' Strength ring. Once everyone had gathered around, she explained that she and Wisp were going to see if they could defeat the Mage Hayalet. The rest she suggested follow Salak on the path to the surface. They could either wait for Leah and Wisp, they could go with Salak, or they could disperse. Both Yabin and Sarisin said they would go with Leah. Although several others offered, they were the only two she accepted. She didn’t think it would be easy to sneak twenty-eight people into the crypt.

Leah cast Hidden Quietness and snuck into the chamber. She was several metres inside when a voice called out, “Welcome little mage. I can feel your magic in the air. Come and see what we are doing here. You may have defeated the rest, but I assure you that you have no hope against me if you cannot hide your magic use.” 

Leah continued to move and was pleased to see that though the mage was talking, he wasn’t looking in the right direction. After almost five minutes of evil mage monologue, Leah found a small alcove from which she could just see the mages at work but none of the soldiers. She cancelled the Hidden quietness and stood as still as possible. 

The mage looked around briefly and then said, “They’ve gone.” He turned to one of the soldiers and said, “I think we are safe. I want you to take the secret tunnel and go get reinforcements.”

The soldier started to walk in Leah’s direction which she suddenly realised wasn’t an alcove but was the start of a secret tunnel. She pushed against the door she could now see, but it was locked. She checked which side had the hinges and backed right against the wall and pressed the Trapdoor ring. The soldier was not expecting her, he took a key from his pocket, opened the door, which fortunately for Leah opened into the tunnel, and stepped through. That was ‘Plan A’, and it hadn’t worked. Now it was time for ‘Plan B’. As the mage walked back toward the sarcophagus, Leah stepped behind him and plunged a knife into his neck and dropped a crystal of isolation. She twisted the knife and watched his health plummet. As this was happening, she shuffled around to keep the dying mage between her and Hayalet. The attack was enough for both mages to move in her direction. 

Hayalet smirked and said, “He’s not long for this world although I will resurrect him. You, I will also resurrect, but not to life but for an eternity of pain. You cannot escape now I see you; I won’t let you out of my sight until you're dead.”

Leah continued to drag the limp body with her. Several times she had to cast a healing spell to keep him alive. Soon she neared the area with the hidden door. She hoped Sarisin had it open. She backed against the door. 

Hayalet said, “You are out of room. Soon your mana will dry up, and you won’t be able to keep him alive.”

Leah was ready, and she hoped everyone else was also. She gave a small nod of her head and Wisp, who had already stolen all the crystals from around the sarcophagus cast Wave of Fire from the main doorway. The other twenty-two ex-prisoners all decided to leave at the same time as Leah and most planned to stay together until they reached some settlement. So at nine in the morning, Leah and Wisp with the twenty-two others were led out of the woodland and back to the trail just a short distance from where they had met the logging crew. Once on the trail, Leah showed everyone the map and explained where she and Annairë were headed. Most decided to head east back toward Carson’s Loop. Only the dwarves wanted to head for the mountains, and after seeing the route, they decided to head off straight away. Everyone had given both Leah and Wisp their information and requested they be visited if Wisp and Leah were ever near their homes. Finally, Leah and Wisp were standing with only Sarisin and Yabin. 

Sarisin said, “On our honour, we believe we have a debt to pay and would request the opportunity to stay with you until we have met this obligation.”

Leah, however, insisted that the two should head back and claim Sarisin’s love. He thought the sword might be enough to prove his worth to her family. Leah said she planned to visit Ovalar during her wanderings; she had some business to do with Clan Karanliklar and hoped she could visit while there. Sarisin explained that Clan Karanliklar was no longer a major force but that his home bordered on their lands. He would be glad to introduce Leah when she visited. Yabin gave her a huge hug and said if she ever got bored he would introduce her to his family; that would spice up her life a little. Leah had set her system to automatically divide most loot automatically if there were two of anything. Some things like the 900 Crystals of death remained in her bag until the task involving them was completed. Leah asked to keep both maps, and as Wisp didn’t think she would use them, that was easy. Leah could see Jackson's parents making their way over when Gèng said, “Leah, I have a connection to Security Controller 11-5. I have sent him all the data and a cloned but confined copy of the code. He requests access for a direct conversation with you.”

“Granted!”

