I’m on an airplane returning home from a convention in Las Vegas that I attend every year called KillerCon. It’s a fun little event of about 150 people at the Stratosphere Hotel that tends to attract the more extreme writers of horror like Edward Lee, Jack Ketchum, and Wrath James White (who also runs the event). Being the top extreme horror publisher, Deadite Press is always in attendance and I always go along for the ride. I don’t consider myself a writer of extreme horror, but I have written a few books for that audience—Apeshit, Zombies and Shit, and the book you now hold in your hands.
There was a panel at KillerCon this year featuring some originators of the splatterpunk genre such as John Skipp, David J. Schow, and John Shirley, as well as some of the modern champions of extreme horror Wrath James White, Monica O’Rourke, and Ryan Harding. All amazing writers. One recurring theme on the panel was how they appreciate when writers of splatterpunk attempt to elevate the genre, turn it into something smarter, deeper, and relevant. Now, on my flight back home, I’m wondering if Clusterfuck might fit into this style of elevated splatterpunk. Is it smart? Is it deep? After a split second of thought, I decided that no, Clusterfuck is definitely not any of these things. Clusterfuck is just pure stupid. It’s a B movie in book form. There’s nothing deep about it. Like Apeshit, it’s a celebration of trash horror. And I like it exactly as it is.
As I said in the first book, I love B horror movies. Crappy, terrible, hilarious B horror movies. I also love movies that are intentionally bad for comical purposes. If you can’t make a good movie then at least make it funny. I always appreciate when filmmakers (or other creative types) don’t take themselves too seriously. Apeshit was my version of a B movie in book form. Clusterfuck is the sequel to that book (although you don’t need to have read Apeshit first to enjoy this one).
There are a few big differences between Apeshit and Clusterfuck. For starters, Apeshit is a parody of cabin in the woods stories. Clusterfuck is a parody of spelunking horror. The Descent and The Cave are the two most obvious spelunking horror films, though I’m pretty sure spelunking horror has been done a million times before either of those films were made. Another difference is that Clusterfuck’s more comical than Apeshit—it’s definitely more comedy-driven than gore-driven, but only slightly. The last difference is that instead of high school jocks and cheerleaders, this book stars college girls and frat boys.
Frat boys are both the worst human beings on the face of the planet and the funniest human beings on the face of the planet, at the same time for the same reasons. In order to capture the frat boy mentality, I read every blog written by every frat boy I could find. This took quite a lot of endurance. I don’t recommend anyone ever attempt this, but the experience was horrible, funny, sad, terrifying, annoying, and strangely enlightening. And I hate to admit it, but I have since grown to empathize with the average American frat boy despite all his faults. He’s not just the douchebag hooting in the back of the keg party, thinking he’s the toughest/hottest dude in the room. He’s also a human being with hopes and dreams and rich parents who sometimes don’t buy him every single thing he wants. And when nobody else is looking, he sometimes cries when he thinks of his chocolate lab, Stinko, who had to be put to sleep while he was away at college. He had Stinko ever since he was a puppy. He didn’t even get to say goodbye… It’s not fair, bro. It’s just not fair…
