“Happy to take it.” Julie hops to her feet. “Go fix that hip.”

“Thanks!” Manoj says and then disappears from the doorway.

“You need any help, Julija?” Goran asks as she heads for the door.

“Thanks, Gor, but no. Go home to Maria! And listen to some Severa to cheer yourself up.”

“Severina,” he stresses. “I’ll message you a few YouTube links. Truly, euphonious. Like a cry from heaven.”

Julie slips out the door and heads to the resuscitation room just as the two paramedics hurtle a gurney, wheels creaking as they round the corner, into the room. She breaks into a jog to catch up with them.

Inside the room, the rest of the team is already gowned, masked, and gloved. A petite woman lies on the stretcher, her limbs jerking in rhythmic contractions while her whole face twitches with spasms. Despite her size, the paramedics struggle to lift her by her thrashing shoulders and legs to transfer her onto the hospital bed.

Julie’s stomach flutters in anticipation, but she forces herself not to jump to conclusions. “What have you got, Tom?” she asks the paunchy, balding paramedic as she dons her own protective equipment.

“Cecilia Hunter,” Tom says. “Forty years old. Found seizing in bed this morning by her husband at oh-six-ten. Miraculously, we managed to get an IV in en route. We’ve given her repeated doses of Valium, but it’s not touching the seizure.”

“How long has she been in status?” Julie asks as the nurses swarm the patient from either side, attaching her to monitors and hooking her IV line to an overhead bag.

“Husband wasn’t sure,” Tom says. “We’ve been with her for over thirty minutes. Extrication from that mansion was a bitch. Had to get the stretcher down a circular stairway. I’d estimate she’s been seizing an hour, at least.”

Way too long, Julie thinks. “And her vital signs?”

“Heart rate is pretty fast, but blood pressure has held stable. She’s burning up, though, Dr. Rees. I’m guessing at least forty degrees.”

“Forty-one point six,” the bedside nurse calls, confirming Julie’s initial hunch.

“I’m thinking infection,” Tom says. “Maybe meningitis?”

“Don’t think so,” Julie says, as Cecilia continues to buck on the stretcher. “Any pill bottles on scene?”

“We didn’t have time to look,” the other paramedic says.

“More Valium, Julie?” Ian, the redheaded nurse, asks from across the stretcher.

“Let’s switch to midazolam,” Julie says. “Big doses. Five milligrams at a time. Load her with dantrolene, too. And maximum cooling. Ice packs, fans, cold saline. Anything to get the temperature down and to stop this seizure!”

She knows all too well that a seizure lasting longer than thirty minutes can cause irreversible brain damage, and the patient has already been convulsing for at least twice that long. “Prepare for intubation,” she tells Ian. “The usual drugs.”

As Julie readies her equipment at the head of the bed, she marvels at the efficiency of her team. In less than two minutes, the patient receives all the intravenous medications she ordered, and ice packs are applied to her groin, neck, and armpits. In another thirty seconds, Cecilia finally stills on the bed.

But Julie realizes that the patient is only motionless because she has been medically paralyzed. The electrical storm in the brain that the seizure represents continues unabated inside her skull. And by paralyzing Cecilia, Julie has introduced a new but necessary risk: the patient is no longer breathing on her own.

Julie grabs the laryngoscope and slides the blade over Cecilia’s tongue. She pulls back the handle and the vocal cords pop into full view. With her other hand, Julie easily snakes the endotracheal tube into the windpipe. “Let’s start a continuous drip of midazolam at ten milligrams per hour, Ian,” Julie instructs.

She completes a thorough physical exam, which doesn’t tell her much except that the patient appears otherwise healthy and has the lean physique of a ballerina.

“How big a team?”

“Four uniforms. Two crime techs.” And then Theo adds wryly, “I didn’t request an emergency response team or any snipers.”

“What if we walk right into an ambush of rose water and scented towels?”

Theo chuckles. “That’s why we get danger pay, partner.”

The phone rings, and Anson picks up on speakerphone.

“Good afternoon, this is Klaus Gruber calling.”

“Hi, Doc,” Theo says. “You’re on with me and Anson.”

“Of course. I thought you would like to hear the preliminary autopsy results on your latest victim, Ms. Cecilia Hunter.”

AUTHOR’S NOTE

One of the many joys I get from writing my form of fiction is the opportunity to share relevant medical, scientific, and social themes within the context of telling a suspenseful story. Never has this been truer than with this book. It focuses on the treacherous phenomenon of body image and eating disorders, which are perpetuated by a toxic weight loss industry and a social media rife with body shaming. And in this story, I shine a specific light on one very real and very deadly diet pill that is growing in popularity.

As a medical doctor and a father of two young women, I am acutely aware of the dangers posed by the body image and eating disorders. They can be insidious and sometimes fatal diseases. What I had not realized until recently is how pervasive these conditions are, and how they afflict people of every age and gender.

Only in the past two years did I hear about DNP, or 2,4-Dinitrophenol, an explosive agent that was synthesized to fill the howitzer shells fired on the battlefields of World War I. In the past two decades, this industrial chemical has resurfaced for sale on the net as a highly lethal weight loss pill and bodybuilding supplement. The consequences have been predictably tragic. There have been multiple unintentional deaths—both in single poisonings and clusters of overdoses—reported across North America and Europe. Most of the victims are young people who are conned online into believing DNP is “safe and effective” for weight loss or body- building.

Law enforcement agencies all over the world have struggled to thwart the anonymous sales of this toxin, while their respective legal systems have failed to adequately punish the sellers who distribute it remotely from the corners of the dark web without ever meeting the purchasers they sometimes kill.

In bringing any attention to this poison, I did worry that I might inadvertently open the eyes to even one person who would then be vulnerable to such deceptive marketing. But for me, awareness is the most potent preventive measure we have in staring down such threats. I hope and believe that this story, which repeatedly illustrates the fatal consequences of experimenting with DNP (even when taken at a dose “recommended” by online dealers), might serve as a deterrent to its use. And I like to think that I am bringing a measure of attention to a threat that is already hiding in plain sight.
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
