He bore no weapons other than the long reinforced fingernails on each hand. A thick layer of fat covered his smoothly rounded torso and jiggled when he moved. 
It was a strange, almost comical sight, but nobody laughed, least of all the prisoners, because they knew who he was. This was the noble named Lak Saa, the ex-minister who referred to himself as the gudar (advisor), and the eunuch who carried his privates in a jar. 
Dee Waa held his breath as the Tro Wa master closed on the first prisoner and paused. Such was the strength of his voice that every person in the warehouse could hear without difficulty. "Look upon those brought before you and know them for the spies, traitors, and devil lovers that they are. All in the dark, with a light rain falling from the sky, and mud underfoot. 
That was when the second attack began. Having prepared the way with a storm of arrows the Claw launched another in the long series of brutal assaults to which the Transcendentalists had become accustomed over the last few weeks. 
The Tro Wa came as they always did, under covering fire provided by a wild assortment of muskets, trade rifles, and a couple of Negar III rifles obtained from the Ramanthians.

They used hand adzes to fashion rudders, prepared standardized crosspieces that would go on later, and used rope to bind the logs together. And so it went: As the sun rose higher in the sky, trees continued to fall and production accelerated. 
Meanwhile, two miles downstream, preparations were under way to receive the rafts once they were completed. Conscious of the fact that it would be difficult if not impossible to anchor the rafts in the swift-flowing current that swept past the mission, successfully board something close to a thousand souls, and deal with the Claw at the same time, Santana had ordered that a breakwater be built. 
The concept was to take a natural backwater, a place where the river started to curve, and the current lost its force, and enlarge the potential harbor by pushing a sort of jetty out into the main channel. 
A difficult task but one made somewhat easier by the fact that the obstruction would be temporary and wouldn't have to last more than fifty-four hours. Or so Santana hoped.

The very place the officer wanted to go.

She had allowed him to place his arm around her waist, to taste the sweet softness of her lips, and invited him to come up to her apartment. And he, like the fool he was, had refused. Now it looked like both of them might very well die. 
His radio operator, Lance Corporal "Bags" Bagano had managed to make contact with Legion HQ in Mys. The ensuing conversation was necessarily short, since there was increasing evidence that someone was providing the Tro Wa with illegal technology, and the last thing Santana needed was even more Claw on his back, but there was time enough to report that the team had arrived in Nah Ree and was making preparations to return. 
Of more interest, from Santana's perspective at least, was the fact that Mys was under siege, a Drac shuttle had crashed into a densely populated area of Polwa, and more than a hundred people had been killed. The population, with encouragement from the Tro Wa, was up in arms. Not only that, but a full-scale attack had been launched against the city's North Gate, and only barely repelled. 
All of which meant that even if Santana's plan was successful, and he managed to get the converts down the Jade River, he might very well deliver them into an even worse hell. One in which the person who meant the most to him might already lie dead. 
He had told the Bussos that they and their entire flock might be jumping from the frying pan into the fire--and suggested that the missionaries might want to go only partway. Far enough to escape the local Tro Wa but not so far as to encounter the forces grouped around Polwa.

First, however, before Santana could worry about how to enter the city of Mys he had a more pressing problem to deal with. Still reeling from the losses suffered the night prior to the Legion's arrival, and unable to marshal a second attack, the Tro Wa had moved in to harass the compound during the night. 
Drummers, working in relays, pounded their instruments throughout the hours of darkness. Between them the entire sweep of the battlefield would be subject to fire from the long guns. The Hudathan smiled. Yao Che, who had volunteered to reload the legionnaire's empty magazines, shivered. 
It had been dark for little more than an hour. Conscious of the tactics his predecessor had employed, and determined to utilize the element of surprise, Taa See gave no warning that he was about to attack.

The officer pressed the red button and the RAVs opened fire. Located a hundred yards apart, and positioned so they would have overlapping fields of fire, the machines were equivalent to two crew-served weapons. Both robots had been dug in to provide them with as much protection as possible. Though not capable of independent thought, they were equipped with sensor arrays which could track movement and heat. The weapons mounted in their nose turrets operated with machinelike efficiency. The machine guns fired alternating bursts and the grenade launchers chugged as HE rounds arced out to explode in the midst of the oncoming mob. 
Platoon Sergeant Hillrun ordered Private Kimura to fire a couple of illumination rounds. They arced into the air, made a popping sound, and drifted toward the ground. 
Entire rows of LaNorians fell as the RAVs harvested them like wheat. The slaughter was horrendous and Santana felt sick to his stomach as the Tro Wa marched into his guns. But there was nothing the legionnaire could do except continue to fight, and judging from the fact that the Claw was teetering on the edge of the moat, he need to kill more of them not less.

