      “We have to retreat!” Jones said. “You wanted to stage guerrilla warfare? That sounds like a good idea right about now.”

      Overhead, the Modlenth flyers were assaulted by an ever-increasing number of bolts; they fell from the sky, at least one every few seconds, crashing into the forest of pines.

      Soon some of the enemy flyers were swooping past overhead to launch attacks against the War Forgers.       “Don’t think so,” Jason replied. “Which is why we’re changing directions immediately. Heading south, perpendicular to the direction of those scouts. Bokerov, turn your Cataphracts and tanks to the south. Same with the tanks under your command, Aria. The rest of you, with me.”

      Jason turned to the south, but before he had walked three paces, the Rex Wolves abruptly darted west into the trees.

      “No!” Jason said. “Tara, catch the dogs!”

She might very well decide that whatever favor the empire grants her for more bioweapons will be worth the attempt to take over our planet. Especially if she plans on returning her planet to the way it was, and shutting down local bioweapon production here.”

      “No,” Jason said. “She wouldn’t betray us like that. I know she wouldn’t. She rewards loyalty. She sent Jhagan to help us, didn’t she?”

      “We don’t actually know whether she sent him,” Tara said. “Or whether he came out of his own sense of obligation.”

      “I still think we should stay at least a little longer,” Aria said. “To confirm that Risilan is going to win.”

      “I agree,” Cheyanne said. “She might need the help of our army yet.”

      “She has the space navy at her command,” Jerry said. “I think she’ll be all right.”

      “Well if that’s true,” Cheyanne said. “How come this space navy of hers hasn’t yet opened fire on the enemy units?”

      “That’s a good point,” Jason said. “I’ll try to ask Jhagan, while he’s still in range.” Jason switched to the common band, and directed his antennae toward the fleeing Modlenth. “Jhagan, why hasn’t the space navy opened fire on the Imperials?”

      “We can’t,” Jhagan said. “Prince Amadan planted what you would call a Trojan in the AI equivalents we have running the starships. He sent a rogue signal to those ships and disabled them all. We’re trying to get them operational again, but it’s doubtful they’ll be ready anytime soon.”

      “Sounds like something Bokerov would do,” Julian said.

      “Thanks for the update,” Jason told Jhagan.

      Jason glanced at his overhead map. They still had quite a ways to go to reach the rift site. Whereas the city was a lot closer to the east.

In fact, there might even be a detachment of Imperials waiting for us once we pass through, and we could end up fleeing the area.” He paused. “No, this isn’t right. All of the creatures were wearing the weapon turret backpacks so that they acted like mini-gunships. Those turrets were firing at unseen targets past the broken wall as they ran toward the city.

      “The Imperials are putting their new favorite bioweapon to use, I see,” Jones commented. “I wonder if that’s illegal, from an empire standpoint.”

      “I’m not sure the Imperials care, at this point,” Jerry said.

      The bioweapons flowed over the collapsed wall, followed by several Imperial mechs, both Phaser and Plasma Throwers. Flyers joined them, along with airships, firing down into the fray.

      “It looks like it’s getting fairly nasty in there,” Maeran said.

      “When are we going to join the attack?” Aria said.

      “We’ll wait until the Imperials commit more troops,” Jason said. “Then we’ll attack from behind.”

      “A pincer maneuver,” Tara said. “I like it.”

      Jason waited, but only about half of the ground and air troops moved forward and into the city, while the rest remained behind, standing guard.

      “Hmm,” Xin said. “It looks like they’re not going to commit much more than that.”

      She was right. A few minutes passed, and still those troops hadn’t moved. They continued to fire into the city from their current positions.

      “The original plan won’t work then,” Jason said. “Okay. We’ll stay in the forest, and attack these guys instead. Bokerov, I want you to send your troops around to the west side of that detachment. Aria, return control of your tank platoon to him—he’ll need them. When you’re in place, Bokerov, we’ll attack at the same time, you from the west, the War Forgers from the south. Your Cataphracts should be hidden by the tall trees... so you can use that to get close. But be careful not to let them detect your vibrations until I give the order to attack.”

      “I can do this,” Bokerov said.

      “It’s still a pincer maneuver, of sorts,” Aria said.

      “That’s right,” Jason said.

      “We’re still vastly outnumbered, no matter how you look at it,” Tara said. “We tried to fight this army before on Earth… you saw that happened then.”

      “That was on an open plain, and without an outflanking strategy,” Jason insisted. “Plus, they have half their numbers at the moment, with most in the city.”

      “True,” Tara said. “But there are bound to be Imperial scouts out there, watching the detachment’s rear. That outflanking strategy might not be as effective as you hope.”

      “I’m well aware that there could be enemy sentries present,” Jason said. “Which is why I want Bokerov to give them as wide a berth as possible during his approach, while using scouts of his own.”

      “I’ll take the utmost of care in my approach,” Bokerov said.

      “If you’re detected,” Jason said. “We’ll just have to begin the attack earlier. Also, Bokerov, I want you to make sure you utilize your antennae in directional mode. Leave units behind at intervals to act as repeaters, forming a half-circle around the Imperials until you’re in position. Direct all communications along that arcing line of repeaters to keep our transmissions hidden from them.”

      “I will do this,” Bokerov said.

      Jason ordered the War Forgers and their clones to move forward as well, staying inside the forest, until they were a kilometer to the south of the enemy line. Jason sent his Explorer forward, staying underneath the canopy of trees to avoid detection. He spotted one scout, and the team avoided it.

      Jason and his group kept their antennae angled to the northwest, toward Bokerov’s closest repeater unit.
