ﬁirﬂaﬁina 1964, OScene of the city, the Hiroshima
Prefecture, and the ABCC (Atomic Bomb Casualty Commission)
located on Hijiyama in the City of Hiroshima, where the
joint U.S.-Japanes research and treatment center forvictims
of nuclear warfare is administered.

In the ABCC Research center, in a glittering,
aseptic, shiny and modern laboratory, James Bowen, now
Dr. James Bowen, ége 40, concentrates on an experiment.

In the foreground is the heart., It glows. It pulsates.
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Deep within the confines of the structure, where it
has been kept for years, beats the heart of Prankenstein's
monster. It is in a glass case two feet on cach side,
pulsating in its salt solution, tiggered by long-life
batteries contained in a sedtion beneath the enclosure. It
is alive, throbbing with rhythmic life as it has for years,
waiting for the time when scientists could utilize it in a
secret project.

When Frankenstein reaches twelve feet in height,
Japanese officials make a decision.

There She monster takes a dislike to
Bowen, seeming to know that his forebears somehow are
responsible for his creation in the first place.
