 Foreword 

 by Norman Corwin

The greatest and commonest Hybrid in the world is not an automobile — it is Television, the daughter of Radio and Cinema, much studied, often character-ized variously as a bitch or a saint. 

Both media are capable of reaching simultaneously millions of people in unseen audiences. Both have created massive industries, both exercise magical properties; are transmitted at the speed of light, are crudely measurable, gener-ate influence, can be permanized, and are finally collectible. Toward the last of these properties, acting in the twin function of library and museum, a single institution has risen and is still on the rise — the Thousand Oaks Library Foundation. 

Thousand Oaks is known locally as the Beverly Hills of Ventura County —

pleasant, rich, green, heavily coated by affluent homes, densely treed, unsmirched by the exhausts of any industry, and endowed by a beautiful library which more than once has won national distinction as one of the heaviest per capita book-lend-ing libraries in the country. 

This same library only twenty-four years ago set out to be the major depos-itory of radio scripts in the world. It attracted so many fine materials so swiftly that other depositories recognized the magnet trove in T.O. These included the formidable collections of the venerable Pacific Pioneer Broadcasters. 

Now televisors are clamoring to be invited to the party. The first fruit of this ambition is the following catalogue put together enchantingly by Archivists Berard and Englund, who forthwith speak for themselves. 
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 Introduction

The American Radio Archives (ARA), housed in the Special Collections Department at the Thousand Oaks Library, was established by the Thousand Oaks Library Foundation in 1984 to preserve and document the history of radio for future generations. Many of the radio collections include television material, as writers, actors, and others crossed into the new medium. Consequently, the history of radio cannot be appreciated without taking into account the development of television. Thus, we began to acquire additional television materials for the Broadcasting Collection. Eventually we built a significant and varied collection of television scripts. 

The television scripts of the American Radio Archives belong to two major groups, the general Broadcasting Collection and a number of smaller “named” collections. The Broadcasting Collection consists of the scripts that were purchased over the years from various sources. The “named” collections contain the materials compiled by individuals or institutions. 

The scripts span more than 40 years of American television history, from live broadcasts of the 1940s to the late 1980s. They also cover the entire spectrum of television entertainment programming, from comedies and soap operas, to dramatic programs, to crime and western series. 
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 How to Use This Book

The guide is organized alphabetically by title. The index includes program and episode titles, names of persons involved, and names of production companies. Varying forms of the same name are combined whenever possible. The glossary includes common television industry terms as they were used on our scripts (there may be additional definitions). The main sources used for our research are listed in the Bibliography. 

The scripts are divided into two sections: Series and Specials. The first contains scripts that were created for serial programming. The second includes specials, awards shows, made-for-TV movies, unsold pilots, mini-series, and various uncompleted projects. 

We have extracted as much information as possible from the scripts themselves and added some details from other sources. The pedigree of a television show can be very hard to trace. Early programs, and those aired in syndication or by local stations only, are usually poorly documented. Despite all our research, some facts remain elusive. 

A note about authorship: in this work we have cited the author(s) named on the version of the script that  we own. These may differ from the official credits for the program. If there is no author given on a script, credited authors’ names are used. Authorship of some television works is highly complicated, and the writers cited on our versions of the scripts may have received shared credit during broadcast or no credit at all. 

The collections described by this volume hold more than 1,190 programs represented by more than 6,000 individual scripts currently available for study.* Access to the scripts is granted during the open hours of the Special Collections Reading Room at the Thousand Oaks Library, or by appointment. 

The American Radio Archives is a vital, growing collection. Information on future updates of this book will appear on the library website (http://www.toaks.org/library/) and the Thousand Oaks Library Foundation website (http://americanradioarchives.com). Broadcasting history is a subject of great interest, and we hope to continue to be an important resource for researchers. There is much still to be discovered about the programs. We would be happy to consider any additional information from our readers. 

The future holds great promise for the ARA; we hope to begin construction of a new building dedicated to the archives in the next few years. This proposed new building will house our materials and the materials of our partners, the Pacific Pioneer Broadcasters.

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 List of Collections

This section contains brief descriptions of the collections mentioned in the text. Our collections are usually named for the person who compiled the materials. Often this was the author of the scripts, but might also be an institution, fan, producer, actor, etc. 

Broadcasting Collection: this is the general collection of the American Radio Archives, consisting of purchased and donated scripts which are not a part of any individual collection. 

Carlton E. Morse Collection: Carlton E. Morse was one of the most prolific writers in radio. He adapted his long running series  One Man’s Family  for television. This collection includes scripts, correspondence, photographs and miscellaneous materials related to many of Morse’s radio series, as well as the television adaptation. 

Daniel Patrick O’Reilly Collection: papers, correspondence, photographs, and scripts that were used by Daniel P. “Pat” O’Reilly, a broadcaster with KNX and other news services. He was one of the first news writers hired by KNX in the 1940s, and won several awards for reporting. 

Earl Ebi Collection: correspondence, photographs, scripts and other materials related to Ebi’s career. 

He was an actor, director and producer, who worked in radio and television. 

Fletcher Markle Collection: scripts, correspondence, research notes, clippings and audiovisual materials. Markle started his career as a writer, director, and producer for radio and television in Canada and England. His television work in the U.S. included  Studio One  and  Front Row Center. 

Harry Kemm Collection: scripts used by art director and set dresser Harry R. Kemm. 

