Whatever happened to warm cider and a few joints at a mate’s house followed by a frantic fumble in a graveyard? That’s a party. Oh, it doesn’t matter. I tried to point out that she will have already just had the school ‘prom’ (the entire school have obviously taken the same delusional pill) weeks earlier but she assures me that ‘duh, it will be sooo completely different’. How?!!

Ruby Bond’s mother easily won that when she had an ‘in’ at the BBC and secured an actual Blue Peter presenter. Then there were the eco-friendly and arty parties. Make your own piñata and paint a plate. Again, Ruby’s mother was the champ, ensuring all ugly plates were glazed and delivered to the parents accompanied by a mug with an adorable picture of the birthday girl emblazoned on the side. Damn her to hell, I was still struggling to find the correct party-favour bags to impress. 
It was Nell Barlow’s mother who trumped us all in the end though, when she arranged an entire petting zoo to be present including hugging a koala, a boa constrictor experience, and a donkey ride to finish. Plus the kids were all given documents to prove they were now adoptive parents to individual, personally named, specific, orang-utan babies. One each. Bugger. I threw in the party towel there and then. You win, Nell’s mum. 
I must banish all these irritating distractions and crack on with my book. I have settled on Teenagers: The Manual, as the title. In order to write it well, I am having to remind myself constantly that I am good at my job. I know fundamentally I am. People recommend me. People return to me. I have, on occasions, worked with two different generations of the same family, so I must be doing something right. I am doing a lot right. You don’t get to be forty-nine without discerning at some level whether or not you are successful. It’s one of the facets of this job that, in time, one gets ‘a nose’ for it. I can often detect the root cause of the trouble within a few sentences.

I am usually telling them by session ten that it is, in fact, their fault. Of course, I don’t use that word. No blame is apportioned in my room. Ever. 
Today, I am writing a chapter entitled ‘Time and the Teenage Clock’. I’m hoping to try and explain some difficult neuroscience in layman’s terms. I have been reading up on the teenage brain and finding it fascinating all over again because the adolescent brain differs from the adult in virtually every way. Not only is it not yet fully cooked in terms of development, but it actually seems to have functions that are present only in teen brains. Like the whole idea of ‘teen-lag’, where the night-time troughs and daytime peaks of melatonin secretions occur two hours later than in adults. If I’m totally honest I really mean that she properly hears me. After all, nothing Dora says is anything I haven’t heard before, from countless other teens. I am already ten steps ahead of her, I can predict how it will pan out. So easily. The difference in our family is that both Dora and Oscar have access to a mother who is trained to understand teenagers and their problems, who knows that what really counts is to listen to them and give them healthy amounts of quality time, where only THEY matter. 
Damn it! Husband is shouting up the stairs for me to come and join them all for lunch. I don’t want lunch, for God’s Sake, I don’t want to talk, I want to press on with my book. When will I get my quality time? Bloody never.

Had such a weird conversation with Mum. Sometimes she is like so deranged. She shouldn’t be allowed to do her job really, coz how would people feel if they knew how nuts she can be? She’s supposed to be the calm clever one but I swear to God she gets it so wrong sometimes. Mostly it’s coz she’s such a drama queen. Everything is such a big deal. She just can’t seem to chillax atall. She’s gonna like die of a heart stroke or something if she doesn’t chill.

Should something like that happen, I need to be braced for it like a coiled spring, taut enough to instantly expel you with the superhuman power of my mighty vulvic muscles of steel, catapulting you backwards like a Trident missile ’til you slam into the brightly coloured communicable diseases poster on your wall. And that’s why I won’t be ‘relaxing’ laydeee … OK? 
Actually, it wasn’t too bad today, even the breast-scanning machine didn’t bite me too hard. Mrs Nurse’s foot is on the pedal and she decides just how flat the bosoms will be pressed. Today the setting was ‘flat as an omelette’, whereas in the past, when she was particularly peeved, I swear she has set it to ‘flat as a crêpe’. 
Whatever the horrors of the examinations, they are nothing compared to the worry whilst waiting for the results. The only happy moment is when the letter that plops on to the doormat reveals a negative result on all counts. I remember getting one result that announced ‘subtle cell changes’ which sent me spiralling into despair until the following examination, when the result indicated all was, thankfully, back to normal. Since then I am certainly jumpier, I admit. 
On arriving home, I have informed Miss Dora via Post-it on her bedroom door that she has an appointment to keep with the sex-nurse. I will certainly sleep easier knowing she is fully contracepted. 
I popped in on Pamela on the way home. It was an impromptu visit, no particular reason. When she opened the door, she greeted me with huge usual warm surprise and I followed her into her cluttered living room. She was mid-Emmerdale as usual, but she turned it off and put the kettle on. 
‘Why didn’t you call to say you were coming, Mo? – I could have made you a beetroot cake to go with your tea, you twit.’ She was right, I should have told her. That’s my favourite cake of all the ones she makes. She’s made it for me for years. I love that cake.

