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Power Failure
When the power went I was finishing a ten-page report. My office turned black; the computer groaned to a halt. Helpless, I watched my words fade to a ghostly outline that glowed on the screen before vanishing, like the mocking grin of a Cheshire cat.
 I cursed myself and the building owners impartially. If Id stuck with my mothers old Olivetti instead of going electronic I could have finished my work by candlelight and left. But if the Culpepper brothers werent scuttling the Pulteney Building the power wouldnt have gone off.
 Id had my office there for ten years, so long Id come to overlook its litany of ills. Decades of grime obscured the bas-reliefs on the brass doors and filled in missing chips in the lobbys marble floor; great chunks of plaster were missing from the cornices in the upper floors; three ladies rooms served the whole building, and the toilets backed up more often than they worked. For that matter, Id just about memorized the design on the elevator panels during the hours Id been stuck in it.
 All these evils were made palatable by the Pulteneys low rents. I should have realized long since that the Culpepper boys were waiting for the wave of Loop redevelopment to wash this far south, waiting for the day when the building would be worth more dead than alive. The dickering we did every fall, in which I walked away triumphant without a rent hike and they left without agreeing to put in new plumbing or wiring, should have been a warning to a detective like me who specializes in fraud, arson, and commercial misbehavior. But as with many of my clients, cash flow was too insistent a problem for me to look beyond relief from my immediate woes.
 The building had already been one-third empty when the Culpeppers handed out their notice at New Years. They tried first to bribe, then to force, the rest of us into leaving. Some did, but tenants who could take the Pulteney couldnt easily afford new space. Hard times were pushing everyone who operates in the margins right off the page. As a private eye in a solo practice, I felt the pinch as much as anyone. Along with a hatmaker, a dealer in oriental health and beauty aids, someone who might have been a bookie, an addressing firm, and a few others, I was sticking it out to the bitter end.
 I picked up my flashlight and moved with the speed of much practice through the dark hall to the stairwell. The report Id been writing had to be in Darraugh Grahams hands by eight tomorrow. If I could find a faulty wire or blown fuse fast enough, I could pull in enough material from my data files to reconstruct the essentials. Otherwise Id have to start from the beginning on the Olivetti.
 I undid the locks on the stairwell door but left them open against my return. With Tom Czarnik gone Id put padlocks on the doors that all worked to the same key. Czarnik, whod been the superalleged superduring my tenure in the building, had done nothing for the last two years but deliver angry tirades against the tenants, so it was no hardship to manage without him. In fact it had dawned on me lately that the Culpeppers probably paid him to speed the Pulteneys disintegration.
 The brothers were certainly doing what they could to drive our feeble group out ahead of schedule. Theyd halted any pretense of maintenance immediately. Next they tried turning off the utilities; a court order restored electricity and water. Now it was just their negligence and sabotage against our witsmostly, it must be confessed, mine. While the other tenants had signed on to the emergency petition to restore power, none of them ever came below stairs with me to mess with the wiring and plumbing.
 Today overconfidence did me in. I was so used to the basement stairs that I didnt shine a light on my feet. I tripped on a loose piece of plaster. As I flailed to regain my balance I dropped the flash. I could hear the glass shatter as it bounced off the steps.
 I took a breath. Was Darraugh Grahams wrath worth worrying about at this point? Wouldnt it make sense to go home, get a new flash, and deal with the power in the morning? Besides, I wanted to get to a meeting of the board I sit on for a battered womens shelter.
 Trouble was, Darraughs fee was going toward my deposit for a new office. If I didnt deliver on time, there was nothing to keep him coming back to mehe worked with a number of investigative firms, most of them twenty times my size.
 I moved crablike down the stairs. I had a work light and a toolbox stowed by the electrical box on the far wall. If I could get there without breaking my neck on the intervening rubble Id be okay. My real fear was the rats: they knew the place belonged to them now. When I shone my flash on them they would saunter slowly from the circle of light, flipping their tails with oily insolence, but making no effort to silence their scrabbling while I worked.
 I was fumbling in the dark for an outlet, trying not to feel whiskers in every piece of dangling wire, when I realized a sound I was hearing came from human, not rodent, lips. I froze. The hair stood up on my arms. Had the Culpeppers hired thugs to frighten me into leaving? Or were these thieves, thinking the building vacant, come to strip copper and other valuables from the walls?
 I knelt slowly in the dark and shifted to my right, where a packing case filled with wood scraps would give me cover. I strained to listen. There was more than one person in the room. One of them sounded on the verge of an asthmatic attack. They were as scared as I was. That didnt cheer me: a frightened burglar may behave more violently than one who feels hes in charge of the situation.
 I moved farther to my right, where some discarded pipes might provide a weapon. One of the intruders whimpered and was instantly silenced. The noise startled me into banging into the stack of pipes; they clattered around me like a steel band. It didnt matter: that brief cry had come from a small child. I backtracked to my work light, found the plug, and switched on the bulb.
 Even after my eyes had adjusted to the light it took some time to find the source of the cry. I poked cautiously among crates and old office furniture. I peered into the elevator shaft and looked underneath the stairwell. I was beginning to wonder if Id imagined it when the muffled cry came again.
 A woman was crouched behind the boiler. Three children huddled next to her. The youngest was shaking almost soundlessly, its face buried in her leg, an occasional squeak emerging when it shuddered too violently. The biggest, who couldnt have been more than nine or ten, was letting out asthmatic whoops, in earnest now that their terrors had come true: discovery by someone with power.
 If it hadnt been for the asthma and the whimpering I could have passed them a dozen times in the dim light without noticing them. They were dressed in layers of sweaters and jackets that turned their emaciated bodies into heaps of rags.
 This damp air down here cant be too good for your son. It was so feeble a comment, I felt a fool as soon as the words were out.
 The woman stared at me dumbly. In the dim light I couldnt tell what part of the soup of anger and fear was boiling closer to the surface.
 Aint a boy. The middle child spoke, in such a soft gabble I could barely make out the words. That Jessie. She a girl. I the only boy.
 Well, maybe we should get Jessie up where she can breathe some dry air. Whats your name, honey?
 Dont talk to her. Aint I told you, dont talk to no one unless you hear me say talk? The woman shook the boy hard and he subsided against her with a thin halfhearted wail.
 The shadows cast by the boiler turned her face and hair gray. She couldnt have been very old, maybe not even thirty, but if Id passed her on the street without her children I would have taken her for seventy.
 How long have you been living down here?
 She gave me a hard stare but said nothing. She could have watched me come and go a dozen times; shed know I was on my own, that not too much could threaten her down here.
 Theyre tearing the place down in six weeks, I said. You know that?
 She stared at me fiercely but didnt move her head.
 Look. Its not my business if you want to camp out down here. But you know its bad for your kids. Bad for their eyes, their lungs, their morale. If you want to take Jessie to a doctor for her asthma, I know one wholl look at her for nothing.
 I waited a long pause but still got no answer. Ive got to work on the wiring right now, and then Im going back to my office. Four-oh-seven. If you change your mind about the doctor, come up there and Ill take you. Any time.
 I moved back to the electrical panel. The Culpeppers sometimes deliberately sliced wires or drained the hot water system to hasten me on my way. I was learning a lot about electricity in my spare time, but todays job was pretty simple: a board had come loose from the ceiling, bringing a bunch of wires with it and breaking some of them. I took a hammer out of my belt loop, scrounged among the packing cases for some old nails, and got up on a wooden box to pound the board back in place. Repairing the wires took more patience than know-howstripping the coat away from the frail copper threads, braiding the loose ends around each other, then taping them together.
 It was unnerving to work with my dumb audience behind me. Jessies wheezing had subsided when she realized I wasnt going to hurt the family, and the baby had stopped whimpering. Their silent observation made the hairs around the base of my skull prickle, but I tried to take my time, to do the job well enough that it would last six weeks.
 As I stripped and taped and tacked I kept wondering what I should do about the kids. If I called anyone in the welfare system theyd come bounding in with cops and bureaucrats and put the children into foster care. But how could they survive down here with the rats?
 When I finished my repairs I went back to the boiler. The four of them shrank inside their layers of rags.
 Look here. There are a ton of empty rooms upstairs, and a couple of toilets, even though they dont work too well. I can let you into a vacant office. Wouldnt that be better for all of you than hanging on down here?
 She didnt answer. How could she trust me? I tried proving it to her, but got so urgent in my words that she flinched as though battered. I shut up and thought for a hard while. Finally I took one of the duplicates for the padlocks off my key ring. If I didnt trust her, why should she trust me?
 This will open all the stairwell doors, including the one here to the basement. I keep the basement locked to protect my tools, so if you decide to go up, please lock the door behind you. Meanwhile Ill leave my work light onthatll help with the rats. Okay?
 She still wouldnt speak, wouldnt even hold out a hand for the proffered key. Jessie whispered, Do it, Mama. The boy nodded hopefully, but the woman still wouldnt take the key from me. I laid it on a ledge by the boiler and turned away.
 I picked my way back across the room, retrieved my flashlight from where it had landed, and started up the basement stairs. Even though I knew the family were more frightened of me than I of themand with far better reasonI couldnt stop the unreasoning part of my body from sweating clammily as I went. When the woman spoke below me, I jumped and bit back a cry.
 These children aint starving, young lady. This may not seem like much to you, but I can look after them. Im looking after them all right.
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Gift Horse
I slid into a seat, breathless, in the middle of Sonja Maleks report on plans for the spring benefit. Marilyn Lieberman, Arcadia Houses executive director, waved a hand at me, and Lotty Herschel lifted a questioning eyebrow, but no one interrupted the speaker. Arcadia House, like most nonprofits, survives on a shoestring of grants and donations; the boards main job is raising money.
 Most of us have worked together for years, through different incarnations of womens activism. Ive known Lotty the longest, going back to my student days when she showed women in an underground group how to perform abortions.
 I saved the most exciting news for last, Sonja said, her plump cheeks pink with triumph. Gateway Bank has written us a check for twenty-five thousand.
 Hey, great! I joined the excited chorus. Howd you swing that?
 Praise where praise is due. Marilyn Lieberman patted the shoulder of the woman on her left. Deirdres got inside connections.
 Deirdre Messenger ducked her head. Her straight, fair hair fell forward, hiding her flushed cheeks.
 Been screwing Gateways chairman in a good cause, Deirdre? someone said.
 When the women around her laughed, Deirdre gave a short, mirthless bark. It just feels that way. Its really Fabian. Hes done some legal work for them. … 
 Her voice trailed off, leaving us feeling as though wed said something improper. Unlike most of us, Deirdre didnt have a special expertise but tapped her husbands wealthy contacts to fund the projects on whose boards she sat.
 Sal Barthele, chair of Arcadias board, pulled the meeting back together. Vic, you want to talk about security now? Or do you need time to catch your breath?
 No, thats okay. Because Arcadia House is a battered womens shelter, people think we must spend a lot of energy fighting off abusive men. Truth is, most of these guys are cowards who dont want outsiders to know what they do in private. Weve only had three try to storm the place in the seven years weve been open.
 Still, we want Arcadia to be absolutely safe for women and their children. Two weeks ago someone had managed to climb over the wall, swing an ax through the wooden play equipment, and run off before the woman on night duty had been able to call the cops. Marilyn Lieberman hired a temporary security guard, but I was asked to suggest some permanent solutions. None of them was cheap: take down the brick wall and put up ironbut would that make residents feel they were in jail; a system of light sensors around the perimeter; a permanent nighttime security force.
 My own preference was for replacing the wall. Although the current one was six feet highthe maximum the city code allowsit was easy to scale. And being brick it blocked a view of the street from inside the house. We did have a TV monitor on it, but it was childs play to evade that. Near-term, though, a new wall was the most expensive solution. The discussion continued, passionately, until Sonja Malek looked at her watch, gasped something about her sitter, and swept her papers into her briefcase. Everyone else started packing up.
 Sal pounded the table. You ladies ready to vote on this? No? Why doesnt that surprise me? We put the same energy into deciding what kind of toilet paper to buy as we do deciding whether we want the kids tested for AIDS. You ladies want to learn how to rank your passions or youll be worn out before youre fifty. You be ready to vote next month, or Marilyn and I are going to make the decision for you.
 Yes, maam! Someone saluted Sal smartly as people started straggling to the door.
 Deirdre Messenger came over to me. So where were you until eight-thirty, Vic?
 She spoke with a jocularity that grated on me. It implied an intimacy that didnt exist. Id known her only vaguely when I was in law school with her husbandshe used to join us for lunch in the law buildings common room. Shed been beautiful, then, in a dreamy, fairy style. Twenty years later her cornsilk hair had darkened only slightly, but her dreaminess had disappeared into a taut bitterness.
 I didnt snub her now; she didnt recover easily from slights. Just the usual curse of the computer, made more exciting by my decaying office. I lost a whole report and had to re-create it from scratch. Fortunately Id been scrupulous about updating my research files, so I could rough out a document in a hurry.
 Marilyn Lieberman and Lotty had stopped to listen to my tale of woe. To them I added my encounter with the homeless woman and her children.
 Vic! You didnt leave them down there, did you? Marilyn cried.
 I flushed. What should I have done?
 Called the city, Lotty said crisply. You have friends among the police, after all.
 And what would they have done? Arrested her for neglect and put the children into foster care.
 Lottys thick brows snapped together. One child has asthma, you say? And who knows whats going on in the others lungs. You dont always use good judgment, Vic: in such a situation foster care might not be so cruel. Her Viennese accent became more pronounced, a sign with her of anger.
 Marilyn shook her head dubiously. The problem isthere are shelters for women with children. Of course there are. But they arent always safe places. And most of them are only open at night, so you have to figure out something to do during the day.
 I thought of suggesting she come here, I said, but I know you dont
 We cant, Marilyn interrupted. We cant start blurring the line, when we need all the beds we have for domestic violence cases.
 So what are you going to do? Deirdre had stood to one side as we spoke, as if she didnt feel part of the group and yet was loath to leave us.
 I took a breath and looked at them challengingly. I suggested she move into one of the empty offices upstairs. The place is coming down in a few weeks, after all.
 Sal Barthele, whod been talking to the head of the shelters counseling staff, came in on the tail end of our discussion. Youve lost your white liberal mind, Vic. Whats Conrad say to this? Sal, whos black herself, takes an amused interest in my ups and downs with a black man.
 I just date the guy. I dont ask his advice every time I blow my nose.
 Im not asking about his male mind, sugardoesnt worry me. What does his cop mind say?
 I expect if I tell him hell agree with Lotty. The city will come in, send the children to three separate homes, where at least one will be sexually molested. The mother will lose her remaining grip on reality and turn into one of those tormented creatures you see on Michigan Avenue, ranting to herself and looking ready to throttle any passerby who talks to her.
 I spoke more bitterly than Id intended, and everyone shifted uneasily. I hugged myself, trying to pull in, away from my anger. When Deirdre grunted aloud, as though shed been kicked in the stomach, the sound seemed remote.
 Easy does it, Vic. Marilyns voiceprofessional, calm, for distraught women or staff membersbrought me back to the room. Not all foster care ends so disastrously. In a case like this, dont you think you should give the system a chance? Surely its better than leaving the kids underground without proper sanitation or food.
 Maybe I could try to talk to her, Deirdre offered tentatively, as though I might ridicule her ability.
 Good idea. Marilyn used her counselors voice for people successfully resolving problems. Deirdre does a lot of work for Home Free, you knowthe housing advocates.
 I hadnt known that. Home Free wasnt a name I recognized, but what energy I have for volunteer work goes to womens programs, so I dont know a lot of the work done in other equally needy arenas.
 Deirdre was looking at me pugnaciously, as though challenging me and fearing me at the same time. Her expression pushed me back a step.
 If you can persuade her to get some help, more power to you I wanted her to let me bring the asthmatic kid to Lottyyou would take a look at her, wouldnt you …?
 Vic, I wouldI willof course. But dont let your idealism carry you away. You know why we couldnt eradicate TB from the street fifteen years ago when we had the possibility? Because people wont take their medication unless youre there to oversee it. I can lookI do lookat a hundred sick, desperate people a month, but I cant make them be well.
 I managed a grin. Lotty, if I get the girl to your clinic I will stand over her with my Smith & Wesson until she takes all of whatever drugs you deem her to need.
 I like that, Marilyn said. A progressive Dirty Harry. Make my day: dont take your antibiotics.
 Even Lotty had to smile at that. Sal added a ribald cap to the joke and Marilyn gave a loud crack of laughter.
 Under cover of their noise Deirdre muttered at me, I know you dont think I can do it, but why dont you tell me where your office is.
 My anxiety not to hurt her made me imbue her offer with more importance than I thought it was worth. Sure. Lets give it a try. The Pulteney Building, southwest corner of Wabash and Monroe. Want to meet me around three tomorrow?
 Youre joining the hordes at my house Wednesday night. Im spending tomorrow in the kitchen.
 I flinched from the venom in her voice. She and Fabian were hosting a retirement party for my favorite law professor. Id been surprised but much pleased to have been included in the guest list. Now, though, I was getting annoyed, with Deirdre for throwing me off balance, and with myself for trying to placate her, a combination that made me wave my hands wildly when I answered.
 I hope youre not sacrificing your day for me; I eat anything. Cold pizza, McDonalds, you name it.
 She bared her teeth, trying for a smile. Im not doing it for you, Vic: Ive got every damned high hat in the city coming to watch Fabian grin and shuffle in front of Manfred Yeo, hoping he can get the federal judgeship hes aching for. Ill be spending the day mincing vegetables and stuffing goddam little cream puffs so people will know what a proper gent Fabian is. She finished with a savage parody of an English accent.
 I winced. If its that hideous a prospect, Ill stay awaygive you one less cream puff to stuff.
 Dont do that, Vic: youll be the one human in the house. Anyway, Manfred wanted you to come. Fabian asked if there were any of his old students he wanted to see, and he mentioned you especially. Of course, all the ones whove gone on to be judges and shit will be there, but you were one he knew Fabian wouldnt think of. Her voice and face softened, making her look fragile.
 How many people will you have?
 Thirty-five. Senator Gantners son is showing up. If I could, Id hide in the basement of your office building. Ill come down to see you Friday afternoon. She pulled a coat over her hunched shoulders, waited a minute to see if any of the remaining group would leave with her, and walked out alone.
 Theres something wrong with that woman, Sal pronounced when wed heard the front door shut behind her. I get the feeling shed be happier in one of the beds upstairs than around the table down here.
 Shes just shy, Marilyn said. She always does her homework for the board here, and I know she does a good job for Home Free. Its hard on her, not having a career when the rest of you do. What was she upset about now, Vic? Your homeless family?
 Oh, she and Fabian are hosting a big do on Wednesday, but Deirdres so bitchy about it that its making me think I should come down with the flu. Shes making all the food for thirty-five people. He makes a good livingwhy cant they cater it?
 You going to Fabian Messengers? Sal laughed. Doesnt he give highfalutin advice to Republican bigwigs? What do you two have in common?
 I laughed. Only the fact that we went to law school together in the golden days of student protest. He took names for the administration during the famous sit-in while I was inside helping organize the first womens union. Then he did three years as a Supreme Court clerk and returned to his alma mater in glory. Now he sits on the right hand of the right-handed while I hang out in a rats nest downtown. Speaking of which, Sal, you got any leads on space for me? Because if I dont find something soon Im going to move into your office at the Golden Glow.
 Sal put an arm around me. Now, thats a potent threat, girlfriend. But I warned you at the outset that the Glow is a fluke: most of what I buy and sell is residential rehab in neighborhoods you dont want to work in. Maybe I could find a place like this, but times are slow. Dont hold your breath.
 Sal had negotiated the purchase and reconstruction of Arcadia House, but it was in Logan Square, too far from the Loop businesses that make up the bulk of my work.
 Thats what I need, Sala whole house. I could live on top and work downstairs.
 My tone was sarcastic, but she cocked an interested eyebrow. Not a bad idea, Vic. Dont laugh it off.
 We walked out together. Marilyn and Lotty, who were discussing the pregnancy complications of one of the residentsshed been kicked in the abdomen in her sixth monthtrailed after us. I stayed near Lotty until Marilyn and Sal had driven off.
 Why are you angry with me about the woman in the Pulteney? I asked.
 Am I angry? Maybe so. I sometimes think youre too arrogant with other peoples lives.
 When a surgeon calls someone else arrogant, you know theres a problem. I tried to make it a joke, but it fell flat. I dont want to be a god for this woman. I just dont know what to do to help her.

Her anger and my remorse had cut a channel between us that we rebridged only after months of hard work. Every now and then it gapes open again. I wasnt up to beating my breast tonight.
 Ill try not toeither hurt them or involve you. I slammed my car door shut.