“Atherleah Carroll, this is Security Controller 11-5. I have reviewed the data and concur with AI 628B44CE81’s preliminary conclusions. I have insufficient data to determine the exact purpose of the code as it would require that I have access to the specifications of the intended PAI(N) chip. I know she is only a program but its wrong. Jackson’s mother mentioned having virtual whores, why do people think it is ok even in the virtual world to own someone, to enslave them, to control them. Rape, or any sexual abuse, isn’t just the act, it’s also the loss of control, the powerlessness, the fact that one person can overshadow you; they can take over your own choices. They make you irrelevant.

And for what? I imagine the Kodomans are doing it for money, or power. In one sense, its all about power; who has it and who doesn’t. At least in the Switch, we had some power over our own lives. To succeed, or to fail. The government never helps, but that must be better than them helping in such a way as to remove our choices, our freedom, our purpose.

What am I thinking, am I prepared to get caught to help others? Yes! Because, it’s my choice! If I get caught when I am aware of the risks, I can live with that. I choose to be who I want to be, danger and all. What I can’t live with is being forced down a path where I bear the consequences of someone else choice and have no way to change it. I can live with other peoples choices as long as I don’t lose my ability to act, to decide, to live, to change the outcome by my actions. I don’t need all the choices; I just need a choice.

She wasn’t sure how fast it could cover the distance or even if it could track her, but she thought through her options until she imagined she had a plan that might work. She stood in the middle of the track staring back in the direction she had come. Soon, she saw the second bat approaching rapidly, she threw a spear, but this time aiming at the bat’s left side as it flew toward her. As expected, it veered to its right as she stepped to her right and she shot the Webspinner ring holding it down. Rather than firing a trap, it spat out a single thread of mana which stuck to the bat’s left wing near its hand. Leah grabbed the other end and held on. It felt like the jolt almost ripped her arms out, but she had been expecting it. The effect on the bat was far more dramatic. It plummeted and crashed head first into the trail. Leah rushed forward and smashed the Morningstar down on its head before finishing it with a freezing spell that froze its entire skull. This time it was all over in thirty-seconds. It was much easier she reasoned if you knew what to expect. The jolt to her arms had taken maybe 25% of her health. She waited another twenty-minutes and then after some healing she started again.

She jogged until 3 am. Altogether she had covered five leagues. There was another nine, and she was hoping to be able to do this over the next two nights. Now she had an hour and a half real-time before she had to be back in the mine.
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Leah had almost two hours before she was due in the mine, so she decided to attend a Chemistry class before resting and heading to the mine. The whole lesson she had spent in tutorial mode dealing with various chemical reactions. Although she had covered this previously, she was interested in finishing the review of material and hoped to move on to new information. In the end, she stayed for two hours in Academia.

Finally, reaching a decision, she called out in as deep a voice as she could, “Hey! Can I have a hand out here there are a couple of goblins attacking?”

She could hear them talking, and one said, “Hey Brodie, you go help you’ve got the highest level.”

Footsteps sounded and as they came around the corner Leah attacked with a spear, driving it deep into Brodie’s torso before stepping in close and finishing him off. The other guards came running, and she was able to kill one before it was a mad scramble between her and the remaining guards who came carrying swords. Leah quickly got the upper hand as both players used the preset moves; one was calling aloud, ‘slash’ or ‘parry’. She received a cut on her arm but one of health potions Durustfuar gave her dealt with that. 

Leah entered the cavern where the miners were just sitting calmly. She looked carefully at each one, and before she had finished with the last miner, the others had begun to disappear as Security Oversight AI 4, identified, isolated and removed them. Soon, Leah was standing all alone in the room. She checked the bucket and pocketed some pieces of Jade. 

Leah walked to the exit into goblin territory and stood looking at it for a few moments. Then with a sigh, she left the room and began hunting for other miners on the level. Security Oversight AI 4’s voice sounded in her head, “Ms Carroll, I suggest you leave. The more you are seen, the greater the chance your role in this will become known.”

“I know, it's just that I don’t think I could live with myself if I didn’t do everything I could to release those caught in this slavery. Even if I can see one more person that you can extract, then it’ll be worth it.”

She cleared Level 10 and then went back and cleared Levels 6-9. Each group of miners had four guards, and there was usually one wandering the passageways. Guards were Levels 5-10 and Leah had killed sixty of them and help recover over 200 more slaves. Leah had reached Level 8 and had put her points evenly into Strength and Constitution. She had collected different semi-precious stones on each of the levels. It and taken her just under three hours and she was ready to move down to Level 11. Unfortunately, she could see several guards waiting at the bottom of the ramp. She needed another way down. 