In spite of the fact that Empress Shi Huu's troops had lobbed cannonballs into Mys during the night, half the native quarter had been burned to the ground, and a Claw assassin had murdered a Thraki merchant in his sleep, it was a fine morning indeed. 
That's the way Major Homer Miraby saw it anyway as he and an entourage that included Captain Drik Seeba-Ka, Prince Mee Mas, and a LaNorian whose job it was to carry the noble's recently acquired sword climbed the stairs that led up to the west wall. The reason that Miraby felt so good, and paused at the top of the stairway to inhale the coal- and woodsmoke-tinged air, was that he had been in combat. 
The blessed event had taken place the day before when the Imperials attacked the city's North Gate. 
Immediately on hearing the news Miraby rushed to the top of the north wall, where he took over from Captain Seebo and assumed responsibility for his first battle. And it was from his vantage point over the gate that the legionnaire urged the Clones to do their utmost, emptied his sidearm into the oncoming mob below, and heard bullets whiz past his head. 
Wonderfully, almost miraculously, there hadn't been the slightest trace of fear, only a sense of exultation as the attackers washed up against the gate and died by the dozen. Vanderveen silently cursed the Hudathan's rather ponderous sense of humor, managed what she hoped was a noncommittal shrug, and said, "Thank you. It's been my experience that the lieutenant is quite competent." 
It took the better part of two hours for the heavily armed party to assemble, make its way through the still-dangerous streets, and pass into Polwa. But they were still extremely vulnerable, something that would have troubled Santana under any circumstances, but worried him even more given the way he felt about Vanderveen. However that was something the officer couldn't allow himself to dwell on, not while he had a job to do, and they were in what amounted to enemy territory. 
The crowd had started to close in behind the T-2s. Not in a threatening way, but simply because of the number of bodies on the streets, and a shortage of space.

A fighter passed over the palace, momentarily blocked the sun, and rattled the transparent dome over Lak Saa's head. Contrary to all common sense, contrary to Regar Batth's advice, the LaNorian continued to occupy the throne. The only thing that had changed were his formerly blood-soaked clothes.

Rather than end by being sent back to Hive in disgrace, or tried for war crimes, perhaps he could emerge as the Emperor's sole off-world advisor. A potentially powerful position that would not only enable him to restore the burned-out factories, but lock up LaNor's mineral wealth and eventually colonize the planet! 
The diplomat was still enjoying his theoretical rise to power when one of the Tro Wa burst into the throne room. "Your Highness! Devil machines have entered the inner city! And there are troops as well!" 
Lak Saa raised a permissive hand. "Do not worry. This is to be expected. You may admit their leader plus a reasonable number of bodyguards."

A good fifteen minutes passed as Regar Baath wove the story he would tell, Lak-Saa filed the stump of his broken fingernail into a razor-sharp point, and another flight of fighters passed over the palace. 
Finally, when Batth had started to wonder if relief force would ever arrive, there was a commotion out in the hall. Then, entering the throne room as if he owned it, came Prince Mee Mas. 
Even though Pas Rasha had befriended the young noble as a way to counter Shi Huu, the ambassador had been killed, and the Ramanthian was surprised to see Mee Mas. So was Lak Saa, who looked at the princeling, and frowned. "When you enter the throne room it is customary to bow." 
Mee Mas, who had been psychologically prepared for a confrontation with his aunt, struggled to change gears. He forced his voice to sound steady and stern. "That is where you are mistaken. No LaNorian is required to bow to a common criminal. 
"Lieutenant Santana, take this thing into custody, and secure both his hands and feet. He is extremely dangerous." 
Santana had entered the room by that time, along with Vanderveen, Hillrun, and Dietrich. He looked at the diplomat, saw her nod, and took a single step forward. 
The Ramanthian recognized the human as the same individual who was indirectly responsible for the War Batth's death and felt a surge of anger. "Wait!" the diplomat said, terrified that the source of his power was about to be removed. "By whose authority are you arresting this individual?"

Vanderveen frowned. "What you need is bed rest, a lot of it, somewhere up in the hills." 
Santana smiled. "But what about my leg? How will I get a glass of water? Or something to eat?" 
"Oh, your nurse will take care of that," the diplomat assured him, "and she'll take care of your other needs, too. All of them." 
"That sounds nice," the soldier replied, "very nice." And it was. 
Author's Note

For More Than Glory was inspired by, and very loosely based on, events that took place during the Boxer Rebellion of 1900 in China. 
While most of the characters in the book are entirely fictitious there are a few that were inspired by real people. The dowager Empress Tzu Hsi (also known as the Dawn Concubine) made a fitting model for the evil Shi Huu, and may have been even more heartless than her fictional counterpart. 
The gallant messenger Yao Che is based on the real life Yao Chen-Yuan and other Chinese, who took terrible risks on behalf of the foreigners and often paid with their lives. 
The Tro Wa (Claw) were based on the Boxers, who were even more cruel than the individuals portrayed in this book, and just as superstitious. 
Although they weren't from some other planet, the Americans, British, French, Germans, Italians, Japanese, and Russians were just as contentious as the Clones, Dracs, Hudathans, Prithians, Thrakies, and Ramanthians depicted in this book, and in many cases just as brave, often fighting against overwhelming odds and doing so without benefit of cyborgs to help them. 
And, while the foreigners (nine hundred western men, women, and children plus thousands of Chinese Christians for whom they became responsible) did combine forces to hold Peking's diplomatic quarter against a combined force of Boxers and Imperial troops, that unanimity was shattered only a few years later when World War I broke out in Europe. 
By the time the conflict was over tens of thousands of Chinese lay dead, the days of dynastic rule were numbered, and China's worldview was forever tainted. 
For anyone who would like to learn more about the Boxer Rebellion, I recommend The Boxer Rebellion by Diana Preston. 
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