Hilliard Marks Collection: scripts written for the  Jack Benny Show, and for the  Jack Benny Television Show. Hilliard Marks was Benny’s brother-in-law, and a longtime producer and director of the Jack Benny Show. 

Jim Hummeland Collection: scripts used by Chicago actor Jim Hummeland in local television and radio productions. 

Joe Harnell Collection: television scripts for shows in which Harnell contributed to the music score; he was a distinguished musician and composer, and worked in television and motion pictures. 

John Pickard–Frank Provo Collection: materials documenting the careers of John Pickard and Frank Provo. The collection primarily consists of soap opera scripts for radio and television, with some related material, manuscripts of novels and plays, presentations for proposed television series, and correspondence. 

LACC Collection: television scripts that were donated to the ARA by the Los Angeles City College (LACC) Communications Department. 

Marvin Miller Collection: scripts and personal papers that document the life and career of radio and television announcer, actor and writer Marvin Miller. Miller’s television work included  The Millionaire  and a number of guest appearances on various series. 

Milton and Barbara Merlin Collection: scripts of radio and television programs, story outlines, presentation materials, correspondence, and sound recordings, which document the careers of 4

writers Milton and Barbara Merlin. This collection includes television scripts for  Halls of Ivy,  and Four Star Theatre. 

Milton Josefsberg Collection: Milton Josefsberg wrote for most of the great comedians of radio and television. This collection includes examples of Josefsberg’s work for the  Jack Benny Show, All in the Family, The Lucy Show,  and a variety of other television projects. 

Monty Masters Collection: scripts, story treatments and other material documenting the radio and television career of San Francisco–based comedian and writer, Masters. Masters’ television work in this collection is primarily a series of unsuccessful pilots. 

Morris Freedman Collection: scripts, and some comedy spots and miscellaneous materials. Morris Freedman was a writer, chiefly known for his work on  Duffy’s Tavern  for radio and television. 

Moviola Collection: scripts, production notes and correspondence related to the development of the anthology mini-series  Moviola. 

Norman Corwin Collection: correspondence, scrapbooks, radio and television scripts, motion picture screenplays, and various ephemera primarily related to Corwin’s radio career. This career encom-passed many stellar works for CBS, including the brilliant program commemorating V-E day (Victory in Europe),  On a Note of Triumph, in 1945. His television work includes  The Rivalry, and  Norman Corwin Presents. 

Paul Werth Collection: scripts for various television specials. Werth produced and wrote for radio, television and film, as well as conducting his own radio show, and doing stage productions. 

Philip Rapp Collection: materials relating to the long career of writer Philip Rapp. The radio materials include  Baby Snooks,  and  The Bickersons;  television materials include  The Bickersons, Hiram Holliday,  and various specials and unsold pilots. 

Robert Q. Lewis Collection: scripts, jokes and other materials. Lewis was a comedian, radio disc jockey, and host of numerous television and radio programs from the late 1940’s to the early 1960’s. 

Programs that are represented in this collection include  Arthur Godfrey Time  and the  Robert Q. Lewis Show (both radio and television versions). 

Rudy Vallee Collection: scripts, correspondence, scrapbooks, and other materials. Rudy (Hubert Prior) Vallee was a singer, songwriter, saxophone player, bandleader, actor, and author. Television material in this collection consists primarily of shows on which Vallee made guest appearances. 

Sam Edwards Collection: scripts from television and radio. Sam Edwards was a longtime actor who went from childhood performances in theatre and radio with his family, “The Edwards Family” to a long career as a character actor in motion pictures and television. 

Snag Werris Collection: scripts and related radio and television materials. Snag (Solomon Samuel) Werris was a vaudeville stage performer, and magician, turned comedy writer. Werris started his writing career as gagman for Wheeler & Woolsey, and later wrote for radio comics including Eddie Cantor, Ed Wynn and Fred Allen as well as Burns and Allen. Television material includes early versions of the infamous game show  Dotto. 

Stephen T. Sibenick Collection: television scripts and related photographs. Steve Sibenick was a grip, on crew with various studios, including Paramount Television Productions, Universal, Republic, and General Services, beginning in the 1960s. 

Tom Koch Collection: radio and television scripts. Tom Koch began his radio career with CBS in 1947 as a staff writer handling news and sports assignments. The bulk of the collection consists of skits written for use on the  Bob and Ray Show. Television scripts include:  The Jonathan Winters Show, and  The Dinah Shore Chevrolet Show. 

Woodworth Collection: television scripts from the estate of longtime ABC stage manager James

“Woody” Woodworth.

TELEVISION SERIES

This section includes the scripts that were aired as regular series on the networks or in syndication. 

The sequence is alphabetical by series titles, starting with some general information on each series (writers and directors are listed here only when their names cannot be connected to individual episodes). 

Episodes are then given, in air date order wherever possible. When air dates are unknown or the series was syndicated, episodes are listed in the sequence of their production numbers. 

Air dates given for syndicated programs represent either the only known or the earliest known date of a local broadcast; whenever possible we include the city/station. 

We call episodes “unaired” when they may have been produced but not broadcast — in a few cases those episodes were aired later in syndication; this is however often hard to ascer-tain because of title changes. 

The “With” category for the episodes generally includes guest stars as well as more or less regular cast members that are not of the “Starring” category. 

“Used by” gives the names of actors, characters, staff members or production departments handwritten on the script, or identified through markings in the text. The word “used” 

here may also include simple ownership.