I’m so glad of this little study. I’m grateful to be able to hide here. I have to lie low while I think. Come on, Mo, think. Isn’t it funny how when you need to really focus, you suddenly notice random unimportant things in great close-up detail? I think it’s to avoid concentrating on the momentous all-consuming attention-commanding thing in the extreme foreground. We sort of look straight through that, and find everything on the shelf behind supremely interesting. 
So I look around this study and see that, in truth, I have acquired it for myself. I have occupied a good nine tenths of it for my book research and all my incidental jumble. I have in effect seized it from Husband who, I now notice, has only one small corner he’s valiantly stuffed to the gills with his own things. The computer is in his corner. He uses it. The children use it. I hate it. I begrudge it, actually. I begrudge the time it pilfers from us as a family. I am noticing how very dusty it is – the screen, the keypad. And there’s a sort of rainbow effect ghosted on the black screen. Where’s that coming from? The light must be spilling in somewhere, through something prism-ish? The curtains are open but the light isn’t very strong. It’s a cloudy day. No direct shafts of sunlight atall. Hmn. Maybe the screen is made of mercury or something? Something that reacts with light like this. I’m very fond of these curtains. We brought them with us from the last house. They were in the kitchen there. I suppose they are a bit more kitchen-y than study-y. Study-ish? Study-like? Huge bold red roses on a pale blue background. Quite retro. Very Cath Kidston. But not. Very female. For a female study, really. Yes, I was marking my territory right from the start, wasn’t I? Oh and there’s that little wooden angel Dora made when she was at Coombes Infants School. They made them every year for Christmas to hang on the tree. She was supposed to paint her own name on it as they always did, but that year she painted a very wobbly ‘Mummy’ instead. Insisted on it, her teacher said. No other kid did that. She could only have been … what? … six? I was disproportionately, uncontrollably touched by it, and wept openly. Dora was scared I was upset. She’s not using it at the mo. Sleeping in Oscar’s sock drawer in readiness … double Christ – the puppies will be here soon. How’s that going to work out? It’s all chaos – 
STOP IT MO!
Come on.
Think.
What happened?
How did it go?
Go back over the whole thing …
Right. I had breakfast. Normal. I went to work as normal. Same old route. Left, right, left, second right. Same old shops, same old school, cricket field, memorial. Nothing peculiar there. All familiar, life as normal. Parked, went into the practice, said hi to Lisa. Lisa shows me she is wearing a gun belt, but with her mobile phone where a gun should be. Thus far, all is normal, very normal. The car is the car I know, Lisa is the Lisa I know, I am the Mo I know. 
Noel comes into my office and we go through his cases for the day. Normal. At the end of that catch-up he explains to me that his own shrink has recently retired and would it be possible for him to do his supervised therapy with me? Now, I know it’s good practice for all therapists to continue their own personal therapy, especially the less experienced ones, we actively encourage it. I was heartened that he should be so dedicated, and yes, I was flattered that he should seek my counsel. I am not related to him, and he is already halfway through his internship with us, and has proven to be both professional and enthusiastic. There is no hard and fast protocol that would prevent me from conducting a few supervising sessions with him. That is entirely valid, and completely legitimate. It’s a bit unusual to have therapy with a practitioner at the same practice, but it’s certainly not unheard of. Again: normal. A quick peek at the respective diaries and we asked Lisa to block out the last hour of the day. Normal. Saw my clients. Normal. Well, they’re not that normal, but normal for us to be there together. Had lunch. Normal. Found a sardine in my tuna sandwich from the sandwich shop. Not normal. Revolting, actually, but nothing to knock me off-kilter. Clients in the afternoon. Relatively normal. 