I dressed carefully for my meeting with Darraugh Graham, in black wool with a white silk shirt and my red Magli pumps. Close to, you can see where the leather has become frail with age. I tend them anxiously, with polish and waterproofing, new soles and heel tips: to replace them would take almost a month of rent money. They bring me luck, my red Magli pumps. Maybe some would get passed to my homeless woman if I wore them to her hideaway.
 On my way out I pawed through my closet for old blankets and sweaters to take to her. Id have some spare time at lunch to drop them off.
 It was only seven-twenty when I clattered down the three flights of stairs, early enough that I wouldnt have to run the three blocks from the garage to Grahams office. I couldnt afford to arrive with my shirttails hanging out and hair in my eyes.
 The two dogs I share with my downstairs neighbor recognized my gait and began an insistent barking. By the time the old man got to his door I was already out front. Calling over my shoulder that Id run the dogs tonight, I jumped into my car and took off.
 Meetings with Darraugh are usually dry to the point of making my mouth chalky. Efficient subordinates and disciplined senior staff, brought in as their expertise dictated, run through reports with the smoothness of a Rolls transmission.
 Early-comers to the boardroom get coffee and rolls. Thats where I hear about childrens basketball practice or difficulties with the snowblower.  But only one has a library wing named for the Graham family. Darraugh could visit me in jail easier than he could watch me graduate from a state university.
 Indeed, the heartaches of the rich and famous are different from yours and mine. Ill make a deal with you. You act like a happy camper at whatever place I find for you, and Ill persuade your dad not to stop you from transferring to the school of your choice.

 Nope. I dont like the taste. I stood up. Better give me a phone number so I dont have to reach you through your father.
 Youre supposed to ask me why I use sugar, he said. Thats how we get to know each other. Im living with Darraugh these days.
 I smiled. But I dont have his home number. So now you know: your papa and I arent intimate. Feel better?
 He scribbled the number on a napkin and handed it to me. You could just be smart.
 I laughed. But in your heart of hearts you know Im not. Ill be in touch.
 I stomped up the escalator, feeling the metal vibrate through the thin soles of my pumps. In the lobby Ken caught up with me. In a parody of chivalry he grabbed my left hand and planted a kiss in the palm. He dashed through the revolving doors before I could react.
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Contract Woes
It was past one now. That gave me ten minutes to stop in the Pulteney before an afternoon session with a venture capitalist. I should have had a cookie with my cappuccino: I wouldnt have time even for a sandwich now.
 I ran down the three flights to the Pulteneys basement but found no sign of the woman or her children. No footprints, no scrap of food wrapperthey might never have existed. Leaving my bag of blankets behind the boiler with an envelope stuffed with what cash I could spare, I raced across the Loop to Phoebe Quirks office.
 Phoebe and I had known each other for yearssince our undergraduate days when wed worked for the abortion underground where Id met Lotty. I liked her well enough at the time, but wed never been close: she came from the rich suburbs where kids wore tattered jeans and joined undergrounds to thumb their noses at their parents. During winter breaks, when I was making a few bucks waitressing, she stopped thumbing her nose long enough to ski Mont Blanc with her family.
 Her idealism was genuine, though: after a checkered career including both the Peace Corps and a stint teaching high school, shed become a neurologist. For five years shed butted her head on the unyielding wall of organized medicine. One day she drove into the Lake Point Hospital parking lot, stared at the stream of doctors and nurses leaving their cars, and turned around and headed home.

They wanted Phoebes medical contacts and know-how for the biotech start-ups they specialized in; her grandparents trust fund didnt bother them any either. Phoebe, who wore expensive suits as if they were the tattered blue jeans of her youth, was the one youd pick for a hard hat and scaffolding. Todays costume was a navy blue Donna Karan with a button missing from the skirt and coffee stains down the shirt front.
 Come on in, Vic. Camillas just telling me about her introduction to sexual harassment back in the mills. They kept leaving rust-coated tampons in the bathroom sink when she was the only woman on the shift. Why do you think all successful women have a bathroom story as part of their initiation experience?
 I was about to say that must be proof I wasnt a success, when I thought of the toilets at the Pulteney, forever backing up, and never properly repaired in my ten years there. For the first time it struck me that the mens restrooms in the building, while not beautiful, had always been more or less functional. And there was one on every floor, besides.
 Builds character. Or at least muscle. My bathroom story is learning to be a plumber: I can carry a fully loaded toolbox up three flights of stairs without flinching. Hows tricks, Camilla?
 Cant complain, Vic. Hows Conrad? I havent talked to the boy since they put him on night shift.
 Camilla, just a year younger than Conrad, was the closest to him of the family. To their widowed mothers chagrin shed eschewed the pink-collar jobs shed trained for in high school and become an apprentice welder at the old South Works. With the death of the steel industry shed learned carpentry and gone to work for a small general contractor.
 Now I need a change, need a stretch, shed told me last summer. Ive worked for some good guys and some assholes, with the assholes predominating. But none of them ever wants to go past their hiring quota when it comes to women. Some of us want to change thatstart a woman-only company. Only where are we going to get the money?
 My first thought had been Sal, who did a lot of real estate and sometimes rehabbed it, but the recession was squeezing her too tight to allow her to take on new projects. Id then put her in touch with Phoebe, who helped Camilla and five other women form a company. Theyd named themselves Lamia, for an ancient Libyan goddess.
 At Phoebes prodding theyd come up with a project they all wanted to work on: low-cost housing for single mothers. Theyd found an architect to design plans so they could apply for funding, building permits, zoning permits, and everything else you have to have before you can do good works, or even bad ones, in construction.
 We thought our zoning permit was cast-iron, but thats suddenly fallen through, Camilla explained, bringing me up-to-date. Not only that, Century Bank, which we thought was going to underwrite a big chunk of the cost, has backed out.
 Thats where you come in, Vic. Phoebe flashed me a gap-toothed smile, her patented signal of charm.
 No, I said flatly.
 What do you mean, no? Camilla demanded.
 I mean Im not digging into the rats nest at City Hall to find out who is squeaking into whose cheese hoard to kill your permit.

 Vic, this is an important project in the womens community. We need to find out whats fueling the oppositionis it because Lamia is woman-owned? Or because its low-income housing? Because, not to be crude, we can change the project.
 When Camilla started to object that the project was too important to change, Phoebe overrode her. I know everyone at Lamia is committed to low-cost housing for women. But we need to get you capital first, and a track record. When you have that, you can be pickier about your work.
 Phoebe, you know the people at Century Bank. Theyll talk to you for nothing. Why pay my rates?
 Phoebe leaned forward. If its some kind of collusion between them and the power brokers at City Hall, or even the trade unions, theyre not going to want to talk to me. Thats the kind of stuff you can figure out. Anyway, I thought your time on the Lamia project was donated, like mine. We pay your expenses, of course.
 Think that one again. An investigation like this could take several weeks. I cant afford to donate that much time.
 Ill do your legwork, Camilla offered. I can donate a couple of hours a day to my own cause.
 I pulled Phoebes desk chair over and sat down in front of them. Look, you two. Ive got six weeks to find a new office. If I was far enough ahead of the game to donate a hundred hours of work I wouldnt be in my current jam. But every project I take on for the next six months has to earn for meor Ill be first in line for a unit when Camillas project opens its doors.
 You have to have a baby first, Camilla objected. Its single mothers, Vic, not out-of-work dicks.
 Capital pays you a pretty good retainer. Phoebe frowned, annoyed for the moment with both of us.
 You want to audit me, see where the money goes?
 She flushed, revealing a crust of freckles across her cheekbones. I want you to be more responsive to an important client.
 I could feel my chin jut out. Phoebe, I know youre donating your energy on this one as a sign of your goodwill and your impeccable politics. But I bet if I audited you Id find your goodwill was going to be recompensed down the road when the Lamia group gets going. I dont have a personal fortune to sink into this. You know the old saying: White-collar girls play with matches for fun, blue-collar girls get burned.
 I never heard that one, she snapped. And if you think I havent put my own butt on the line
 Listen here, ladies, Camilla said. I dont want you two hot and bothered and destroying a good friendship over this. Vic, why dont you dooh, say, ten hours of work on this and see how big a deal it really looks like. If it seems huge, then Phoebe can pay for more of your time.
 And whats your donation going to be to your own cause? Phoebe demanded.
 If someone tries to shoot Vic Ill get Conrad there ahead of the 911 crew.
 For which we both thank you. Conrads probable reaction if I stepped in front of a gun again would be to pick it up and finish my assailants work. He and I had had a word or two about unnecessary risk-taking by private individuals.
 Phoebe screwed her face up in a tight ball, not wanting to bend but knowing compromise was inevitable. Give me fifteen, Vic, and well see.
 In writing, Phoebe, and its a deal.
 Camillas a witness here.
 I shook my head. Nonprofits eat you alive, and pro bono work is the biggest devourer of all. In writing or not at all. I wont do like your legal staffcharge you a full hour for ten minutes work. Itll be fifteen real-time hours.
 Oh, damn you, anyway, Vic, for the stubborn bitch youve always been. Phoebe flicked her intercom and asked her secretary to type up the necessary agreement.
 As I waited for Gemma to bring it in I took names of some of Phoebes contacts at the bank, and of Camillas in the ward office.
 Neither Phoebe nor I was very happy when I got up to leave, but Camilla laughed and said, This makes me think of a madam who used to live up the street from us. Shed gone out of that business and opened an employment agency, but she always counseled us girls in the neighborhood to make sure the customer paid. That way, shed say, you dont feel cheated and he doesnt feel obligated.
 V.I. as a madam? I like it, Phoebe said, getting up. Ive got another meeting. You twoll have to excuse me.
 Camilla rode down in the elevator with me. Give my brother a big kiss when you see him again.
 I grinned. More than likely.
 I meant from me. See you, Vic.
 On my way back to the Pulteney I picked up a bagel with Swiss cheese. I had meant to enlist Phoebes help in finding a placement for Ken Graham, but annoyance with her demands had put his problem out of my head. I scowled at myself in the mirror over the deli counter. I was out of my head, pure and simple. Ten years ago, five even, I would have told Darraugh and Phoebe both to take a hike. Incipient middle age was making me risk-averse. I didnt like that in myself at all.
 Back at the Pulteney I set up a file on the Lamia project, dutifully logging it in to the work-management section of my computer. Id done a hundred jobs like this in the last ten years. I could almost do it in my sleep, but that didnt mean it would go any faster. Actually, my weariness with the routine slowed me down these days.
 I frowned at the screen for some minutes, as if that would make a complete report spring into being on its glassy surface. With an aggrieved sigh I dialed up Lexis, the know-all legal data base, and got a list of Century Banks directors and officers. Nothing very earth-shattering, but I sent the stories to the printer just to have them.
 Maybe there was some kind of conspiracy between City Hall and the bank, but it was probably over something too petty, too routine even to make the papers. Perhaps some alderman had an interest in the plot of land Lamia wanted to build on. He muscled his colleague into canceling Lamias zoning and building permits. End of story.
 Over the noise of the printer I hadnt heard the door open. When a hand shook my shoulder I jumped, hard enough to ram my knee into the desk leg. The wraith from the basement stood behind me.
 Jessie needs a doctor, she said. Her eyes were fierce and her chin jutted forward belligerently, but her hands, pressed into the sweaters swathing her bosom, trembled.
 Immediately? Is it an emergency?
 She cant hardly breathe. She just keeps gasping and heaving. I moved her upstairs, like you said, but it didnt help her none.
 Where is she now? I was surprised shed left the children alone, so fierce had been her hold on them last night.
 You show me how you help me, then Ill tell you.
 I looked at my watch. It was six-thirty now. Lotty might still be at her clinic, but the thought of her angry words made me squirm.
 Ill take you to the emergency room at …  I paused, trying to imagine which area hospital might be the least inimical to such a family.
 You cant, she burst in. You cant take her to a hospital. You know what they do: they call the cops, the cops arrest me for neglect, and who look after the children then?
 You dont have any relatives to care for them? What about their father?
 What are you? The caseworker? Their old man beat on me, he beat me up plenty, but I could handle it. When he start hitting on Jessie, though, thats when I draw a line, say enough. You take her to a hospital, thats where they going to send her back, back to her old man because he can hold a job and he wants to look after her. I see the way he look at her, not after her, and shes not going back there. Get that straight. You said a doctor, someone who would treat her for free, not a hospital.
 Okay. No hospital.
 I went back to my desk, my knee still smarting, and called Lottys clinic. The answering machine referred me to the emergency room at Beth Israel. I hung up and started dialing Lottys home number. I didnt know whether to be relieved or not when she answered. I told her Id found the homeless family and they needed urgent medical care.
 She didnt sound enthusiastic, but no one who works as hard as Lotty would welcome such a greeting. She wanted me to send them to Beth Israel, but when I explained that the woman adamantly refused hospital help she sighed in exhaustion and agreed to meet me at the clinic.
 When shed hung up I turned back to the woman. Okay. A doctorone of the best in Chicago. No hospital. No forms. Go get Jessie and meet me back here while I finish a few things.
 Youre not calling the cops. It was a command, not a question.
 No. I need to tell a friend that Im going to be late. And I need to shut down my computer for the night.
 She stayed at my elbow while I spoke to Mr. Contreras, telling him something had come up and I wouldnt be able to run the dogs after all. When I shut down the system the woman went to fetch her children. While they waited in the lobby, Jessie gasping for air, I took a cab across the Loop for my car.
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Foundand Lost Again
 These children need a week in the hospital to recover from dehydration and malnutrition, let alone whatever underlying lung problems they have. Lotty spoke uncompromisingly.
 She had met us at the clinic, taken one look at Jessie, andafter giving her a jolt of epinephrine to control her wheezingphoned Beth Israel to prepare for an emergency admission. She then told me to make myself useful by bathing the children while she examined them in turn. Stripped of their layers of swaddling and filth they had the gaunt boniness we usually see only on televised reports of remote famines.
 While Lotty prodded joints and listened to chests I ran their clothes through her office washing machine. As I dumped the bundle in I found a yellow sweater that looked familiar, and realized with a shock that it was one of the pieces I had deposited behind the boiler. It already looked as filthy as the rest of their wrappings.
 The lady here promised me the mother began.
 Vic spoke from her heart but shes not a doctor. I would be an absolute criminal if I allowed you to take these children back to whatever cellar you want to hide them in.
 The mother let out an anguished no, but didnt add to it. I summarized what shed told me about the childrens father.
 There must be someone who you could turn to, at least for an address, Lotty said. Im not asking you to give up your children to an abusive man, but you must see how bad it is for them, living the way you do.
 If there was someone, dont you think Id be with that person? The woman dashed angry tears away.
 Look, Lotty said. There are some shelters for women with children. Ill do my best to get you space in one of them. And I promise you I wont turn you over to the police. Well use Vics address for youyou can be their aunt, my dearthat should be appropriate for you.
 Touche, doctor. Fine. I turned to the woman. Ill be your childrens auntie. But you must follow Dr. Herschels advice. If your children die you will be bereft forever, you know, not just for the time theyre in someone elses care.
 The woman didnt like it, but she saw we werent going to budge. Lotty even got her name out of her while we waited for the clothes to dry: Tamar Hawkings. While Hawkings watched, eyes bright with suspicion, Lotty called the best of the shelters for women with children and explained Tamars plight. They were crowded past any hope of taking on another family, but promised to put the Hawkingses high on the waiting list.
 Vic will carry on tomorrow finding you a place to stay. But for now, off to the hospital with you.
 The mothers face took on a bleached, hopeless look. When Lotty called Beth Israel again, going over the childrens situation in detail with the attending emergency-room physician, Hawkings listened with painful attention, as if to make sure Lotty wasnt arranging instead to turn them all in to the state. Myself, I felt certain the hospital would call Family Services: no one could look at those distended stomachs and bowed legs without reporting child abuse. And after that? Would they be forcibly returned to their father?
 Lotty started locking up. Dr. Haroon is the attending physician and hes promised to speak to the admitting nurse. If you have any trouble, ask for Rosa Kim. Ill check on the children in the morning. And where are we going to put Ms. Hawkings tonight?
 I made a face. I guess she can come home with me.
 Tamar Hawkings shook her head vigorously. No, you dont. You dont trick me like that, putting my children in the hospital away from me. I know my rights; I know the mother can stay by her children in the hospital room.
 She didnt speak again during the short drive to Beth Israel. It had started to rain, a freezing rain mixed with sleet that made driving treacherous. Behind me I could feel the childrens fright. Infected by their mothers terrors, they didnt talk, but the tension in their small bodies made the tendons in my neck ache.
 Since Tamar Hawkings had neither a green card nor a financial guarantor, our first few minutes in the emergency room were chaotic. I finally found the admitting nurse, Rosa Kim, who took over the situation with brisk if impersonal authority. Beth Israel was the major health care provider in Uptown; Kim was used to uninsured emergencies of all kinds. When she assured Tamar that she wouldnt call DCFS unless some unexpected problem emerged, I thought it was safe to leave.
 I called Lotty from the building lobby to thank her.
 Vic, when you saw them yesterday, why didnt you get them help? Those children are in shocking condition.
 I offered her help and she didnt want it. The only thing I could have done at that point was to call the cops, which would have been a real violation. And anyway, she did a good job scuttling out of thereI didnt see her again until she chose to appear at my door.
 Even so, calling the cops would have been the responsible act in this case. You know Im not a friend of police intervention in peoples lives; but, Vic, you just cant continue to set your own judgment up as Gods in these kinds of situations.
 Hey, Lotty, ease up. Over a two-day period Tamar saw she could trust me, so she came to me of her own accord. The kids are getting the help they need now. I dont think thats acting like God; thats doing their mother the courtesy of thinking her judgment is as good as mine.
 But last night you could have talked to Deirdre about getting them into one of the Home Free shelters. Now I dont think the hospital will release the children into Hawkingss care. Frankly, I wouldnt.
 I bit back a hot retort. Maybe Lotty was right. Maybe I was only fighting with her because I couldnt admit Id made a mistake on Monday.
 Ill ask Deirdre at dinner tomorrow night. The evening sounds like a prelude to hellmaybe she can do something useful and salvage it.
 Lotty gave a dry laugh. In fact, youve thought of the perfect hostess present. Ill check on the children in the morning when I make rounds.
 On that more pacific note we hung up. The last twelve months had been filled with moments like thishot exchanges, painful temporizings.
 All the way home on the icy streets I kept wondering what I should have done when I first found Tamar and her children. The question haunted my dreams; I awoke feverish from interrupted sleep to a world encased in ice. It glazed the trees in front of the apartment so that every twig, each nascent bud, seemed dipped in crystal, but on the sidewalk below people skittered and fell. As I shivered at the window I saw two cars slither into each other at the intersection of Barry and Racine.
 My first appointment today wasnt until ten. By the time I had to leave the roads might be more passable. I slipped on jeans and a sweater and went down to the lobby for my newspapers. Behind Mr. Contrerass door the two dogs, Peppy and Mitch, heard me and set up a hearty cry. The old man opened the door and the dogs bounded out, tails thrashing against me. I caught their forepaws as they leapt up on me and let them lick my face.
 I know, I know, I said to Mr. Contreras. They need a run. But look at the streetwe cant go out in this. It should warm up during the dayits April, for pitys sake. Ill run them tonight. Scouts honor. No matter what eleventh-hour crisis flings itself at my door. … Im making coffee. Want to come up for a cup?
 I got some hot, doll. Why dont you come in and have some of mine?
 The old mans coffee tastes like tar laced with gasoline. Improvising desperately, I told him Id left water on to boil upstairs and needed to get back to it. Ten minutes later he joined me in my kitchen, a plate of sticky buns in hand, the dogs circling his legs.
 That was the last joy I had all day. At noon, between meetings, I tried to flagellate myself into an interest in Phoebe and Camillas problem. I turned on the computer and tried to organize some questions, but my mind seemed to be a chalky waste. I watched a clerk sort papers in the building on the other side of the tracks. The unending flow of paper, out of the mail, into file folders, back into the mail, seemed like my own dreary routine. Lay out the questions, make appointments, survey Lexis, get the SEC reports. Another train passed. The pigeons flew up again, obscuring the clerk.
 When the phone rang I welcomed the interruptionuntil Lotty gave me her bad news. Your friend Ms. Hawkings disappeared. She took her children, along with some shoes belonging to other families in the ward.
 For a moment my brain refused to absorb the information. When Lotty repeated it, sharply, I dully asked for particulars.
 Apparently a social worker had come up around ten to interview Tamar and the children. She acceded to the mothers demand that the father not be informed, but said that until Tamar could prove she had a stable home for the children, even a shelter, they would have to go into foster care.
 Great, I said. The magic words. When I left last night I thought I had a clear understanding with the staff that they couldnt use that as a threat. Tamar has gone to considerable lengths to keep her children with her. Shes not going to give them up now.
 It wasnt a threat, Vic. It was reality. They dont want to take her children from her, but she cant go on living in basements with them.