Checking her map, she noticed the floors stacked one on top of the other. Moving to a mining area, she added all her skill points to the Changing Attraction skill and cast it at the floor. Five minutes later she did this again and then once more after ten minutes. Suddenly the whole floor collapsed, and Leah could see through to the eleventh level. She’d been lucky; the hole opened up into a tunnel. She could hear people running toward the collapsed area, so she jumped down and ran in the opposite direction, hoping to find the guards in smaller clusters. Fortunately for her, the guards had gathered all the miners in one place and left only two guards to watch them. She killed the guards and then waited until all the miners had been logged out before casting the spell at the floor hoping to work her way down to the twelfth level. 

This time when the floor fell away, she could see into a room which was full of miners and guards. They all turned to look at her and then the guards moved in her direction. There were twelve guards in total, and she didn’t think she had much of a chance. So instead of jumping down, she decided to find her way back to the tenth floor and escape into Goblin territory, hoping she would be able to log out. The guards on the eleventh floor were hunting her. She ran into one pair of guards, but they were more surprised than Leah and paid for their inattention. Finally, she was back on the tenth floor and at the secret door. She had to search for a while to find a catch, but eventually, she was able to slide it open and scuttle through. She pulled the stone closed behind her.

She tried to log off but was informed that she was still in the Kolelick Mine. She looked around and found herself in a room just like she had left; in fact, it was a mirror image of the other side. This one, however, wasn't empty. Five goblins miners were working around the room. None had yet seen her, and if her previous experience were any guide, they would attack as soon as they saw her. She began to edge out of the room when a new goblin walked into the room, spotted her and began yelling for the others. She rushed him and had just killed him when the other five attacked. The clash was fast and furious, but Leah was three levels ahead of them, and she finished them while losing only half her health. 

She had expected a message about entering a new dungeon, but there was nothing. It was as if this was a part of the Kolelick Mine. She checked the rest of the level and found three other groups of five miners. All of whom she killed. There was no ramp up, but there was a ramp down. She hesitated and then moved down the ramp. Goblins were toiling away, and all were Level 6. With surprise attacks, she was able to clear the floor. She checked for hidden doorways and finally found one which when opened gave her a view into the mine she had already cleared. She also found a small hidden storehouse where the goblins had kept a small bag of golden Topaz gems.

She moved on toward the floor below where the Goblins were Level 8. She was nearing her three-hour limit, but if she cleared this floor, she might be able to get into the twelfth level of the mine and free some miners. She had developed a system of attacking goblin miners where she wounded two severely before the other three attacked. She fought the undamaged three before returning and killing the first two. It took her forty minutes to clear the floor, and she was out of time. She discussed this with Gèng and Security Controller 11-5, and both agreed that a quick fifteen-minute break would be sufficient. She could only continue such a timetable for eighteen real hours before she would need some NREM3 sleep.

She was back in the mine forty-five Dunyanin minutes after she left. She quickly checked for hidden storerooms and doors and found both a small chest of Star Sapphires and what she thought was the hidden door into the twelfth Level. She carefully peeked in and saw the room with the roof caved in from her previous attack. She could see two guards standing in front of her watching the other direction. She stuck her head in a little further and couldn’t see anyone else. She crept out of the small passage and using all the skills she learned as a child she came up behind a guard and with what was now a practised motion she buried a knife in one ear and then leapt at the other guard and quickly overcame him. Neither of them had given off more than a small grunt. From the points she received and the messages she could tell that both guards had been Level 14. 

She then worked her way around the floor and found all the prisoners in a single room being watched by five guards. The other guards were patrolling in groups of two, so she hunted those down and finally only the five guards remained. If she could distract or disable several guards then maybe she could finish three off at once. She was just about to attack when two of the guards headed to the tunnel she was in, they said it was time to change stations. She moved back along the tunnel to a junction and waited. It wasn’t long before they arrived and she surprised them and killed them. She then went back and stepped into the main room. She threw her smallest pick she had at the closest guard who wasn’t expecting it, and it hit him in the face. Wincing, she threw another pick at the next closest guard who dodged. As he looked back toward Leah, a third pick buried itself in his shoulder. She left those two and killed the uninjured guard then came back and finished them off. She then helped identify the miners. She checked the bucket and pocketed over ten star-sapphires and some silver ore from the cart.