Four o’clock and time for the session with Noel.
He came in and sat down.
He looked too tall for the chair. And as he tugged his trousers up at the knee to sit comfortably, I noticed he wasn’t wearing any socks. Brown ankles. It was pretty routine to begin with. I didn’t say much, just invited him to voice whatever he felt he needed to. He explained to me that most of his therapy so far had been the exploration of his severe loss in early childhood. He left the room. Left me sitting there alone with that still hanging in the air. I was stock-still but my mind was fizzing. I tried to rewind it in my head and play it again to understand it. What? I know I’m supposed to like be revising ’n’ shizz but it’s not my fault Mum took me to see the nurse just before exams. It was like so major. I need to talk about it. 
Mum drove me there in silence, then sat outside coz I didn’t want her in, so she sulked. I didn’t know there were so many options. Oh my like bloody actual God – the nurse like showed me EVERYTHING. She was the cutest loveliest lady, and I couldn’t believe how young she was. It was so cool because she was talking to me like I was an adult ’n’ stuff. We had a big laugh when I was a twat and got in a muddle … She said that she wanted to go through everything to do with birth control. I said I didn’t need that. She said how come. I said because I’m not controlling any birth. She said that ‘birth control’ is just another name for contraception and we both agreed that was a stupid name. 
Anyway then she got all the stuff out and laid it on a table. Omitriplegod! Several times today, I completely forgot to breathe. Luckily my body is remembering all the essential functions through sheer force of habit, otherwise I’m not sure I would be walking, talking, driving working or anything. All my inner clocks have stopped, I’m in a time fermata, yet I appear to be continuing on. No one else has noticed, I don’t think. They are all behaving towards me as if it were any old normal day. As if my circuit wasn’t entirely rewired. As if I was the same Mo as before it happened. I’m not. I’m different and changed and awake. I’ve woken up. I’m wide awake. 
I have seen him each day but not alone yet. He has no qualms about looking me in the eye. We discuss what needs to be discussed but there is undoubtedly something more that’s unsaid. I feel as if there is something new showing on me and I think only he can see it. Perhaps it’s that I am seeing myself reflected in him, as someone … I don’t know … somehow more than I was. 
And I see him completely differently. Well – I just see him. In the car, the same old journey, left, right, left, second right. The same shops, school, cricket ground, war memorial. Not as zingy bright as before, when I was in … what? ‘love’? no, ‘lust’? no, ‘lost’? yes, maybe. Not as colourful as when I was in lost. I don’t mind that it’s not so bright, because that was clearly a trick of the light. My heart fooling my eyes. But now, today, my eyes are seeing all this familiar stuff again, flicking over it all, and finding comfort that it’s still the same. Everything has remained the same except me. I have been somewhere different for a while and experimented with being someone different. Am I changed? Not sure.