 At three I returned to the Pulteney to make phone calls and put my days findings into the computer. Before going up to the fourth floor I checked the basement.  I wont be here.
 Cyrus, whats the problem?
 The problem, he hissed very fast, is that youre asking about something people dont want to talk about.
 I could see him huddled over the receiver like the pigeons, as if he could become inaudible as well as invisible to his companions. So you took my money yesterday under false pretenses. Someone offered you more not to talk to me. Im not in a bidding war for your ideas, Cyrus.
 Ill give you your money back. I dont need it that bad. He hung up before I could say anything else.
 Great. Something about the Lamia project was too hot to touch. I knew the whole investigation was trouble the minute Phoebe broached it Tuesday. I punched her number so forcefully, my index finger throbbed.

Camilla wasnt at work. The small contractor for whom she did carpentry said they hadnt had a job for her today. She wasnt at home either. I left urgent messages with her boss and her answering machine.

It was strange that Jasper Heccomb had ended up as head of it. Id had a crush on him when we were students, when hed been an upperclassman who ran with the coolest crowd on campus.  The office occupied a storefront between a Korean novelty shop and an Arab bakery. An old-fashioned panel truck, the kind they used to use for bread deliveries, took up most of the parking spaces out front. I presumed it belonged to the bakery and wondered why they couldnt park in the alleyI had to leave my beloved Trans Am close to Leland where teenage boys might strip it in my absence.
 It was cold, as it can be in early April. Wearing only a wool suit-jacket over my jeans, I shivered as I trotted past the novelty store.
 Home Free didnt advertise themselves to the public. No name appeared above the discreetly stenciled street number on the door.  He grinned. Judging by the fund-raising solicitations, they expect a lot better.
 Tish banged angrily in a desk drawer. I felt sorry for her, wondering if I, too, had once frowned so obviously when Jasper smiled at someone else.
 So what does Deirdre want you to do?
 She hasnt hired me to do anything. Merely, she and Donald Blakely both mentioned your name to me.
 Donald Blakely? His brows went up. Tishhas Blakely called recently about … sorry, I know I should remember your name if we worked together, but there were so many … 
 Yes, indeed, I said as his voice trailed away. V.I. You can call me Vic.

 No, dont botherwe can do that later. Ill just talk to her a minute, see if its something we can sort out in a hurry. Youd better sit in, though, in case its something you know more about than I. Is he intolerable because you drink? Does he often hit you? Is your daughter the sacrifice you offer up to his anger? But I wont pretend I didnt see you jettison Emily all evening long.
 The veins around her nose glowed red. Youre right about one thing, Vic: you dont know what goes on between Fabian and me. If youd ever been married
 I was, I interrupted.
 Oh, thats rightyou and Dick Yarborough. But you couldnt stick around to make it work out. Marriage entails sacrifices, you know.

This woman might talk to me where she wouldnt talk to you, especially since I have children and have some common bond with her. Most people find me empathic.
 I pressed my hands against my face, trying to pull my splintering emotions back together. Everything Deirdre said about herself seemed totally different from the character shed exhibited two nights before. I couldnt believe she wasnt aware of it, that below the surface of her prattling about her children she must have had an image of her daughter struggling with the little boys, and of herself remote from them. Its a commonplace joke that mental health professionals have the most ruinous home lives, but I couldnt imagine Deirdre being effective with someone as needy as Tamar Hawkings.
 All you women who went on to have careers are the same, Deirdre exploded into my silence. You dont think those of us who stayed home and put our children and husbands first are worth anything.
 I let my hands fall to my sides, too exhausted to hold them up any longer. Oh, Deirdre, do you even hear what youre saying? I began, then broke off. Maybe youre right. Maybe you can talk to this woman in a way I cant. If her story can be believed, she left her husband because he beat her up and was threatening her older daughter. Youd have some common ground there.
 As soon as the words were out I regretted them. Deirdre flinched and seemed to shrink inside her coat. Her face became a mask. Stripped both of jocularity and belligerence she seemed to have no personality at all. Against my will I felt a stir of pity for her.
 Why did you come up here, Deirdre? What did you hope I could do?
 Her face remained stolid. I had done the unpardonablenot only spoken the taboo words about her husband, but done so with disdain. As too often happens when Im nervous or ashamed I started talking too much. I explained how Id taken Tamar Hawkingss children to the hospital Tuesday night only to have her run away Wednesday morning.
 And the cops say shes probably come back herethat a beat officer saw someone whos likely to be Hawkings disappear in here with the kids. But it would be a job to find themshe seems to have some escape hatch I cant discover. So unless you have enough people to mount a thorough search party, Id give it up for today. Shed be gone before anyone laid eyes on her.
 Deirdre nodded when I finished my speech. Believe me, Vic, I know more about homeless women than you give me credit for. And whatever she does shes going to be trying to find a safe berth for the children.
 I went to see Jasper Heccomb this morning. You and Donald didnt
 Why did you go see him? I thought you were going to leave that to me.
 I ground my teeth. Youre assuming weve had conversations and agreements that never took place. Anyway, since you do so much work for them, you must know that they dont do any direct placement of people, so they never were a good place to go to. Ive tried Marilyn at Arcadia House and Lotty called Fionas Place. Weve come up empty.
 Jasper knows me. Hell do things for me that he wouldnt do for you. It really upsets me that youd go behind my back this way.
 She spoke loudly, as she had the other night when she was trying to stand up to her husband. I was starting to get angry myself when I noticed that she was gripping her hands together so tightly that the knuckles showed white.
 Okay, I said lightly. Be my guest. Use your powers to get Jasper to find a place for Tamar Hawkings to live.
 Her face took on a secretive, almost triumphant look. I wondered if she and Jasper had been lovers all those years agoor even recently. When she shed her angry, pinched look she was still beautiful.
 While I stared at her speculatively she suddenly bounced to her feet and draped her coat across the chair back. Im going to scout around for Tamar. Ill be back in a few minutes.
 Im not staying much longer. And because of my electronics I need to keep the office door locked. The only reason it had been open for Deirdre to barge in was my vague thought that Tamar Hawkings might seek me out again.

 It was close to five-thirty. If I hurried, and if I guessed right, I could intercept Guziak on her way out of the Gateway building. Turning off the machine, I pulled my papers into my briefcase and switched off the desk lamp.

 Time for a drink first? I suggested hopefully, but Eleanor was adamant: she hadnt worked out all week.

 A minute or two after she disappeared across the bridge a number twenty rolled to a stop in front of me. Maybe shed suddenly remembered her mothers birthday, but somehow I didnt think so.
 I rode the bus to Michigan Avenue, then raced to the underground garage for my car. If I ever got another financial breather Id invest in my own portable phone. It had to be cheaper and easier than my current communications system: in my hurry to get home to a phone I was pulled over for doing seventy in the forty-five zone on North Lake Shore Drive. Sometimes I get lucky and run into a patrol cop who knew my dad, but as time passes most of those men have retired. This one was young, earnest, and implacable. And he took his own sweet time writing up the citation. It was seven-thirty before I got to my living room phone to dial Camilla.
 Hey, girl, I hear youve been trying to reach me, she said. Funny thing, I wanted to talk to you too. You know how we met at Phoebes office on Tuesday to talk about the bum deal we got on our permit and financing? Well, today we gotI wouldnt exactly call it a miracle. More like a reprieve. Not all of the sisters are a hundred percent.
 I heard Home Free might let you work on some of their stuff. Is that in concrete?
 More like drywall. Oh, you mean do we have a cast-iron guarantee? I dont know. I think we get the job of rehabbing a twelve-unit place. Near the corner of Lawrence and California. We drove by to see it today. It doesnt look great, tell you the truth. The electrics and the plumbing are shot to hell and they get to use their own contractors on those.
 I fished a Chicago street map from the papers by the phone and found the location. Thats almost a mile south of your original location. Right in the middle of drug alley. Is that what you want?
 Hey, its like Phoebe said the other day: weve got to get a track record. This is how well stick our foot in the door, show what we can do, maybe start building a capital base.
 And the sisters who arent behind you?
 They wanted a place we could build from scratch. And we have a certified electrician, so thats a shame. Its harder even for a woman to become an electrician than it is any of the other trades. Except plumbing, of course. That union is so tightwell, never mind.
 I folded the map, trying to put my finger on what didnt sit quite right about the deal. Who pulled these strings?
 I guess Century didthe bank. Jasper Heccombhes head of Home Freeis one of their outside directors, and they went to him to see if hed do us a good deed since theyd had to pull the rug out.
 Hey, Zu-Zu, I smell rotting alewives.
 Camilla laughed. Phoebes right, Vic. Youve been a detective too long. Why should that be fishy?
 You dont need me to spell out chapter and verse on back-scratching in Chicago. Guys dont just pop out of the woodwork to do you favors. Especially not construction-related favors. And most especially not for women in trades.
 Camilla treated me to a spirited defense of her banker, a really good man who merely had the misfortune to be caught in the middle when financing fell through. Maybe hed cashed in some chips with Jasper Heccomb. Why couldnt I let people do a good deed once in a while without having to poke it with a pointed stick until it broke into bits?

 Mary Louise Neely, whod just passed the detective exam, was taking notes. As always, she held herself parade-ground stiff, her copper hair smooth and flat as though painted to her skull.

 I stared at him blankly. Whoever killed Deirdre had wiped my disk clean. Nothing on it could possibly be of interest to anyone else. I hadnt done any incriminating work lately. Unless it was connected with Lamias problems and whoever killed Deirdre was taking no chances. …
 My floppies? I finally asked Terry. Anything Ive done lately would be on them.

 You can write all kinds of guarantees into the contract, but you still spend months going before arbitrators if something goes wrong, Agatha, the carpenter, persisted. If Vic thinks theres a problem, I want to know about it.

 Conrad is on night duty. And yes. Id like to come over. Im not enjoying solitude tonight. As I locked my front door I felt closer to peace than I had for weeks.

I spent Monday cleaning my apartment, preparing it for what I hoped would be a very brief stint as a home office. Weeks worth of newspapers and magazines infested every surface of the living room.  No, dont go adding any more to your debts, doll. Lets just have pizza or Chinese takeout or something.
 I kissed him lightly. Leave it to me.
 On my way back from the park I stopped at the high-end grocer near Fullerton for scallops and a bottle of Taittinger. As I drove home I hummed the snatch of an old song of my mothers, about a fisherman who caught a whale and kept it in a bucket where it cried out of its blue eyes not to be eaten.

Not that we had either money or ideas where to look, mind you, but champagne can create the illusion of prosperity and good luck.
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A Bat Out of Hell
The cold corridors of the high school seemed like a place remembered in a dream. Not that Id attended this private hothouse: Id gone to the public school a few blocks from my home. But the bright posters on drab walls, the high ceilings, the planters and bird feeders I spied through doorways provided the artificial cheer of all large institutions. I felt no rush of nostalgia, only a faint puzzlement that such a place had ever seemed familiar, let alone welcoming.

 Alice Cottingham swept in as I was flipping through a copy of the Norton Anthology of Poetry left behind on a tabletop. Her salt-and-pepper hair was cut close to her head; fine lines around her mouth and eyes gave an impression of latent humor.
 V. I. Warshawski? I wanted to meet you, despite Fabian Messengers warnings, because I wondered what youd done to inspire such trust in Emily.
 I shook her hand. Ive only met her twice. Maybe the simple fact that I stood outside her family. Or perhaps my telling her she didnt have to stay to be abused. You know shes disappearedIm concerned about her. And I feel some responsibility. Perhaps she wouldnt have run off if I hadnt told her on Saturday that there were places of refuge for girls like her.

Go with him, you go to death.

Claws on neck cant make her brave.

Caught twixt grins and songs she faints.

Poor sport, cats rave.

Two cats howl their loud complaints

On her back red stripes one paints.

The other rakes out her nipple.

Theres no restraint.

Quaker lives, badly crippled,

Creeps round her hole on tiptoe.

Cats grin and sing, hunt for sport.

Their muscles ripple.