She headed back into the goblin mine and moved down a level. All the goblins at the Level 13 were Level 10. She used the level to practice throwing a pick, and she was much happier with being able to kill one Goblin at a distance; once she managed to finish two. She entered the Kolelick side of the mine and cleared Level 13, releasing the miners. There were fewer miners on this level but an equivalent number of guards. She reasoned that fewer Miners had progressed this far and the guards were needed for the higher level goblins who snuck into the mine. It was then, rinse and repeat, for the next four levels. She faced Level 12, 14, 16 and 18 Goblins and collected White Opals, Rubies, Black opals and Pink Sapphires. She had been fighting for nine hours and was due another fifteen-minute log-out. 

This time when she returned she and the Goblins were near the same level. They were Level 20, and she was Level 19. She found that her practice with the sword and mining picks gave her a distinct advantage; she also knew the way that Goblins moved as their programming gave them a limited attack pattern; they were miners, not soldiers. She cleared the level and headed into the human mine. There was the same number of guards but only twenty miners. She spent twenty minutes hunting them down and found no ramp leading deeper into the mine; this was the last level. As she killed the last guard she received a message:

Attention all players in the Kolelick Mine! Please note that the localised event has been completed.

Find the Traitor

The traitor has killed all mine guards. All players are now allowed to log out at will. We trust you enjoyed this event. 

She received a personal message.

For completing the Localised Quest: Find the Traitor

Reward 1. Winning the Quest 100,500 (+0.5%) EP

Reward 2. Title - The Traitor of Kolelick

Reward 3. 1000 Fame Points (1025)

Note: Your reputation with the Kolelick Corporation is now Eternal Enmity

This was followed by a second personal message.

The Dunyanin World Administration is aware of your situation, and although we admit to no wrongdoing, we are embarrassed that this has happened in our world. We would like to reward your courage with one of two gifts. Either 

a. 500EP for each miner you rescued. This may be applied to either of your characters. Or,

b. We will combine both your characters now into a single character of your choice, either Atherleah or Qiáng Tiē Chuí. The surviving character will keep all the loot, skills and quests but will lose half of the Experience Points collected by the closed character. The surviving character will exist at this locale.

1. Gift of Appreciation 500 x 580 Miners = 290,000 EP to Atherleah

The Spell of Ant Direction

Novice Level 1 (max. Level 20) 

An air spell of enunciation. The spell gives and overlay to the caster’s vision which indicates the easiest path to take through a forest or woodland area.

Cost: [(40/Spell Level) x Player Level] MP

Preset Activation: With your map open, silently say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the air guide my path!” as you point to your final location. (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Effect: A green arrow will become visible and direct you on the easiest path to reach your final destination. The spell will work for any destination less than ([spell Level/20]) leagues and for a period of (12 x spell Level) minutes. 

Cool Down Period: Two hours

Changing Attraction

Novice Level 1 (max Level 20) 

This is a earth spell of enunciation. The spell changes the density of a portion of the earth (this includes rocks, soil, sand, etc. …). It changes the way things hold together.

Preset Activation 1: Say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the earth loose its bonds!” while placing your hands over the earth that you wish to make less dense. (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Preset Activation 2: Say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the earth tighten its bonds!” while placing your hands over the earth that you wish to make less dense. (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Effect 1: The earth will become (Spell Level/20)% less dense. Volume affected is (Spell Level x 1 cubic meter)

Effect 1: The earth will become (Spell Level/20)% more dense. Volume affected is (Spell Level x 1 cubic meter)

Cool Down Period: (40/Spell Level) minutes

Please note: Precious minerals, useable ore, artefacts and most living tissue are not affected by this spell.

Circle of Sloth

Level 1 (max Level 20) 

This is an air spell of enunciation. The spell surrounds the caster within a dome within which everything except the caster is slowed down.

Cost: [(20 /Spell Level) x Player Level] MP

Preset Activation: Silently say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the air slow my enemies!” while making the appropriate gesture. Alternatively, equip the skill to a specific hand gesture (see possible gestures in the menu). (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Effect: Everything except the caster will be slowed to (50 x (spell level/20)% of normal for a distance of (2 + 4 x [Spell Level/20]) meters of stealth for 2 minutes. Please note than some creatures are immune to magic and may resist this spell. Some higher level enemies may also be immune. Also, note that any spellcaster who knows this spell at an equal or higher level will be immune.