OSCAR’S BANOFFEE PIE
For the base
200g digestive biscuits
100g pecan nuts
100g butter, melted
For the caramel
100g butter
150g dark brown muscovado sugar
250mls double cream
For the topping
3 large bananas
300ml double cream
1 tablespoon icing sugar
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
Dark chocolate, grated
1. Put the biscuits and nuts in a plastic bag, and bash them up using a rolling pin. Mix in the melted butter.
2. Push the mixture into the base of the tin and flatten until the surface is even. Place into the fridge for 30 minutes. While it’s in the fridge, start making the caramel. Melt the butter and brown sugar together. Once the butter is melted, add the cream and let it bubble away for 5 minutes until thickened a little, then leave to cool. 
3. Spread the caramel over the biscuit base. Peel and finely slice the bananas and lay them over the caramel.
4. Whip the cream with the icing sugar and vanilla extract until it forms soft peaks, and then spread over the bananas.
5. Decorate with chocolate shavings and place in the fridge until ready to serve. Run a palette knife around the edge and gently remove the tin. 
6. Take swig of home-made sloe gin. For cook.






MO’S BEETROOT CAKE
180g caster sugar
3 medium eggs
180g plain flour
180g ground almonds
50g cocoa powder
1 teaspoon baking powder
pinch of salt
200ml sour cream
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
200g raw, peeled and finely grated beetroot
Icing
170g icing sugar, sifted
2 tablespoons water
¼ teaspoon cream of tartar
1 medium egg white
½ teaspoon vanilla extract
drop of pink food colouring (optional)
Handful of hazelnuts to decorate, chopped
1. Preheat the oven to 180°C. Grease a 20cm tin with vegetable oil and line the base with baking parchment.
2. Whisk together the eggs and sugar for 5 minutes with electric beaters, until light and fluffy. Add the flour, almonds, cocoa powder, baking powder and salt. Beat to combine. 
3. Beat in the sour cream and vanilla essence. Squeeze out any excess liquid from the grated beetroot and fold into the mixture.
4. Pour the mixture into the tin and bake for 50 minutes. Remove and cool on a wire rack.
5. Meanwhile, make the icing. Place all the ingredients into a bowl and place the bowl on top of a pan of simmering water until the sugar dissolves, stirring occasionally. Remove the pan from the heat and place on a heatproof surface and with the bowl still standing over the pan, whisk on a high speed until the mixture forms stiff peaks 
6. Cover the top of the cake with the icing and scatter over the chopped hazelnuts.
7. Take swig of home-made sloe gin. For cook.






DORA’S PINEAPPLE UPSIDE-DOWN CAKE
For the topping
½ pineapple
55g soft brown sugar
6 glacé cherries
For the cake
170g self-raising flour
100g caster sugar
1 teaspoon of ground cinnamon
2 eggs, beaten
200ml milk
½ tsp bicarbonate of soda
1. Preheat the oven to 220°C. Grease a 23cm cake tin and line with baking parchment.
2. Peel the pineapple and slice into 6 rounds, each approximately ½ cm thick. Cut out the core from each and then place the pineapple into a large non-stick frying pan along with the sugar. Cook over a low heat until the sugar has dissolved and then turn the heat up and let them bubble away for 10 minutes, turning occasionally. 
3. Arrange the pineapple slices in the cake tin, in a neat pattern around the edge with one slice in the centre. Fill in the core of each slice with glacé cherries. 
4. Combine the flour, sugar and cinnamon in a large bowl and create a well in the centre. Add the eggs and milk into the well and stir, pulling the flour into the centre little by little until combined. 
5. Whisk in the bicarbonate of soda and then pour the mixture over the pineapple slices. Bake for 15 minutes, until set and golden. 
6. Leave to cool in the tin for 5 minutes and then turn out on to a wire rack to cool completely.
7. Take swig of home-made sloe gin. For cook.






DENYS’S WHISKY CAKE
150g currants
150g sultanas
200g mixed peel
2 tablespoons whisky
1 tablespoon orange juice, plus zest of half an orange
100ml water
180g caster sugar
180g butter
3 medium eggs
180g self-raising flour
1 teaspoon bicarbonate of soda
1 teaspoon mixed spice
pinch of salt
100g chopped walnuts
Icing
60g butter, softened
210g icing sugar
1 tablespoon orange juice
1 tablespoon whisky
1. Soak the dried fruit in the whisky, orange juice, zest and water. Leave for at least 30 minutes.
2. Preheat the oven to 180°C. Grease two 20cm cake tins with butter and line with baking parchment.
3. Cream together the butter and sugar until light and fluffy, and then beat in the eggs, one at a time.
4. Beat in the flour, salt, mixed spice and bicarbonate of soda.
5. Finally fold in the walnuts, dried fruit and the liquid it has been soaking in. Divide the mixture between the two tins and place in the oven for 30 minutes, or until a skewer comes out clean. 
6. Leave to cool for 5 minutes and then turn out on to wire racks to cool completely.
7. Meanwhile, make the icing. Place the butter in a large bowl and sift in a third of the icing sugar, beat until combined and then add the remaining sugar in the same way. Finally beat in the orange juice and the whisky. Spread a thin layer of icing on one cake, place the other on top and cover the top with the rest of the icing. 
8. Take swig of home-made sloe gin. For cook.