 I shivered. The furies raging in the Messenger home came to grotesque life on the page. I was surprised, too, by the care invested in the language. I wouldnt have suspected the Emily Id seen, by turns tearful and withdrawn, to have such inner control.
 Do you have any idea when she wrote this? I asked Cottingham. You said it was Mondays assignment. Does that mean she wrote it over the weekend? After her mothers death?
 Cottingham pursed her lips, considering. I made the assignment two weeks ago, when wed been discussing poetry for a few sessions. Students usually wait until the last minute, so the probability is she wrote it on the weekend. It is strange, though, isnt itif she knew her mother was dead. And also, how could she have the … well, the emotional energy to write anything within hours of her mothers murder. Id guess she did it ahead of time. But then, why read it now?
 Presumably Emily sees herself as the mouse. But maybe shes seeing her mother like that, and herself some guilty monster. Id like to take the poem with me.
 Cottingham shook her head. Nope. Its a students private paper. You dont know
 I dont know where she is. The longer it takes to find her the less likely she is to be in decent mental shape, or even alive. And shes got her two brothers with her. Anything that can help me learn enough about her to figure out where she may have gone is crucial.
 The police are looking
 And I wish them every success. I cut her off again. But theyre not studying Emily. Theyre focusing on the situation. Fabian is confusing the investigation by hauling in the states attorney every time he wants action.
 And you have special skills?
 I thought you knew. Im a private investigator. Surely I had told her that last night on the phone. Or was I so rattled by events that I couldnt even identify myself anymore?
 In the end Cottingham gave unenthusiastic assent to my making a copy of the document, as she called it. She stood next to me in the office while I used their copier. I even put a dime in the traythe donation requested for personal use of the machine.
 And youll call me if you think of anythingor hear anythingthat might tell me where shes gone? I said as she left me at the door.
 She promised, but not with the air of someone placing great confidence in my abilities. As if to test her assessment I stopped at the Messenger house on my way north. The housekeeper opened the door a crack.
 No reporting. Her accent was thick, almost unintelligible.
 Im a detective. I spoke slowly. Is Mr. Messenger home?
 No reporting, she repeated firmly, starting to shut the door.
 Sticking my toe in the crack, I fished frantically in my brain for the few words of Polish Id learned from my fathers mother. Those didnt include private detective, of course, but since hed been a policeman Id heard her mention that. To palliate the lie I pulled out my wallet to show her the photostat of my investigators license.
 She frowned at it, reiterated Policjant, and opened the door. When I asked again for Fabian she answered in Polish. Disappointed at my blank stare, she said, No home, and turned on her heel.
 Feeling guiltyat impersonating the police, at trespassing on Emilys privacyI trotted up the stairs to her bedroom. Someone had sorted through it with an undiscriminating hand. The times Id been here it had held the mild disarray of the average teenager, but today drawers stood open, trailing bits of sweatshirts and underwear, books lay haphazardly on the floor, and papers tilted drunkenly over the sides of the small desk. I couldnt believe Finchley or Neely had searched the place so carelessly. Either Fabian had vented his rage here, or Emily had been hunting something crucial before she fled.
 I picked up the papers from the floor. They were all schoolworkessays, geometry problems, class notes. The essays expressed what Ms. Cottingham had called the standard subjectsthe intense yearning for love and death that catches you at adolescence.
 I hoped for more poems, or a diary, but found nothing so personal. Only in the margins of the notes, between savagely etched doodles, were occasional remarks. Why, oh why?appeared, and stern adjurations to silence, in English and French. The hand itself, although still juvenile, was tiny, as though the writer were trying to efface her presence from the paper.
 Stuck among the papers was a snapshot of Emily with Joshua and Nathan. She was cradling the baby, holding Joshua by the hand. The picture might have dated from the previous summer: she wore the muddy yellow shirt Id seen her in last Saturday, but over shorts. Both she and Joshua stared at the camera with a painful solemnity. I tucked the picture into my notebook and continued hunting.
 A letter from Emilys grandmother, in the round script taught in the thirties, thanked her for her card and described the coming of spring to Du Quoin, in downstate Illinois. The cat was catching sparrows in the garden instead of the mice in the kitchen. The college students were feeling their oats with the warm weather; Grandmother hoped Emily was behaving herself and taking advantage of her own educational opportunities. I copied down the address, wondering if someone who saw herself as a mouse would turn to a grandmother who wrote so prosaically about her own murderous cat.
 I took a quick look through Emilys wardrobe. Girls today wear anything, from leggings and smocks to tattered jeans and granny dresses. Girls whose fathers earned Fabians kind of money have drawers spilling out with teddies and other feathery lingerie. In Emilys closet the pink wool dress shed worn to Manfreds dinner hung with some of Deirdres other castoffs and two pleated skirts, last in fashion when I was in high school. I shut the door, embarrassed to have pried on such desolate ground.
 After that I couldnt bring myself to go through her dresser, even in the hopes of finding a hidden diary. Where the plain cotton briefs stuck out I shoved them in and firmly closed the drawers.
 I picked up a few of the books at random. The old standbys, Charlottes Web and Laura Ingalls Wilder, were mixed with Marion Zimmer Bradley and Ursula K. LeGuin. A dreaming child, or perhaps one in retreat from the painful world she inhabited. I jotted some of the titles next to the grandmothers address, wondering what possible significance I could hope to find in them.
 A fat book had been thrown in a corner, its edge just visible where it poked beyond the radiator. I lay down flat to pull it out. It was a copy of Churchills History of the English-Speaking Peoples. In the dust jacket Fabian had written To Emily, the Alpha and the Omega. Happy Birthday. Love, Father. The alpha and omega? Let alone that it was a strange thing to write to his daughter, Fabian had never seemed to me to treat her that way. Although there was his unexpected gentleness when I was leaving the house on Saturday.
 Something else lay behind the radiator. Impelled by what curiosity I couldnt say, I stuck a hand in to pull it out. It was a baseball bat, signed by Nellie Fox. Id noticed it, casually, last Wednesday night, in the hall umbrella stand. The head was covered with a dried, scabby mess. I looked at it, stupefied, knowing what it was but refusing to accept knowledge, then stuffed it back under the radiator and fled the house.
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Whats in a Poem?
I drove over to the lake. The ground was still brown, cut in ugly hillocks by the stones flung along it during last winters storms. I walked out to the promontory jutting east at Fifty-fifth Street. The day was cool; the city to the north was shrouded by fog. The water, gunmetal-blue, slapped at my feet. An old man sat by a line, a bucket and net next to him. He didnt look up as I passed.
 Emily could not possibly have killed Deirdre. I made myself repeat those words. The bat somehow had gotten into her room. Fabian put it there and threatened to turn her in for her mothers murder if she didnt give him an alibi for last Friday. The pressure proved too much for her, poor little mouse, and she ran away. I liked it. But would Terry Finchley?
 In a seconds unthinking revulsion I had thrust the bat back behind the radiator. I wanted to protect Emily and I didnt want anyone to know the weapon was there. But I would have to tell the police. Staring sightlessly into the mist, I saw it had been foolish to think otherwise. And my first impulse, to make an anonymous call, was also foolish: my prints were on the bat. At least I hadnt been so stupid as to wipe them clean. The surface might show Fabians as well.
 I realized my cheeks were wet. A thin rain had started to fall without my noticing. I walked back to my car, as slowly as though every muscle in my body had been flayed from the bone.
 Going in the Eleventh Street entrance to the police station I was struck by an unexpected nostalgia. Its an old precinct, still with the high wood counter, narrow corridors, and dim lights I remember from the stations where my father used to serve. I longed for the sight of him at the counter, waiting to buy me an ice cream after school, or to listen to my tale of woe with a gentle smile my mother never wore. I longed for a comfort that life could not give me.
 The desk sergeant sent me up to the detective area without even a smile, let alone an ice cream. Several of the crew I knew were at their desks. John McGonnigal, a sergeant I hadnt seen for a while, looked surprised, but called out a cheerful greeting. And Bobby Mallory, my fathers oldest friend on the force, now a year from retirement, saw me from his office and came out.
 Whats up, Vicki? Come to see how the worse half lives? Or do you have something on your chest after last night? Bobby has moved from active dismay at my career to a grudging neutrality.
 They say confession is good for the soul. And I have a confession to make.
 Bobby looked at me sourly, but called Terry to his office. Finchleys face showed a little gray at the edges. His normal poise had been worn raw by the stresses of dealing with the wake Fabian was churning up.
 Have you found the girl? he demanded. Weve notified airlines, bus lines, circulated the CTA, the cab companies, and were not hearing anything.
 Except round-the-clock from Clive Landseer, Super Kajmowicz, and the networks, Bobby interjected.
 No, I said baldly. Id much rather be here with Emily than what I do have: the murder weapon.
 When I explained what Id found and how, Bobby snarled, but Terry smiled bleakly. So the girl killed her mother?
 Instead of Tamar Hawkings doing it, you mean? I couldnt keep a nasty inflection out of my voice.
 Look, Vic, we do the best we can with what evidence we have. Now youve got the murder weapon in the girls bedroom. How did it get there if she didnt put it there?
 Fabian lives in that house too. He could have stuck it behind her radiator.
 And she left it there? Come on, Vicki, think what youre saying: Would she have slept three nights in the room with her mothers brains stowed behind her radiator? Bobby was keeping close tabs on the casehe had the whole chronology in his head.
 And she would have slept if shed put it there herself? I demanded. Youre suggesting that if she murdered her mother she kept the weapon as a trophy, but shoved it out of sight. If Fabian put it there maybe she didnt know about it.
 Come onwhy would a man try to frame his own daughter? Bobby, who doted on all four of his own daughters and numerous grandchildren, couldnt imagine a home like Fabians.
 Easier to believe the girl killed her mother? I demanded.
 Terry pressed his temples with one hand, as though trying to make sure his head stayed in one piece. The important thing now is to send someone down to collect it. Not being a private citizen like Vic, I need a warrant. And you know how Fabian Messenger is going to react to learning youve been searching Emilys room behind his back.
 Come on, guys: I found the murder weapon for you. Dont act as though I hid it there myself.
 Come to that, I wouldnt put it past you. Bobby thought he was being funny. The Finch has told me youve got a bee in your bonnet about Fabian Messenger. If you didnt think we were going after him hard enough to suit you, you could have put it there.
 I smiled. In that case I would have planted it in Fabians room. I wish Id thought of thatinstead of taking evidence seriously. I did come here, even though I knew you guys would start haring after Emily. Just as you did Tamar Hawkings. Whom youve yet to find.
 I swept from the station in a fine dudgeon. Back in my car, though, my worries about the girl returned full force. I couldnt swear she hadnt killed her mother. I didnt have any sense of what a teenager under the kinds of stresses Emily endured might do. I pulled her poem from my pocket and read it through again. What if she and Fabian were the cats and Deirdre the mouse whom theyd attacked together? I didnt like that idea at all. It implied a thralldom to Fabian of unbearable servility.
 I put the car in gear and drove north to Arcadia House. Marilyn Lieberman came out of a meeting to talk to me.
 Any news about Deirdre? she asked. People keep calling me, wanting to know if her death had any connection to the shelter. And everyone on the board is worried. You found her … her body, didnt you?
 Yeah. I feel like Lady Macbethin my house? Right now Im more worried about the kids. You heard they vanished?
 Marilyn opened her eyes wide. No. I tend not to watch the news. Life around here is too harrowing without thinking about war and famine. Where …? Why …?
 I wish I had a clue. Im worried that Fabian killed Deirdre and is coercing Emilyhis daughterinto giving him an alibi. That she freaked from the pressure and took off. Hes got too many important friends for the police to push very hard on him.
 I couldnt tell Marilyn about the baseball bat before the police had recovered it. I did recount my evening at the Messengers, and what Id seen of him since. Unlike Emilys teacher, Marilyn had no trouble believing me.
 In fact it probably explains why Deirdre did so much for us. Sal suggested she was an abused wife, but I didnt want to think about it. The trouble is, a job like thisyoure giving all day long. I want support from my boardso I turn a blind eye to the possibility that they have problems.
 Theres something Id like you to look at. I pulled Emilys poem out of my bag. Does this tell you anything?
 Marilyn read it. This Deirdres daughter? Sounds like one unhappy girl. A mouse between two cats. Ugh. Lets get Eva to take a look at it.
 Eva Kuhn, Arcadias therapist, was conducting a group therapy session, Marilyns administrative assistant told us. Shed be free in half an hour. Marilyn took me to her office to wait.
 It was a Spartan room, furnished with leftovers from some of Arcadias corporate sponsors. Marilyn had done her best to humanize the space with plants. Artwork by the residents gave the room a jolt of eccentric color.
 While we drank overboiled coffee women and children darted in for brief moments of recognition. Marilyn greeted each by name, with a personal questionhad this child made a crown in artwork that morning? had that mother been to the jobs counselor yesterday?then picked up the thread of our conversation without missing a nuance. No wonder she needed a board that supported rather than drained her.
 You find anything for that kid youre trying to help? she asked.
 Oh, Christ. My bread and butter. Id forgotten him. And I have until five p.m. Friday. I feel like Gary Cooper in High Noon. KenMacKenzieGraham and his blasted public service.
 You tried Home Free? Marilyn asked.
 I looked at her approvingly. What a brilliant idea. Not just for the young Graham. But for Deirdre. She did a lot of work there. Maybe they know something about her we dont.
 Something thatll lead you to Emily? Marilyn was skeptical.
 Thatll give me a bead on Deirdres killer, keep the cops from fingering either Emily or Tamar Hawkings. If Hawkings ever reemerges. Do you think a child of fourteen would have the capacity to pound her mothers head in?
 Deirdres daughter? You dont really think She cut her remark short with a shake of her head. I cant give you some kind of cast-iron assurance about the character of a girl I never met. All I can tell you is Ive seen people do unbelievable things.
 We had a woman here for a while, shes doing ten years now, who poured lye on her old man while he was asleep, then coated him with molasses. He burned to deathhe couldnt wash the stuff off. She was four-foot-eleven. The courts didnt care that she only had one major limb the guy hadnt broken. And youve got to agree it was a hell of a way to die. So Im not betting on what some girl on the brink might or might not do to her mother. Although Im with youId rather the husband got nailed.
 Only if hes guilty, of course, I murmured.
 Eva came in on Marilyns sardonic snort of laughter. Thats what we like: a cheerful heart among our happy workers. Hows it going, Vic? You want an hour of therapy? Im revved up and ready to take on you or anyone else your weight you want to name.
 Bad session, huh? Marilyn said. We want your diagnostic skills. Dont tell her who wrote it, Vic. Let her read it.
 And guess? Eva watched while I cut a piece of masking tape to cover Emilys name. In school they give you case studies where youre supposed to make a diagnosis and recommend treatment, but no ones ever given me a piece of paper and asked me to construct a case study.
 She had played basketball, first for Tennessee and then professionally in Japan, before deciding on a career in social work. In jeans, with a white shirt rolled up to expose her muscular forearms, she still looked more like a ballplayer than a therapist. I tag along after her in pickup games sometimes. Shes ten years my junior and from a different planet in ability. Id often wondered whether her fast-breaking physical style carried over to her counseling sessions. Still, I knew the Arcadia staff thought highly of her.
 She read the poem carefully, her dark hair hiding her face as she bent over the paper. When she looked up again she was frowning. Youd better tell me something about the writer. This a woman in trouble?
 A child in trouble. I told her what I knew about Emily. Im clutching at straws. Is there anything in that poem that would suggest that Fabian had killed her mother? Or where Emily might go to hide?
 A faint smile crinkled Evas dark eyes. Im a social worker, not a literary critic. If the kids the mouseand we can assume thats true: shes not going to write so despairingly about someone else, even her mothershe feels violated by both parents. Shes the one who gets hurt in the poemthe two cats are on the prowl at the end.
 Then it doesnt make sense. She wanted to make a special point about the poem: its likely thats why she went to school Monday. But if her mother was dead, would she think of her that way?
 Eva tapped the paper as if it were a ball she was trying to dribble. It seems likely that she didnt know her mother was dead when she wrote it.
 Maybe she wrote it Friday night, Marilyn suggested, leaning forward in her chair. Deirdre went out, leaving Emily holding the bag. If what you say about the family is true, Fabian could have blamed Emily for her mothers defection.. Maybe the girl finally had enough. She cant confront her parentstheyre out to lunch. She knows she needs help, but not at a conscious level: she can only ask it obliquely of her teachers.
 Could be. Eva nodded. Deirdres dead and she needs help more than ever. She goes ahead and reads the poem in class, then is overwhelmedby having criticized her mother, whos dead. She might even be imagining her harsh words killed her mother.
 Then how I clipped the words off.
 How did the bat get into her room? If Fabian was in all nightno. He was forcing Emily to say he was in all night. It seemed all too likely that one of them had killed Deirdre. I wanted it to be him, not his daughter, but I couldnt want it so badly I didnt think the situation through.
 I took the paper back from Eva. I was hoping it would give me some kind of hinteither about Fabians guilt, or where shes fled to.
 The poem makes it clear that Fabians guilty of something, Eva said. But just what, youd have to talk to the girl to find out. She sees herself as small and helpless. I dont know whether that means shed flee to someone powerful, or find herself some kind of bolt hole. Thats probably why she came to you, Vic. You seemed like a powerful outsider, big enough to stand up to the cats.
 And thanks to her wretched father I wasnt able to respond when she needed me, I said bitterly, getting up. But its possible she might have turned to one of her teachers instead, someone whos being quixotic in not turning her in. Ill go back to the school and dig some more. Thanks, Eva. See you at the next board meeting, Marilyn.
 Hoping Emily might have gone there after all, I went first to my office, where I received a rude shock. I went to the coffee shop on the corner to phone and got the boarding company, not the Culpeppers management office. They couldnt help me locate the contents of my office; they didnt know anything about that. Just that the building had been vacated by the end of the workday yesterday: theyd boarded the doors at ten this morning.
 Youre sure no one was in the building?
 Look, lady, weve been doing this for thirty years. Believe me, weve never nailed anyone prematurely into a coffin yet. You got any other problems, take them up with the buildings owners.
 His receiver slammed in my ear. In other words, they hadnt searched the building first. I wondered if Terry Finchley even knew the Pulteney was boarded shut. After all, there was still an active crime scene inside.
 I didnt want to call back to the Central District, not after having just given them evidence they wanted to use against Emily, but I needed to know theyd done a thorough search of the building. Finchley was gone, presumably to the Messenger mansion; my call was shunted to Officer Neely.

 She apologized and said I could get it tomorrow. I was ready to hang up, but Neely seemed to be toying with saying something else. I waited, not speaking, and was finally rewarded.
 About the Messenger kids. We canvassed the street, of course. One of the waitresses in your corner coffee shop thought she might have seen the kids. But theres no way of knowing for sure. Even though youre at the tag end of the Loop, theres still plenty of foot traffic.
 Youre sure theyre not in the building? If theyd been seen here, in the coffee shop where I was phoning, where else could they be?
 I hope not. If they somehow eluded us … I dont know. Ill see if Terryif Detective Finchleywill let me open up the building and go through it one more time. For once Neelys stiff police mask slipped; she sounded worried, even a bit scared.
 When she hung up I went over to the counter to find the woman whod spotted Emily. The waitresses all know me by sight from the years Ive been coming in, but wed never gotten down to names. When I explained my errand, and showed them the snapshot of Emily with her brothers, they treated me with a friendly camaraderie. Business was slack; I was someone new to talk to. After a few minutes whispered consultation a solidly built woman of about fifty came over to me. The plastic tag on her massive bosom identified her as Melba.
 Thats the girl, all right, just like I told that girl from the police. In her slow, strong cadence she emphasized the first syllable, making the police seem much more ominous than usual. It was about four p.m., just when Im ready to go off shift, and she come in asking for the Pulteney.
  Thats right next door, I tell her. But aint hardly anyone left in it now. What you want there? I ask her. I wondered about her, see, since she had these two little boys in tow, and Im thinking, Lord, they start in younger every day, because she wasnt more than nineteen, tops, and the bigger boy had to be six. And Im wondering if she wants to hole up in there on account of she knows its coming down. So I give her and the kids some tuna sandwiches and a bag of fries. But I couldnt honestly tell you if they went inside the Pulteney or not.
 She pronounced the building name majestically, with the weight on the second syllable, evoking a brief image not of the derelict Id rented all those years, but the stately home for which it was named.
 Im wondering if theres a way into the Pulteney basement through yours. Another homeless woman has been living there, but weve always kept the only door down there locked.
 Melba looked dubious. I couldnt let you look, not without the managers okay, and he isnt here right now. Wont be back, probably, until tomorrow morning.
 I pulled a ten from my bag and held it casually. She took it with dignity, but indicated I ought to square the other two waitresses as well. Five apiece seemed ample to me for them. Melba led me through to the back, past the kitchen where two cooks were laughing over a game of twenty-one, to the basement door.
 The stairs were old but clean. A giant cooler stood at the bottom, the only part of the basement they really used, Melba explained. She turned on the light by the cooler and let me borrow the flashlight hanging there to poke through the rooms behind it. The boiler and heating pipes sat in the first one, a system as old as the Pulteneys, installed when furnaces were built of cast iron and could handle a century of heating without a belch.
 Beyond the boiler lay a series of storerooms, whose contents were a guide to the history of the building. The most recent layer held Formica tables and plastic booths that might have dated from the fifties, when the site was already in use as a diner. Beyond them, I found relics of a barber shop, antique shoe repair equipment, and what looked like the remains of a Linotype machine. Id never known the old printing district had offshoots this far north.
 I couldnt find any signs of recent use of the premises. And, although I poked and prodded long after Melba lost interest in my activities, I couldnt see any place where the basement connected to the Pulteney. When I finally gave up on the project it was past four. I put the flashlight back on its hook and went upstairs, coughing from the dust Id been breathing. The cooks were still playing cards. Business hadnt improved in my absence.
 Melba burst out laughing when she saw me. You could use a week in a bathtub, thats for sure. Any luck?
 I shook my head. Could you get me a BLT while I wash some of this off? And fries.
 French fries are my weakness; I felt Id earned a plateful after all that futile work. As I went into the bathroom I heard Melba order the grillman to fry up some fresh bacon: The lady dont need that heap of grease you been saving all day.
 In the tiny mirror over the sink I could see why Melba had laughed. Grime encased me in a layer so thick, my face and hair had turned gray. I scrubbed off what I could under the tap, but everything I had on would have to go to the cleaners.
 When I came out I went back to the phone to call my landlords. I had a hard time running them to earth. I finally reached Freddie Culpepper on his car phone, much to his annoyance. He wasted valuable message units demanding to know how Id gotten the number.
 Sources, Freddie. You locked me out of my office, and my rent is paid in full. I need you to let me into the building to collect my belongings.
 We notified tenants who were in place yesterday. We regard you as voluntarily abandoning the premises, which means your office and its contents now belong to us. And dont even think of trying to break and enter. We know your habits, Warshawski, how you used to break into the basement despite Tom Czarniks repeated warnings to you, and well know who to go after if that boarding comes off.
 Or if one of your own computers disappears. Along with ten years of your records. I didnt have time to screw around getting a court order to retrieve my papers.
 I hung up as he sputtered something about getting his lawyers if I was resorting to threats. Giving Melba another ten, I took the sandwich outside with me to eat in the car. That left me with three singles and a bit of change, and an unwelcome sense of alarm. It would be a close thing to get more cash out of my account this week.
 As a vain hope I talked to the tender of the corner newsstand, an unshaven man with bloodshot eyes and a black hole where his teeth once had been. He glanced at the snapshot, but he hadnt noticed the children. He hadnt noticed anyone on the street since a boy beat him up after hed noticed the boy shoplifting and fingered him to the cops. That had been in 83, or maybe 85, but whenever it was it had permanently broken him of the noticing habit.
 Discouragement made me impatient with everything, including my own appetite. I gave the man my sandwich and fries and drove home.
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Cops Night Out
Conrad had gone back to the day shift yesterday morning. We had agreed to meet for supper and dancing at the Cotton Club to celebrate, but I felt too overwhelmed by the events of the day to feel very celebratory. I called to see if I could beg off.
 Ive had a tough day, too, Ms. W. Im not asking you to drink champagne and cheer, just help me put some of the garbage behind. And maybe let me do the same for you.
 Put like that I couldnt refuse. As I went off to bathe, I realized my reluctance to see him stemmed not from fatigue, but from his friendship with Finchley. Finchley, whom Id always liked, who seemed like a good and fair cop, was beginning to act like an enemy.
 I turned on the bath, pouring in a generous dollop of juniper oilits advertised as lifting the spirits. Conrad had been right last week to call Deirdres death the case hed been dreading. It was starting to feel like a lump of leaden porridge sitting in my stomach when we talked.
 I climbed into the green water and inspected my legs. A circle of small broken veins near my left kneecap was an early sign of age. The dark marks on the right one seemed just to be a bruise.

Its not so much that the police slice everything into dipolesright/wrong, black/whitebut that they rate themselves by how many people they arrest. I scrubbed my legs so hard, my skin stung when I lay back in the water.
 Over dinner at I Popoli, I eyed Conrad warily. He seemed withdrawn, speaking in half-sentences, not paying much attention to what he was saying. I was sure he and Terry had been discussing the Messenger case, as well as last nights fiasco at my apartment.
 Some of Conrads depression might have stemmed from his dinner. Hed been warned at his last physical to cut down drastically on fat; in an act of self-pity tonight he had ordered poached turbot without sauce. Now he picked at it morosely. After his third random remark I couldnt take the strain, and asked him point-blank if he had been talking to Finchley.
 He caught up with me this evening. Just before I set out to meet you.
 And told you how he tried to arrest me last night?
 Sounds like an ugly scene all the way around. He says you impersonated a cop to go into the Messenger mansion today.
 Technically, no. I showed my PI license to the housekeeper, but I didnt know the Polish word for it. She thought I was a cop. Im sorry in a way that I did it. As long as Terry didnt take Messenger seriously as a suspect he wasnt going to search the house, and that bat could have lain there for decades. I tried to keep my tone reasonable, conversational, not threatening.
 Youre wrong about that, Vic: Terry has wondered about Fabian. But there didnt seem to be any evidence hard enough for the states attorney to agree to a search warrant.
 He took another bite of fish and held his breath while he swallowed it. I scooped some of my calamari alla marinara onto a bread plate and handed it across to him.
 Eat some of this. It doesnt have any fat in it, and its got some flavor. … But as far as evidence goes, no one wanted to pay serious attention to my saying that Deirdre was expecting someone to meet her at my office.
 Its not that, Ms. W. Everyone knew you were protecting that homeless woman, so no one knew whether to believe you or not.
 I set my fork down with a bang. Outrageous, Conrad. To think I would manufacture evidence in order to shield someone I believe in. Do you think I didnt want to take that baseball bat today and burn it? No one ever would have known. Except Emily or Fabian. Or Emily and Fabian, I silently amended.
 Cool your engines, babe: its a tribute to your passion for people in trouble, not a swipe at your integrity.
 I tried to ease the taut muscles in my face. What happens now?
 Now the Finch will talk to Fabian. To the kid if he can find her.
 And what if Fabian makes Finchley believe its the kid when its not, when its really him?
 Give Terry some credit, Vic. He took my right hand and massaged it between his own. He can sort out the truth. Pressure wont make him believe a lie.
 I held my fingers rigidly, unable to respond to his touch. Four days ago both you and he told me Tamar Hawkings was the likeliest person to suspect, not Fabian. You even seemed to think I would have manufactured evidence to shield her.
 Take it easy, Vic. We go with what we have. Four days ago wehedidnt know the murder weapon was in a missing teenagers bedroom. An unstable homeless woman was not an unlikely suspect. She was a likely suspect: the one person on the scene.
 He hesitated, then spoke in a rush. As a favor to Terry, I went out to interview her husband, Leon Hawkings. Theres a history of violence in that household, but Im not sure whos beating on whom. The woman has a sister who tried to kill her own husband, alleging violence, but she stabbed him when he was asleep, not provoked, so she did five years at Dwight. Leon seemed to think
 Thats a real problem for women in violent households, I interrupted. They know if they fight back when the mans assaulting them theyre going to be hurt really badly. So they withdrawemotionallyfrom the scene. Its only later that they can feel the anger you or another man might experience at the moment of attack.
 You cant stab a guy while hes sleeping. Not and claim self-defense, anyway.
 But its okay to hit her while shes wide awake? I spoke bitterly.
 His grip on my fingers tightened. You know I dont believe that, Vic. Dont put that kind of twist on my words. … According to Hawkings, when Tamars sister came out, her old man murdered her. Tamar went off the deep end, started accusing Leon of being an abuser, and went to a shelter. When she left the shelter she stayed home for a week and then split with the kids.
 I pulled my hand away to cover my head. Whose story did I believethe husbands or the wifes? Finchleys or mine? Emilys or Fabiansassuming they had separate stories.
 You hiding under there, girl? Conrad asked.
 I attempted a smile and looked up. So Finchley thinks Hawkings was demented, and might have killed Deirdre just because Deirdre frowned when she should have smiled? Or vice versa?
 Wed just like a chance to talk to her. And now to the Messenger girl. Those are the only two people we know for sure were hovering around the crime scene Friday night.
 Id like to talk to them, too, but maybe ask slightly different questions. … How many people are in Joliet who never committed the crime they were convicted of? One? Five? Five hundred?
 All of them, if you ask them, Conrad said. Whats your point? That we sometimes get the wrong person? I agree. I dont like it, but I wont try to pretend it doesnt happen.
 But we execute people, including teenaged girls. We sometimes do it when were not a hundred percent sure theyre guilty. Maybe theyve exhausted their appeals, or the evidence comes up in such a way it cant be used on appeal. We know it happens. So when I hear about evidence, even when I find evidence that I send the police to, I need a lot more. Story. Context. Its the only way to decide if someones story is … I wont say truebut more consistent, more authentic. Im afraid Terrys going to take this bat and, because hes under pressure from the states attorney, bludgeon Emily with it.
 Conrad frowned at his turbot, now cold and flaking into pieces, and pushed it to one side. With a glance at me, as if to see whether he could eat my food without reprisals, he finished the share of calamari Id given him and stuck his fork across the table into my pasta. It was meant as a gesture of reconciliation, the sharing of food.
 Why do you think she ran away? he asked. Do you think its impossible she killed her mother and is racked by guilt?
 I dont think anythings impossible. What I want to believe and what Im able to accept are two very different things. But cant you imagine a scenario, Conrad, where shes had to swallow an enormous amount of unpalatable stuff, and the last thing to go down is her father forcing her to give him an alibi? I can see where that could push her past the brink, as much as if shed killed her mother herself.