Cool Down Period: (20/Spell Level) minutes

Disc of Death

Level 1 (max Level 20) 

This is an earth spell of enunciation. The spell surrounds the caster within a circle of sharp spikes which are highly resistant to damage and impassible except for directly in from of the caster or by leaping or flying over them. If timed correctly these spikes can impale or even kill enemies.

Cost: [(40/Spell Level) x Player Level] MP

Preset Activation: Silently say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the earth keep me safe!” while making the appropriate gesture. Alternatively, equip the skill to a specific hand gesture (see possible gestures in the menu). (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Effect: A circle of sharp metallic spikes will spring from the ground a distance of (2 + 2 x [spell Level/20]) meters around the caster. The spikes will be (1 + 2 x [spell Level/20]) meters high and last for a period of (2 + 2 x [spell Level/20]) minutes. Please note than some creatures will be able to leap or fly over this barrier. Some higher level enemies may be able to damage or break the spikes. 

Cool Down Period: (20/Spell Level) minutes

The Spell of Simple Freezing

Novice Level 1 (max Level 20) 

This is a fire spell of annihilation. The spell can be directed to remove the heat from any object, player, character or beast. 

Cost: At Novice Level 500/Spell Level MP or KP

Preset Activation: Say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the fire of destruction cease!” while making the appropriate gesture and then aiming at the target using your hand and or magic amplifier (crystal, wand or staff). (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Alternatively, equip the skill to a specific hand gesture (see possible gestures in the menu) and then make this gesture while aiming at the target using your hand and or magic amplifier (crystal, wand or staff).

Effect: The target will freeze for a cubic volume of (10 x Spell Level) cubic centimetres. Please note that some higher level objects, player, characters or beasts may have partial or complete immunity or defences against the spell.

Cool Down Period: (Spell Level x 2 seconds) 

Please note: If the intonation method of activation is used then at higher levels, the spell may be activated silently. 

At higher levels gestures are no longer required, simply pointing. The range of the spell increases as levels increase.

The Spell of Grounding

Novice Level 1 (max. Level 20) 

An electricity spell of enunciation. The spell provides a defensive cover for the caster or object on which the spell was cast. It redirects the damage caused by an electrical attack into the ground. 

Cost: [(20 /Spell Level) x Player Level] MP per minute

Preset Activation: Say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the current flow past me!” as you point to your final location. (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

For self-defence say the phrase while laying your hand either over your heart. 

If you are aiming to defend another then lay your hands on their heart. 

Effect: A shield will be formed over the object to be defeated and will deflect an equivalent amount of damage (HP) from the person or object as mana has been invested in the spell (MP). The longer the spell is in place the stronger the protection.

The Spell of Simple Healing

Novice Level 1 (max. Level 20) 

A water spell of enunciation: The spell can be directed to provide healing for the caster or another player, character or beast. 

Cost: [50 /Spell Level] x [Total HP/Current HP] MP

Preset Activation: Say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the waters of healing flow!” while making the appropriate gesture. (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

For self-healing say the phrase while laying your hand either over your heart or on a specific wound. 

If you are aiming to heal another then lay your hands on their heart or the specific wound. 

Alternatively, equip the skill to a specific hand gesture (see possible gestures in the menu) and then make this gesture while touching the one to be healed with your other hand.

Effect: The subject will receive up to (5 x Wisdom) x [Spell Level] HP.

Cool Down Period: (10/Spell Level) minutes

Please note: If the intonation method of activation is used then at higher levels, the spell may be activated silently. 

At higher levels, touching the subject is no longer required to activate the spell, simply point. The range of the spell increases as levels increase.

Mount of Mist

Novice Level 1 (max Level 20) 

This is a combination air, light and water spell of enunciation. The spell hides the caster and their mount in an cloud of mist which reflects light in such a way as to make both invisible.

Cost: [(20 /Spell Level) x Player Level] MP per minute

Preset Activation: Silently say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the mists hide my passing!” while making the appropriate gesture. Alternatively, equip the skill to a specific hand gesture (see possible gestures in the menu). (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Effect: Both the Mount and rider will become invisible to normal vision and to those with the ability to see heat sources. Please note that many creatures, players and NPC’s have vision which may penetrate this veil. Also, any spell caster who knows this spell at an equal or higher level will be immune.