 Conrad, really, I try to be polite to your mother, but she treats me so glacially that I start to feel like a frozen mammoth when Im around her.
 We stopped talking while the waiter delivered both his pie and an intrusive comment about its low-calorie, healthful properties. Conrads remark about his stab wound seemed to have stimulated the waiterhe hovered within earshot, hoping for more juice.

It was just one more insult, and not the first shed ever faced, but she started getting bitter. Life was too hard for her after my father died.
 I swallowed some coffee. After that history Im surprised you even wanted to join the police.
 He grinned, his gold front tooth glinting. Maybe I wanted to even the score. No, things had changed. Some. When I got home from Vietnam I tried college, but I felt too old, too out-of-place. I had to do something and the options didnt look that greatdrive a bus, be a busboyso I took the test and went to the academy. The Finch was in my class. He was a college boy. University of Illinois criminal justice major. They thought he was too big for his britches. A couple of the guys jumped him one night when I happened to be passing by. After that we got to be buddies.
 His beeper went off. This had better not be some triple homicide calling me back to work.
 He got up to find a phone but came back a minute later. Speak of the devil. Its Terry, looking for you.
 I went to the pay phone in the back of the restaurant. Terry was stiff, a bit formal, but straightforward. He wanted to share the lab results with me. The bat did have Deirdres brains on it. Besides my own prints, the only ones theyd found were Emilys.
 Doesnt look good, Vic. I just wanted you to know.

In case youd forgotten, last week you used that same line to coerce me into investigating why Century Bank had pulled the plug on Lamia. When, just two days later, Home Free agreed to give them a rehab job, you trotted out those very words to pull me off the investigation.
 She started to say something, but I spoke through her. In a minute. I want to spell this out clearly for you. I left the investigation most reluctantly.  Dont bring furniture into this, Vic. You promised meCamilla and melast Sunday you would leave Lamias affairs alone. I cant have someone on my payroll whos so untrustworthy.
 Pot calling the kettle, Quirk. It was an effort to keep my voice light. My accounting records are boarded up in the Pulteney. Ill send you a check as soon as I can get in to see how much of your retainer is owed youIve done some work on Mr. T that I havent billed you for yet.
 Mr. T? Whats he got to do with me? Youre not just arrogant, youre insane.
 Your little T-cell company. Thats what you called it when you gave me the assignment. I dont remember its formal name offhand.
 Her skin turned so pale that her freckles stood out like drops of blood against her skin. I want you to drop that investigation at once. What have you found out?
 Ill look it up this afternoon and send you a report and a bill. I spoke stiffly, uninterested in masking my own anger.
 I dont want you looking it up. I dont want you sending me a report. Ill write off the retainer in lieu of a fee for the work on that company. She got up. And stay away from Home Free. Neither Camilla nor I want those waters muddied any further.
 Phoebe, you just fired me. You cant order me around. And anyway, you never have realized Im not a blender to start and stop by throwing a switch. You need to remember Im a professional with whom you contractednot hiredto get work done. And that means I design the work plan. If I turn up startling material that changes the work plan, I make that decision.
 Professional? She curled her lip. With your accounts boarded up in an abandoned building? What a joke! I hired you out of pity for a struggling woman entrepreneur. But there are plenty of other firms around town who will do what I need with a lot less grief.
 As I rode the elevator down to the ground I felt a sour taste in my mouth. There was too much truth in her criticism. Nothing about my life these days looked remotely successful, let alone professional.

I forgot you were sitting in the front seat on this one. Whats with Deirdres kids? Theyve hogged the front page the last two days. Someone said Messenger beat his wife and killed her because she was having an affair.
 Could be. I pushed the button.
 Oh, damn you, Warshawski. He got down on one knee, with more agility than you might expect from a guy his size, and kissed my right hand. O She-who-must-be-obeyed, I will dial up all data bases for you with my own fingers if you will only tell me about the murder, omitting no details however trivial they may seem to you, and tying them up with the computer search you are undertaking.
 I laughed. Im not sure how what I want to know ties to Deirdres death. Im just fishing around. But Ill tell you something for nothing that the cops arent interested in: Deirdre had made an appointment to see someone in my office. Im trying to find out who.
 Murray loved it. He danced me around the hall and told me he took back all the mean, ugly things hed ever even thought about me, let alone said, adding that the white hairs looked sexy, and whisked me down to Lucy Moynihans hamburger joint to talk.  Dad let me borrow the Lincoln. I told him I had a lead on a job. He was too excited to wonder why I couldnt drive my own car to it.
 I chucked him under the chin. Im touched. I hate to think of you lying to your papa.
 You moral too?
 In a manner of speaking. Tell you whatI might have a job for you. When his face lit up I said, Grunt work only. Whoever killed Deirdre Messenger in my office last week erased my hard disk. AwayGets Mugged
Elston Avenue cuts a diagonal swath through the Northwest Side. A busy road during rush hourit parallels the Kennedy Expresswayat other times its a no-mans-land. Bleak stretches where warehouses and factories once stood dot its route. Few shops or restaurants have filled the gaps, so people from the surrounding neighborhoods dont frequent the street.

Bus to Romania
A little after five-thirty Lottys fingers on my wrist wrenched me out of sleep, interrupting a dream Im prone to in times of stress: Im trying to reach my mother behind the maze of equipment in which her final illness wrapped her, but the tubes keep sprouting and spreading like plant roots, knitting a plastic thicket that keeps her from me.
 Sorry, Liebchen. I have to go into Chicagotheres an emergency at the hospital. But since youre awake lets take a quick look at you. She prodded me, lifted my eyelids, and listened to my heart. Youll do. Ill check on your CAT scan with the radiologist, butas long as you dont take on any hooligansyou should be able to get up today. Remember to drink plenty of fluids, and no alcohol: thats most important.
 A few minutes later I heard Maxs Buick pull out of the drive. I got up and fumbled my stiff arms into the dressing gown Max had laid out for me. In the guest bathroom down the hall I stood under a hot shower, slowly moving my arms until I could raise them above my head, then massaging the taut muscles in my neck. After fifteen minutes of home-brewed hydrotherapy I went back to the guest room and went through a longer stretching routine. Its hard to make yourself do exercises when youre sore, but you heal much faster if you get the blood flowing vigorously.
 When I got down to the kitchen I found Max drinking coffee over the New York Times. He had driven Lotty into the cityshe didnt have her own car with her and hed seen Lotty at the wheel too many times to lend her his own.
 You look well this morning, Victoria. A happy recovery. Coffee?

 The light on his glasses hid his eyes from me, keeping his thoughts secret. You know Lotty would absolutely forbid such an excursion.
 I know: thats what keeps our relationship so strained all the time. Maybe after this case Ill resign and go into real estate or teach Italian.
 And somehow be the only Italian instructor embroiled on the wrong side of P-2 or the Banco Ambrosiano. … If you feel an urgent need to go to this construction site Ill drive you there.
 Which Lotty would also absolutely forbid. I cant put you in danger, not when shes finally forgiven me for doing it to her.
 Not out of concern for my personal safety, Im happy to hear. Maxs snort of laughter interrupted my blushing disclaimer. If its likely to be dangerous, you mustnt go. If its not, Ill drive you.
 I bit on my thumbnail. If Anton or Charpentier was there it could be quite ugly, and I was in no shape to take them on. But my bet was we would avoid them. I finally asked Max if he could scout the site from the alley while I waited on Montrose. If anyone was there hed pick me up and wed come back to Evanston.
 I dont suppose theyll shoot at a strange car just for passing by their work zone, he agreed.
 Leaving a message for Lotty, in case she finished earlier than she expected, he solicitously took my elbow and helped me into the front seat of the Buick. Lake Shore Drive?
 Edensthe Cicero exit will decant us almost on top of the construction site. The interior of his car was as immaculate as his house; I saw some crumbs on my T-shirt and tossed them out the window.

 We moved fast through the empty streets. In the city someone is always about doing something, but in the suburbs people must sleep later: for long stretches of westbound Dempster we were the only car around. It wasnt even seven-fifteen when we exited the expressway and turned onto Elston. When we reached Montrose I showed Max the entrance to the alley that ran down behind the construction site.
 He left me at the corner of Montrose and Elston, where I could feign waiting for a bus to account for my solitary presence. A pay phone stood nearby. If Max didnt return in ten minutes I would call Conrad. Some missing chunks of memory had returned in the night, including Mrs. Rawlingss phone number, but in case excitement fragmented my mind Id scrawled the number on my wrist.
 I paced the sidewalk to loosen my muscles and sang Italian folk songs under my breath to distract my mind. A cop car slowed to take a closer look at me. I frowned at my watch and looked up the street, miming impatience for the bus. The car drove on. The ten minutes stretched to fourteen. My hand was hovering over the number pad when Max returned.
 I couldnt see anyone, but a large truck was standing there. I drove by twice, but there didnt seem to be anyone about. Do you want to risk it?
 I couldnt imagine why Gary would leave his truck at the site. It made me uneasyit might mean hed be showing up at any moment. We finally decided to drive down the alley and park south of the site. That way we could get to the car if anyone came inthe pattern of one-way streets made the north end the entrance to the alley. I tried to get Max to agree to wait in the car where he could call Conrad from his cellular phone, but he vehemently refused.
 We stopped for several minutes just beyond the truck, where we could see the whole site. When no one appeared Max pulled forward to a spot where the remnants of a garage hid the Buick from the mouth of the alley.
 We picked our way across the rubble. We couldnt see the Elston traffic but we could hear it; every passing car made us jump nervously. My head was starting to ache again. I realized it had been foolish to insist on this pilgrimage.
 As I was starting to inspect the piles of materials, jotting down names of suppliers, Max called to me in a loud whisper. I turned and froze. The back of the truck was opening. I gestured to Max to kneel down behind a stack of lumber and pulled my gun from its holster.
 One of the work crew stumbled over to the high grass beyond the site and urinated. He moved over to a large metal container and fiddled with it. A motor came to lifeit apparently was some kind of portable generator. As he returned to the truck he spotted me, gave a wide grin and called out something. Two more of the crew came to the back of the truck and peered at me.
 Bay-bee! one of them crowed, jumping down.
 He made an explicit suggestion, using his hands, but lost some of his zest when Max rose up from behind the pile of lumber. Max walked over to the trio and began speaking, not fluently, but apparently making himself understood. The man whod called out to me clapped Max on the back, and gestured to the truck. A few more crew members stumbled from the truck, shouting out questions, or perhaps greetings.
 I stood idly by, my hand on my holster, although the mood seemed more festive than dangerous. The relation of the language to Italian meant I could pick out words here and there, but not the overall sense. Antons name cropped up several times.
 After a few minutes Max turned to me. They are from Romania, as we thought. And they dont wish you any harm, but no one is supposed to come onto the site without Antons permission. He broke someones facejaw, I guessfor wandering around, and they think you should leave in case he shows up.
 Agreed. Could you ask them a couple of questions first? See what they know about the project theyre working on?
 I watched the crews faces while Max fumbled through some questions. They started talking in excited gusts,gesticulating wildly. Max got them to slow down. A wiry man with an outsize black mustache silenced his fellows and spoke slowly, in the loud, simple sentences one uses with foreigners.
 Someone brought them over here about two months ago, Max reported. I didnt understand the word for the kind of person who did it, but I suppose it might be a labor contractor. Theyre working long hours …  He turned back to them and asked them something, holding up his fingers to make sure he was understanding them.
 Yes. They work six days a week, ten hours a day. Theyre living in this panel truck. He peered inside. It looks like the hold of an old shipjust rows of bunks nailed into the wall.
 I made a gesture to the men, asking if I could look inside. Letting out more ribald shouts they welcomed me on board. When I hoisted myself up they cheered, with more cries of Bay-bee. The main speaker put down a crate for Max, then gave him a hand to help him onto the tailgate. Inside they turned on a flex lamp, throwing a harsh light onto their home.
 Bunks for twelve men were attached to the walls. Eight were occupied. Along the back their clothes dangled from a series of rough hooks. Between the bunks they had hung pictures torn from magazines. Some were frankly pornographic, others scenic posters of home. A few had put up photographs of their families.
 A board across two short sawhorses served as a table. It was crammed with empty beer bottles and cigarette stubs. Another sawhorse table held a hot plate and a small black-and-white TV.
 Two men were still sleeping when we entered. Roused by their comrades outbursts they sat up, naked and surly. I turned and swung my legs over the tailgate, sliding off to stand on the crate underneath. My shoulders and head were too sore for me to leap on and off the truck like a goat, but the men deserved a modicum of privacy, they had so little else. It seemed a ghastly way to acquire hard currency.
 A minute or two later Max sat down next to me. He shook his head in dismay, muttering about sights he didnt think existed in America.
 The spokesman came back out and bent down to ask Max something. He translated for me. They want to know who you areif youre looking for a lover, or if youre a government official. What should I tell them?
 Oh. They think I may be with INS. Tell them I have friends whove agreed to do some work for Antons boss, and Im worried about whether theyll be paid properlythat I wanted to talk to someone who was already working for him to find out their experience.
 Ill do the best I can with thatremember, my Romanians pretty rudimentary.
 They roared with laughter at this question and went into a wild expose. Max kept interrupting, unable to follow what they were saying. At one point he tried German, but they didnt understand, any more than they did my Italian or schoolgirl French.
 As far as Max could interpret, Anton was an overseer. A Romanian who had been in America for fifteen years, he had a green card. He had met the crew at OHare when they arrived two months ago on tourist visas. He told Immigration they were students he was showing around America, and immediately chauffeured them to the truck, where theyd been living ever since. When they first arrived they finished work on a building. They had been here on Elston about two weeks.
 Before they ever collected their pay some money was deducted for the jobber whod brought them over, and some sent directly to their relatives in Romania. They were charged for their room and board, even though they were living in an old bread truck. Their net pay amounted to about thirty dollars a week.
 Thats outrageousits like the agricultural exploitation in the South, I cried. We need to report this to someone.
 The problem is, theyre here illegally, Max said. Anton holds the threat of deportation over their heads. They all have families back home theyre trying to help out. Some are married, others have parents theyre supporting. Obviously theyre exploited, but they need the money.
 I frowned. I knew a lawyer, a woman named Ana Campos, who did advocacy work for low-income immigrants. I didnt know what choices the men had, but surely something better than this unsanitary cattle car could be provided them. I told Max about Ana.
 Im going to have to give her a callI cant walk away and leave this situation as it is. How many different crews do you suppose Charpentier has stashed around the city like this?
 Before Max could answer, one of the crew grabbed me and cried out, Anton!
 The urban cowboy was driving down the track in a pickup truck. He hadnt seen us yet, but if we tried to flee up the alley wed be easy targets. Anyway, neither Max nor I was fit enough to run for it.
 I scrambled to my feet and stretched a hand down to Max. Come on. Ask the guys if we can crawl into an empty bunk for a bit.
 Max followed me, gasping out a few words. The spokesman smiled, said okay, and hollered to his companions in the back. We were hustled handily under some bedding, Max in a lower berth, me in an upper one. One of our new pals stuck his hand inside my shirt andpurely autonomicallyI brought my knee up to his stomach. He hastily pulled a blanket over my head and jumped down.
 The back of the truck opened. I could hear Anton but neither see nor understand him. It was terrifying to lie like that, not knowing what the men were saying. I clutched the Smith & Wesson tightly, but my palms were so sweaty it kept slipping in my grip.
 After a sharp exchange between Anton and the men he seemed to be taking roll. My heart started pounding painfullyhad he noticed the extra lumps in the bunks? Below me I could hear a faint wheezing from Max, and prayed the sound wouldnt betray us.
 Anton barked out something ominous. The men mumbled, and then there was silence. I lay still, breathing as shallowly as I could. When someone pulled the blanket away from me a minute or two later I had my gun out, pointing it at his head. It was our spokesman. He blenched and jumped quickly away.
 Its okay, Vic, Max said quietly. Anton has taken off. He seemed only to be checking that everyone is herehe told them they were going to move to a different job later today, so to stick around.
 Oh. I pocketed the gun, feeling foolish. Tell the guy Im sorry I scared him.
 When Max finished translatinga long flourish that made me wonder how I was being describedthe spokesman blinked and nodded, but didnt look very happy. I had a feeling our welcome was long outworn. My head was pounding in earnest; Max seemed exhausted. I touched his arm and told him I would get the car.
 Im fine, Vic, really. But maybe I will wait here for you.
 My arms and legs were as weary as though Id done ten hours hard labor. I sat on the tailgate like an old woman, and slowly slid my legs over the edge. I had just made the ground when a car drove up, an old blue Dodge carrying four men.
 I stumbled back into the truck as they ran toward it. Before I could cry out, or offer any kind of warning, they had jumped up on the tailgate. One of them held a gun; another flashed a badge.
 Immigration, boys. Hands in front where we can see them. Were going for a nice, long ride. He repeated the command in Romanian.
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Tops on Everyones List
The INS agents had a van waiting at the top of the alley. They were totally uninterested in Maxs and my protests and refused to look at our identification, shoving us inside so hard that my head was jolted against a seat back. For a dizzying moment I thought I might pass out again. I bit my lip hard enough to use the pain to steady myself.
 The van itself could have held eight comfortably. The fourteen of us were jammed in with legs and elbows at all angles. I was wedged in a corner with one of the workmen on my lap. Garlic and the cloying sweat of fear filled the airless space.
 The men were convinced that Max and I had fingered them, even though we were cuffed just as they were. They spewed invectives at us during the ride to OHare. Although Max refused to translate, it wasnt hard to figure out the burden of their cries.
 We spent almost four hours at the airport, first in a small room with the Romanians, then in a minute room by ourselvesand a guard. They confiscated my gun at the outset. I was strip-searched to make sure I wasnt concealing other weapons. The city cops toyed with arresting me on a felony weapons charge, even though I clearly had a permit for the gun. Neither they nor the immigration officials wanted to hear that Max and I were citizensthey kept trying to claim we had stolen our drivers licenses and credit cards. They would have shipped us off to Bucharest if any planes had been leaving just then.
 During the time we were together with the Romanians the man with the mustache continued his tirade. His comrades squatted on the floor, staring dejectedly at nothing. Max, gray about the mouth, gallantly tried to translate for a few minutes. He finally gave it uphe said their speech had become so colloquial he couldnt make it out.
 I could make an educated guess, but my English vocabulary wouldnt be wide-ranging enough in any event for what theyre trying to say, he added.
 Mine is, I said sourly. And I can live without hearing it again.
 It was noon when INS finally let me call Freeman Carter. That was not due to any eloquence on my part, but because theyd fingerprinted us. A check through AFIS, the automated print system, had given them a perfect match with a private eye using my name and address. Somehow this didnt convince them that I was who I claimed to beor more likely they were so furious at being proved wrong they wouldnt release us without putting us through legal hoops.
 I was reeling by then, my head a giant hammer pounding the anvil of my body, but concern for Max kept me from keeling over. I was alarmed by his pallor and the beads of sweat on his forehead. I told the officer in charge that if Max had a heart attack I would use my connections with Senator Gantners office to make sure none of them ever worked again. Grumpy, but not sure whether I might have such contacts, they let me call my lawyer.