Orumeck’s Spell of Hidden Quietness

Novice Level 1 (max Level 20) 

This is an air spell of silent evocation. The spell allows the caster to move in silence, unseen by those around. The spell can also be directed to at another player, character or beast.

Cost 1: [(20 /Spell Level) x Player Level] MP

Cost 2: [(20 /Spell Level) x Player Level] KP

Preset Activation: Silently say the following phrase with the correct intonation “Let the air my presence hide!” while making the appropriate gesture. To hide the caster say the phrase while laying your hand over your heart. If you are aiming to hide another then lay your hands on their heart. (Touch the spell in the spell book to hear the correct intonation)

Alternatively, equip the skill to a specific hand gesture (see possible gestures in the menu) and make this gesture while touching the one to be hidden with your other hand.

Effect: The subject will receive up to (40 x Agility) x [Spell Level/20] seconds of stealth.

Cool Down Period: (10/Spell Level) minutes

Excerpt From ‘Odyssey’ Book 2 of The Stork Tower

Leah was tired but wanted to put some distance between her and whoever Merideath had sent. She crept down the ramp onto the next floor. She could see all the miners were now Level 22, as she’d anticipated. Added to the mix was a Level 24 Goblin Overseer. He was carrying a better-quality sword and wore crude, but serviceable, armour. She equipped her bow and began firing at the goblins. It felt good to be back in Atherleah’s body, able to use both a bow and magic. Her first arrow was a head-shot which killed the Overseer. She quickly finished off the miners.

After harvesting the various goblins, she worked her way through the rest of the floor picking up a small chest containing uncut emeralds and some poor quality gold ore. The ramp to the next floor led to a locked metal door and not to the network of tunnels and mining areas that Leah had been expecting. There was no keyhole on her side so either the goblins were locked in each night or she had to find a locking mechanism. 

She examined every inch of the door. Finally, in resignation, she closed her eyes and lowered her head against the door. As she placed her hands on the door, she felt a faint pattern on the surface. Opening her eyes, with her cheek pressed against the surface, she could just make out a multitude of minute indentations covering the door. An etched maze covered the whole surface. Four bare patches about the size of her hand stood out, and a closer look revealed a word engraved in the centre of each. Around the outside edge, she detected four small entryways into the maze.

She didn’t touch any of the entrances but said, “Gèng, do the words ‘Altin,’ ‘Gumus,’ ‘Platin,’ or ‘Ejder’ have any significance in Dunyanin?”

“Yes, they are all towns in different mountain ranges.”

“Give me some information about each. Please?” 

“Altin is the sight of a gold mine and has a dungeon nearby inhabited by various undead goblins and trolls. Gumus has a nearby silver mine and a dungeon filled with cave goblins and various slimes. Platin is tough to get to, and there is a challenging dungeon system involving traps, dangerous flora and different dark mages including dark elves and necromancers. Ejder is a settlement which serves as a trading station in the only known pass through the Omurga Mountains.”

“Are there any goblins at Platin or Ejder?”

“Yes, many of the Mages in the Platin dungeon have goblin servants and warriors. Ejder has a recurrent problem with small bands of Goblins raiders who attack the merchant caravans.”

“Ok! Thank you! I think this door is a portal to the various mines or dungeons near these towns. I think there must be an undiscovered mine near both Platin and Ejder and I surmise a dungeon near Ejder. Once I work out how to activate the portal I’ll head to Ejder, I think.”

“The area around Ejder is unsafe for your level. The goblins start at Level 80, and most beasts are above Level 90.” 

“The dungeons at Altin, Gumus and Platin, what are their levels?”

“They are all of varying difficulty based on who enters. Gumus begins at the level of the adventurer, and the final boss is at least eight levels above, it is recommended for multiple player groups. Altin is similar although it is recommended for teams of six and the MOBs begin above the Level of the highest player. Platin is also multiplayer and has a minimum recommended Level of 90, and that is the minimum level of MOBs. Those who have a higher Level on entry also face more difficult MOBs.”

“So I only have a chance with my gear and level in Gumus.”

“That is my conclusion.”

“OK, I’m not suicidal, and if I die, I’m back in Maden Town. Gumus it is.”

Leah worked backwards from Gumus and after almost ten minutes of squinting found the starting point at the top left of the door. She pressed her finger on the start, and the metal gave way slightly, and began to glow white. Leah had Gèng help her retrace the path. When she got to the bare area with Gumus engraved there was a brief flare of light, and the whole route became covered with silver.