 I dont know what youre talking about. Youre proving, though, that it was your presence that caused disaster to strike. Now go to sleep. Lotty pushed me back against the pillow, but her touch was gentler than her words.

 I rubbed the sore spot on the side of my head. I was shoved into an overcrowded van and carted off to OHare,where they strip-searched me. Have you ever had that special pleasure? Its disorienting.
 Youd rather have flown to Bucharest and figured out how to hitchhike home than ask for my help. Thats what it boils down to, doesnt it? His voice was like the bitter edge of an aloe leaf.
 Of course Id rather call you. Id rather call you when Im afraid to walk up my front stairwell. Cant you see why I dont? Its so fundamental, Conrad.
 As I spoke I wondered whether my pride was so fierce that I would have let them bundle me onto a plane than involve my lover. It was something I preferred not to know.
 When were you going to let me know about this particular mangle? he demanded.
 Tonight. When I woke up. I would have called before if Id known we rated the four oclock news. Come to think of it, Id better get in touch with Mr. Contreras before he goes into outer space.
 He already has. Believe it or not the old guy called mea sign of true desperation. But going back to whats fundamental, Vic, it seems to me you guard everything you do like you were protecting baby Moses from the Pharaoh, and when I learn of it by accident you grudgingly hand me a bulrush or two.
 Conrad, if you knew I had planned this mornings outing you would have protested mightily. Was it so wrong of me to want to protect myself against that kind of reaction?

Her affectionate words filled me with a peaceful glow that lasted while I cut up an apple and some cheese for my breakfast. Putting on water to boil for coffee, I flipped idly through the papers on the breakfast table, not really reading, just passing time.
 The name caught the corner of my eye as I flicked the pages of the business section: Cellular Enhancement Technology. I dropped the rest of the paper on the floor and spread the business pages open on the table. The article was on the bottom of page three, just ahead of last weeks futures trading. If it had been placed higher I probably wouldnt even have seen it.
CELLULAR ENHANCEMENT TECHNOLOGY GAINS TEST APPROVAL
Chicago. The FDA will announce approval this morning for preliminary trials to test a drug touted as a T-cell enhancer. IG-65, the name of a lipoprotein that purportedly helps fortify the T-cell membrane, has the potential for boosting immune systems of people whove tested HIV-positive. The drug, in early development stages, is the product of a small Skokie company, Cellular Enhancement Technology. Announcing the FDAs decision on Friday afternoon, Senator Alexander Gantner (R-Illinois) said that where so many lives are at stake it was of vital importance to bring drugs like IG-65 to maturity as fast as possible.
 I searched the paper feverishly but could find no other mention of the company. I shoved the paper aside and stared sightlessly out the window. So that was Phoebes quid pro quo. Draw the Lamia women away from their project and Alec Gantner will get the FDA to approve preliminary trials. But why had she done it?
 As anger started to build inside me the back of my head began to pound. Easy does it, I admonished myself. Getting angry only made you careless Saturday afternoon and got you this headache.
 I went to the phone to call Phoebe. Because I didnt have my address book I had to call Capital Concernss main switchboard instead of using Phoebes direct line. I dialed and got a recorded message.
 Due to the emergency evacuation of the building none of our staff can answer your call personally. If you will leave your name, the name of the person youre trying to reach, and a number, we will return your call as soon as possible.
 Emergency evacuation of the building? I held the receiver in one hand, my jaw slack with incomprehension, until a beep on the other end roused me. I replaced the receiver without leaving a message and went down the hall to the small sitting room where Max kept his television.
 Channel 13s Mary Sherrod was standing in the backyard of a clapboard building next to the Chicago River. As I watched, the camera moved from her to the river where a pickup truck was dumping gravel.
 That small whirlpool you can see shows where the breach is. Right now city trucks are dumping gravel on the site, hoping to fill the opening from above. Its too soon to tell how big the hole is or how extensive the damage will be. It may be a disaster for the city, but newlyweds John and Kathy Beamish are enjoying a front-row view of the activity of the citys terrified engineers.
 The camera switched to a couple in a hot tub. The man grinned and raised a glass of white wine at the camera. I switched channels.
 After a while the story became clear. Water was pouring from the Chicago River into a series of tunnels that ran deep beneath the Loop. The barrier that shut the river off from the tunnels had been breached, perhaps when pilings along the bank had been repaired earlier in the spring. Water had begun flooding the tunnels early this morning.
 I had never heard of these tunnels. According to one reporter theyd been built at the turn of the last century. Originally designed to carry the first underground cable for a phone company, the network had grown so large that businesses could haul coal and other supplies from barges to their offices. The tunnels hadnt been used for transport for decades, but the space had been ideal for modern skyscrapers to house their electrical lines.
 Channel 5 showed frenzied activity at the Board of Trade as a private engineering firm tried to pump water out of the deep basement that had been built into the tunnel. The computers had been shut down because of damage to the electrical plant; no one knew when trading might resume.
 You and I arent aware of these subbasements, the reporter pointed out. They lie three levels below what we consider the basement of the building. Those of you whove been in Marshall Fieldss Down Under Store will be surprised to know there are three more basements below that subterranean shoppers haven. One is used for storing inventory; managers are grimly aware that they can do nothing but pray while water continues to rise.
 Not all buildings were affected as severely, Channel 13s Beth Blacksin assured us, but the Loop was being evacuated until the city could determine which ones were safe to use. In any event power was out downtown; no one could work there today anyway. The next shot showed the Loop as a ghost town. Traffic lights and streetlights were dead. The el wasnt running. Skyscrapers were dark. I watched, fascinated, my quarrel with Phoebe briefly forgotten.
 Beth Blacksin went on to describe the tunnels themselves. No one at City Hall can agree on how extensive the network isIve heard estimates ranging from forty to eighty miles. And no one knows how many of those miles are underwater right nowespecially not at City Hall, where workers are feverishly trying to move sensitive records from the basement to high ground and beating back rats in the process.
 I shuddered involuntarily at the thought of fighting off rats, as Blacksin showed stills of the tunnels. Some looked like ancient caves, covered with lime deposits and waist high in sludge. Others, though, appeared ready for immediate use. The tracks for the mule-drawn trains were as tidy as if they were a model railroad laid out for Christmas.
 The camera switched back to Blacksin, who was standing in poor light in front of a brick wall. A number of Loop buildings boarded up their entrances to the tunnels years ago. Older buildings with small plants didnt make use of the deep tunnels, or they shared power with a giant neighbor.
 Something about the brickwork behind her seemed familiar. I studied the wall as best I could for the brief time it stayed in the shot. When they went back to Mary Sherrod at the Chicago River I turned off the set and shut my eyes.
 The wall behind the Pulteneys boilerthat false inner wall Id shied away from because the rats came and went through it with ease. No wonder that was their main nesting place. They were coming and going through holes in the brickwork to the tunnels underneath. And so were Tamar Hawkings and her children.
 That was how she entered the Pulteney without anyone noticing her. How did she get into the tunnel to begin with? Through a ventilator shaft? By somehow gaining access to Marshall Fieldssor some other businesssinventory basement? I cut off my speculations mid-thought: Tamar and her children had no way of knowing the danger they were in. If the Board of Trade basement was already underwater, what state was the tunnel beneath the Pulteney in?
 I hurried to the hall phone and called Mr. Contreras. I need to go downtown and break into my old office building. And I need help. Are you up for it? Its going to be risky, because the Loop is crawling with cops.
 He was thrilled to be called into action. Not the young punk, nor the cop lover, nor even yet the smart-ass Ryerson, but Old Reliable himself. He hadnt seen the news. I told him to turn on the TV and get caught up, that I didnt want to take time to explain things now.
 Well need a crowbar, some rope, maybe a pickax. Work gloves. Waders. See what you can dig up. Ill be home as soon as I can find a cab in this bucolic fastness.
 I hung up on his enthusiastic assurances and looked up the number for a local cab company. While I waited for the cab I stuffed my few belongings into my backpack, checked the clip on the Smith & Wesson, and got the spare keys from the silverware drawer in the kitchen. I was about to leave the house when my conscience pricked me.
 I went back to the kitchen phone to call Lotty. She was with a patient, her receptionist, Mrs. Coltrain, told me, and couldnt be disturbed.
 Tell her Im on the trail of our missing homeless family, I said. If Im lucky Ill be bringing them into the clinic later on today.
 I started for the door again, then returned to the phone: my conscience was doing double overtime with its pricking. Conrad wasnt at his own place, his mothers, or at the station. I heard the cab honk out front. Hurriedly leaving word with the dispatcher at the precinct, to tell him I was going to try to get into the tunnels at the Pulteney, I jogged down Maxs sidewalk to the cab.
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Dead Loop
The unlit Loop looked like the abandoned city of a science fiction horror. The loss of electricity turned the buildings to dark towers. The sky itself was the color of tired lead, with a white sheen of ozone reflected onto a dull cloud cover. Normally on such a day the streetlights would turn on. People moved silently through the dark streets, as if the blackout imposed quiet.
 All downtown parking had been abruptly banned. A phalanx of blue tow trucks swept the streets to scoop up those unfortunates who had parked ahead of the hastily posted notices. Police barricades shut off a number of streets. Traffic crawled along those that remained open. At various intersections we could see jury-rigged pumping stations, with fire hoses stretched into sewer outlets.
 I dropped Mr. Contreras at the corner of Wabash and Monroe with our equipment and went off to find parking outside the tow zone. When Id collected him we had gone to a hardware store to fill in the gaps in our suppliesa couple of heavy-duty flashlights with spare batteries; wading boots; safety glasses; a dolly; and the kind of portable ladders that are sold as fire escapes. I shut my eyes when I signed the MasterCard receiptI didnt want to know how much my debt had increased.
 We already owned hard hats and overalls. Mr. Contreras had a wedge and a sledgehammer. In the hopes of finding the Hawkings family I brought along some blankets and clean Tshirts, a first-aid kit, and a case of fruit juices. It had taken a good hour to assemble all these accoutrements. They filled the trunk and the backseat, with the dolly sticking out the window.
 During the drive south I kept listening to the news. None of the stations mentioned any homeless people turning up, but it didnt sound as though the city engineers were crawling around looking for them, eithereveryone was racing away from the water.
 From what Id seen on television the tunnels formed an elaborate maze: if the water moved in slowly enough people could find other avenues and perhaps stay dry. And if Tamar Hawkings and her children were indeed camped out down under they might climb back into the Pulteneys basement. They would be boarded into the building, but at least they wouldnt drown.
 I had to park almost a mile from the Pulteney. I jogged through the dark streets as fast as I could in my overalls, trying to ignore the incipient throbbing in my head. At the Pulteney I found Mr. Contreras in belligerent confrontation with a cop.
 And Im authorized to break into this building, my neighbor was saying. The owners want us to check whether the waters coming in on them or not.
 The place is due to come down next month. What do they care about water in the basement? the cop demanded.
 Who knows? the old man said. You ever figure out whats on managements mind, you let me know. This heres my partner; shell explain it all to you.
 Freddie Culpepper is the owner, I told the officer. I have his car-phone number if you want to try to reach him to confirm the orderhes in Olympia Fields today checking on some of his holdings down there.
 I pulled a ballpoint pen from the side pocket of my overalls and scrawled Freddies number on one of my receipts. Whether that made us seem authentic to the cop or whether he decided to gamble that looters wouldnt be after an abandoned building, he abruptly gave in and went back to steering cars along Monroe Street.
 Knowing that we didnt have to worry about the law made the job of breaking through the boarding a lot easier: we didnt have to be subtle. I held the wedge while my neighbor thumped the sledgehammer into it. The vibration shuddered up my arm and increased the throbbing in my head. My cracked rib began to ache as well.
 Mr. Contreras might be pushing seventy-eight, but he still had impressive muscles in his shoulders. The boarding splintered with a satisfying crack. A crash of falling glass followed: hed slugged the wedge hard enough to shatter the door behind it.
 Moving quickly before the cop changed his mind, or called the Culpeppers, we pried the plywood apart and dragged our equipment inside. Except for a ghostly finger of light from the hole wed created, the lobby was black. It smelled of stale urine and mildew.
 I switched on one of the flashlights. Sealing the building had accelerated its decay. The dust had caked into grime, covering the floor, the walls, even the ornate brass doors of the elevator.
 If the Hawkings family had come up for air their footprints would show in the filth on the floor. Halting Mr. Contreras with a gesture, I studied the floor, skirting the lane from the basement to the stairwell, but couldnt detect any signs of disturbance.

 You okay, cookie? Mr. Contreras rushed down the stairs to my side.
 Im fineI let these oily creatures intimidate me.
 I shone my flash in the eyes of a long rat whod slithered over to investigate the rope. He stared at me contemptuously and then slowly sauntered away. He seemed to be saying, Im moving off because I want to, not because you scare me. I dare you to attack my lair.
 Cant let them bother you, my neighbor grunted. Sewer workers are around em all day and never get hurt. As long as they dont think theyre trapped they wont attack you.
 People always say that about rats, but I dont believe it. I think they wait until the odds are in their favor. Why else do they bite babies left alone in slum beds?
 My fingers thick with nervousness I reassembled the equipment Id dropped, put it on the bottom stair, and ran back up for another load. I pulled my waders on in the lobby. It made going down the stairs awkward, but they gave me a greater sense of protection.
 When wed reassembled everything on the dolly I led Mr. Contreras to the wall behind the boiler. The squeaking increased as we reached it. I took a deep breath and moved behind the furnace, kicking aside two red-eyes who were blocking my way. They retreated a few steps, then turned to watch me. I shone the light directly at them with unsteady fingers. When they wouldnt move I picked a piece of metal tubing out of the rubble and poked them. They seemed to snarl, then retreated a few more paces. The old man picked up another pole and helped beat a clear path for me.
 Ill go first, doll, he offered.
 I shook my head but didnt answer. I couldnt let myself give in to fear at this point; we had a lot of enemy territory still to cover. If Tamar Hawkings, clad only in rags, had negotiated these beasts with her three children, I could do it also. I gritted my teeth and stepped forward aggressively. The rats stared at me a long moment and then squeezed past my boots and strolled into the basement.
 The gap between the boiler and the wall was just wide enough for my shoulders. As I scraped the metal with my left arm I tried not to think what might be moving above it, but the hair beneath my hard hat grew wet. A trickle of sweat ran down my nose. Mr. Contreras was close behind me, giving little chirrups of encouragement.
 When I moved clear of the boiler the space widened enough that we could stand side by side. I shone the flash around, but didnt see an opening in the brickwork. The old man grunted and got down on his knees. A couple of rats suddenly appeared and launched themselves at him. He yelped and fell backward, scrabbling at his face. I grabbed one by the tail, wrenched it free of him, and slammed it into the furnace. The other one ran down his arm and disappeared.
 I was trembling as I shone the light on his face. The flesh below his left eye was torn and bleeding.
 Im okay, doll. The old man was working hard to make his breathing sound natural. Stupid of me. They thought I was heading for their nest, of course.
 Right. They only attack if they think theyre cornered.
 Shaking, I backed slowly past the boiler to our equipment dolly. I rummaged for the peroxide in my first-aid kit, then decided to bring the whole load. There was just room to roll the dolly in front of me. I kept stopping to cover my face every time I heard one of the beasts near me. The one Id slammed against the furnace was starting to limp back toward Mr. Contreras. In a sudden access of fear and fury I rushed at it with the dolly, running the wheels over its fat body with every ounce of strength I owned. It gave a horrible cry. I was demented enough with fright to be pleased at the sound.
 The old man sprang up at the noise. Oh. You killed one of them. I thought it was you, doll. Gave me worse of a scare than when the beast jumped me. I think I found your hole for you.
 In a corner behind the boiler hed located a gap in the brickwork. A chunk of masonry from the foundation had broken off, leaving an opening just big enough for a slender person to slide through. I hadnt noticed it on my earlier foray. Even if the rats had kept me from penetrating this far behind the boiler, I wouldnt have found it in the poor lightif you didnt know about the caverns below you wouldnt search for an entrance to them. Mr. Contreras had found it by feeling along the wall while he waited for me.
 I took off my gloves and cleaned his wound. You should see a doctor for this. Do you think you could catch a cab out on Michigan?
 I think I could give you another crack over the head for even thinking Id run out on you, Warshawski, is what I think. You clean it up good. Its bleeding and thats a good sign. We can worry afterward about rabies or bubonic plague or whatever these vermin carry.
 I bathed the wound over and over, far more than it needed, until I realized the old man was flinching, that I was scraping the raw flesh against the bone. I put some salve on it. Worrying that the rats might be attracted to the smell of salve, I tried to cover the wound as completely as possible. They wandered around us as I worked on him but didnt try to avenge their fallen comrades death.
 Back on his feet, Mr. Contreras picked up the sledge and rapidly enlarged the opening behind the brickwork. More rats poured out as he worked. My arms were wet inside my coveralls. I began to shiver in the clammy air.
 When hed finished he needed a few minutes to catch his breath. I peered through the hole hed made. The opening led directly to a set of stairs. I could see the top two or three in the light from my flash.
 I picked up the rope, the ladder, the spare flashlight batteries, and a blanket from the dolly. I looped one end of the rope around my waist, then tied the other to my neighbor. As a final preparation I took the Smith & Wesson out from my armpit holster and stuck it in one of my side pockets. It was absurdI couldnt possibly shoot all the vermin milling around the spacebut it made me feel better.
 My neighbor nodded to show he had recovered his wind. Ready, doll? Take it easy going down. You dont know what kind of repair the place is in, or if youll be landing in water, or what.
 Right. Heigh-ho, heigh-ho, its off to work we go. Taking my metal tube in one hand for a walking stick, I climbed through the hole in the wall.
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Tunnel Vision
Damp had mixed with coal dust to form a black glaze over the stairs. The flashlight glinted on it like moonlight on black ice. We tried looking down the stairwell to see how far we had to go, but could make out nothing beyond the circle of light. We started gingerly down, using our poles for balance.
 Beyond the flashlight the darkness was absolute. It was as though a giant hand had squeezed all the light from the air. We seemed to move not through dark air but the essence of darkness itself, a physical presence that squashed and flattened our puny light. We moved quietly, oppressed by the weight of the air, and of the earth above us. Only the twittering of the rats, taunting our slow movements by the speed and ease with which they ran past us, broke the silence.
 For a moment I panicked, confusing the lack of light with lack of oxygen. Dizzy, I reached out for the iron bar someone had bolted to the stairwell. It came away in my hand and I landed with a smart thump on my rear end. Mr. Contreras hovered over me anxiously, but my coveralls provided a good padding. I got up again with nothing more than a twinge of pain in my tailbone. The jolt cleared my mind.
 The air stank of mold and rat droppings, but it was not stale. I lit a match to prove it to myself. The flame burned bright. To overcome the weight of the atmosphere I started to sing Figaros jaunty farewell to Cherubino. Mr. Contreras and I were like a couple of butterflies ourselves, floating downward into the bowels of the earth instead of off to battle.
 My singing released the spell holding back Mr. Contrerass speech. He began to regale me with his own battle stories. I had heard most of them before, from how hed stolen Clara away from Mitch Krueger to the piece of shrapnel hed taken at Anzio, but his vibrant voice, echoing from the walls, filled the shaft with life.
 At the bottom of the second flight the light caught on a lump. I stopped to pick it up. It was cloth of some kind, with shreds of a lining hanging from it. The synthetic outer shell still had enough shape to show me what it had been: a childs ski mitten, originally a vivid aqua. I had no idea how fast mold and grime work on fabric, but it looked as though it had lain here for years. I put it back downit would protect no childs hand at this point. At least it confirmed that we were on the trail, if not of Tamar Hawkings, of some human life.
 We continued downward, sobered into silence again by the frail relic. The stairs seemed to stretch endlessly away past the pale rim of light to the center of the earth. I lost my sense of time. I thought we had been moving senselessly downward for an hour, but when I looked at my watch at the third landing I saw wed spent only seven minutes on the stairs.
 At the end of the fourth flight we came to a closed door. Water had spilled around it and was lapping at the bottom step. We sloshed through it to the door. A couple of rats were climbing through a grate at its top. While Mr. Contreras grabbed the handle and pulled I used my pole to try to keep the rats away from him.
 He had trouble shifting the door against the water. I finally abandoned my battle with the rats to help. Sticking a hand through the gap at the jamb, I yanked while he pulled. Panting, we managed to heave it open.
 On the other side lay the tunnels. We waded past the threshold and stood ankle-deep in water to look around. We had used only one flashlight coming down the stairs so as to conserve our batteries. Now we turned on both to get a better look.
 Our flashlights danced on the greasy surface of the water. A few rats were swimming toward us. They moved to the open door and disappeared up the stairs. Trying to ignore them I looked up and down the tunnel. Moving slowly, kicking through the water, I found rails in the middle of the floor. The walls, made of set stones, rose about five feet above our heads to form a vaulted ceiling.
 Now what? You reckon theyve gone on to safety someplace? Mr. Contrerass voice echoed dully against the stone like the clanging of an ancient bell.
 I dont reckon anything. I dont even know if theyre down here. That mitten we found shows some kid was here, but how long ago? I stuck a nervous hand into the fetid water to feel the current; water was rising from the right of the door. If they got surprised by the water theyd have moved away from it. We dont think they went into the building. Why dont we go up the tunnel a ways? If the water gets to our knees well come back.
 I wiped my hand over and over on a tissue before putting my work glove back on. Mr. Contreras surveyed me and then the water, then grunted agreement.
 Wed better figure out some way to tell when were back, in case the place is littered with identical doors, he added.
 We didnt have paint or any kind of marking. Finally I tore a strip from the blanket and tied it around the grating of the open door. The rats should be too busy climbing to safety to stop to eat a scrap of cloth.
 Using our poles to steady ourselves we waded up the tunnel. Mr. Contreras turned off his flashlight. Every now and then we checked the water level. It wasnt rising fast, but I couldnt suppress a sense of panic. What if we got trapped down here? We could drown and never be discovered.
 You know, cookie, Ive had a good life, Mr. Contreras announced, his thoughts apparently running on the same track as mine. I had a good marriageClara was the best, she really was. Im sorry you never met heryou two would reallyve hit it off. But I dont think I was ever as happy in my young days as since you moved into our building. Whats it beensix years now? The things you get up toif any of the guys in my local is doing something half this interesting this morningbreaking into a buildinglooking for a runaway familyIll eat a pipe wrench, threads and all.
 I had to laugh. Youre having a good time and Im scared out of my wits worrying about drowning.
 Yeah, you get scaredyou aint no robot without feelingsbut you dont let fear stop you. Thats why I admire you so much. I sure am going to hate it if one or the other of us has to move away from Racine Avenue. Specially if its me and I end up with Ruthie out in Elk Grove Village.
 We came to a bend in the passage. On the other side of it the water was swirling in tiny whirlpools and starting to rise faster around our ankles, reaching midway to our calves. I hesitated, then plunged onward. Mr. Contreras looked at the water, shrugged, and followed.
 After fifty feet or so we came to an intersection with another tunnel. Water was pouring from the right-hand shaft into our shaft. That explained the whirlpoolsthat flow was meeting the tide rising behind us. I had no sense of direction down here, no idea where we were in relation to the breached wall or how water was flowing, so I didnt know if we were walking to or from the main source.
 Can you stay here a minute? I said. I want to see what this left-hand fork looks like.
 He turned his flashlight on again. When youre ready to come back, turn off your light. Youll see mine. Just head for it. And holler every thirty seconds or so, so I know youre okay.
 I turned in to the left fork, dutifully shouting out every ten paces. After thirty steps the water seemed to be lower. Another fifty and I was standing in sludge. Shining my light ahead I could see dry ground as the tunnel curved away from me.
 I tried calling out to the old man to join me, but the bouncing of sound from the walls made me doubt whether he would hear me. I made my way back to him.
 The water was halfway up our calves by the time I reached him. You want to try this? If we dont find anyone in ten minutes we can call it quits.
 Sure, cookie. Weve come this far with a whole lot of trouble and nothing to show for it. We might as well go a bit more just to see.
 I tied another strip of blanket to a bracket that hung at the intersection. As I looked back I could see a row of similar hooksperhaps theyd been used to hang lanterns when the tunnel was in regular use. Above the hook I could see faint lettering. I stood on tiptoe to look: Dearborn and Adams, I deciphered. Wed gone two blocks west and one block south in the twenty minutes wed been down here.
 My flashlight was beginning to dim. I switched it off and let Mr. Contreras lead the way with his. The water had moved a bit farther up the left fork, but once we were on dry ground we moved fast. On the other side of the bend a shadowy mass suddenly started moving away from us. I couldnt make it out, but the motion was definitely human.
 Hey, wait up! I called. Mrs. Hawkings? Jessie? Its V. I. Warshawski. Ive come to help get you away from the water.
 The figures continued to scuttle away from us. They werent moving very fast, but I wasnt going to make much headway in my waders. I wrenched them off and started jogging down the middle of the tunnel between the tracks. Mr. Contreras followed as fast as he could but I was soon beyond the rim of light. I switched on my own flashlight again. It was almost dead, but in its feeble glow I could avoid tripping on the tracks.
 In another minute I had caught up with the scrambling group. I grabbed the nearest figure, a small child. He struggled briefly, then stood still and began to wail softly. The rest of them stopped. There were more than four, but how many I couldnt tell in the light of my failing flashlight. Above the smell of mold and coal and rats the stench of urine and fear rose to smite me. I swallowed a gag.
 Let him go. You have no business holding him.
 One of the larger figures tried to pry my hand from his arm but her fingers were weak and she couldnt free the child. His own arm underneath my hand felt frail. Mr. Contreras arrived, panting a little.
 These them, doll?
 In the stronger light of his flashlight I made out Tamar Hawkings, backing soundlessly up the tunnel with her children clustered around her. The woman whod been trying to pry my fingers loose stayed near me. She was carrying a toddler who started to wail in a thin, helpless thread of a voice.
 Its okay, Natie, its okay. Dont cry; Ill take care of you.
 Emily? Her name exploded on my lips so loudly that she backed away from me. I stared at her astounded. If she hadnt started to talk I would not have known her. Her frizzy hair was matted to her head, her face pinched and gray with hunger and filth. Her blue jeans and shirt hung on her shrunken body.
 She backed away from me. I put a hand on her arm.
 I need to get you and your brothers to safety. You must come with me. Do you understand?
 Too much white was showing in her eyes. She looked feverish, her breath fast and rasping. I wasnt sure she could follow anything I said. I turned to Mr. Contreras.
 These are the Messenger children. Can you hold Joshua while I get Mrs. Hawkings?
 He picked the older boy up like a negligible load and cradled him against his chest. As I trotted farther up the tunnel Mr. Contreras began crooning to the child in the soothing tone you usually hear only from women.
 When I reached Tamar Hawkings I didnt try to argue with herI scooped up the youngest of her children and headed back toward Mr. Contreras. Hawkings followed, clawing at me and whispering invectives. Her two older children staggered after her. When I had the group reassembled I spoke briefly.
 The Chicago River is pouring in here. The wall between the river and the tunnels broke last night. If you dont get out now you may all drown. You certainly will starve: it will soon become impossible to get aboveground to find food. You must come with me. Were going to have to go back through the water. Well be able to get into the Pulteney and then well get you medical care. You must come with me. If you dont, you will all die.
 Emily tugged wildly on my arm. We cant go back. We cant go back! Tamar, dont let them take me back!
 You dont have to go back to Fabian, Emily. But you must come with me now.
 Mr. Contreras held both Joshua and the older Hawkings girl while I struggled back into my waders. I fished the spare batteries for my flashlight out of a side pocket and changed them. With Mr. Contreras in the lead bearing Joshua, we turned back down the fork in the tunnel and headed for the water. I continued to carry the younger Hawkings girl,holding the boy by the hand. All the children except Emily were whimpering and Jessies asthma began racking her slight body.
 By the time we got to the intersection with our tunnel, water was swirling above Emilys knees. Mrs. Hawkings, even smaller than Emily, was swaying against the current. None of them had waders to protect them, and all of them were too weak to hike back through the flood.
 Were going to have to do this in relays, I said to Mr. Contreras. Can you carry Joshua and leave him on the stairs? Ill stay here with these folks. If you can make two trips alone we can manage the rest of the children between us in a final run.
 His face grim in the half-light he nodded agreement. Okay, son, you and me is going for a quick ride. No need for you to crywell have your sister to you in no time flat. You just leave it to your uncle Sal: Ill get you out of here shipshape, youll see.
 His voice, uttering these soothing words, mingled with Joshuas faint cries for Emily. The two sounds echoed and reechoed down the tunnel after his flashlight had disappeared around the bend. Next to me Emily was trembling, tears cutting ribbons through the muck on her face. Nathan clung to her, wailing in a soft monotone.
 The two older Hawkings children were in water now up to their waists. I tucked the toddler into the bib of my overallshe was so small from malnutrition that she fit inside without difficultyand picked up the boy. He clung to my neck like a small monkey, his arms trembling with fatigue.
 Jessie was gasping so violently for air I was afraid she would suffocate. There was nothing I could do for her; I was so breathless from exertion myself I could scarcely summon the strength to speak.
 I took my piece of rope and looped it around Tamar Hawkingss waist, planning to attach her to Emily. It was a battle: they were resisting me, fighting to return to the dry ground wed left behind.
 Tamar suddenly slipped in my grasp and fell into the water. I yanked her to her feet, pounding water from her, struggling to maintain my hold on her children.
 Damn you, I panted. Youre going to drown your children as well as yourself. Stop fighting with me.
 She stood sullenly, coughing the sooty water from her throat, and let me tie the end of the rope around her. When Emily saw Tamar had stopped struggling, she let me tie the rope around her waist as well. I held the end, leaning against the wall to catch my breath and to spread some of the load the two children were putting on my body. The blow on the back of my head was beginning to throb. My cracked rib pushed against my lungs with exquisite agony.
 While I leaned there, panting, Mr. Contreras finally returned. He was staggering a little in the water, holding on to the wall for support.
 Wed better try to get everyone out now, I said. The waters rising faster and I dont think you have the stamina for two more trips.
 He nodded, gulping down mouthfuls of fetid air. Its … up … to the fourth stair … on that bottom flight now. I took … the little boy … up to the landing. Hell be okay there. The rats aint coming so fastI only saw twoand I gave the kid a stick just in case.
 We waited while he caught his breath. I tied one end of the rope to him and the other to myself. After a minute he scooped up Jessie, whose whoops had subsided to a shallow wheezing. Her eyes were rolling sightlessly.
 I fished the toddler out of my overalls and handed her to her motherI couldnt walk and carry two children. Our little train started in motion down the middle of the tracks, Mr. Contreras in the lead, followed by Tamar, then Emily holding Nathan, with me bringing up the rear.
 It was a slow, difficult journey. Emily had only been underground a week but was already weakened from malnutrition. Mrs. Hawkings, whod been living down here for months, was so feeble she had to struggle hard to make headway against the water. She fell more than once. The third time she went down she dragged Emily with her. Hampered by the children we were carrying, Mr. Contreras and I had a hard time righting them. I was scared that we would lose Jessie and both toddlers.
 The water was almost level now with the tops of my waders. If it rose any more Id have to take them off so as not to get bogged down by its weight inside the boots.
 Stop a minute, I gasped to Mr. Contreras. I want to tie the rope to one of these brackets and haul Mrs. Hawkings along.
 As soon as he understood what I intended he took her son from my arms. I untied everyone from the rope. He held one end while I sloshed down the tunnel as far as the rope would stretch. Standing on tiptoe I tied it to the bracket and pulled hard. It held. Mr. Contreras rapidly tied Emily to the rope and I started reeling her in, hand over hand. It was relatively easy work: as soon as I started pulling she lost her footing, which meant the water was working for me.
 Ordering her to stay put, I sloshed back to the old man with the end of the rope. We tied up Tamar and I slogged my way back to Emily and the bracket and hauled in Tamar. Mr. Contreras followed behind her.
 We had to repeat the operation three times. By the end Id given up the fight with my waders, yanking them off so that I could swim between the bracket and the fugitives. By the time we got to the Pulteney stairwell Tamar seemed barely conscious. I myself was in a state beyond exhaustion, where my throbbing head and sore arms seemed as remote from me as the surface of the earth itself. Mr. Contrerass deep, rasping breaths came from some distant spot, reminding me of life, of the need to keep moving. Only Emily seemed to have some reserve of energy: when we got to the stairwell she gave a little cry of Josh and stumbled up the stairs to hug her brother.
 I dont remember how we climbed the four flights up to the Pulteney basementsome combination of carrying children, shoving children, hoisting children, bullying Tamar and Emilya routine that began to seem like the regimen of a lifetime. I had forgotten sun and airthey were just dreams handed down from ancient literature. It wasnt the desire for light that impelled us upward, but the stultifying routine of motion. So numb had I become that when the feeble glimmer of my flashlight showed us the hole behind the Pulteneys boiler I stared at it a long, stupid moment, trying to understand what it was.
 Once inside the basement I sent Mr. Contreras to the surface for help. I moved our little band past the boiler to the crates where Id kept my electrical tools. With my last bit of energy I pulled some of the crates into a semicircle and leaned against one of them. I cradled the two youngest children against my breast. Joshua, clinging to Emily, lay against my left side. Near me I could hear Jessies labored breathing. The rats were swarming around us but I was too exhausted to try to keep them at bay. I was asleep when Mr. Contreras returned with a cop.

Jessie didnt make it through the night. The pediatric staff at Northwestern, where wed all been sent, worked heroically, but malnutrition and damp had done too much damage to her lungs. Lotty brought me the news when she stopped to see me before going off to make her own rounds at Beth Israel.
 Despite my incoherent protests the hospital had kept me overnight for observation. When they called Lottywhom I listed as my physician on the emergency-room formshe infuriated me by telling them about my recent head injury and reinforcing their decision.
 In fact, give her a complete neurological workup while youre at it, she had told them.
 What about your belief that patients should take an active role in deciding on their care? I had demanded when I forced the attendant to give me the phone.
 That doesnt apply to mules, my dear, only to those with enough sense not to climb Mt. Everest with a broken leg.
 I knew as soon as she hung up that she was right. I was too exhausted to move, let alone cope with protecting myself from anyone who might be gunning for me. I pulled myself together long enough to leave another message for Conrad, telling the precinct dispatcher to make sure he knew I was at Northwesterns hospital, before letting the staff load me onto a gurney.
 I came to periodically as people bathed me and took blood from me, but for most of the evening I lay in a sleep so deep that neither the intermittent pages nor the hospital routine of blood pressure and temperature taking could rouse me. Conrad came by around seven in the eveningI found a note from him attached to a bunch of daisies when I woke upbut I hadnt stirred.
 I finally emerged from my stupor around four in the morning. After some initial confusion about where I was the events of the last few weeks flooded my brain. I thrashed uselessly in the bed, worrying about Mr. Contreras and the children, Deirdres death, the immigrant workers, wondering what to do next, until Lotty arrived a little after six.
 So you were right. I turned away from her when she told me about Jessie. I should never have left the Hawkingses in the basement that first night I found them. If Id called Conrad as you urged me the girl might still be alive.
 Lotty sat down next to me on the bed, her dark eyes large in her vivid face. You cant know that, Vic. I spoke that evening in the heat of the moment, and I shouldnt haveafter all, we didnt do such a good job hanging on to them when you got them to the hospital the next night. Also, I gathered from Conrad that the passage between the tunnels and the basement was almost impossible to find if you werent looking for it.
 When he couldnt wake me Conrad had called Lotty to make sure I was all rightsince we werent married, the hospital refused to give him any information. He told Lotty that he and Finchley had stopped by the Pulteney to figure out why Finchleys search team had missed the entrance to the tunnels when they went hunting Tamar the morning after Deirdre died. When they found the space behind the boiler they were amazed that Mr. Contreras and I had been able to discover it at all.
 We lost one child, Vic, Lotty went on, but six other people are alive who would be dead now if not for you and your cowboy neighbor. Who seems in fighting fettle this morning, by the way. They want to start a course of rabies shots because of the rat bites, so theyre checking his heart to make sure hes got the stamina to tolerate the series. I told them it would take a large truck to stop him.
 I nodded. I wouldnt have survived yesterday without him. Hows Tamar Hawkings doing?
 Lotty knit her brows. Shes being given IV fluidsall of them are. But theres some concern about her mental state. And that of the girl, Emily Messenger. Mr. Messenger came by yesterday afternoon as soon as he knew the children had been found. Emily apparently screamed and made them take him away. Now no one can get a straight story out of her. They want a psych resident to talk to her, but first she has to recover her physical strengthher emotional trauma can easily be at least partly from delirium. The little boys, her brothers, will recover soon, at least physically, and the staff are hopeful about the other two Hawkings children.
 Leon Hawkings had been around to demand custody of the children, she added. He had alternated between threatening the hospital with legal action over Jessies death, demanding that his wife be returned to him, and threatening her with jail for endangering the childrens lives. Lotty had called Marilyn Lieberman at Arcadia House. She was sending Eva Kuhn over to see if there was anything that could be done to help Tamar.
 The city is also squawking about child neglect, so shes got a lot to cope with when shes strong enough physically to face all these people, Lotty added.
 The police havent arrested Emily yet? I asked.
 Lotty gave a sardonic smile. For Deirdres death? Given Fabians standing theyre moving very gingerly. Also, one of your police friends is proving an unexpected allythe red-haired woman who questioned you in ER on Saturday … yes, Officer Neely, that was her name. … Vic, Ive asked them to give you an NMR scan and check your brain function before they let you out of here.
 On the grounds that anyone who went into those tunnels must be out of her mind?
 Lotty got up from the bed. On the grounds youve sustained your third serious head injury in the past seven years and I want to make sure that thick Polish skull of yours is holding up under the bludgeoning.
 I sat up, flushing with anger. I cant afford that kind of exam. I dont have insurance, you know. And Ive debts reaching from here to Skokie. They did a CAT scan at Beth Israel on Saturday. Besides, I need to get moving. Theres too much unsettled business around me, and finding Emily makes matters more urgent, not less.
 She put her fingers around my wrist, part caress, part checking my pulse. Our equipment and our technicians at Beth Israel arent as good as the facility here. The radiologist told me yesterday that your CAT scan was not of good enough quality for him to rule out a subtle subdural insult. Ill work something out with Northwestern about the billing. You cant afford to be careless with head injuries.
 When she left I got out of bed, determined to put on my clothes and leave. I couldnt hang around a hospital waiting on the medical establishments pleasure just to have thousands of dollars worth of useless tests done.
 My muscles refused to respond with the immediate suppleness I demanded of them. I moved stiffly to the clothes cupboard. Someone had put my things in a plastic bag labeled WARSHAWSKI402-B. I opened the bag and recoiledthe smell was appalling. Oily water left in a sealed bag overnight should be bottled to use as a self-defense spray. It would take more stomach than I had right now to step into those things.
 When I shut the bag I realized some of the smell was clinging to me: theyd given me a sponge bath yesterday, but my hair remained matted with sweat and dried bilge. The room had a private shower. I stood under it for a glorious half hour, feeling the heat soak into my sore muscles while the muck flowed away from my head.
 A clean gown and hospital robe were hanging in the bathroom. I put them on and went back to the bed to call Conrad.
 I know Lotty said you were okay, but you had me worried there, girl. I dont like it when youre sleeping too deep for a rub on the shoulder to get you even to twitch.
 When I was seven a fortune-teller on Maxwell Street assured me I had nine lives. I figure Ive still got five or six left to me.
 Way youve been running through em lately Im worried youre on borrowed time now. Can I come by to see you?
 Please. I asked him to stop at my apartment for some clean clothes. If you can find any in the mess my attackers created on Saturday. I need everythingshoes, socksmy Nikes are going to have to be fumigated before I can put them on my feet again.
 Conrad agreed, but said he wouldnt arrive before noon. Lotty had already been on to him, getting him to promise he wouldnt help spring me before Id had my brain scan.
 And anyway, Ms. W., its time you gave that ravaged body of yours a break. Spend the day with a book. Take the dogs over to the lake and hang out. Youve earned it. Hell, you need it.
 I temporized, torn between pleasure at his concern and annoyance at his conniving at hog-tying me. Fasting had cured my headache; underneath my worries and sore muscles I felt a surge of euphoria. For the first time in three days I felt clearheaded enough to think. If I couldnt leave here until noon, at least I could get my body loose enough to move easily when the time came.
 As I stretched I watched the early morning news. City engineers had been unsuccessful in blocking the hole between the river and the tunnels; water continued to pour in. I shuddered as I pulled my neck gently to one side: Mr. Contreras and I had been exceedingly lucky.

On an ordinary day I wouldnt have wanted any of it, but I couldnt keep my eyes from it while the exam progressedboth yesterday and Sunday I had put in strenuous days on short rations.
 The neurology resident told me the NMR scan was scheduled for ten-thirty; someone would be along with a wheelchair to take me to the facility. When I protested that I could walk there on my own steam he smiled gently.
 Im sure you can, Ms. Warshawski. But while youre a guest here Im asking you to do us a favor and follow our house rules. Its just a precautionprobably unnecessarybut we have had people who thought they were fine collapse from blood clots. So why dont you rest. Someone will be around with a newspaper. Before you know it youll be out of here.
 I tried to smile acquiescently, but I havent had much practiceI dont know how convincing I made it. As soon as they left I dove at the food tray and devoured everything, including the sweet roll, which was quite stale. When Id finished I strolled down the hall to find Mr. Contreras. Someone at the nursing station waiting for her shift to end was happy to look up his room number for me. She got me Emily Messengers as well.
 My neighbors pleasure at seeing me was tempered by embarrassment at his skimpy hospital gown. In the years wed known each other the old man wouldnt even open his door to me if hed stripped down to an undershirt and trousers.
 His usual good spirits had been dampened by a phone call from his daughter. Roused to righteous action by last nights news reports on our heroic rescue work she was coming at noon with a set of clothes and a van to haul him and the dogs back to Elk Grove Village.
 My only hope is that Mitch will bite her when she tries opening the door to the apartment, he said gloomily. Although then shed have him put to sleep.
 Dont go. No reason you have to.
 Shell have the dogs, he explained. I made the mistake of saying I couldnt go with her on their account. Youll come pick us up, wont you, cookie? Although, if I cant come up with that tax money I may end up staying out there.
 First thing Thursday, I promised rashly, having no idea what tomorrow might bring. I wrote down his daughters address and gave him a consoling hug. And well think of something about the taxes.
 I wish I felt as optimistic as I made myself sound. If I had to sell my little apartment, where could I afford to live next? I tried not to think about it as I wandered the halls looking for Emilys roomI had enough on my mind right now without adding tax woes to the general brew.
 I finally discovered that Emily had been put in the childrens wing, perhaps the first time in years anyone had thought of her as a child. I had to cross the street to get to the building. I looked down at my paper hospital slippers and flimsy gown.

 Murray put an arm around me. You turn me on when you threaten me with hobnailed boots, Vic. If youre going in to see the kid Ill just sit and listen.
 I twisted away from his grip. Shes not the kid. Shes a person, and one who needs help, not interrogation.
 Thats what Ive been trying to tell him, the nurse said. Dr. Morrison said no reporters, no distress.
 Murray, when women say no, they mean no. Stop bugging a hardworking nurse and get out of her hair.
 Then how about an exclusive with you, Warshawski?After all, you went and pulled the female person and her brothers out of the tunnel. Come with me for a cup of coffee and tell me all about it. Id love a shot of you in that robe: that V neck recalls some fine evenings.
 Great. I started for the elevator. Come on, big guy.
 Murray gulpedhe hadnt expected me to call his bluff. He followed me perforce, asking me questions all the way down the hall. When the elevator came we climbed on together, followed by a lab tech wheeling a loaded cart. I waited until the doors were starting to close, then wriggled out past the cart. His protesting yelp followed me as the doors shut.
 Ellen Higgins, emerging from a patients room, stopped to thank me when I came back up the hall. Weve had reporters around here all night. Why, one man tried going into her room at three this morning. And when the night ward head, Lila Dantry, stopped him he had the nerve to pretend he was a friend of Mr. Messengers come to help out his daughter.

 Emily, when you took Joshua and Nathan last Monday you came down to my office building again looking for me. You knew I would help you out then. And you were right. I would, and I will. If you need to escape from your father I can help make that happen for you. I hoped my voice sounded authoritative. But if were going to get you away from him, I need you to tell me as clearly as you can what you remember from that night.
 I looked up to see Ellen Higgins and two other people in medical coatsa woman my age and a younger manstanding in the doorway. They were anxiously watching the drama at the bed and looked ready to spring into the room. I had no idea how long theyd been standing there. I shook my head slightly, hoping they would stay away, and turned back to Emily.
 She was gasping for air and heaving so badly that her back was arching with the strain. I fumbled on the table for water and a straw.
 Drink this, I said brusquely.
 She took the cup from me, but her hands were shaking so badly she spilled it on herself. She cried out in ragewith herself, or me, or the cup itselfand threw it across the room. At that she began to cry in earnest.

 She fell silent. I dont know. I guesswho else could it be? What other man would be so mad that hed hurt Mom like she was hurt?

But Charpentier does say he was worried that Anton might be stalking you. He gave us the guys address and a couple of leads on where to find him. And, Vic, the girEmily saw him attack you. But she doesnt have any recollection of him attacking her.
 I almost screamed. She was asleep. Are you saying that in the absence of a witness youll believe I made up seeing him smother her?
 Im saying Charpentier told a plausible story. Until we can find Anton we dont have any way to question it. Dr. Zeitner here is convinced that Emily is suffering from hysterical amnesia that is causing her to block out killing her mother. Theres evidence to support that, which you cannot ignore. The murder weapon was in Emilys room. With her prints on it.
 Terry, Ive told you what Emily says about that. She was convinced her father had killed her mother. She was hiding the evidence.
 Fabian wincedthe thoughtful, worried father in anguish over his daughters emotional instability. He then treated us to his own version of events the night Deirdre was murdered: hard at work on an important lecture; believing he must have forgotten his wife mentioning she had a meeting downtown; glad that Emily stepped in to help with her brothers; not surprised when Deirdre didnt come homeshe did a lot of volunteer work that often kept her out late, especially when it involved homeless shelters; totally unaware of Emily leaving the house in the middle of the night.
 The three men listened sympathetically. I was so tired I had trouble sitting up, let alone responding on the level of make-believe all us grown-ups were playing.
 Vic, you cant imagine how grateful I am to you for finding my children, Fabian concluded. I wish youd never given Emily encouragement to come looking for youits what put the idea into her head of running away to your officebut I know your intentions were a sincere effort to help a troubled child. And I wish Id been more alert the night Deirdre … died … to how upset Emily was.
 He glanced ruefully at Terry. When your own little girl becomes a teenager youll appreciate that adolescent storms are a part of daily life. You dont pay as much attention to the individual gales as you probably should.

 Zeitner said, Well know that better when Emily starts trusting us enough to speak.
 Maybe if you trusted her enough to listen to her she would trust you enough to talk to you, I said.
 Zeitner raised his eyebrows in a way that managed to convey polite contempt. I wanted to strangle him. Instead I turned to Fabian.
 Emily has told me how you like to come into her room after shes gone to bed, and that you did so the night Deirdre was killed. Do you remember what you said, and what you did, that night?
 Out of the corner of my eye I saw Officer Neely flinch and shift uneasily in her chair. Zeitner smiled smugly, as though Id just confirmed his diagnosis.
 Fabian leaned forward across the conference table in his earnestness. Vic, to be honest with you, so much has happened since then that I cant recall that specific incident. We need to get her properly medicated and ready to reclaim her own memories. She needs professional support for that, not amateurhowever well-meaning the amateur is.
 Fabian nodded. Vic, I can only endorse what Dr. Zeitner said. As Emilys father I must insist that you stay away from her from now on. Ive left strict orders with the hospital that they cannot allow you in her room. Or your friendsthose no doubt well-intentioned thugs I found around her yesterday. Detective Finchley, you can understand I have a lot to do right now. If theres nothing further …?
 I do have one question, Mr. Messenger. That was Conrad. When was the last time you remember seeing your Nellie Fox bat in the front hallway?
 Fabians graciousness became tinged with hauteur. Under the circumstances most courts would forgive me for not remembering that detail, Sergeant. I hope youll keep me posted on your progress, Detective Finchley.
 He and Zeitner left. Finchley leaned over and switched off the recorder.
 Theyre very plausible, Vic.
 I know, Terry. A doctor and a lawyerwhat a reputable double whammy. Emily was very plausible too. I hope youll talk to Nurse Higgins before you do anything scary, like charge Emily.
 Terry tightened his lips in a thin line. Get out of your seventies cop-equals-pig mentality, Vic. Its wearing thin with me.
 Why is it that we give the mans story four times the weight we do the daughters? Officer Neely burst out. Is it because hes a male and shes a female? Or hes an adult who makes a lot of money? If this was a black family on welfare would you two guys pay more attention to Emily or less?
 We all jumped at her voice. Shed been so quiet throughout the meeting wed forgotten her as a presence.
 Theres been an awful lot written these days about how easy it is to manipulate childrens memories of abuse, Terry said to her. Ive been reading up on it the last few days. Emily Messenger spent a week underground with a woman who herself claims to be fleeing a domestic abuse situation. Emily could easily have had her mind affected by this.
 Thats Zeitners line, Neely said. But do you believe it? Do you think VicMs. Warshawskimade up what she saw last night?
 Terry shifted uneasily. I dont think Vic is lying. But shes been under a lot of stress herself. Id like to talk to Anton before drawing any conclusions.
 I felt my own face grow hot with anger, but before I could speak Neely said, in a voice shaking with emotion, I will not have any role in arresting Emily Messenger, Terry. If you want to report me for insubordination, or send me off to do street patrol in Wentworth, I dont care.

 Once inside the ghost-room I worked fast. Blakely had a desk with one center drawer and a filing cabinet made of matching mahogany. Both were locked but opened easily.  We may be at this all night, I warned, so dont panic if Im not back in the morning. But if you dont hear from me by noon make sure Conrad gets all the details.
 You going off without telling him? Now, that really takes the cake, the old man fumed.
 It was knowing that I hadnt told Conrad, though, that finally got him to stop arguing.  He sat on the edge of the bed, his dark eyes somber. Vic, I owe my life to you. I know that. But my life would never have been in danger if you hadnt gone headlong out to Morris without talking to me about what you planned to do.
 I squeezed my eyes shut. I couldnt blow my last chance by shouting out that Murray and I would have slid out of the cornfields as easily as we came in if Conrad hadnt galloped to the rescue.

 Emily can surface now. She can go back to school and figure out what she wants to do with her life. Is she here? Or do I have to dismantle this city down to the tunnels to find her?
 Marilyn grinned at me and nodded. Id been certain, a hundred percent certain, that Neely had brought her to Marilyn. But I needed to hear it before I could relax.
 What about her old man? Marilyn asked. Shes a minor; we arent about to acknowledge her existence if she has to go back to him.
 Fabian? I think I can fix him. But first Id like to know what her own desires for the future are.
 Marilyn summoned Eva Kuhn. I explained the change in Emilys most-wanted status; Eva reported on Emilys emotional progress.
 This isnt Hollywood, Vicshes only been here two weeks. She needs a structured environment, lots of support, and some long-term therapy. More than I can provide her. But shes a fundamentally healthy girl, with a lot of gifts. With the right kind of help she should make it. Id like her to stay here for another month or so, until she feels strong enough to move out. But where shell go then is a major question mark.
 When she took me to see Emily I was amazed at the change in her. Maybe it wasnt a miracle ending, but she already looked younger than I had ever seen her. She had on jeans that fit her and a bold turquoise T-shirt that proclaimed Our Bodies, Our Lives. Someoneone of the mothers staying there, Marilyn told me laterhad braided her frizzy mop into cornrows, complete with multicolored beads.
 Emily looked at me with her usual solemnity, but her face relaxed into a grin when Eva said, Vic thinks shes tough, but shes never beaten me on a fast break. Dont let her talk you into anything you dont like, kid.
 You shooting baskets with Eva? I asked. Her elbows are registered weaponsdont go near em.
 I told her the history of the last few days, who had killed her mother and why, and why she didnt need to worry that anyone else would try to hurt her.
 I saw the plane burning up on television. Was that you? she said in her shy little voice.
 They were trying to run over me, so I shot the tires out. As she looked at me in awe I added, Ive never been so scared in my whole life, believe me.
 And you really know for sure it was that man in the hospital who killed Mother? Youre not saying it to make me feel better?
 To make you feel … oh. You mean that line Dr. Zeitner laid on you, that you had amnesia about killing her yourself. No, sweetie. Im afraid my vocabulary doesnt run to telling lies just to cheer people up. Maybe Id be better off if it did, but it was too late in the game to change that now.
 But who did I see, then? That night in your office, I mean. I saw Daddy there.
 I grimaced. Dr. Zeitner was right about one thing: our memories arent very reliable. If were convinced that we saw something, thats what we remember. You saw a mans feet, and you were sure they were Fabians. But think about it logically: you know he was home that night until after you went to bed, because you were waiting up, hoping he would go to bed first. And after he attacked you he went to his own room. He was there when you left the house.

 I know youre not crazy, Emily, not after all the talking you and I have done this week, and how Ive seen you behave with other people, Eva said, sounding in her assurance like the voice of God. I dont know your father, but Ive met a lot of fathers who are so ashamed of what theyve done to their wives and daughters that they pretend it never happened. They get angry, they tell lies, and they try to blame their daughters for what they themselves did.
 We let Emily digest that for a few minutes before I spoke. The question, Emily, is what do you want to do next? Eva and Marilyn and I think it would be good if you stayed here another month or so. Then wed like to find a place you could live where youd get the respect you need. And where you could see a good therapistsomeone like Eva, but with more time. You need to think about that, about whether you want to go back to your old school in the fall, all those kinds of things.
 I cant abandon the boys, she whispered.
 Im not asking you to abandon them. Im only saying you need your own life, and that we need to find a better place for you to live than with Fabian. You have rights, Emily, not just duties. You have the right to a peaceful nights sleep.
 She started to cry. If I move out hell never let me see them again. Hell be so angry with me. I cant
 You leave that to me. I will make sure that you get to see your brothers as often as you want to. Dont worry about your dads anger. Ill take care of that too. Believe me.
 But where would I go? she wailed.
 Well work on that together, Eva said. We wont ask you to leave Arcadia House until we have a good home for you to go to.
 Eva signaled to me to leave, asking me to wait in Marilyns office for a word with her before I went home. As I got up something occurred to me.
 Are you still writing, Emily?
 She kept her head bent over her lap, but shook it so vigorously that the colored beads bounced in all directions.
 I think you should start again. Keep a journal. Write more poems. Your poems will tell you the right thing to do.
 She looked up at that, her face alert in a way Id never seen it. That was the face that had written A Mouse Between Two Cats. I found myself smiling on my way to Marilyns office.
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Eva joined me in Marilyns office about ten minutes later. We have a real problem in what to do with Emily. She mustnt go back to that dreadful father. And he shouldnt keep custody of the kids, either. But if we lodge a formal complaint with DCFS, well only generate a host of new problems. If they believe us, theyll whisk the kids into foster care, probably separately. If they dont, we face lengthy proceedings to establish our case.  Youre starting to sound like Lotty, I said. Dont ask. Youll be happier not knowing.
 Mary Louise Neely got out of her car as I came down the steps. Emily must be in good shape, from the look on your face, she said as she passed me.
 Shell do. As I climbed into my car I realized I was still whistling under my breathSe vuol ballare from The Marriage of Figaro.
 When I spoke to Fabian on Saturday, the conversation was actually more tiresome than difficult. His responses ranged from angry bluster, through denial that anything had ever gone amiss between him and Emily, to a characterization of her as a very sick girl badly in need of help.
 Thats where our minds meet, I said. Were going to get her help. Heres the deal: We will put Emily, Joshua, and Nathan in foster care together. You will support a good day-care program for your sons where they meet and play with other children. Youll pay Emilys school fees and her psychotherapy. And Tamar Hawkingsthe woman who helped Emily survive for a week in the tunnelsyou pay for her stay in a top-quality residential facility where she can keep her children and receive proper help. In exchange for this you get to keep your job.
 How dare you? His cheeks quivered in fury. How dare you interfere with my children? Ill have you arrested if you go near them again. Now get out of my house!
 I leaned back in my chair and waited for his shouts to subside. When hed finished, after a goodor badtwenty minutes, my ears were ringing.
 You dont get it, Fabian. My goodwill toward your children is the only thing standing between you and an ugly meeting with the state bar association, not to mention the dean of the law school.
 As he started another tiresome litany I spelled it out for him. I told him I had taped evidence that he had collaborated with Alec Gantner, not only in his knowledge of the money-laundering scam, but in trying to get me murdered. Of course, that was stretching the truthI didnt have any of his complicity on tapebut as Id told Fabian earlier, the Marquess of Queensberry hadnt hung out in my South Side highschool.
 I would be willing to publish those tapes, I warned Fabian, as well as his involvement with Gant-Ags violation of the embargo against Iraq. And, if he proved really obdurate, I would help Emily through the process of testifying against him in a child-molestation suit.

 You went to Manfred? Fabian was stricken.
 I nodded, smiling seraphically, and held out a copy of a ten-page document our old professor had drafted. Id gone to him right after leaving Arcadia House on Tuesday. It seemed appropriate that he help finish the story, since it had all begun at Fabians farewell party for him.

 Disgusting. I poured myself another whisky. And you know, hes likely to marry again and have another family.
 Its not a perfect world, Lotty agreed. You cant get him arrested for complicity in Gant-Ags crimes? That would solve the problem.
 I shook my head. We need him to keep workinghe has to pay for day care and school and therapy and stuff. Besides, were having enough trouble getting the musketeers arrested for complicity in Gant-Ags crimes. Anyway, Fabian wasnt really a coconspirator, he just provided the senator with some valuable legal advice. He only fingered me in the hopes of staying on Gantners good side. He knew about the money coming in, but he didnt benefit from it: all he wanted was his wretched spot on the federal bench.
 I kept drinking, even after Lotty warned me that I would feel like hell in the morning. But I couldnt get drunk. Not even Black Label could wipe the taste of Fabian from my mouth.
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Eva Kuhn and Officer Neely were delighted by my work with Fabian, but once Id resolved Emilys problems I sank into a lethargy that I couldnt shake. Tell him I have the records of the jets registered with the air towers at OHare and Aurora for that night.
 That was one benefit of Murrays frenzied investigations. The morning after the plane blew up, Murray had talked to people he knew at the FAA. No one wanted to acknowledge his questions, but two days later hed received a bootleg copy of the logs for northern Illinois.  Bendel hung up without saying anything, but a day or two later I came back from a run to find him waiting for me. His navy sedan was double-parked in front of my building, with the children from the second floor swarming around itlimos were still a rarity on our street, even as upscale as the neighborhood had become.
 Bendel got out of the passenger seat when he saw me walk up the sidewalk. Senator Gantner would like to talk to you.
 I called the dogs to heelthey were far too friendly and I didnt want them to catch any terrible diseases from licking him. He can call for an appointment. Ill see if I can fit him in.
 The back door of the car opened and the well-groomed figure I knew from campaign ads stepped out. Humor me, Ms. Warshawski. Im in Chicago on a very brief visit.
 I made an elaborate show of looking at my watch. Oh, very well. I can give you ten minutes.
 As they followed me into the house Mr. Contreras popped his head into the hall. Come on up, I told him. Your chance to meet a U.S. senator in the flesh. You can be a witness to any threats or bribes he tries on me.
 The old man looked startled, but followed eagerly enough. When we were settled in my living room, me in my sweaty shorts, Gantner and Bendel in perfectly tailored summer worsted, Gantner came quickly to the point.
 Ive heard from Eric here that youd had some communication problems with my brothers company, with Gant-Ag. Gant-Ag is a global concern. You know its privately held, but its no secret that our annual sales are in excess of thirty billion. My brother, whos been running the company since I went to Congress, doesnt always have time to understand the details of the operation. Nor should a CEO bother himself about all the nuts and bolts. When I talked to him this morning he told me hed been mistaken in thinking that the plane that you helped destroy was one of oursit belonged to a private company in the Caribbean that isnt interested in trying to collect damages. Craig will be sending you a letter to that effectit should go out in todays mail.
 That will be a big relief, of course, Senator, I said, reclining at my ease in the armchair. To him, I suppose, as well as to me.
 On the other matters of concern to you, Im afraid my son got carried away in his zeal to help out a homeless charity here in Chicago. Hes been so used to a life of ease and indulgence that when two of his friends suggested he join the board he went … well, overboard in his efforts to help them. Hes resigned from the organization and wont take any further part in its affairs.

I tried to turn it downit seemed excessive for the job.

Till Its Over
July 27th was a blisteringly hot day. At Mr. Contrerass urging I packed the dogs into my car and drove down to the Indiana Dunes for a picnic and a swim. He stayed behind to work on his garden. I left him to a happy afternoon of mulching or mowing or whatever the plants needed.
